Other Information:

Delsea Middle School is a comprehensive middle school with a focus on meeting the unique academic, social, and 
emotional needs of the early adolescent student in grades seven and eight. The school, which is located in southern 
Gloucester County, houses approximately 600 students and over 70 faculty members and support personnel.  As part 
of Delsea Regional’s commitment to 21st century learning and technology infusion, every student is given their own 
lightweight laptop, a Google Chromebook.   Student learning can be better facilitated when every student has a device 
in school and at home and is able to access the internet.  Instruction, communication, research, class discussions and 
assignment completion can all take place 24:7 with the assistance of the Chromebook.   The implementation of a thirty-
five minute period of Sustained Silent Reading and Academic Enrichment begins each day with an emphasis on 
reading for life and remaining diligent and accountable with learning.  As a New Jersey School Choice District the 
Delsea Regional High School District provides the opportunity for non-resident students to attend Delsea Middle School 
at no cost to their parents/guardians. This School Choice program covers grades 7 and 8 and extends to the high 
school (grades 9-12) as well.  
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
