HONORING OUR VERY OWN “MONUMENTS MAN”

Along with his family, Harry Ettlinger
fled Germany in 1938 because of the Nazi’s
persecution of Jewish families and settled
in Newark, N.J. He became a U.S. citizen
and was drafted in 1944 and returned to
Europe as an infantryman in the U.S. Army
with the 99th Infantry Division.

Just as his unit was about to engage in
the Battle of the Bulge, he was reassigned
as an interpreter because of his fluency
in German. Shortly after, he joined the
Monuments, Fine Arts and Archives effort,
where he remained for one and a half years.
This special group consisted of 345 indi-
viduals representing 13 countries and was
responsible for saving, restoring and pre-
serving thousands of works of arts seized
by the Nazis during World War II.

It was an effort worthy of a Holly-
wood movie.

Consequently, the Rockaway, N.J. resi-
dent and one of only five surviving mem-
bers of the famous “Monuments Men”
was honored by local officials, Rockaway
Township American Legion Post 344 and
the New Jersey Department of Military
and Veterans Affairs Feb. 24 at a special
screening of the recently released movie
“The Monuments Men” at the AMC The-
ater in the Rockaway Mall.

Ettlinger, still sharp and witty, cracked
jokes as he was presented with proclama-
tions by Congressman Rodney Frelinghuy-

sen, Senator Joseph Pennachio, Assembly-
woman BettyLou DeCroceand Rockaway
Mayor, Michael Dachisen. In addition,

Raymond Zawacki, NJDMAVA Deputy
Commission of Veterans Affairs, awarded
Ettlinger the New Jersey Distinguished
Service Medal.

After the accolades and speeches, the
more than 300 present at the ceremony

viewed the film, “The Monuments Men.”
The film tells the story of a small group of
men and women who are in a race against
time to locate and save some of civiliza-
tion’s most beautiful and important master-
pieces from destruction by Nazi fanatics in
the final days of World War II.

“We did it to preserve the world’s cul-
ture,” said Ettlinger.

VA Mail-Order Pharmacy Receives Highest Score
in Mail Order Segment of J.D. Power Study

WASHINGTON -- For the fourth consecutive year, the De-
partment of Veterans Affairs (VA) Consolidated Mail Outpatient
Pharmacy receives the highest customer satisfaction score among
the nation’s public and private mail-order pharmacies, according
to a respected, independent study.

“Our Nation’s Veterans deserve a first-class pharmacy as a
part of the exceptional health care available,” said Secretary of
Veterans Affairs Eric K. Shinseki. “It is an honor to hear from
Veterans that we are delivering on that commitment.”

The 2013 independent study was conducted by J.D. Power.
Veterans were asked to rate VA on cost competitiveness, deliv-
ery, ordering process and customer service experience. Out of
1,000 possible points, VA scored 871. This was the highest score
among participating mail-order pharmacies.

The score matched the same industry-high score received by
the Department in 2012. VA also led the industry nationwide
in 2010 and 2011. “The fact that we are rated higher than our
private sector counterparts is due in part to our unique partner-
ship with our patients and medical centers,” said Dr. Robert A.
Petzel, VA’s Under Secretary for Health. “In addition to the con-
venience of mail-order service, Veterans also have a pharmacist
available to meet with them face to face.”
