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Gov. Christie Whitman tomorrow will sign legislation appropriating
more than $14 million for clean water projects throughout the state.
The Governor will also help "christen" a riverway cleaning vessel that
will be used by the Passaic Valley Sewerage Commission to monitor
the quality of water and keep it free of pollutants.
