The Pennsauken Campus of Camden County Technical Schools (CCTS) is a National School of Character as designated 
by Character.org. Character.org sponsors a national competition for this prestigious and competitive National School of 
Character designation. The Pennsauken Campus was named a National School of Character in 2015 and will hold the 
title until 2020. Students, staff, and parents all took part in the application process. Camden County College (CCC) 
provides high school juniors and seniors at CCTS with various opportunities to earn college credits for college-level work 
completed while in high school. Students may bank the credits earned for future enrollment at CCC or transfer them to 
other colleges and universities. Students may earn college credits through various programs, by participating in select AP 
academic classes, after school enrichment classes, and for units of study within certain career programs at CCTS via our 
college agreements. These dual-credit programs not only accelerate student achievement, but they also save time and 
money. Seniors may also be eligible to participate in our Senior Option program where they attend Camden County 
College full time during their senior year at no cost to the students. Students who participate can earn a year's worth of 
college credits when they successfully pass their courses. Penn Tech offers co-curricular clubs and organizations/Career 
and Technical Student Organizations (CTSOs) such as: SkillsUSA, Future Business Leaders of America (FBLA), FFA, 
Future Health Professionals (HOSA), and For Inspiration and Recognition of Science and Technology (FIRST Robotics).
