At JFK, we follow a CHAMP philosophy. Through class discussions, Morning Meetings, lessons, and daily reminders 
during the morning announcements, students are encouraged to be Caring, Honest, Accepting, Motivated, and Positive 
school citizens. JFK also follows two main school rules to help reinforce this philosophy: "If you don't have anything nice 
to say, don't say anything at all" and "Keep your hands and feet to yourself".
