Because of the programs offered at 
Columbia Middle School, our students have excelled by: – Scoring better than students statewide and in communities 
similar to Berkeley Heights on the New Jersey Student Learning Assessment – Science (NJSLA-S) – Having students 
receive recognition for their success in writing at the county, state, and national level – Achieving a 90% participation rate 
in our co-curricular and sports programs – Inviting senior citizen reading groups into the building for shared Literary 
Lunches – Actively participating in community service projects such as food drives and clothing collections.
