NJASK Science Assessment Information


The New Jersey Student Learning Assessment for Science (NJSLA-S) measures student proficiency with the New Jersey Student Learning Standards for Science. All 
students in grade 5, grade 8, and grade 11 were administered the NJSLA-Science field test in 2017-18.


Biology Assessment Information


New Jersey transitioned from the Biology Assessment to NJSLA-S in 2017-18 to 
align to new science standards. Results of field tests in 2017-18 will not be
