Tours of these 
edifices are well worthwhile.

Comfortable accommoda­
tions are plentiful at many small 
resorts, guest houses and farms, 
with recreational facilities and 
camp sites available at many 
state parks.

Golf, tennis and other outdoor 
sports may be enjoyed at excel­
lent facilities scattered through­
out the state. In addition to 
those open to the public, many 
private club facilities are avail­
able in conjunction with your 
stay at a resort hostelry.

THE SEASHORE
Over 120 miles of beaches are 
available for enjoyment of New 
Jersey’s ocean shore. Resorts 
dot the coastline from Cape May 
to Sandy Hook and offer pro­
tected surf bathing, or an oppor­
tunity to just relax under the 
sun, and miles of boardwalks for 
strolling.

Concrete center barriers have practically eliminated 
head-on collisions on more than 100 miles of Ne\w 
Jersey highways. They are principally used to con­
vert undivided four-lane roads into dual highways 
and to insure greater safety in locations where the 
median is too narrow for protection. New Jersey’s 
program of “ Safety Through Engineering”  calls for 
continuing erection of these lifesaving devices.

There are 1,200 overpasses on the 1,850-mile 
State Highway System.

W H I T E  L I N E S
New Jersey was the first state to paint reflecting' 
white lines along the outer edges of all state high­
ways. These “ lifeguards”  prevent many accidents 
by clearly defining the èdge of pavement at night. 
They are especially effective in foggy weather when 
visibility is otherwise low. It is the policy of the 
State Highway Department to repaint white lines 
at periodic intervals as needed.

NORMAL CONDITIONS
BEFORE STARTING
Assure yourself your car has no mechanical 
defects that may cause loss of car control. 
Check your turn signals, stop lights and head­
lights and last but not least your brakes.
Plan your route and be familiar with your 
point of turn-off from the main highway.

ON THE HIGHWAY
Drive by route number. All state and county 
highways are numbered and well marked. 
Drive courteously and you’ll avoid a lot of 
trouble and enjoy your journey.
On a long trip make it a habit to check your 
gas and oil gauge. Don’t  wait until you have 
long since passed a service station.
Use your turn signals before every turn and 
when changing lanes.
Check your radio volume. Your keen sense of 
hearing is needed for safe driving.
Check your rear-view mirror frequently—espe­
cially when planning to turn or apply brakes. 
Don’t  “ tail gate”  under any circumstance. 
Stay one car length behind for each 10 m.p.h. 
of travel speed.
When passing or overtaking another vehicle

don’t  hang in his “ blind spot.”  Either accel­
erate or fall back. ‘
Anticipate the driver ahead as best you can. 
Look through his windows at the car ahead 
of his.
Float with traffic—don’t  lag or try to out-run 
it. You invite trouble either way.
Keep in the right hand lane unless passing 
another car.
Don’t  speed. Many of our traffic signal sys­
tems are synchronized to match the speed 
lim it so the odds are you won’t  gain anything 
in the long run.
Always drive with a vent or window at least 
partly open. Carbon monoxide fumes can lull 
you to sleep with fatal results.
Stay alert. If you feel drowsy, park off the 
main highway and nap.
Official signs are placed for your benefit. Ob­
serve and heed them.
Don’t  be stubborn. Alter your driving speed to 
traffic and weather conditions.
Don’t  “ out-drive your headlights.”  Figure on 
being able to stop within your sight distance. 
Us¡e low-beam headlights when night-driving

in fog. They will illuminate our reflective 
white traffic lines.

ENTERING AND LEAVING TRAFFIC
Acceleration lanes are provided on freeways 
and most new highways. Use them to gain 
speed then merge with moving traffic.
Don’t slow for turning while in main traffic 
lanes. Use deceleration lanes provided on all 
freeways and most highways or hard surfaced 
shoulders.

AT AN INTERSECTION
NEVER ignore a stop street sign—if you do, 
you’re fair pm e  for a traffic summons or 
funeral service.
When stopping for traffic signals leave some 
room ahead. You might need it for maneuver­
ing.
Quickly double-check crossroad traffic before 
moving ahead after standing for a red light. 
There might be a straggler or an absent-mind­
ed driver.
Don’t  rely completely on the other driver’s 
mechanical turn signals. Keep the margin of 
safety on your side.

WINTER DRIVING
The New Jersey State Highway Department 
has more than 1,750 pieces of snow and ice 
control equipment and about 3,000 men ready 
to go into action on a few hours notice.
The Department is notified well in advance of 
any threatening weather conditions through 
subscription to a top-flight weather service 

I and during the storm is kept abreast of 
< weather changes.
! By means of the Department’s two-way radio

system (10 base stations and 255 mobile 
units) the state-wide snow and ice control 
job is co-ordinated to the best advantage of 
the state.
All of these facilities will be used to help you 
travel as safely and expeditiously as possible. 
You can do much to aid yourself, and the De­
partment too, if you follow these suggestions.

EARLY PREPARATION
I Before cold weather sets in make sure your 
: car and all its accessories are ready for the
j winter season. Check these points—

Braking system mechanically good.
Brakes evenly balanced.
Good tread on front tires.
Wheels in alignment.
Snow tires mounted on rear wheels.

I Tire chains and warning flares in trunk.

Sufficient anti-freeze in radiator.
Heater and defroster operating efficiently. 
Ice scraper for windows.
Windshield wiper blades operating.

WHEN SNOW OR ICE IS EXPECTED
Don’t drive unless it is absolutely necessary. 
However if you must:

Fill your gas-tank.
Put a bucket or bag of sand in car trunk. 
Store a shovel in your car trunk.
Put some non-perishable snacks in your 
glove compartment.
Add a heavy blanket to your car’s standard 
equipment.
Keep abreast of the weather via your car 
radio.
Park o ff main highways or designated 
“ snow streets.”

DRIVING ON HAZARDOUS ROADS
During a snowfall or immediately thereafter, 
you can do many things to increase your safe­
ty factor:

Don’t wait until you are stuck to put emer­
gency chains over your regular or snow 
tires.
Drive calmly and modestly—don’t  try to 
accelerate rapidly, maintain an even pace.

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Deadline... 1975
The largest state highway construction 
and improvement program in the history 
of New Jersey is well underway.
Its primary aims are to relieve congested 
areas and improve motoring safety to the 
limit of good engineering design and to 
provide a highway system that will be ade­
quate for the demands that will be placed 
upon it by 1975.
A two-year study completed by the Depart­
ment in 1956 determined that it would re­
quire 821 miles of new freeways and dual- 
ization and widening of more than 900 
miles of existing state highways, plus 
numerous resurfacings and intersection 
improvements, to do the job. The cost was 
then estimated at $2Va billion and the 
work extends into all 21 counties.
To accomplish both the primary and long 
range goals with maximum efficiency and 
at minimum cost, each construction proj­
ect of each year’s State Highway Depart­
ment construction program is scheduled 
with these goals in mind.
A graphic illustration of what has to be 
done to bring the State highway system 
into line with 1975 needs is displayed in 
this map. It must be emphasized that this 
map is for graphic illustration only and 
does not indicate the exact location of 
proposed new alignments, their exact 
points of intersection with existing roads. 
Such details have to wait until actual con­
struction on the individual projects can be 
programmed with certainty.
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
