(Proclamation 
WHEREAS, New Jersey has had a long and storied transportation history that has included many “firsts,” 

such as the world’s first regular steam ferry service beginning around 1785, the first hot air balloon flight in the 
United States in 1793, the first asphalt pavement in the Nation laid in 1870 and the first Object Lesson Road built 
by the federal government in 1897; and 

WHEREAS, New Jersey passed the landmark State Aid Act in 1891, becoming the first State in the Nation 
to officially recognize its responsibility for roadway improvements and set the stage for the Federal Aid Highway 
Act of 1916; and 

WHEREAS, New Jersey has been in the forefront of highway design that has included construction of the 
first three-lane highway in 1920, the first traffic circle in 1925 with the Camden Airport Circle, the Nation's first 
cloverleaf in 1928 in Woodbridge, New Jersey, the invention of the reflecting curb in 1938, the development of the 
central concrete safety barrier that has become known as the “Jersey Barrier” in 1954 and patented the load- 
concentrated breakaway coupling for large sign posts in 1970; and 

WHEREAS, New Jersey established the New Jersey State Highway Department in 1920, which was 
subsequently legislated as the New Jersey Department of Transportation (NJDOT) by the Transportation Act of 
1966 making it the first such State transportation agency to be established in concert with the creation of the U.S. 
Department of Transportation in 1966 with the goals of developing, maintaining and promoting a comprehensive 
plan for transportation development and to foster efficient and economic public transportation services in -the 
State; and 

WHEREAS, since its foundation, NJDOT has grown to oversee New Jersey's transportation system, which 
includes more than 39,000 miles of roadway, more than 6,400 bridges, 981 miles of freight railroad, 43 public use 
airports and three major water ports, along with the Nation's third largest transit system of bus, rail and light rail 
transit service that covers a service area of 5,325 square miles, linking major points in the tri-state area; and 

WHEREAS, the New Jersey Department of Transportation has continued to be at the forefront of 
innovation and excellence in the transportation industry recognized by the Federal Highway Administration, the 
American Council of Engineering Companies, the National Association of Environmental Professionals, the 
Consulting Engineers Council of New Jersey, the New Jersey Section of American Society of Civil Engineers, and the 
American Association of State Highway and Transportation Officials; and 

WHEREAS, New Jersey's transportation system continues to be vital to the future of the State and its 
economic development; 

NOW, THEREFORE, I, CHRIS CHRISTIE, Governor of the State of New Jersey, do hereby recognize:

on its Golden Anniversary, and commend the hard work of its employees, past and present, and honoring the 
Department for its meritorious record over the past 50 years of improving the lives of New Jersey's residents by 
improving our State’s vast transportation system and by being a leader in the transportation industry.
