Sir—In compliance with the law, the Board of Inspectors of
the New Jersey State Prison have the honor herewith to present
the annual report of the operations of this institution for the
fiscal year ending October 31st, 190s5.

During the year twelve regular and three special meetings of
the Board have been held. The Visiting Inspectors have visited
the Prison every week, and the other members of the Board
have made special visits, and particular attention has been given
to the business departments of the institution.

The required statistical information is so fully given in detail
by the Supervisor, Principal Keeper and the Clerk of the Prison
in their reports as to need but a brief reference to the increase
of population and the disbursements and receipts which come
under our supervision.

The total expenditures for all purposes during the year
(fiscal) 1905 have been two hundred twenty-one thousand
eight hundred eighty-three dollars and eighty-one cents ($221,-
883.81). e

By vigilant and almost constant effort we have been able to
reduce the cost of maintenance about twenty-eight hundred dol-
lars below that of last year, including a balance from the preced-
ing year of fifty-three hundred dollars caused by an insufficient
appropriation for that year, making a total saving of more than
eight thousand dollars, with a daily average of twenty-four
more prisoners than the previous year, practically maintaining
nearly nine thousand more prisoners.

The receipts of the past year as compared with that of the
preceding year shows an increase of two thousand six hundred
and twenty-three dollars and six cents, as will appear from the
report of the Supervisor. The contracts have been run up to
the fullest capacity possible under careful and businesslike man-
agement of the Supervisor, Hon. E. J. Anderson, under whose
supervision the various repairs and improvements to the build-
ings and grounds have been made, all of which will be given in
detail in his report.

The excellent sanitary condition of the institution is shown
by the report of the Physician, from which it appears that out
of an average population of twelve hundred and four during the
year but eleven deaths have occurred, being less than one per
cent. :

In this connection we desire to call your attention to the
population statistics of the Prison, covering the entire period of
its existence, commencing September 18th, 1798, carefully pre-
pared by Mr. Irvin C. Bleam, the efficient Clerk of the Prison.

We beg leave to submit to the earnest consideration of your
Excellency and of the Legislature the following much-needed
improvements, which will result in a considerable reduction in
the current expenses of the institution.

First. 'The boilers are at present located at six different points,
widely separated from each other. If these boilers, with the
‘one needed for the heating of the new wing, were located at
some central point, it would prove a considerable saving of
labor -and fuel, as well as a betterment of discipline. ‘

Second. A dining hall for the feeding of the prisoners is a
much-needed improvement, and would result in the reduction of
the cost of maintenance of at least five thousand ($5,000) dol-
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lars per annum, as has been shown by the Managers of Prisons
in other States.

In our last annual report we called the attention of the Gov-
ernor and Legislature to the necessity of providing for the en-
largement and improvement of the Prison, which was responded
to by the passage of an act appropriating two hundred and fifty
thousand ($250,000) dollars, and creating a Building Commis-
sion for that purpose. The Commission, with the co-operation
of the Commissioner of Charities and Corrections, have now in
course of construction a cell house, which will be in all respects
equal, if not superior, to the best in the country. It will contain
three hundred and fifty (350) steel cells, which will enable us to
meet the requirements of the law concerning the separate con-
finement of prisoners.

The management of the women’s department, in charge of
Mrs. Elsie T. Osborne, is worthy of our highest commendation.

The Moral Instructors are vigilant in their efforts for the
moral and spiritual benefit of the convicts.

Under the management of the Principal Keeper, Hon. George
O. Osborne, the usual discipline has been maintained, good
order and a satisfactory condition of cleanliness pervades the
Prison and its inmates.

The Board acknowledges their indebtedness to the Supervisor,
Hon. Edward J. Anderson, and the Principal Keeper, Hon.
George O. Osborne, for their active co-operation and many
courtesies, and to subordinate ofﬁcerg for their faithfulness in
the performance of their duties. '

We desire also to express our highest appreciation of the
interest manifested in the welfare of this institution and the
courtesies which your Excellency has ever extended to the Board.

