Students participate in once 
weekly specials classes, which afford students an exploratory opportunity in technology, art, Spanish, physical education, 
media literacy, and music appreciation.

ELL students are also afforded the opportunity for additional 
support in math via our ASI (academic support instruction) program. Students with special needs have access to the least 
restrictive learning environment via in-class resource room classes or resource room classes. These are taught by special 
education teachers with content certification. A specialized reading program using Wilson and Orton Gillingham reading 
protocols is offered. The Fast ForWord program was also used to strengthen phonics/reading skills. Speech, language, 
occupational therapy, physical therapy, and counseling related services are provided.


Student Health and 
Wellness:


Students have access to a healthy breakfast option through Breakfast after the Bell offered each morning. Students and 
staff partner with the food service vendor through a Youth Advisory Council, providing an opportunity for input into 
cafeteria offerings. Physical education classes occur on a weekly basis, and a daily recess period is offered for students.


Parent and Community 
Involvement:


South River Elementary School shares a strong partnership with its PTA which sponsors a number of programs for 
students, including assemblies, school spirit days, and evening programs. Teachers have been awarded grants from the 
South River Foundation for Educational Excellence, which supports our school community. Parent Access provides 
parents with access to their children's grades, discipline, and attendance information online. Connect Ed is a notification 
system that provides emergency information as well as reminders of events, another way we work to communicate with 
parents.