Str—The customary annual report from this office is herewith
presented for your information, and that of the Legislature, show-
ing in the usual detail the business and financial operations of the
State Prison, and such other transactions as have come within
the branch of the prison service under my charge during the fiscal
year, ending October 31st, 1905. :

The daily average of prisoners maintained in the institution
during the year was one thousand two hundred and four (1,204),
being an increase in the daily average as compared with last year
of twenty-four (24). The number of prisoners of all classes at
the beginning of the year just closed was one thousand two hun-
dred and six (1,206). During the year there were removed
from the prison, because of expiration of term, parole, pardon,
insanity, death and other causes, five hundred and twenty-eight
(528), and the number received during that period was five hun-
dred and fifty-nine (559), leaving one thousand two hundred and
six (1,206) as the criminal population of the prison at this date.

A detailed statement of the changes in the prison population,

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and of the causes effecting those changes, will be found in the sta-
tistical report prepared by the clerk of the prison to accompany
the report of the Keeper, but a brief statement of these changes

and a condensed showing of the present classification is herewith
presented :

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The disbursements from the State Treasury during the year,
for all purposes connected with the prison, have amounted to two
hundred and twenty-one thousand eight hundred and eighty-three
dollars and eighty-one cents ($221,883.81), but this sum is largely
in excess of the real cost of operating the prison for the year, for
the reason that while all the expenditures are made from the State
Treasury and are charged against the various appropriations for
State Prison purposes, the entire revenue of the prison is, under
the laws of the State, paid into the State Treasury, and, although
not credited against the expenditures, it operates to reduce the
actual cost of maintaining the prison. Thus, while in the past
year the expenditures, as already stated, have amounted to $221,-
883.81, the revenue of the prison from all sources within the year
has amounted to eighty-five thousand three hundred and fifty-six
dollars and three cents ($85,356.03) and has served to reduce the
actual cost of maintaining the State Prison to one hundred and
thirty-six thousand five hundred and twenty-seven dollars and
seventy-eight cents ($136,527.78).

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stant changes in the character of labor to be employed, and possi-
ble legislation that might be inimical to the employment of such
labor, I deem it proper to show by the following statement the
annual per capita per diem cost per prisoner that the State would
be required to pay if no revenue were produced, not only for
guarding and maintaining the convicts, but also for keeping the
building and grounds in perfect repair, and all other expenses con-
nected with the management of the State Prison, based on the
sum so paid for the fiscal year 1905:

Of the expenditures embraced in the foregoing statement the
salaries of the executive officers and Inspectors and the salary of
the Moral Instructor are paid directly from the State Treasury,
on the warrant of the Comptroller; the gratuities paid to con-
victs upon their discharge are paid in bulk from the State T'reas-
ury, directly to the Prison Keeper, by whom they are paid to the
proper recipients. None of these accounts enter into the trans-
action of this office, but are presented here in concise form in order
to give a comprehensive statement of the prison expenses. The
salaries to subordinate officers are regulated by the Board of In-
spectors, and a monthly pay-roll is prepared, and after this is
¢ertified by the Keeper and approved by the Board of Inspectors,
it is made payable to the Supervisor, who draws the money from
the State Treasury and distributes to the several officers the re-
spective amounts due them as shown by the pay-roll. Further
than this, the disbursement has no relation to the accounts of this
office. :

The disbursements for “maintenance” and for “furniture, ap-
pliances and repairs” are made to the individual claimants by the
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State Treasurer, on the Comptroller’s warrant, after having been
certified by the Supervisor and approved by the Board of In-
spectors. The expenditures classed under the head of “mainte-
nance” include all the purchases that are made for food, clothing,
bedding, fuel, water, light, medicine and, indeed, the supplies of
every nature for the support and care of the prisoners. Those
under the head of “furniture, appliances and repairs’” iriclude the
expenditures for all furniture, utensils and tools used in the prison
and for all repairs to the buildings and grounds.

The sum appropriated by the Legislature of 1904 for the pur-
pose of prison maintenance for the year just ended, was one
hundred and five thousand dollars ($105,000.00), but, as I stated
in my last report, owing to insufficiency of the appropriation for
maintenance in 1904, that certain necessary purchases would be
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required to be made for increased supplies to meet the exigencies
of the case, but that the bills for those purchases could not be
paid for until the beginning of the next fiscal year. In view
of such necessity I accordingly made application to the Legis-
lative Committee on Appropriations at the session of 1gog for
an increase in the amount for the then current year, and a de-
ficiency appropriation of five thousand dollars ($5,000) was
made, making the whole amount available during the year one
hundred and ten thousand dollars ($110,000). As shown by the
above statement, of this amount there was expended the sum
of one hundred and seven thousand one hundred and eighty-
eight dollars and ninety-seven cents ($107,188.97) leaving an
unexpended balance on account of the above sum appropriated
of two thousand eight hundred and eleven dollars and three
cents ($2,811.03).

The aggregate amount of the bills incurred in the year 1904,
which we were unable to pay until the present fiscal year, was
five thousand three hundred and twenty-two dollars and sixty-
three cents ($5,322.63) making the sum paid for maintenance
just that amount in excess of the actual purchase of supplies for
that account during the year just ended.

Notwithstanding the fact that we were required to pay bills
incurred as above stated, and that the daily average of prisoners
to be maintained was twenty-four (24) greater than in the pre-
ceding year, we were not only able to confine the expenditures
within the appropriation, but also to reduce the expenditures for
such purposes in the amount of two thousand eight hundred and
eleven dollars and three cents ($2,811.03).

The cash receipts of the prison during the year amounted, as
already shown, to eighty-five thousand three hundred and fifty-
six dollars and three cents (85,356.03). This revenue was de-
rived to a large extent, from the remunerated labor of the pris-
oners, and shows an increase as compared with the preceding
year of two thousand six hundred and twenty-three dollars and
six cents ($2,623.06). Attention is called to the fact that, while
only an average of five hundred and seventy (570) prisoners
were engaged in remunerative labor in the shops, the revenue of
the prison, notwithstanding the increasing cost of supplies, came
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within twenty-one thousand eight hundred and thirty-two dollars
and ninety-four cents ($21,832.94) of furnishing a sufficient
sum to pay the whole expense of maintaining the entire convict
population of the prison, of which the daily average was twelve
hundred and four (1,204). As already stated, however, none
of this revenue was available for prison support, it having been,
as required by law, paid into the State Treasury each month
as it came to my hand.

The foregoing statement shows that, while the average num-
ber of prisoners to be maintained during the year was twelve
2 PRIS
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hundred and four (1204) and only an average of five hundred
and seventy (570) were engaged in remunerative employment,
the receipts from their production and the minor sources of
revenue furnished a sufficient sum to reduce the cost of main-
taining each prisoner of the whole number to twenty-six dollars
and forty-three cents ($26.43) for the year, and to a fraction
over seven (7) cents for each day.

It will be seen from the above that less than one-half of the
prisoners are engaged on work for which the State receives re-
muneration. Those not so employed, but able to work, are en-
gaged in ordinary prison service, and the customary computed
value of their work is, for skilled work, seventy-five cents (75c.)
per day, and for unskilled work, forty-five cents (45c.) per day.
At these very moderate rates of computation, the following state-
ment shows the computed value of the utilized labor of the
prisoners and the cash receipts from the revenue-producing labor
and other sources, together with the relation of their labor to
the entire cost of maintaining the prison:

The contract for the manufacture of mail sacks, etc., employ-
ing sixty (60) men, expired June I, 1905, and in view of the
action of the department at Washington refusing to allow the
manufacture of Government sacks in penal institutions, they
closed up their contract after completing material on hand.
This left us with unemployed labor for which, in August, we
advertised for proposals for their employment as provided for
by law. In response to this advertisement a proposal was re-
ceived and a’ contract awarded for the labor of one hundred
(100) men “in the manufacture of shirts, said contract going
into effect on the first of October, 19o5. This will be the means
of employing a greater number of men than were employed
during the previous year, and unquestionably add largely to the
revenue of the next fiscal year.

Notwithstanding the fact that practically for four months, by
reason of the contract above referred to stopping operation, and
in view of the fact that owing to the lack of material, illness
and other causes, the average number employed was but five
hundred-and seventy (570), the revenue derived from the con-
tract labor was increased one thousand and thirteen dollars and
sixty-six cents ($1,013.66) over the preceding year.

The practice referred to in the previous reports, of making in
the institution the clothing worn by the prisoners, has been
continued, the female prisoners, under the direction of the Ma-
tron, making all of their own clothing and many of the articles
used by the male prisoners. Under the direction of the Super-
visor, a force of prisoners, in charge of the store-keeper, is kept
constantly at work making up and repairing the clothing and
choes required for the male convicts, and making the entire suits
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to be furnished to discharged prisoners. The appended list
shows the number and variety of articles thus prepared by both
male and female prisoners in the past year:

REPAIRS, FURNITURE AND APPLIANCES.

The appropriation for the year for furniture, utensils, tools,
and the various appliances needed in the daily operations of the
prison, as well as to make the repairs necessary to keep the
building and ground in good condition, was ten thousand dollars
($10,000), and the amount expended for these purposes during
the year was nine thousand nine hundred and eighty-two dollars
and ninety-six cents ($9,982.96).
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It would be impossible, and is, indeed, unnecessary to enumer-

ate the repairs and purchases which have been made for this
account during the year. The inevitable wear and tear, and the
necessity for repairs and purchase are incessant and imperative;
so far as possible, skilled mechanics among the prisoners are
- utilized for the purposes of making repairs, and carpenters, ma-
chinists, plumbers, painters and laborers are kept constantly at
work, the only expense attending the repairs by them being the
cost of the materials used.
- Among the larger expenses incurred during the year have
been those involved in overhauling and putting in repair the
mason work connected with a number of the boilers, making
extensive repairs to some of the boilers and to the ice plant;
constructing a substantial concrete path in the hospital yard,
repairing roof of the power boiler house; putting on new leaders,
also placing new leaders on shops where needed; remodeling
cell in Women’s wing, converting it into a bath room; remodel-
ling old armory room, putting in new floor and re-decorating;
rebuilt roof on stable, and many smaller repairs.

I desire to extend my thanks to the members of the Board
of Inspectdrs for the pleasant personal and official relations which
have existed between my office and the Board, and for the cor-
dial support they have given to me in the execution of my official
duties.

I take pleasure also in expressing my thanks to Hon. George
O. Osborne, Principal Keeper of the Prison, for many personal
and official courtesies and for his constant readiness to keep alive
those cordial relations between our respective departments, which
serve to promote the efficiency of the public service.

There were received for prisoners during the year ending
October 31st, 1905, 21,351 letters, a daily average of about fifty-
eight. :

These were opened and read and, when found permissible, were
handed to the Hall Keeper for delivefy to the prisoners. '
 The number of prisoners’ letters mailed during the year was
12,464, a monthly average of 1,03834 letters.

These letters were carefully read, and name of sender and
person and address to whom sent were entered on ‘‘registry
book” before mailing.

The total number of packages received for prisoners during
the year was 4,886. When these packages were opened and
carefully examined, to ascertain if the articles contained therein
were admissible, entry was made in the “distribution book” of:
these articles and they were sent to the Hall Keeper for de-
livery, to the prisoners for whom they were intended; the neces-
sary receipts being obtained.

The number of visits to prisoners by relatives during the
year, permitting one or more of family at one time, was 1,773.

The amount of moneys received for prisoners during the year
was $2,536.86. This includes amounts sent enclosed in letters
for the prisoners, or sums left here by relatives or friends, when
visiting the prison. These amounts were turned over to the

passed over to the Principal Keeper and the amounts credited
to the respective prisoners.

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Report of Prison Physician.

To the Honorable Board of Inspectors of the New Jersey State
Prison: .
Strs—Ignoring a mild epidemic of diarrhcea which prevailed
during the unusually high temperature of the past summer,
nothing unusual has occurred in this department of the prison
during ‘the current year as deserving of special mention.

We have had no cases of typhoid fever or diphtheria, nor of
small pox, nor of any other contagious or epidemic diseases; nor
has there been a single case of suicide.

The mortality in the prison has been comparatively small.
Less than one per cent., in a daily average of 1,204 prison inmates.

Of the eleven deaths, five were from tuberculosis, in one or
other of its complicated forms, and these five were all among
the colored population, who, from previous habit of out-of-door
life and constitutional tendencies, seem, when confined to factory
work, to be more susceptible than the whites to the inroads of this
baleful malady.

Excepting the general depressing influences of prison environ-
ments, so far as contagion is concerned—and this is especially
guarded against—prison experience throws little light on the
origin of the individual cases of this fatal disease.

The treatment adopted, however, viz., a liberal diet of milk and
eggs, moderate exercise in the open air, a never overheated in-
terior atmosphere, conjoining with the regular administration
of alterative tonics and inhalents, prove that much can be done
towards checking the inroads and alleviating the harsh symptoms
of this dreaded complaint.

A gratifying success has been achieved in the treatment of the
surgical cases, through the performance of various surgical
operations as called for, and here enumerated, viz: Removal of

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the head of the femur, tubercular caries; operation for inguinal
and acute umbilical hernia; amputation of the penis and parts of
the hand; operation for fistula in ano and stricture of .the
urethra; removal of tumors of the breast, leg, elbow, wrist,
axilla, eyelids and scalp; operations for harelip; reduction of
dislocations, and opening of abscesses.

The low percentage of mortality in the prison speaks well for
its good sanitary condition.

The health of the inmates of wing No. 5, occupied by the
female prisoners, has been good, no deaths having occurred during
the year. The Matron, Mrs. George O. Osborne, and her com-
petent assistants are entitled to full credit for the excellent sanitary
condition of the wing and the interior management of its affiairs.

Under present conditions, however, such good results cannot
with certainty be predicted for the future; for, should the popu-
lation of this wing increase in the next twelve months in the
same proportion it has increased during the current year, it
would probably give practical expression to that axiom in prison
reform which accentuates the fact that, be other things as they
may, the results of overcrowding are physically, mentally and
morally as baleful as they are sure.

In the administration of this department, our thanks are due
to the ever ready and active co-operation of our experienced and
efficient Keeper, George O. Osborne, and to our accomplished
and generous Supervisor, Edward J. Anderson, as also to your
Board of Inspectors, all of whom have left nothing undone in
aiding our efforts to care for the sick and maintain the depart-
ment in a condition creditable to the State.

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Moral Instructors’ Report.

TrRENTON, N. J., November, 1905.
To His Excellency, Hon. E. C. Stokes, Governor: :

HonNoRreED Sik—As Moral Instructor of the New Jersey State
Prison, I beg leave herewith to submit my annual report. I
am encouraged in my work from the knowledge that many of
the inmates of the prison are taking greater interest in the efforts
for their reform. The most striking evidence is an earnest
desire for the study of the Holy Scriptures. This is manifested
by membership in my Bible class and the letters I receive from
discharged prisoners writing of the change in their lives for the
better. Such change grows out of the influence of Bible truths
declaring with emphasis the great power of good the word of
God has over mere intellectuality.

Culture, so called, says a writer, does not prevent crime. It
must be admitted that some of the greatest criminals have been
known as educated men who have been all the more powerful for
evil because of their superior intellectual equipment. 1 do not
decry mental work. Employ the best talent to teach and pre-
pare those under the care of our instructors in our public schools,
seminaries and colleges for the work of true life. At the same
time, let it be remembered that the best foundation for the super-
structure to be built thereon are the lessons of Divine Truth.
Cultivate the mind, but do not neglect or lose sight of soul culture.
Teach and train both, beginning in early life, and the result will
be fewer ‘criminals and less need for prisons and reformatories.

I am pleased to mention that our prison still maintains its
high standard of sanitary conditions. The principal Keeper, Mr.
George O. Osborne, does not relax his oversight in this depart-
ment, aided in his work by the excellent Supervisor, Major E. J.
Anderson, and the Board of Inspectors. The New Jersey State
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Prison is second to none in its healthfulness and comfort, both to
keepers and convicts. In conclusion, I return my hearty thanks
to the Board of Inspectors, Principal Keeper, Supervisor, and
Doctors MacKenzie and Brewer, for their prompt and cheerful
help. '

To the Hon. Board of Prison Inspectors:

GENTLEMEN—I have the honor to lay before you my ninth
annual report, in which I shall briefly outline the character of
the work performed by me as Moral Instructor during the past
twelve months. l

RELIGIOUS WORK.

On every Sunday throughout the year, and on several leading
holidays, Divine services have been held in the morning. For
the greater part of the year—practically every Sunday, except
during the hottest season—Sunday-school in the afternoon has
been maintained by me for the religious and moral instruction of
those who were found to be more or less deficient in the
rudiments of religion and of solid morality.

The punctuality and the attentiveness at services was of a
high grade, and I hope that under the influence of God’s grace
much has been accomplished towards leading the minds and
hearts of my charges to a higher plane of thought and deed.

EDUCATIONAL WORK.

Leaving the task of instructing the native-born prisoners to my
esteemed colleague, Rev. Mr. Maddock, I have taken upon my-
self, as my share, the burden of bringing as many as possible of
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the foreign-born prison population to a comprehension of the
English language. I admit that I dare not aim too high as to
results, that my task is one of great difficulty; but I am glad
to be able to state that the attendance at school, though entirely
voluntary, was very good on the part of all, that during the
hours of school they showed application to their studies, and that
a goodly number made excellent progress. I can state with great
emphasis: the school has not been the scene of infractions of
rules, nor has it been used by any of the pupils as a pretext to
furthering unlawful schemes or plans. In its operations the
school has been always under my direct, close, personal supervi-
sion. I have been aided in the work of instructing these men
by a corps of convict teachers, and with their aid I have been
able to maintain distinct school sections, composed of men of the
following nationalities : German, Polish, Slavic, Hungarian,
Italian and Lithuanian. I have made use of the opportunity
afforded me in the school to give the foreigners substantial ideas
of our form of Government, to inculcate respect for our laws, and
thus to make of them, if possible, good citizens of our Republic. -
I feel that the school should be a permanent feature of our prison
discipline, and I bespeak for its further existence and improve-
ment the same favorable attitude that you have exhibited towards
it in the past. '

Both Rev. Mr. Maddock and myself have exercised jointly
supervision over the library. -It is now in a dilapidated condi-
tion and needs a renewal of books. This matter will be brought
to your attention by the Supervisor, and I look confidently for-
ward to a complete rehabilitation of the library facilities. I
recommend that the needs for reading matter of our foreigners
be duly considered, and that books be purchased in various
languages, so they also will have the means of usefully occupying
their minds while in the solitude of their cells.

The school in English is not sufficient ’E_o ¢nable theém to read
the average literary work in English until many months have
gone by, and in the meantime they have nothing to read.
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OFFICE ROUTINE.

The charge of reviewing and censoring printed reading matter
has for years been committed to the Moral Instructors. For
greater uniformity of treatment, Rev. Mr. Maddock has charged
himself with the censorship of books and magazines, and I of the
newspapers.

Our duties in this connection consist not only in looking over
printed matter but also in regulating, along with Mr. Osborne,
the purchase, with moneys of the convicts, of articles or matter
that pertain to their religious, moral or intellectual improvement.
Under an agreement with the Board of Inspectors of some years
ago, I review all mail, both incoming and outgoing, that is
written in any foreign language.

I also enjoy the privilege of using my office for the purpose of
interviewing the men under my charge, and much of my time is
taken up by such work. When the men are received, before they
are released and during their imprisonment here, many opportu-
nities I thus take advantage of to exhort, advise and guide them
in manifold ways which it would be impossible to specify here.

AFTER-PRISON WORK.

I regard it as the crown of my work as Moral Instructor to
know that the moral and religious influences exerted while in
prison retain lasting influences over the convicts after release.
To this end I am endeavoring to keep in touch with them, even
after they have left here, and am trying to be a friend and
helper to them in their needs and troubles. Although this is not
strictly one of the duties imposed upon me by the rules of the
prison, yet I regard it as a necessary complement of such duties.
In thus maintaining an oversight over released men and women,
" I have seen much that confirms me in my attitude on this point,
and that has been consoling and even surprising to me. I
distinctly stand for the proposition that convicts can be reformed.

With intense pleasure I have viewed the establishment of a
Parole Agent, and while I am not directly connected with the
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workings of that office, I have been able closely to scan what is be-
ing done and what has been achieved, and I hold it to be an inte-
gral part of our prison system. According to modern ideas, a
prison is not only a place of penance and retribution; it should
embrace also reasonable efforts that look to the reformation and
rehabilitation of all who are committed to it.

Having thus laid before you in outline my work during the
year, I beg leave to thank, you collectively and individually for
your kindly relations with me in the past, and to express the deep
assurance, based upon our past mutual relations, that I shall
enjoy your favorable asquiescence to the details of my work also
in the future.

In conclusion, I note that my relations with the Head Keeper,
Supervisor, Matron and, in fact, with all fellow-workers in the
Prison have been cordial and give promise of ever remaining so.
