Report To The Commissioner 

T o T he Honorable W i lliam J. Ellis, 
Commissioner of Institut ions and A gencies. 

The Board of Managers of The New Jersey State Hospital at 
Greystone Park submit to you their sixty-seventh annual , report together 
with the report of Dr. Marcus A. Curry, Superintendent and Chief 
Executive Officer, for the fiscal year from July 1, 1941 to June 30, 1942. 

The. activities, accomplishments, problems and difficulties in main­
taining, the high standards of treatment, care and cure of the patients 
have been similar to t~ose of recent years. Ever mounting decreases 
of personnel in every Department and tendency of applicants to be of 
lower, older grades (as 'the only ones available to fill vacancies) have 
added immeasurably to the work, anxieties and strains upon the faithful 
who have been rendering their services for many years and who are 
staying in the Hospital now largely through loyalty to it and its associ­
ations. This hospital, like all other institutions, is suffering and will 
suffer still further on account of shortage of personnel, running into 
every line of activity, because of those called into the service and also so 
many employees being drawn into war work with higher salaries. This 
is bound to affect the service in the hospital and every one of us is 
keenly aware of this fact. All these conditions and resulting .effects are 
described graphically in th~ attached reports. 

Again, as previously, the statements, descriptions and recommen­
dations of Dr. Curry and of his associates in their various sub-reports 
for last year impress the Managers as correct and deserving of their full 
support. These people hav~ all performed their duties faithfully, capably 
and with remarkable successes under most trying conditions. We could 
not, in fairness, mention special heads, or subordinates, of Departments 
for special praises without overlooking others but from Doctors Curry, 
McMurray, Collins, Miss DuQuaine, Mr. Brevoort Smith throughout the 
whole list we can truly state that with sacrifices of strength and health 
they have worked to the limit for the health, comfort and welfare of the 
patients. Our thanks and appreciation go to every one of them. We 
know that in these times the State cannot compete in salaries with outside

civil agencies but we do hope that the legislators, and all in authority 
will move to provide sufficiently better pay, more of the needed housing 
accomodations and thus to a more permanent, contented community life 
for the Staffs and employees in general than is now attainable-all of 
which will in the long run result in more cures within shorter periods 
and thus in a wise economical investment by the State. 

On the whole we can report that while attainments were nowhere 
near as high as would have been possible with complements of staffs, of 
more commodious housing and accommodations for the sick, yet the 
patients have been so kindly and skillfully treated and cared for that the 
record of cured, improved and relieved patients is remarkably good. 

On July 1, 1941, there were on the hospital books 6,260 patients-
3,039 men and 3,221 women. On June 30, 1942, there were 6,421 
patients-3,132 men and 3,289 women. This -is an increase of 161 
patients-93 men and 68 wome:n. There were 5,549 patients ·actually 
resident in the hospital-2, 7 44 men and 2,805 women and 872 were 
outside the institution on parole, visit or escape. During the year there 
were 1,471 regular aclmissions which is 79 more than last year. The 
discharges totaled 738 of whom 376 were diecharged as recovered, (31.5 
pcr- cent. of first admissions); 304 as improved, (25.5 per cent.); 34 as 
unimproved and 24 without psychosis; 26 patients were transferred to 
other hospitals. The deaths numbered 546. The total under treatment 
during the year was 7,731. 

The statistics of patients admitted from Totowa for special care are 
as follows: Receiving care at beginning of year, 3; admitted for special 
care, ~1; discharged from special care, 12; receiving special care in 
hospital at end of year, 2. These figures were not included in the 
statistics of the preceding paragraph. 

We are greatly distressed by the overcrowding in some sections, 
particularly in the Reception Building where proper differentiation, 
classification and best of treatment requires that the patient population 
shall be kept within standard limitations. This building is sadly over­
crowded now and we feel that other quarters must be found or built to 
take the excessive numbers of patients out of it-especially those over 
age 70, with lingering incurable physical illnesses, who are being sent 
from the different counties at an alarming and overwhelming rate. 

Again we must build ·additional accommodations for at least 200 
patients in the area for Tuberculous patients. The present buildings 
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have in them now far more patients than can be given the best of treat­
ment and many more with active Tuberculosis are scattered through the 
various wards from which they should be taken into isolated quarters so 
that the disease and the spread of it can be handled properly. Meanwhile 
it is particularly distressing that quarters much needed by the women 
patients in the Senile building have had to be taken away from them and 
assigned temporarily for Tuberculous patients. That assignment must 
be withdrawn as soon as possible. 

We are still looking forward to the time when the new Gymnasium 
can be built-part of the cost of it will be paid out of two legacies left 
by grateful relatives of patients. 

Other particular needs are emphasized by Dr. Curry, reinforced by 
Doctors Collins, McMurray, Miss DuQuaine and others. We ask serious 
consideration of all of them. 

As a result of the first complete and comprehensive audit that 
has been made of the Institution in many years, many constructive 
recommendations were made which have been put into effect by the 
management just as rapidly as conditions would permit. We feel that 
Commissioner Durand has done a constructive job which we all appreciate 
very much. 

You and your associates in the Central Department have as ever 
always been most kind, prompt and helpful in response to every call for 
aid and advice. You have carried and helped to solve far more than 
your share of our problems throughout the year and we are deeply 
appreciative and thankful. 

The Managers held 11 regular meetings during the year with an 
attendance of 55. Conferences, committee meetings and other visits 
numbered 46, which made 101 recorded trips to the hospital by Board 
members. Many conferences were held off the grounds or outside of 
office hours and were not recorded.

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REPORT OF THE CHIEF EXECUTIVE OFFICER 





Report of the Chief Executive Officer 
To The Board Of Managers: 

As required by New Jersey statutes, I hereby hand to you the annual 
report of The New Jersey State Hospital at Greystone Park for the fiscal 
year from July 1, 1941 to June 30, 1942. This is the sixty-seventh 
report of the institution and my twenty-second as Superintendent and 
Chief Executive Officer. 

The total number of admissions for the year was 1,482 patients 
which was 82 more than were admitted the previous year. The discharged 
showed 31.5 per cent. recovered, 25;5 improved and 24 patients, 2 per 
cent. without psychosis. Although the discharges seem somewhat low 
in comparison with last year, in 1940 which was considered very credit­
able, the percentages ran 32.2 recovered and 21.7 improved, or a total 
of 53.9 per cent. in comparison with this year's 57 per cent. Again, 
the number on parole from whom most discharges are drawn, stood at 
748 at the end of 1941, as compared with 839 at the end of 1942. 
Patients outside the institution, on parole, visit or escape, at the end of 
this fiscal year were 102 more than at the beginning of the year, so 'the 
increase of those in the hospital was only 58. Old Age Assistance has 
been utilized to an increasing degree and 38 patients were outside the 
hospital under this arrangement on June 30th and are included in the 
above total. 

Some overcrowding continues, especially in the Tuberculosis build­
ing, the Reception building and in the Infirmary services. These two 
last are largely due to the constantly increasing number of old patients 
being sent us. The average number of patients in the "over 70" age 
group for six years previous to 1942 ran from 10.6 per cent. to 11.7 per 
cent. (1941). This period included both the years of highest admission 
rate in the history of the hospital and years of comparatively low admis­
sions. In 1942 the percentage in this age group jumped to 14.4 or fifty 
more patients than last year. This growing proportion of old people in 
the hospital population has overloaded all infirmaries, clogged up the 
reception service, reduced the percentage of recoveries and increased 
the death rate-though we actually had a patient celebrate his one hun­
dredth birthday this year.

In the medical services all work has been continued and some 
improvements have been made. The shock therapy was affected adverse­
ly by the shortage of nurses and attendants and the number given this 
treatment was considerably reduced. The patients were more carefully 
selected, however, and an even better percentage of those treated were 
returned to the community than in previous years. An electroencepha­
lograph was installed in a suitable room and members of the staff took 
post-graduate work to equip themselves to use and evaluate the results 
from this and the electrocardiogram. In general, the medical work of 
the hospital was well maintained as few men have as yet been drawn 
from the key positions on the staff. We have been warned, however, 
that the armed forces may have to take some of the divisional heads 
later, even though they are greatly needed here. The number of the 
junior men going into the military service has resulted in rapid turnover 
on the staff and placed greater burdens of training and supervising on 
the seniors. So far we have been fortunate in obtaining replacements, 
but this is unlikely to continue as the communities are also being 
depleted of doctors and those who cannot be assigned to the armed 
forces are likely to find general practice more attractive financially and 
in other ways · than state hospital work. 

Staff housing was improved to the extent of placing in service the 
remodeled Jaqui house. Two single cottages are now under construction 
which will provide further relief when they are ready for use, though 
under war conditions that date may be considerably removed by priori­
ties and shortages in materials. Housing for employees is being prepared 
by constructing living quarters on the ground floor rear in the Employees' 
building ~nd about thirty additional rooms will be available when the 
work is completed. ' 

The various divisions under the direction of the Business Manager 
have shown admirable progress in view of existing conditions. The 
reconstruction of the scullery area and the addition to the laundry have 
both relieved serious conditions in important centers. The purchase of 
192 acres of additional farm land and the placing under cultivation of 
part of the area cleared as a W.P.A. project have increased the number 
of acres in crops and made it possible to raise larger quantities. The 
dairy and other animal industries have shown good production and the 
service plants have been maintained in good condition. 

The great problem of the year has been shortage of employees. 
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This has reached a stage where routine ward care of patients has been 
accomplished only with the unselfish help of other patients and where 
groups of patients have been taken to the various treatment facilities 
under the escort of patients having parole of the grounds. As for the 
employees, many have gone without their much prized and needed weekly 
day off, not once or twice, but so many times that the accumulation now 
stands in hundreds of days. Extra hours of daily duty have also been 
added in many cases simply because the long hours regularly assigned 
were not long enough to enable one person to cover the work of two or 
three. And there has been no extra pay for all this extra work except the 
general bonus based on other factors than the number of hours on duty 
each week. That enough loyal employees have remained under these 
conditions, in the face of all the pressure and prestige offered by the 
defense plants-not to mention their high pay-speaks well for human 
nature. And in addition to all this, many of our people have given of 
their time to teach classes in First Aid, Nurses' Aide, Nutrition and other 
subjects of general importance in nearby communities and at the hospital; 
many more have taken such courses or those having to do with the safety 
and protection of this area; still others have assisted in raising funds for 
the Red Cross, with the hospital personnel contributing generously to 
every drive. 

As the reports from the various divisions are taken up in detail it 
will be apparent that an earnest effort has been made throughout the 
institution to cope with existing conditions on a realistic basis by carry­
ing on the work in the best manner possible under the circumstances. 
The great majority of our personnel, especially the incoming replace­
ments, are by reason of age or some ·disability not fitted for either mil­
itary duty or the exacting work in defense plants. That is to be expect­
ed. But we do feel that the proper care of the mentally ill has a right­
ful place in the state economy even in war time, that the work in an 
institution is as honorable and necessary if not as glamorous as that for 
national defense and that standards of working hours, of pay, and of 
living conditions must be maintained so that full justice is done to those 
whose place is in the state service. 

Health 

General health conditions among patients and employees were good, 
especially when allowance is made for the increasing age of the hospi-
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tal population as a whole. Deaths from pneumonia were 17, only a 
little more than half as many as last year. Infectious diseases were held 
to a minimum. 

The health measures previously established were carefully main­
tained. New employees for the laundry, kitchen, garden and dairy were 
given a complete physical examination, including Widal, Wassermann, 
throat smears and urinalysis. Student nurses were given, in addition to 
the above examination, additional tests including Mantoux and Shick. 
Chest x-rays were done whenever indicated for all employees and yearly 
or more often for student nurses. All employees and nurses at the 
Tuberculosis unit were checked weekly for weight and those who con­
tinued on that service had chest x-rays at three months intervals. All 
employees who handled food were examined every six months. Vacci­
nations and inoculations for small-pox, typhoid and paratyphoid were 
regularly given to patients and employees. Water and milk supplies 
were · tested at frequent regular intervals, water was chlorinated, milk 
pasteurized. All animals slaughtered for food were inspected by the 
veterinarian and not used unless passed by him. Food supplies from 
outside sources were inspected and kept up to standard specifications .. 

Statistical Resume 

The Record Office continued under the immediate supervision of 
Mr. Harold Prettyman until June 1st, when upon the retirement of Mr. 
James E. Lauenstein, Mr. Prettyman was made chief clerk of the medical 
department and secretary to the Board of Managers and the Superinten­
dent. Mr. Joseph Brown, who had assisted Mr. Prettyman in the 
Record Office for a number of years was placed in charge of the files 
and statistics. He has made up the regular statistical tables which are 
printed in the back of this report and has also summarized the material 
for incorporation at this point as follows: 

General Data: During the year ended June 30, 1942, there· were 
admitted 1,482 patients-755 men and 727 women. This figure is 82 
over the admissions last year. The admissions included 1,193 first 
admissions to any hospital for the insane-609 men and 584 women; 
248 readmissions-134 men and 114 women; 30 transfers from other 
similar institutions in New Jersey- 12 men and 18 women; 11 special 
cases (admitted for surgery or observation from The North Jersey 
Training School at Totowa)-all women. The n~mber of patients dis-
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charged, including deaths, was 1,322-662 men and 660 women-leav­
ing an increase on the books of 160 patients at the close of the year. 

There were under treatment 7,745 patients-3,794 men and 3,951 
women-which was 144 more than the preceding year. The maximum 
census for the year was 6,438 obtained on April 6th and the highest 
number actually in the hospital ·at any one time was 5,568 on June 26th. 
The average daily number in the hospital was 5,497.23. At the close of 
the year 839 patients-359 men and 480 women-were carried on 
parole or visit and 33 patients-29 men and 4 women-were carried on 
escape. This is an increase of 102 over the number outside the insti­
tution at the close of last year making an increase of patients actually in 
the institution at the close of the year, 58. 

First Admissions: There were 849 patients of native birth-422 
men and 427 women; the foreign born number 342-186 men and 156 
women; or 28.7 per cent. of the total first admissions and is 2.5 per 
cent. less than last year. Both parents of 467 native born patients were 
also of native birth while in 88 cases one parent was born in this coun­
try and the other was of foreign birth. Of the foreign born patients 68 
were natives of Italy, 37 of Germany, 38 of Poland, 35 of Ireland, and 
25 of Russia, these five countries furnishing 59.4 per cent. of the foreign 
born first admissions. The country of birth of two patients was unas­
certained. The naturalized citizens numbered 188 and the aliens 154 
while the citizenship of two patients was unascertained. 

Table 6, psy,choses of first admissions, shows 287 patients diagnosed 
as suffering with cerebral arteriosclerosis, 213 with dementia precox 
and 90 with manic depressive psychosis. These three groups furnished 
49.5 per eent. of the total. Other psychoses showing high incidence 
were involutional 50; syphilitic meningo-encephalitis 65; senile 106; 
alcoholic 55; other forms of syphilis of the central nervous system 33; 
and psychopathic personality 52. 

In the classification according .to color, 1,069 patients-543 men 
and 526 women were listed as white and 124-66 men and 58 women­
as black. 

The age tabulation reckoned in five-year groups shows that the 
median line for admissions fell between the ages of 45-49, half of the 
total first admissions being below this age and half above; the greatest 
number of admissions were listed in the four five-year periods between 
25-29, 30-34, 40-44 and 65-69, and included 36.7 per cent. of the total. 
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Under 25 were 130 patients and 214 were 70 and over. The age of two 
patients was unascertained. 

As to degree of education, 763 patients or '64 per cent. had received 
a common school education, 188 w~re graduates of high school and 45 
had collegiate education; 121 were listed as having learned to read and 
write and 7 4 were illiterate. The degree of education of two patients 
was unascertained. 

There were 1,075 patients of urban environment or 90.1 per cent. 
of the first admissions. The rural district supplied 116 patients. The 
environment of two patients was unascertained. 

The economic condition of 893 patients or 74.9 per cent. was listed 
as marginal; 239 as dependent and 59 as comfortable. The economic 
condition of two patients was unascertained. 

In regard to the use of alcohol 536 were described as abstinent, 
443 as temperate and 212-153 men and 59 women-as intemperate. 
The use of alcohol by two patients was unascertained. 

The marital condition of the first admissions was classified as fol­
lows: single, 372-221 men and 151 women; married, 499-250 men 
and 249 women; widowed, 241-95 men and 146 women; separated, 
52-31 men and 21 women; divorced, 27-11 men and 16 women. 
The marital condition of two patients was unascertained. 

Readmissions: The total in this group was 248 patients-134 men 
and 114 women. In the classification according to psychosis, 85 were 
suffering from dementia precox and 64 from manic depressive insanity, 
or 60. per cent. of the total admissions. 

Discharges: The total of those regularly discharged from the care 
of the institut-ion was 738-370 men and 368 wom.en. Of this number 
376-185 men and 191 women-were considered to have recovered 
from their psychosis. This is 31.5 per cent. based on the number of 
first admissions and is 5.4 per cent. less than last year; 304 patients 
-154 men and 150 women-were discharged as improved or 25.5 per 
cent. based on the number of first admissions and is 3.4 per cent. less 
than last year. The manner of discharge of the remaining patients was 
as follows: Unimproved, 34-12 men and 22 women and without psychosis, 
24-19 men and 5 women. In addition to those discharged 26 patients 
-18 men and 8 women-were transferred to other similar institutions 
in New Jersey; also 12 special cases (admitted from the North Jersey 
Trai~ing School at Totowa for surgery or observation)-all women. Of 
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the discharged as recovered, patients suffering from manic depressive 
psychosis constituted 37 per cent. or 139 patients. 

The decrease in the number of patients discharged is largely ac­
counted for in the number of older patients being admitted and their 
ineligibility for Shock Therapy as well as the shortage of ward personnel, 
together with overcrowding to the extent of 33.1 per cent. 

Deaths: During the year 546 patients died-274 men and 272 
women. This is a rate of 7. per cent. based on the number under 
treatment and is .3 per cent. over last year. 

The largest single cause of death was diseases of the circulatory 
system which was certified in 267 cases or 48.2 per cent. of the total 
number. This is 2.9 per cent. over last year. Syphilis was the cause 
of death in 22 cases; tuberculosis in 85; cancer and other tumors, 31; 
lobar pneumonia, 7 and broncho-pneumonia, 10. The psychosis of those 
who died included psychosis with cerebral arteriosclerosis, 232; dementia 
precox, 81; psychosis with syphilitic meningo-encephalitis, 27; senile, 
88 and manic depressive psychosis, 22. The average age at death was 
64 years and is 1.4 years higher than last year. At the time of death 
355 patients or 65 per cent. had passed the age of 60 years and is 3 per 
cent. higher than last year; 235 were over 70 years of age. Of these 75 
were in the 80's and 6 in the 90's. 

The moderate increase in the death rate is also attributable to the 
fact that we are receiving a relatively greater number of elderl patients. , 

The tabulation of the duration of hospital life showed that 95 had 
been in the hospital less than one month and 48 patients had a hospital 
residence of 20 years and over at the time of death and of these 33 were 
suffering from dementia precox. 

, 

C linical Work 

Throughout the year Dr. Laurence M. Collins has been Clinical 
Director of the hospital and has continued to maintain excellent standards 
of diagnosis and treatment, despite the heavy handicaps imposed by the 
dearth of personnel and war conditions in general. Dr. Collins has also 
continued as chief surgeon of the hospital and has worked for the entire 
year without vacation and so constantly that fears for his health have 
been felt. Dr. Archie Crandell, appointed near the close of the last fiscal 
period, has served as Assistant Clinical Director for the whole year and 
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gave competent service over a varied field. Dr. Collins has submitted 
the following report: 

~The clinical work of the year in the various divisions is summarized 
in the statistical tables which are found, as usual, at the end of this 
volume. These contain the facts and figures of the many activities that 
are necessary for the clinical diagnosis, care and treatment of the patients 
in this hospital. However, some of these figures merit more than passing 
attention, in the light of similar figures from previous reports. 

First, we note that a total of 1,482 patients were admitted this year, 
11 of them being girls transferred to us from a sister institution for sur­
gical or medical care only, leaving 1,471 mental cases, or 79 more than 
last year. Including the special cases for comparison, the increase is 
82 over last year. There were 755 men and 716 women; this again 
brings the percentage of males above fifty, being 51.3 per cent. and a 
return to our former trend, which was interrupted last year by a pre­
ponderance of women with only 49.5 per cent. of last year's admissions 
being men. We thus have an actual increase of 35 men admitted as well 
as a larger percentage; there was even a numerical increase in women 
admitted, fourteen more than last year, or seventeen counting special 
cases. There were 1,193 first admissions to any hospital for mental 
diseases, an increase of 90; while the readmissions were almost identical, 
248 this year against 249 a year ago. The increase in first admissions 
was composed of 48 men and 42 women; however, the readmissions 
showed a decrease of 24 women but an increase of 24 men. 

In previous reports, a conviction has been expressed that there was 
a barometric ~ignificance implied, or at least a very marked coincidence 
with the fact .that sociological and economic factors influence mental 
hospital admissions. In prosperous 1929 we had 48 per cent. male ad­
missions; the crash of 1931 brought the male percentage up to 56 per cent. 
Why should this year show 51. 3 per cent. men while last year it was 49.5 
per cent? Is it the war, that causes more stress to the male population? 
Is there a greater instability of the males, or does the added burden of 
tensions of economic stress piled on the insecurity of national life 
account for this change? But our foreign-born admissions are the same 
as last year. It is true we admitted 68 from Italy, 37 Germans, 38 from 
Poland and 25 from Russia; also 35 from Ireland, and these account for 
59.4 per cent. of our foreign-born first admissions. Stress of war might 
be expected to show an increase in mental instability in this class of the

population which is not borne out actually; less than 29 per cent. of first 
admissions this year were foreign-horn, while last year more than 31 
per cent. were not of native birth. Our cities furnished 90.1 per cent. 
of our admissions, or 1.4 per cent. less than last year. 

Our recovery rate has shown a decrease. ~r e discharged 738 
patients, 40 less than last year. This is 69 less men but 29 more women 
than last year; more men coming in, less men going out, so that we end 
the year with 71 more male patients than at the beginning, but ·12 less 
women. We have on parole 777 patients, on visit 62 and on escape 33. 

There were 546 patients that died in the hospital during the year, 
as compared to 510 last year; this increase was entirely due to male 
deaths, as there was actually one less female death than last year. The 
average age at death was 1.4 years higher than last year, and this again 
calls attention to the greater number of older people admitted, many in 
advanced years, who are transferred to us from general hospitals and 
institutions. 

We discharged this year 376 patients as recovered, or 31.5 per 
cent. of first admissions, and 304 as improved, equalling 25.5 per cent. 
This is a .drop from the 36.9 per cent. and 28.9 per cent. shown last 
year, and brings us to about the 1940 figures for recovery but better 
than that year's percentage of improved discharges. How can this be 
acc;ounted for? Several factors are at work. Our shock therapy which 
contributed, so we felt, to our increase last year, has operated under the 
handicap of a lessened number of young patients admitted with mental 
illnesses of short duration, the type best suited to shock therapy. In­
stead, we received more of the sclerotic and senile cases which are not 
suited to this therapy. 

Again, our total population has increased, which has not improved 
our crowded condition. There has also been a marked drop in our 
personnel caring for our patients, clue largely to the war effort with 
attendants leaving to join the armed forces, and many more to work in 
defense plants. 

The medical personnel has also shown a decrease, and at the end 
of the year five of our staff were serving in the army, and two more have 
orders to report in a fortnight. Those remaining have carried on loyally, 
and only words of commendation are due them, since it is recognized 
that the limitation in personnel is beyond our control.

The figures for shock therapy are found elsewhere. Malaria therapy 
has continued to be our standard in treating luetic conditions of the 
central nervous system; our admissions of this type were 7 less than last 
year. Endocrines have been used in selecting cases; likewise vitamin 
therapy. 

Although syphilis appears to be less a factor, the role of alcohol as 
a cause of admissions to this hospital shows a decided increase. 

Although the slcerotic cases remain the same, we admitted almost 
double the number of senile patient8, 106 this year against 57 last year. 
Our cases diagnosed dementia precox increased from 181 to 213 this 
year, with a drop in manic depressive from 127 to 90. 

In spite of increased case load, our patients received careful attention 
in diagnosis and treatment, and we have recently installed added equip­
ment for this purpose; an example being the latest type of electroen­
cephalograph for recording brain wave tracings. This is particularly 
useful in discovering tendencies toward convulsive disorders in localizing 
brain disorders such as tumors, and in checking before and after shock 
therapy. 

The educational functions of the Clinical Director's office have 
continued, and the interest of the general public and its desire for infor­
mation in mental hygiene fields as well as the greater desire of the medical 
profession in general for more specific knowledge, particularly in war 
time, is very gratifying. 

The didactic series of lectures has been largely discontinued in favor 
of staff meeting hours. At this time the practical application as well as 
the theoretical consideration·of the patient's mental illness can be studied. 
Less time is spent with the simple organic cases, and more devoted to 
the complicated and interwoven forces and mechanisms operating in 
some. These meetings are used by the hospital nurses, affiliate nurses 
and college students, but mostly are they designed to teach the younger 
physicians, those filling the staff positions recognized by the American 
Medical Association in accordance with its certificate of approval of our 
hospital as a training center for specialists in mental disease. 

Dr. Minford has been in charge of the Clinic building during the 
past year and has had general supervision over its activities. Drs. 
Esposito and Boyd have been in immediate charge of shock therapy and 
were assisted during the year by Drs. Morrow and Stern but for the last 
three months these men have been absent due to service in the army. 
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Treatments were continued in the Main building and Dormitory building 
on chronic cases. During the year, a total of 154 patients were treated 
in these buildings and a total of 1,844 electric shock treatments were 
given. The results were gratifying in that there was noticed an improve­
ment in the ward behavior and mental attitude of these patients, not to 
the extent of granting them parole but in helping to make them less 
acute ward problems and at the same time, useful and helpful patients. 
Because of the shortage of help throughout the year, treatments in the 
Clinic building have been given three times a week on the male and 
female sides, alternating days of treatment, and for this reason the 
number of cases treated during the year is less than last year. The 
results this year appear to be better than in previous years, perhaps due 
to the fact tha~ treatments are now given to more selected cases than 
previously. In all, considering the difficulties and handicaps under 
which this department has labored during the year, the results appear 
tu be more than gratifying. I have asked Dr. Esposito, in charge of 
the shock therapy service, to give me a summary of the activities of his 
department.

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Shock Therapy 

Many of the figures for the shock therapy service will be found 
incorporated in the report of the Clinical Director . The following per­
centages seem interesting enough for permanent record. A total of 342 
patients were treated, 156 men and 186 women. Of the men patients 
treated, 107 or 68.6 per cent. were paroled after treatment and 19.2 per 
cent. who remained in the hospital were regarded as distinctly improved; 
12.2 per cent. showed no improvement. Of the 107 men patients 
paroled, 15 were returned to the hospital before June 30th; 8 were not 
given further treatment and are resident in the hospital; 4 were re­
paroled, 2 with treatment and 2 without; 1 is still receiving a second 
course of treatment; 2 while remaining in the hospital are sufficiently 
improved so that they are working as patient attendants. Of the women 
patients treated, 133 or 74.7 per cent. were paroled, 27 or 15.2 per cent. 
while still resident in the hospital are regarded as decidedly improved, 
and 18, or 10.1 per cent. remain in the hospital unimproved. Of the 
133 women patients paroled , 9 were returned before June 30th. Two 
of these were re-paroled after a short course of treatment, 5 are now on 
active treatment, and 2 are resident in the hospital but improved. 

A total of 167 patients suffering from dementia precox were treated 
and in 69 of these the disease was of more than two years duration; the 
lowest percentage of paroles was found in this latter group, 45 per cent. 
the precoxes as a whole showed 59 per cent. paroles. Of the manic 
depressive patients, 79 were treated and 71 paroled, about 90 per cent.; 
of the cases of involutional melancholia 16 were treated and 15 paroled; 
4 post-partum cases treated were all paroled. Of all the cases treated 
by shock therapy, 71.8 per cent. were paroled, 17.1 per cent. remained 
in the hospital improved and 11.1 per cent. were unimproved. 

Electro-shock was used more extensively than metrazol, but certain 
cases which had not responded satisfactorily to electric treatment were 
given a short course of metrazol before terminating shock therapy. In 
order to conserve sugar, because of the National Emergency situation, 
electro-shock alone was used in as many cases as possible before having 
recourse to the combined insulin-electro-shock treatments. All cases of 
dementia precox received the combined insulin and convulsive therapy. 
Because of the shortage of nurses and attendants the number of case~ 
treated was less than last year, dropping from 536 to 342. 
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Dr. Amedeo Esposito who continued in direct charge of the shock 
therapy throughout the year submitted a detailed analysis of the work done 
and the results observed from which the above statistics were derived. 

E I ectroencephalograph 

During the year an electroencephalographic laboratory was set up 
in the Reception building. A specially shielded room was built inside 
another room so that the patient being studied would be shielded from 
all interfering electrical waves. A 4-channel, inkless recorder coupled 
to the ES-111 Encephalograph was installed by the Rahm Instruments 
Incorporated of New York. At present a technician is b'eing trained in 
the laboratories of the Neurological Institute in New York. Dr. Paul 
F. A. Hoefer is the head of this service at the Neurological Institute and 
Dr. Crandell of our staff completed a course under him last year. 

It is planned to make brain wave tracings on all patients suspected 
of convulsive disorders, also all those in which brain tumors might be a 
factor. There has been some question as to permanent injury to brain 
tissue in shock therapy and, for this reason, we plan to make a brain 
wave tracing before and after the course of shock therapy. 

Surgical Operations, Accidents, Births, Etc. 

In addition to his work as Clinical Director, Dr. Laurence M. Collins 
continued throughout the year in immediate charge of the surgical work 
of the institution and himself performed much of the major surgery, 
especially abdominal. He has submitted the following report: 

"During the year all cases requiring surgical treatment have been 
cart>d for at the Clinic building. As in the past, Dr. Edward Kessler 
has been my associate and has also performed a great number of major 
surgical operations. He has been in immediate charge of the orthopedic 
section and diseases of the peripheral vascular system. A great many 
cases of minor surgery, including bruises, contusions, sprains, lacerations 
and so on have been cared for in the infirmary of the Clinic and other parts 
of the hospital and will be reported under their appropriate headings.

During the year one death occurred which was listed as accidental. 
A quiet patient who had been employed at the storehouse for some 
eighteen months and had never showed homicidal or suicidal tendencies 
fell or jumped from a third story window and died from a fractured 
skull. 

Four patients, three men and one woman, succeeded in committing 
suicide, all by suffocation induced by tightening some form of cord 
about the neck when unobserved. This number is relatively high and 
is undoubtedly due to the serious undermanning of the wards. 

Five babies were born in the hospital during the year, two of them 
by Caesarian delivery. They were all removed from the hospital and 
placed through the efforts of the Social Service Division. The record 
is as follows:

Health Service For Employees ··. 

Dr. Joseph Donovan, senior resident physician, has been in direct 
charge of the employees' health work, assisted by the specialists and 
ward physicians as required. The service has been divided into out­
patient and Ward M-3, both at the Clinic building. Dr. Donovan is 
thorough and conscientious in his work and has given a high type of 
service to the hospital employees for a number of years. He has 
submitted a comprehensive report which I have summarized as follows: 

In the Out-Personnel Clinic, 426 examinations were given new 
employees; inoculations numbered 717, including liver extract, antuitrin 
~~s," pollen extract, tetanus antitOxin, Dick and Shick tests, and anti­
typhoid. There were 68 vaccines administered, cold, autogenous and 
small-pox. Other treatments and examinations totaled 4,222 making a 
grand total of 5,433 services given in this Clinic. This is an increase 
of 543 over last year. 

On Ward M-3 there were 17 patients in residence at the beginning 
of the year, 581 were admitted for medical or surgical treatment, 576 
were discharged, 8 died, and 14 remained under care at the end of the 
year. In addition to these cases 70 were admitted to the ward for 
resting during the year, from 2 to 12 each month. Of the medical 
cases treated, lll were listed under diseases of the digestive system, 
including ·20 cases of intestinal grippe; 115 were diagnosed as having 
diseases of the respiratory system, with 55 grippe; 24 were listed under 
diseases of the circulatory system; 51 under diseases of the eye, ear, 
nose and throat, 24 of these with acute tonsillitis; 12 diseases of the 
kidney; 10 diseases of the rectum; ll diseases of of the bones and joints, 
exclusive of 16 sprains; there were 13 fractures and l dislocation; 20 
with diseases of the skin; 19 with diseases of the female genital organs; 
l 7 infections; 13 lacerations and abrasions; 5 diseases of the brain; 4 
diseases of the blood; 49 miscellaneous and 25 for observation. Those 
having surgical operations included 13 appendectomies, 3 cholecystec­
tomies, 5 hysterectomies, 9 tonsillectomies and a variety of others, 44

in all. These will be found included in the tabulations from the surgical 
divisions. 

Of the eight who died, four were employees and one a retired 
employee; the other three were wives of employees. The five employees 
will be found in the section on ''Loss of Employees." Enumeration of 
the three members of employees' families who died, the cause of death 

. in one was cerebral hemorrhage, in one myocardial insufficiency, and in 
one acute leukemia (monocytic type). In addition to those who died 
on M-3, one member of the staff died at his home of coronary thrombosis.

Since this division was reopened, November 12, 1941, eight prenatal 
patients have been cared for, the total of prenatal examinations being 
59. Of these patients, three were dismissed from the hospital before 
delivery, one was delivered spontaneously, two referred to the Surgical 
division for Caesarian section, and two are awaiting delivery. A total 
of ten postpartum pa:tients have been cared for. During the seven and 
one-half months that this division has been in operation, thirty patients 
have been referred to the Surgical division, of whom seven were 
employees and the rest ward patients. 

Dental Division 

The Dental Clinic functioned under considerable handicap for the 
greater part of the year. On December 15, Thomas R. Palmer, D.D.S., 
Resident Dentist died of coronary thrombosis. Dr. Palmer had been in 
charge of the division since October 1, 1927, but for about two and 
one-half years his health had been so seriously impaired as to limit his 
activity to executive and advisory lines. He was succeeded on Febru­
ary lst by Walter F. Barry,, D. D. S., an exceedingly well-equipped 
dentist with a national and international reputation in his field. Dr. 
Barry displayed great initiative and energy and was deeply interested in 
the opportunities of his new position, but most unfortunately on June 
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28th he had a coronary attack and was in critical condition at the close 
of the fiscal year. 

James R. Mentel, D. D. S., served as junior resident denti t, 
succeeding Dr. C. K. Doland. Dr. L. L. Grand, dental interne, resigned 
and Dr. Albert Leining and Dr. Thomas DeStefano were appointed as 
dental internes. Dr. Albert Leining resigned on April lst to start 
general practice in Dover, . J. , which left a vacancy on the staff for 
the remainder of the fiscal year. Mr. Patrick DeNapoly continued as 
dental laboratory technician. . 

It has been impossible to take care
1 

of all patients as rapidly as 
could be desired with the reduced staff, but the work has not dropped 
much below previous high levels. The war situation will make the 
procuring of dental internes more difficult, but it is hoped that capable 
men may be found who may be deferred in order to render this neces­
sary hospital service. It is felt that if dental clinics could be established 
in the Reception, Dormitory and Tuberculosis buildings it would permit 
of much greater accomplishment as it would eliminate the necessity of 
transporting the patients from one building to another and release 
attendants for other duty. 

During the year another room has been added to the dental division 
and has been equipped especially for surgical work. It permits patients 
to be handled in a more efficient manner aud relieves some of the 
anxieties which resulted when major surgical procedures had to be 
carried on in a chair of the large room adjacent to those occupied by 
patients having routine examinations or fillings. 

As has been the custom for many years, relatives and guardians of 
patients have been informed of the cost of dental restorations and all 
money sent in has been turned over to the Business Office. The sum 
this year was $2,021. Work considered necessary for the health and 
comfort of the patients was done regularly as it did not in any way 
depend upon· such payment.

During the year one death occurred which was listed as accidental. 
A quiet patient who had been employed at the storehouse for some 
eighteen months and had never showed homicidal or suicidal tendencies 
fell or jumped from a third story window and died from a fractured 
skull. 

Four patients, three men and one woman, succeeded in committing 
suicide, all by suffocation induced by tightening some form of cord 
about the neck when unobserved. This number is relatively high and 
is undoubtedly due to the serious undermanning of the wards. 

Five babies were born in the hospital during the year, two of them 
by Caesarian delivery. They were all removed from the hospital and 
placed through the efforts of the Social Service Division. The record 
is as follows:

Health Service For Employees 

Dr. Joseph Donovan, senior resident physician, has been in direct 
charge of the employees' health work, assisted by the specialists and 
ward physicians as required. The service has been divided into out­
patient and Ward M-3, both at the Clinic building. Dr. Donovan is 
thorough and conscientious in his work and has given a high type of 
service to the hospital employees for a number of years. He has 
submitted a comprehensive report which I have summarized as follows: 

In the Out-Personnel Clinic, 426 examinations were given new 
employees; inoculations numbered 717, including liver extract, antuitrin 
"S," pollen, extract, tetanus antitoxin, Dick and Shick tests, and anti­
typhoid. There were 68 vaccines administered, cold, autogenous and 
small-pox. Other treatments and examinations totaled 4,222 making a 
grand total of 5,433 services . given in this Clinic. This is an increase 
of 543 over last year. 

On Ward M-3 there were 17 patients in residence at the beginning 
of the year, 581 were admitted for medical or surgical treatment, 576 
were discharged, 8 died, and 14 remained under care at the end of the 
year. In addition to these cases 70 were admitted to the ward for 
resting during the year, from 2 to 12 each month. Of the medical 
cases treated, lll were listed under diseases of the digestive system, 
including 20 cases of intestinal grippe; 115 were diagnosed as having 
diseases of the respiratory system, with 55 grippe; 24 were listed under 
diseases of the circulatory system; 51 under diseases of the eye, ear, 
nose and throat, 24 of these with acute tonsillitis; 12 diseases of the 
kidney; 10 diseases of the rectum; ll diseases of of the bones and joints, 
exclusive of 16 sprains; there were 13 fractures and l dislocation; 20 
with diseases .of the skin; 19 with diseases of the female genital organs; 
17 infections; 13 lacerations and abrasions; 5 diseases of the brain; 4 
diseases of the blood; 49 miscellaneous and 25 for observation. Those 
having surgical operations included 13 appendectomies, 3 cholecystec­
tomies, 5 hysterect?mies, 9 tonsillectomies and a variety of others, 44 
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in all. These will be found included in the tabulations from the surgical 
divisions. 

Of the eight who died, four were employees and one a retired 
employee; the other three were wives of employees~ The five employees 
will be found in the section on ~~Loss of Employees." Enumeration of 
the three members of employees' families who died, the cause of death 
in one was cerebral hemorrhage, in one myocardial insufficiency, and in 
one acute leukemia (monocytic type). In addition to those who died 
on M-3, one member of the staff died at his home of coronary thrombosis.

Since this division was reopened, November 12, 1941, eight prenatal 
patients have been cared for, the total of prenatal examinations being 
59. Of these patients, three were dismissed from the hospital before. 
delivery, one was delivered spontaneously, two referred to the Surgical 
division for Caesarian section, and two are awaiting delivery. A total 
of ten postpartum patients have been cared for. During the seven and 
one-half months that this division has been in operation, thirty patients 
have been referred to the Surgical division, of whom seven were · 
employees and the rest ward patients. 

Dental Division 

The Dental Clinic functioned under considerable handicap for the 
greater part of the year. On December 15, Thomas R. Palmer, D.D.S., 
Resident Dentist died of coronary thrombosis. Dr. Palmer had been in 
charge of the division since October 1, 1927, but for about two and 
one-half years his health had been so seriously impaired as to limit his 
activity to executive and advisory lines. He was succeeded on Febru­
ary 1st by Walter F. Barry, D. D. S., an exceedingly well-equipped 
dentist with a national an.d international reputation in his field. Dr. 
Barry displayed great initiative and energy and was deeply interested in 
the opportunities of his new position, but most unfortunately on June 
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28th he had a coronary attack and was in critical condition at the close 
of the fiscal year. 

James R. Mentel, D. D. S., served as junior resident dentist, 
succeeding Dr. C. K. Doland. Dr. L. L. Grand, dental interne, resigned 
and Dr. Albert Leining and Dr. Thomas DeStefano were appointed as 
dental internes. Dr. Albert Leining resigned on April lst to start 
general practice in Dover, N. ]. , which left a vacancy on the staff for 
the remainder of the fiscal year. Mr. Patrick DeNapoly continued as 

- dental laboratory technician. 
It has been impossible to take care of all patients as rapidly as 

could be desired with the reduced staff, but the work has not dropped 
much below previous high levels. The war situation will make the 
procuring of dental internes more difficult, but it is -hoped that capable 
men may be found who may be deferred in order to render this neces­
sary hospital service. It is felt that if dental clinics could be established 
in the Reception, Dormitory and Tuberculosis buildings it would permit 
of much greater accomplishment as it would eliminate the necessity of 
transporting the patients from one building to another and release 
attendants for other duty. 

During the year another room-has been added to the dental division 
and has been equipped especially for surgical work. It permits patients 
to be handled in a more efficient manner aud relieves some of the 
anxieties which resulted when major surgical procedures had to be 
carried on in a chair of the large room adjacent to those occupied by 
patients having routine examinations or fillings. 

As has been the custom for many years, relatives and guardians of 
patients have been informed of the cost of dental res.torations and all 
money sent in has been turned over to the Business Office. The sum 
this year was $2,021. Work considered necessary for the health and 
comfort of the patients was done regularly as it did not in any way 
depend upon such payment.

Eye, Ear, Nose and Throat Divis ion 

The eye, ear, nose and throat work of the hospital was again carried 
on successfully by Dr. P. J. Gambill who has maintained the high standards 
which he previously established. His report, somewhat condensed, runs 
as follows: 

"There were no deaths during the year as a result of activities in 
this division and the various medical and surgical procedures instituted 
and carried out have been uniformly successful. Several cases of Vin­
cent's angina occurred among the patients and employees during the 
year, but were promptly controlled under intensive treatment with no 
spread of infection. The sulfa drugs have been a very valuable aid in 
controlling acute infections of the ears and . sinuses. By employing 
these drugs freely together with intensive local treatment, I have been 
able to eradicate these infections without resorting to the more radical 
surgery such as has been employed in previous years. 

A number of employees from other State organizations, such as 
State Troopers, Motor Vehicle, Highway, as well as wards of the State 
Board of Children's Guardians and the Training School at Totowa have 
been treated in this division on request by the proper authorities. 

During April I attended a symposium · covering this speciality held 
in Roanoke, Virginia. Last October I took the examination given by the 
American Board of Otolaryngology in Chicago and received certification. 

I am sorry to report that Miss Sydna Thomas, R. N., who has worked 
with me for a number of years has resigned to be married. Miss Thomas 
is exceptionally well-trained and competent in the work of a nursing 
assistant in this specialty.

Dr. Carl M. Sagert has continued in charge of the laboratory work 
of the hospital and has shown marked interest in establishing and main­
taining the division on an efficient basis. Mr. Rafel Benitez has continued 
as chief laboratory technician, his long experience making him most 
valuable. The former schedule has been maintained, with urinalysis, 
blood chemistry, Wassermann and other tests performed as a routine on 
newly admitted patients and a complete analysis of the spinal fluid of new 
male patients except where contraindicated by age or moribund condition . . 

Patients found to have syphilis of the central nervous system were 
inoculated with malaria upon receipt of permission from the nearest 
relative. This was followed )-Vith arsenicals as indicated. Although the 
clinic for indigent patients not connected with the hospital was dis­
continued when local venereal disease clinics were established in the 
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community some time ago, a varying number of such patients have been 
sent to the hospital laboratory for examination of the spinal fluid. 

As a whole, Dr. Sagert reports, the work of the pathological division 
shows an increase of 12 per cent. over last year and 14 per cent. over 
the preceding year. The tabulation is as follows:

The work of the x-ray and electrotherapy division has been carried 
· on under Dr. George R. Hampton, senior resident physician. With the 
new x-ray equipment in service this division has shown an increase in 
activity and the number of exposures rose about 28 per cent. over last 
year which was itself close to the high mark previously established. In 
the treatment service, x-rays increased from 140 to 241 and the use of 
the electrocardiogram installed last year also showed marked increase.

Tuberculosis 

Dr. Daniel G. Melvin continued this year as the local physician in 
charge of tuberculous patients with Dr. Harold S. Hatch, Superinten­
dent of Morris County Sanatorium, as part-time consultant. In addition 
to the Tuberculosis building, which has been kept filled with active 
cases, it was decided to set aside a building for all relatively inactive 
cases of pulmonary tuberculosis and the so-called ~~senile'~ building was 
chosen for this purpose and those patients placed there about the mid­
dle of April. 

Miss Anna Lownie, graduate of St. Elizabeth's Hospital, Boston, 
Massachusetts, joined the nursing faculty October, 1, 1941 and was as­
signed to the Tuberculosis unit to reorganize nursing service and teaching. 
Under her guidance a protective personnel technique has been worked 
out that has met the requirements of the New Jersey State Board of 
Nurse Examiners. There have also been worked out with her assistance 
plans for structural changes in the building which will facilitate nursing 
care and the observances of more rigid technique to avoid contamination. 
She has lectured to each affiliating nursing group assigned to this unit 
on technique, psychiatry, ward problems and tuberculosis. In addition 
a fifteen hour course of lectures in tuberculosis was given to the Grey­
stone Park student nurses. 

In the Tuberculosis building there were resident at the beginning 
of the fiscal year 181 patients; 181 patients were admitted, 84 men and 
58 women; 1 man patient was returned from parole; 5 patients, 2 men 
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and 3 women went out on parole; 62 patients, 34 men and 28 women 
died; 77 patients were transferred, 43 men and 34 women; 4 men were 
discharged; resident in the building at the end of the year, 176 patients. 
In the ~~Senile" building, 122 patients were residents at the end of year, 
46 men and 76 women.

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Educational Division 
The work of the Educational division has been effectively handled 

during the past year by Mr. Robert H. Dalton, Educational Assistant to 
the Clinical Director. He has submitted the following report: 

~The Educational Division has continued during the year in its 
endeavor to meet the demands of the public with regard to the purpose 
and function of the · hospital. Professional workers and students alike 
have shown by their questions and discussion a growing awareness of the 
vast personal and social problem which are the hospital's concern. It 
has been our aim in talking with groups, whether in the hospital or in 
their own communities, to help them to become conversant with the 
means· by which they can contribute toward the prevention of some of 
these problems while cooperating at the same time with existing agencies 
for their alleviation. The response of most of the groups has been 
spontaneous and enthusiastic. They have shown an eagerness to learn 
more about the work of the hospital,' to discuss some of the causes of 
mental illness, and to assist in the work which our institutions and 
agencies are carrying on. 

There has been a noticeable decrease in the number of visitors 
coming to the hospital since the advent of gasoline rationing. Several 
trips which were scheduled prior to the rationing had to be canceled 
because of the lack of transportation facilities. Other groups which 
normally come to the hospital during the spring indicated that they 
would not be able to resume regular visits until after the war. 

In April the spring meeting of the New Jersey Association of Psy­
chologists was held at the hospital. The morning session was devoted 
to a discussion of the work of the Northern New Jersey Mental Hygiene 
Clinics. In the afternoon a symposium on "Some Aspects of Schizo­
phrenia" was conducted by the Clinical Director and several of the staff 
physicians. 

During the year 485 visitors, 48 as individuals and the others in 41 
groups came to seek information regarding the hospital and 7 4 tours of 
the institution were arranged. Of the visitors, 362 were students. Con­
ferences to the number of 190 were held with professional workers. 

Eleven advanced grad~ate students of mental and social hygiene 
spent from three to six months each in clinical training and observation 
under this division during the year. On June 15th, six additional students 
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arrived to begin similar studies. Considerable time was spent with these 
students in 2~8 seminars, lectures and discussion periods. Teaching 
activities occupied a total of 796 hours. 

Conversations were held with newlyadmitted patients for the pur­
pose of interpreting the hospital to them and assisting them in cooperating 
with those in cha:rge. For an indefinite period following admission 

_ friendly associations with most of the patients have been maintained. 
Other work of the division has included compiling information and 
statistical slips for each patient admitted; interviewing friends and rela­
tives to assist them in under tanding the hospital; conducting practical 
research in problems of mental health and sociology; speaking engage­
ments in the community and correspondence with universities, schools 
and professional and lay individuals from all over the country" . 

Occupational Therapy Division 

The primary object of the occupational therapy division is to provide 
an interesting variety of activities through which the patients may find 
release for their tensions and pride in achievement which will be a help 
in restoring them to normal. Gradually the lines of activity have been 
enlarged and increased. This year, early in December the making of 
pottery was begun. A kiln was purchased and installed in a fireproof 
building at the rear of the Print Shop. Space for a pottery shop was 
found in the adjacent Print Shop building and much of the equipment, 
including a potter's wheel, tables and other essential furnishings were 
designed and built in the Men's Arts and Crafts section. As soon as the 
new shop was in order results were almost immediate. Many patients 
showed a keen aptitude for this type of work and pieces of high quality 
are now on exhibition. 

As in former years, the vari<;ms phases of the occupational therapy 
division have been under the immediate supervision of Dr George B. 
McMurray and patients sent to the shops by their ward physicians have 
been carefully placed and observed to make sure that they were receiving 
the greatest benefit possible. This year Dr. McMurray reports that 
strict economy has been observed and efforts have been made to salvage 
waste material whenever possible. Many of the articles made have been 
used in the hospital; others have been sold to the public. During the 
autumn of 1941 exhibits of work done were arranged for the Morris 
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County Fair, the Flemington Fair and the Trenton State Fair where they 
attracted much favorable attention. 

The work is subdivided into sections including: Men's Arts and 
Crafts; Women's Arts and Crafts; Plain Sewing; Printing and Bookbind­
ing; Curative Workrooms and general routine work in the kitchen, 
bakery, laundry, clothes rooms, cafeteria, service unit, storehouse, gardens 
and grounds, dairy and other animal husbandry units, and offices and 
residences. 

In the Men's Arts and Crafts this year there were produced 1,205 
baskets of various types; 1,565 rugs, the majority woven on looms; 2,276 
regular and whisk brooms; 902 pottery articles; 225 brushes; 194 pieces 
offurniture, including Adirondack chairs, bassinettes, stools, and so on; 
145 toys; 153 copper articles, 84 cocoa mats; and numerous other articles ' 
making up a total of 6,861. Articles made and repaired for hospital use, 
some of which are included in the above figures totaled 1,219; among 
these were 208 chairs caned, 139 chairs repaired, 224 pool cues tipped, 
4 7 baskets repaired. About 47§ tons of waste paper were salvaged and 
baled. Article~ sent to the storehouse to be distributed upon requisition 
numbered 2,931. Brooms, brushes, rugs, cocoa mats, baskets and outdoor 
furniture made up the greater part of these. 

In the Women's Arts and Crafts section 3,492 articles were made 
including 537 hooked and braided rugs, 739 embroidered aprons and 
apron sets, 232 pairs of embroidered pillow cases, 172 lunch sets and 
napkins, 167 crocheted and tatted doilies, and many other articles in 
great variety. Also, 83 yards of crocheted lace and 121 yards of tatting 
were made. 

In the Plain Sewing section most of the work was made on power 
machines and the articles . were turned out in quantity for hospital use. 
The figures this year show 9,492 towels, 8,384 sheets, 4,652 pillow: cases, 
7,882 gingham dresses, 5,532 nightdresses, 3,681 'nightshirts, 4,869 petti­
coats, 1,719 pairs of men's pants, 1,992 aprons, and many other needed 
articles, making about 40 varieties and a total of 58,146. 

In the Print Shop the patients' periodical, The Psychogram has been 
issued monthly, the annual report was printed and bound, and the great 
variety of _record cards and sheets used throughout the institution were 
printed, ruled and cut to size. Some work was also done for other 
State needs. The record is as follows:

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In the curative workrooms the regular program was continued with 
Miss Margaret De Vries as director and a staff of nine assistants. Daily 
classes were held on 26 wards with an average monthly enrollment of 
600. The patients were those who, temporarily at least, were unable to 
attend the shops and other occupational therapy activities. Articles 
produced for sale numbered 34,910 and included many forms of craft 
wor1 . In addition, 5,660 useful articles were made from discarded 
materials and distributed throughout the hospital. Special attention 
was given to those patients receiving shock therapy and for diversion 
informal ward parties were held from time to time. Classes in occu­
pational therapy were conducted for affiliate and Greystone Park under­
graduate nurses with 293 students completing the course during the year. 
Members of the curative workrooms staff attended all State meetings and 
exhibits were sent to local fairs. There was representation also at the 
tri-state meeting held in Pennsylvania. A Christmas sale was held as 
usual at the Clinic building. Mrs. De Vries attended the annual meeting 
of the American Psychiatric Association and took part in the round 
table discussion on occupational ~herapy. 

Physical Education Division 

Mrs. Do1·othy Driscoll 1 ohnson who has done such excellent work in 
the past has continued as Director of the division of Physical Education 
and has carried on much the same schedule as in previous years, even 
though faced with difficulties due to the shortage of attendants. At the 
beginning of the year she had seven assistants; one resignation occurred 
and the vacancy was not filled at the end of the period. All teachers 
engaged for permanent duty were graduates of the physical education 
department of an approved normal school or teachers' college. The 
positions are under Civil Service, and at the close of the vear four of the 
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assistants were classified as teachers and two as junior teachers. There 
were no accidents to teachers while on duty during the year and 
illnesses were chiefly grippe and bronchitis. Mrs. Jol}.nson's report I 
have summarized as follows: 

In the Main building four instructors reported morning and after­
noon on the twelve wards where the patients were of the long resident 
types most in need of stimulation of orderly activity. The programs 
consisted of marching, calisthenics, folk dancing, social dancing, games 
and community singing. From these wards patients capable of more 
progressive work were organized in special classes for gymnasium work, 
soft ball, croquet, badminton, athletic meets and other sports. These 
groups were also given two mornings a week at the bowling alleys 
during the winter months. 

At the Dormitory building classes were held on the wards in the 
winter and in the yards and groves during the summer months. Bowling 
was arranged once a week for a group of women from the Dormitory and 
Senile buildings. At the Reception building the two gymnasiums were 
used during inclement weather and on more favorable days groups were 
taken outside for game activities on the lawns. One morning each week 
Reception building women were taken to the bowling alleys and one 
afternoon each week bowling was arranged for the men. 

Bowling was the chief activity offered during the winter for men 
patients and Main building, Reception building, Dormitory and new units 
and insulin group each had an opportunity to go to the alleys once each 
week. Parole patients were included with certain groups. 

This summer Miss Moran, senior assistant in the division, has given 
three evenings a week to organizing games of soft ball on the baseball 
diamond for working and parole men patients. Other teachers have 
given their assistance and no attendants have been needed. 

In general the attendant problem has been satisfactorily met by 
the division. The Main building classes have been carried on by the 
teachers without attendants and the teachers have assisted attendants in 
taking groups to the exercise yards, in helping to prevent escapes and in 
maintaining order in the yards. The special classes for insulin patients 
have been conducted without assistance. These have been held for an 
hour every afternoon and patients have been taken out on the lawn 
when weather permitted. 

During each month of the year a party was held on the shut-in 
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wards of the Main building where physical education classes were sched­
uled, covering twelve section wards. Refreshments of cookies, tea and 
candy were served. 

Large parties .were held about once a month from July until April, 
when it became necessary to discontinue them because of the shortage 
of attendants. As usual, the Hallowe'en party held in the Dormitory 
building amusement hall was one of the most successful. A grand 
march with four hundred patients in costume, impromptu entertainment 
and seasonal games were featured; music was furnished by the hospital 
orchestra and doughnuts, cider, apples and peanuts, with cigarettes for 
the smokers made up much appreciated refreshments. 

The Christmas Tree Party was held on December 23rd with many 
hospital and community officials present with their families. The annual 
play was presented in the form oC~Adeste Fideles", with a series of well­
designed scenes in which all parts were taken by patients. The scenery, 
costumes and rehearsals were in charge of this division and a month of 
preparation was given to produce the beautiful results. Two great trees 
in front of the stage were covered to the tip with decorations, the hall 
was hung with festoons and under the trees were many great baskets, 
gaily decorated with crepe paper and filled with packages of all shapes 
and sizes. After the singing of caro'ls and the giving of the play, which 
was most appreciatively received by the audience which filled the hall 
to capacity Santa Claus appea~ed in his usual costume but spoke with 
the voice of Dr. McMurray, Dr. Curry being unfortunately ill at the time. 
After greeting had been extended by many of the distinguished guests 
present the nursing division took over the distribution of presents and 
every patient there received a personal gift, wrapped and with his name 
upon it. For patients unable to come to the large amusement hall many 
individual ward parties were held and each received a gift. Late in 
January a chicken dinner was served in the gymnasium of the Reception 
building to the patients who had participated in the Christmas play. 

In April the bowling season was clos~cl with a series of tournaments 
for the different groups. A May party and hot clog roast was held for 
115 patients including the men's and women's insulin groups and the 
advanced women's class from the Main building and was conducted by 
the teachers without attendants present. An athletic meet was held on 
June 23rd, followed by ice cream and cake. 

Organized baseball was out of the question this year, since the 
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grandstand burned in October 1941 has not been replaced and the war 
situation has made it impossible to maintain a team. Many other 
activities have been curtailed, especially those in which large groups of 
patients had to be taken from their wards to the amusement halls. A 
consistent effort has been made to replace these as much as possible by 
ward and lawn parties for small groups who can be supervised adequately 
by the physical education teachers. 

The average daily attendance at classes for the year was 579-510 
women and 69 men. Total attendance at parties, with of course much 
duplication of individuals, was 8,710-7,378 women, 1,332 men. Mrs. 
Johnson conducted classes in recreation for student and affiliating nurses 
during the year. Instruction was given in the value and adaptation of 
the various activities with classes of patients on the wards. 

Social Service Division 

The hospital social service program has been conducted on, much 
the same lines as in former years, with Miss Margaret Carlin as Dir.ector. 
She is thoroughly conversant with the needs of the position and her work 
is excellent. Her report follows: 

•There have been a number of changes in personnel of the division 
during the fiscal year. On September 23, 1941 Miss Evelyn Fleming 
who had been a member of the Staff since July 16, 1934 resigned to accept 
a position with the American Red Cross and Miss Jean Bigler was ap­
pointed on October 1, 1941. Mrs. Helen Gebirtig who had been a field 
worker since July 1930 and assistant to me took over the supervision of 
the Old Age Assistance Plan for placing eligible patients in the commu­
nity on February 1st and an additional social worker, Miss Helen Van 
Vlandren was appointed February 3, 1942. Mrs. Margaret Torrance 
who joined the Staff September 3, 1941 resigned February 15, 1942 and 
Miss Van Vlandren resigned June 2, 1942. Miss Laura Bierstein . was 
appointed on April 8, 1942 and Miss Phyllis Williams <?n June 9, 1942. 
Misses Rose Greenstein and Marie Gunn who had been on the Staff for 
several years resigned June 30, 1942 to attend the Smith College School 
for Social Work leaving two vacancies existing at present. Despite the 
numerous pe:r:sonnel changes ·and increased case-loads the statistics have 
increased slightly and all Staff members have cooperated in sharing added 
responsibility and over-time work. The present demand for social work­
ers and opportunities for positions with higher salaries have made it ex-
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tremely difficult to secure workers who have the required qualifications 
but every effort is being made to do so. 

During the year there were 9,992 visits made in the community re­
garding patients on parole and in the hospital. In the cases of patients 
being considered for parole 616 preparole investigations were made of 
the homes, both for the purpose of. presenting the social and environ­
mental factors to the Medical Staff and also in order to assist the families 
in planning for the future of the patients. 

A total of 4 72 special investigations were made in the community, 
206 of which were for the purpose of obtaining additional information 

· on newly admitted patients to assist the physicians in making diagnoses. 
The remaining 266 were made for the following reasons: to obtain cloth­
ing for hospital patients and to deliver clothing and personal property to 
parole and discharged patients; to plan for the removal of recovered 

·patients from the hospital; to obtain information necessary in locating 
escaped patients and to arrange for the return of parole patients when 
their condition justified such action; to assist patients iri securing employ­
ment and to obtain financial aid for them when possible; to locate relatives 
and friends of hospital patients and to interview relatives regarding per­
sonal problems at their request; to investigate conflicting statements made 
by relatives and friends of hospital patients and also to verify legal resi­
dences of patients; to assist other agencies and hospitals making In­

vestigations at their request. 

During the year 64 "surveyed", or recovered, patients were re­
moved from the hospital; 33 of these were paroled to relatives and 
friends; 10 were discharged to relatives and friends; 1 was discharged 
in custody of Relief Director; 1 paroled in custody of her guardian; 1 
paroled to attorney; 7 paroled to Director of Social Service; 1 discharged 
to Essex Mountain Sanitarium; 4 discharged in own custody; 1 dis­
charged to Bergen County Prosecutor; 1 paroled under Old Age Assis­
tance Plan; 3 paroled to employers. 

Twenty-one cases were referred to outside social agencies for assis­
tance. Of these, 15 parole patients were taken to clinics for medical 
treatment and in the other instances the patients or their relatives were 
referred for employment, financial assistance and advice. 

Arrangements were made for the placement of 5 babies born in the 
hospital and reported under the surgical division. 
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Medical and social histories were obtained regarding 920 newly 
admitted patients and 132 interim histories were obtained on patients 
with previous residences in this hospital. Of these 920 anamneses, 886 
were obtained in the office and 34 in the community. In order to secure · 
this information 1,505 persons were interviewed. In addition 636 
questionnaires were sent out regarding new admissions and every effort 
was made to locate relatives or friends of patients admitted without cor­
respondents. Abstracts were received regarding our patients from other 
hospitals to the number of 1,07 4. 

Office interviews totaling . 3,239 were held with and in regard to 
patients on parole and in the hospital and also in regard to divisional 
affairs. At the request of the medical staff 52 psychometric examinations 
were given to hospital patients and 377 special visits were made to 
patients on the wards. 

During the year the number of patients on parole, visit and escape 
ranged from 774 to 1,056 (Christmas Holidays), with an average number 
of 854. At the end of the fiscal year the number stood at 872. During 
the year 240 patients were ~eturned from parole and 109 returned from 
escape. Of the 24<0 from parole, 117 were men and 123 were women. 
Of the 109 returned from escape, 100 were men ~nd 9 were women. 
Patients were returned from parole for the following reasons: return of 
psychotic symptoms, inability to adjust in the home and community, 
inability of relatives for financial and other reasons to provide the super­
vision recommended by the medical staff. 

It may be· noted that the number of patients paroled has , again 
increased and the staff has continued to concentrate its efforts in the 
interest of the shock therapy patients and in planning for removal of 
surveyed or recovered patients. 

Members of the staff attended the New Jersey State Conference of 
Social Work, the Annual Meeting of the National Committee on Mental 
Hygiene, The Salmon Lectures in New York and various other meetings 
relating to social work. Three members continued evening courses at 
the New York School for Social Work during the year and several 
members have assisted the Red Cross Chapters in taking psychiatric 
histories. Two lectures were given to the affiliate nurses. Several 
individuals interested in Social Work visited the division. 

During the year the division has continued its usual relationship 
with the Confidential Social Service Exchange and has received and 
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appreciates the cooperation of various social agencies of this and other 
states, as well as of the medical staff and other divisions of the hospital. 

Old . Age Assistance 

Near the end of the last fiscal year Mr. Harold Prettyman had been 
in correspondence with various Welfare Boards in the hospital district and 
had worked out the preliminaries of a project whereby elderly patients 
of suitable type C<?uld be removed from this hospital and placed to board 
in private families on an Old Age Assistance basis. rhe hospital social 
service division was called upon to arrange details of home-finding and 
placement, as well as continued supervision. At the close of that year 
eight persons had been removed from the hospital on this project. 
This year one social worker was assigned to this field only, Mrs. Helen 
Gebirtig, as indicated in Miss Carlin's report. Mrs. Gebirtig is excep­
tionally competent and well trained, knows the district thoroughly and 
has worked hard to make this new venture a success. Her report is as 
follows: 

'The placement of elderly hospital patients in the community for 
· adjustment under the Old Age Assistance Plan has been carried on during 

the year with encouraging results. Forty-two such patients have been 
released since July 1, 1941-20 men and 22 women. Four patients (1 
man and 3 women) had been paroled prior to that date and have now 
been discharged from the hospital, having made satisfactory adjustments 
in the community. 

Of the 42 patients released this year, 3 (2 men and 1 woman) have · 
had to be returned for further hospital care after being at home for periods 
ranging from 2 to 5 months. One patient was discharged, having been 
a voluntary admission. The 38 patients: who are on parole as of June 30th 
are apparently adapting themselves adequately to community life and 
have presented ilo serious problems; 18, or 43 per cent. of the patients 
released as a result of the Old Age Assistance plan this year have been 
placed in the homes of relatives able to care for them without financial 
assistance. This has brought about a considerable saving, both to the 
State and to the Counties. The 38 patients on parole as of June 30 
represent a saving to the Counties of $566.88 per month and to the 
State of $482.64 per month, making a total monthly saving of $1,049.52. 
In this connection it .should be pointed out that the 4 patients who have 
been discharged from parole under this project continue to represent a

saving both in space and in cost of maintenance, even though they are 
no longer carried on our parole records. 

The distribution of the patients released is as follows: Bergen 
County 15, Essex County 11, Hunterdon County 1, Morris County 7, 
Passaic County 6, Sussex County 1, Union County l. Considerable 
time and effort have been expended by the personnel of the Welfare 
Boards in these· counties in cooperation with this program and their 
assistance is gratefully ackowledged. 

Applications for Old Age Assistance have been completed on 24 
additional hospital cases, and 22 others have been referred to the various 
counties, for consideration. Placement of a large percentage of these 
patients can be expected within the next two mo~ths". 

Northern New Jersey Mental Hygiene Clinics 

Throughout the year the mental hygiene clinics have been continued 
under the effective direction of Dr. Earl W. Fuller, with Dr. Theodore 
Gebirtig as Assistant Director, Miss Mildred Hurley, Director of Social 
Service and Mrs. Sigal and Mr. Beechley, Psychologists. Thus there was 
no change in the directing personnel, although, as the report shows, 
general conditions brought new demands the meeting of which required 
readjustment. Dr. Fuller has submitted a detailed report to me which 
I have felt obliged to cut to some extent: 

~~During this fiscal year there has been no change in the location of 
the 173 regular community clinic sessions. However, there have been 
only 42 additional clinics conducted in the six counties of the district, 
making a total of 215 clinic sessions as compared with 264 last year. 
There have been several changes in the clinic personpel. On August 
31, 1941, Mrs. Ruth Sekhon resigned from the social service staff to 
take a position with the American Red Cross. On September 20, 1941, 
Mrs. Glady Hall Taylor resigned to accept a position as head worker of 
a mental hygiene clinic in Long Island. On September 15, 1941, Miss 
Catherine Baschnagel joined the staff, filling the vacancy caused by Miss 
Preston's resignation in May, 194t. On December 1, 1941, Mrs. Marion 
H. Roberts and Mrs. Martha Topper came on the staff, completing the 
quota. 

From September 15, 1941 to June 15, 1942, four students from 
Smith College School for Social Work were with the clinic for their nine 
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months training period . . They were: Miss Jean Farquhar, Miss Claire 
Ford, Miss Elsie Holloran and Miss Catherine Wobus. 

The demand for clinic service has not greatly changed during this 
year and at the present time the appointment schedules for some of the 
clinics are filled for several months in advance. As in previous years, 
much overtime has been necessary for all members of the clinic staff. 
Men who have been released from the armed services for neuro-psychiat­
ric reasons have begun to appear in our clinics, having been referred by 
the Red Cross. 

Lectures were requested by many groups and organizations in the 
course of the year and 16 were given by the psychiatrists and 72 by the 
social workers. Included in the latter group were 18 to Red Cross groups, 
11 to mothers of a kindergarten group in Passaic, 8 to Public Health 
Nurses in Englewood, and 7 to student and affiliate nurses at Greystone 
Park. At" a meeting of the Bergen County Council of Supervising Prin­
cipals in Ridgewood a special program on clinic procedure was presen.ted 
by Dr. Fuller, Miss Hurley, Mr. Beechley, Mrs. Mooney and Miss Basch­
nagel. This same program was also presented by the clinic personnel 
to the New Jersey Psychological Association. Other educational services 
of an interpretive type have been given to representatives of religious, 
educational, correctional, medical and welfare groups. The weekly staff 
meetings have· been used again as an educational activity and have been 
attended by 507 individuab, including teachers, physicians, social workers, 
nurses and students of theology, psychology and psychiatric social work. 

Dr. Gebirtig continued as psychiatric consultant for the North Jersey 
Training School at Totowa and examined three special cases there. One 
of the psyyhologists was loaned 18 days to Rahway Reformatory and 3 
days to the Training School at Totowa. Dr. Fuller presided at one of 
the sectional sessions at the Annual Meetings of the Amer~can Psychiatric 
Association in Boston. Miss Hurley has served as a member of the 
Executive Board of Psychiatric Clinic and Hospital Social Workers and 
of the American Association of Psychiatric Social Workers. Miss Lyons, 
Miss Crow and Miss Baschnagel are all members of standing committees 
of these organizations. 

In the course of the year the psychiatrists attended 10 meetings and 
visited 4 organizations; the psychologists attended 11 meetings; the social 
workers attended 70 meetings and visited 15 organizations. ' 
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During the year 215 clinics were held as follows: Englewood, 24; 
Fra'llklin, 10;Hackensack, regular, 21; special 2; special psychological at 
Bergen County Children's Home, 27; Jersey City, 21; Morristown, regular, 
23; special psychological, 12; Newark, regular, 19; Newark, special psycho­
logical, 77; at Theresa Grotta Home, 1; Newton, 1 0; Passaic, 22; Paterson, 23.

The total patients attending the clinics numbered 1,655 of whom 8 
came to consult the social workers only, 6 were readmitted cases, 1,080 
were continued cases and 548 were new cases. During this fiscal year 
1,822 examination were given to clinic 'patients, 1,214 to children and 
608 to adults. This is a slight reduction over the previous year when 
2,083 examinations were given, 1,358 to children and 725 to adults. Of 
the total examinations given by the psychiatrists and psychologists, 1,655 
were held in clinics, 165 at the central office, and 2 in the community. 
There were also 838 interviews about patients. The psychiatrists had 
117 first interviews with new cases, 779 with continued cases and 201 
with cases not having had previous psychiatric service on this admission. 
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to the clinic. The psychologists had 493 first interviews with new cases, 
224 interviews with continued cases, and 7 interviews with cases not 
having had previous psychological service .on this admission. 

The social workers had 727 interviews with patients, 86 in the clinics 
11 in the central office and 630 in the community. They held 4,252 in­
terviews about patients, 687 in the clinics, 180 in the central office, and 
3,385 in the community. There were 224 histories taken. 

The tabulation of those referring patients to the clinics showed as 
the major sources 93 from the State Board of Children's Guardians, 93 
from other family and child welfare agencies, 50 from physicians, 20 
from general hospitals and clinics, 156 from school groups and 50 from 
relatives and friends. A total of 1,798 visits to clinics were made by 
persons not patients. 

The diagnoses of new cases showed 296 child guidance problems, 
157 with mental deficiency, 3 with convulsive disorders, 4 organic cases, 
7 with psychoneuroses and neuroses 5 with psychoses and 24 with social 
adjustment problems. In 49 cases diagnosis was deferred at the end 
of the year. 

Other services rendered included numerous special interviews, camp 
placement for 21 patients and advice given regarding 60 individuals 
who were not clinic patients. Letters and reports sent out by the clinic 
staff numbered 6,098. 

War Situation Activities of the Mental Hygiene Clinics: The mental 
hygiene clinics have responded to the war emergency in a variety of 
ways. Even before the war began three projects regarding the psychiatric 
screening of selectees were being carried on by two clinic workers at the 
request of the National Committee for Mental Hygiene. Both the gath­
ering and the evaluating of material were time consuming. The results 
of these studies were indirectly responsible for a plan to work out a 
similiar project in the clinic area for the New Jersey Selective Service. 
It is hoped that this project will demonstrate the advantages of a more 
careful screening procedure relative to mental and emotional problems 
of the draftee. 

Then it was felt that the training program carried on by these clinics 
for the past twelve years with students from Smith College School for 
Social Work should be broadened so that students in training should have 
the privilege of meeting the practical problems engendered by the war. An 
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arrangement was worked out with the Newark Chapter of the Red Cross 
which proved productive for the Red Cross as well as the students. This 
was begun in January and was formalized within the limits of the clinic 

· training program and confined to specified assignments. The records 
show 73 histories obtained-26 in the Red Cross office and 47 in the 
homes-79 contacts ma~e with families and relatives, 39 contacts with 
agencies, 13 with schools, 5 with physicians and 12 with employers, as 
well as various others as required. 

The association of the regular clinic social workers .wi.th the Red 
Cross began as advisory service and developed according to the organ­
ization of the war effort in each district. The workers are privileged to 
function according to their own desires within their districts which al­
together included the five northern counties. In a number of instances 
instruction in social service techniques in case work practice was given 
to volunteer groups. This brought about leadership in regularly sched­
uled discussion groups and then an advisory connection between the 
clinic worker and the Home Service Secretary regarding the accomplish­
ment of volunteers . . 

Incidental to these services the clinic workers have been asked by 
the Chapters to obtain psychiatric histories for the military and naval 
hospitals and a total of 36 were secured pending the completion of the 
Red Cross Chapter policies and training programs. A developing project 
has been the direct referral of ~x-soldiers discharged for emotional dis­
ability to the clinic worker for interviews and advice as to future treat­
ment, whether in hospital or community. Two communities have devel­
oped Referral Bureaus to assist in solving social problems relative to the 
draft with clinic workers as psychiatric consultants. Other communities, 
working out their situations differently, have called upon the clinic workers . 
to participate in the organization plans and to function as leaders and com­
mitte workers. The problem of the handlmg of the man rejected by the 
armed forces after draft or enlistment in such a way that he can be a 
respected and self respecting member of the community is one of the most 
delicate and most serious both from the social and the psychiatric angle. 
And in this the mental hygiene clinics are in a position to offer invaluable 
serviCe. 

The entire social service group joined in the division of Registration 
and Information of the Red Cross Disaster Unit and has participated in 
practice testing. The National Headquarters of the American Red Cross 
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has been aware of these varied activities and because of its interest has 
requested to be kept informed of future projects. Both for the Red Cross 
and for the mental hygiene clinics the association seems to offer a way 
for further community service, 

The clinic social workers have also met with three groups of volunteer 
workers of the office of Civilian Defense. The social problems of workers 
in war industries and the study of adequate day care for the children of 
working mothers are also receiving attention. One of the social workers, 
Mrs. Mooney, has been appointed a member ofthe Bergen ·County Com­
mittee for Care of Young Children in Wartime. 

A developing of the war activities plus the pressure for clinic appoint­
ments has resulted in the establishment of formal regular consultation 
services with social agencies in the community. In many instances the 
problems are more social and environmental than psychiatric and it is 
hoped that not only will unnecessary return appointments be avoided but 
the consultive service will pwve educational as well as directional. 

School of Nursing and General Nursing Service 

Undoubtedly the nursing services has had the greatest number of 
changes and has suffered the most from decreased personnel of any 
division in the institution. This is doubly unfortunate because the nurs­
ing service had shown a remarkable growth in standards and personnel 
requirements over a long period of years and it is not only disheartening 
to see the organization disrupted but it is even more distressing to see 
the degree to which the care of patients has been affected adversely. 
Too much credit cannot be given to this division for the excellent morale 
shown and for the manner in which the loyal nucleus remaining has 
managed to cover the hospital. 

On September l, 1941, Miss Lydia A. DuQuaine was appointed 
Superintendent of Nurses, the resignation of Miss [Mary E. Corcoran 
having become effective on August 31st. Miss DuQuaine was graduated 
from the Providence Hospital School of Nursing, Seattle,: Washington, 
and has a B. S. degree from the University of Washington. She was in 
charge of nursing at the Northern State Hospital in Washington, came 
here in 1935 as educational director and assistant superintendent of nurses, 
was granted leave of absence during the fall and winter of 1939-40 for 
post-graduate study at the University of Washington, after which she 
resum.ed her former duties at this hospital. Her training and experience 
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have equipped her exceedingly well and in view of the tremendous dif­
ficulties she has had a surprisingly successful first year as Superintedent 
of Nurses. She has submitted to me a detailed report and finished it 
off with a convenient review, much of which can be included as follows: 

Personnel Changes: On August 4, 1941, Miss Margaret Mary Larkin 
was . appointed Nursing Arts Instructor to succeed Miss Rose Peeler. 
Miss Larkin is a graduate of Worcester City Hospital School of Nursing, 
Worcester, Mass., al).d of Teachers Colleg~, Columbia Univetsity. On 
August 16, 1941, Miss Jane W. Loucks was appointed Science Instructor, 
filling the position left vacant by Miss Ann McConkey. Miss Loucks is 
a graduate of Prospects Heights Hospital School of Nursing, Brooklyn, 
New York. .

Note: The 55 graduate nurses enrolled June 30, 1942 include 53 on duty and 
2 on MILITARY LEAVE. 
The 124 women attendants enrolled June 30, 1942 include 98 on ward 
duty and 26 on other assignments. 
The 121 men attendants enrolled June 30, 1942 include 89 on ward duty, 
27 on other assignments and 5 on MILITARY LEAVE. 
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The graduate nurses on duty at the end of the year were 51 women 
and 2 men and 2 on military leave of absence-a total of 55. There 
has been a decrease of 18 per cent. in the graduate nurse personnel in 
the last year. This decrease has affected the administration staff only, 
since replacements have been provided for teaching positions. In several 
instances, assistant supervisors in the service have had to be assigned to 
full time duty on the wards, thus leaving the supervisors to carry on with 

· what relief could be provided. 

Attendants: At the end of the year there were 124 women attendants, 
of whom 96 were on ward duty and the remaining 26 assigned to essen­
tial duties including marking rooms, food service, x-ray, hydrotherapy 
and so on. There were 116 men attendants on duty and 5 on military 
leave, a total of 121. Of those on duty, 89 were on ward service and 
27 assigned to special duties including the 15 detail men whose work 
largely has to do with ward housekeeping, furnishings and equipment. 
Of the women attendants, 228 entered the service and 289 left it during 
the year; of the men, 596 entered and 650 left. 

The attendant personnel has dwindled to a few men and women who 
have been here for a long period of time. We are at a point where the 
only ones who remain are those who have given many years of faithful 
service to the hospital. W ~re it not for their cooperation it would be 
impossible to carry on. The attendants, too, have done their part in 
their communities in connection with the national crisis. There were 147 
day attendants and 55 night attendants who volunteered for and took 
courses in First Aid. This was done on their own time and represented 
commendable effort on their part. 

Nurse Activities, Professional and Social: In addition to the many 
extra duties that graduate nurses have been expected to perform in the 
various services in the hospital and in their professional nursing organi­
zations, they have been called upon also to participate in many other 
activities in connection with the national . crisis. This has meant a 
demand on the time and effort of some of the graduates who were already 
working overtime to keep their services properly supervised at the hospital. 

Four evening meetings of District No. l of The New Jersey State 
Nurses Association held in Newark were attended. Eleven graduates 
and 31 students attended the annual Florence Nightingale service, held 
this year at the First Baptist Church in Morristown. The Red Cross 
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Rally held in Morristown in the fall of 1941 was attended by 95 students 
and graduates. Two of the graduates were called upon to teach First 
Aid and Nurses Aide Courses in the community. This has entailed 
many extra hours of preparation and activity on their own time. Emer­
gency Medical Service meetings have averaged two per month at various 
places throughout the defense district. Faculty members have gone out 
into the community to address organizations during the Red Cross Roll 
Call. On their own time thirty nurses took the First Aid Course to get 
themselves refreshed in case of emergency. Special functions were 
arranged by groups of nurses from time to time throughout the winter, 
for the benefit of the Red Cross. Among the regular social activities 
the Greystone Park student body campaigned for 100 per cent. member­
ship in the Red Cross. This was achieved through their own efforts in 
their group. 

Miss Loucks, Science Instructor, succeeded in promoting a new 
social activity program for the students with good results. Parties were 
held by the Greystone Student Nurses Club and the affiliate students 
once a mon'th throughout the year. Young men from Drew University, 
Brothers College and Montclair State Teachers College were invited to 
attend and reciprocated with invitations to the student nurses. The 
annual banquet was given by the senior class to the members of the 
graduating class on October 7, 1941. 

The Resident School of Nursing: Considerable reorganization of the 
basic nursing course has taken place during the past year. An arrange­
ment was made with the Montclair State Teachers College for a course 
in Sociology given by Dr. Paul Cressey at Greystone Park and with two 
points of College credit. In addition to the students, gra~uate nurses and 
several school teachers from th~ local community attended these classes. 

Through an arrangement with Miss Dorothy Knowlton, Supervisor 
of Nurses at the Morristown Visiting Nurse Association, the public h~alth 
affiliation will be extended from one week to two. At the suggestion ·of 
Miss Edith Jane Holden, State Inspector, medical and surgical nursing 
and a doctor's lectures were started for the class which entered in the 
fall of 1941. Dr. Edward Kessler, gave a 40 hour course of lectures on 
medicine and surgery and Miss Sophie Kraykowski followed these lec­
tures with a 40 hour course in medical and surgical nursing. This 
number of hours in addition to the already full curriculm made a heavy 
schedule this year. 
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Graduation exercises were held on October 28, 1941, at which Dr. 
J. Berkeley Gordon, Superintendent of Marlboro State Hospital, was the 
principal speaker. Five graduates received pins and diplomas. They 
were: Ruby Inez Baines, Helen Moot Haddow, Eugenia Marie Richards, 
Bernette Wright and Barbara Louise Yard. Miss Rose Peeler, President 
of the Alumnae Association, presented their Incentive Prize to Helen 
Moot Haddow. The school year closed with 22 resident students en­
rolled; five entered the School in September, 1941; one of these left 
after a period of one month; three other students who had entered in 
the 1941 spring class discontinued; no class was admitted to the School 
tn the spring of 1942. Of the 22 students on June 30th, 10 were on 
duty at the hospital, 5 on affiliation at Orange Memorial Hospital and 7 
on affiliation at the Essex County Hospital for Contagious Diseases. 

The Affiliate School: During the year 257 student nurses from 14 
general hospital schools were admitted to the Greystone Park School 
for a thre'e months period .of affiliation in psychiatric nursing. These 
came every six weeks in groups of from 30 to 35, eight groups being 
received during the year. The number of affiliating students admitted 
to the School this year is an increase of 18 over last year. General 
hospitals affiliating with Greystone Park continue to ask if · they may 
increase the number of students in the groups being sent for their three 
months affiliation in psychiatric .nursing. Because of limited housing 
facilities it has not been possible to grant these requests. Two hospitals 
which have nC)t previously sent students here for affiliation have asked 
to do so,-Cooper hospital in Camden and Paterson General in Paterson. 
These requests have likewise had to be refused because oflack of housing. 
This is the only hospital in the State at this time accepting students for 
affiliation in psychiatric nursing and trends indicate that this training is 
becoming an essential in the basic course. We can accommodate only 
a small percentage of the schools in New Jersey. Unless further pro­
vision is made, affiliations will undoubtedly be sought outside the State, 
which would be regrettable, since there is adequate clinical material to 
accommodate all schools. 

Special As~ignments 

Shock Therapy: The original number of personnel allotted to the 
two shock therapy wards was 12 graduate nurses and 9 men and 9 women 
attendants. At the close of the fiscal year, there were 4 graduate nurses, 
4 men attendants and 6 women attendants assigned to this service. The 
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supervisor who had been in charge had recently resigned, leaving the 
nursing situation without the supervision that is an essential in this 
service. More resignations have been presented and are continuing to 
be received. 

Tonic and Sedatirve Baths: In 1941, 28,692 tonic and sedative baths 
were reported. This year we list 25,990. This service has probably 
been one of the best maintained until the last two months. At the 
time of this report all hydrotherapy service had been closed except for 
four continuous tubs for women and four continuous tubs for men in the 
Reception building and the male hydrotherapy in the Reception building 
operated by Mr. Wilbur Riker. A further decrease is expected with the 
continued decrease in personnel. 

Personal Grooming of Patients: The number of items given by the 
beauticians in the personal grooming of patients is 27,495 against 76,456 
last year. The two women attendants who have done this work have had 
to be assigned to part time duty on the wards. The beautician service 
has done much to uphold the morale of the women patients and it is ·with 
regret that it had to be · curtailed. 

Out-Patient and Employees' Ward: The Out-patient personnel sel·­
vice should have a graduate nurse assigned to it. The treatments have 
gradually increased and while the Clinic building Supervisor and her 
assistant continue to carry this d11ty, the problem ot arranging time for 
it is becoming more and more difficult because of the additional respon­
sibility in the Clinic building as a whole.' Nursing service has been 
supplied for general ward cases on M-3 but nurses from outside have 
been brought in for individuals needing extra care, usually at the expense 
of the patient. 

Sewing Room: This affords a special therapy for patients who are 
not suitable to go to other working areas and has continued under the 
very satisfactory charge of Miss Catherine Salmon. Seventeen women 
patients helped with the sewing for from two to two and one-half hours, 
morning and afternoon. A light lunch was served for them twice a day 
and when the weather permitted they were taken outdoors for walks. 
Holidays were always pleasantly anticipated since Miss Salmon arranged 
suitable observances with refreshments, games, music and attractive 
favors. One outdoor picnic was held last year. This year 1,061 new 
articles were made and 50,760 repaired. Most of the new articles were 
made from discarded table cloths, bedspreads, blankets and towels. 
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Student nurse caps, head kerchiefs for the tuberculosis service and the 
cannery, muslin table covers and drapes trimmed with scraps from the 
cotton dress cutting room were made from new material. 

Supplies: The full account of replacements for condemned material 
has been received each week. As an outcome of discussion at super­
visors' meetings, new styles of dresses have been suggested which provide 
a decrease· in the amount of material, set-in belts and the elimination of 
buttons and fancy trimmings. These dresses are plain but quite as 
pleasing as they are well cut of attractive prints. Both the laundry and 
the repair service benefited by this change. As in other years, items of 
clothing donated by the relatives of deceased patients or received 
occasionally from other sources have been helpful additions to the 
supplies. This year about 2,000 articles for women and l, 700 for men 
were so received. This does not include the generous amount provided 
each year through the Christmas Fund, without which our patients would 
he much more poorly clothed. 

Routine Duties: In the nursing division were handled 8,507 trans­
fers of patients from ward to ward and into and out of buildings (not 
including admissions); 55,243 treatments; 55,036 dressings; 393,902 
medications; nursing service for 343 surgical procedures; preparation of 
trays for 3,510 injections and transfusions. 

Accidents and Incidents: A monthly record was kept of all accidents 
and minor mishaps occurring in connection with employees and students. 
It was noticeable that when personnel decreased on the wards such 
incidents increased and the least number averaged ten daily. Many of 
these would be preventable with proper supervision. 

Diet Therapy: The dietary service has continued under the very 
satisfactory charge of Miss Marie Plante, Administrative Dietitian. On 
November 17, 1941, Miss Lillian Marguerite Nugent, Assistant Dietitian, 
was appointed Dietetics Instructor to replace Mrs. Margaret Jenkins 
Conover whose resignation was effective on that date. On the same date, 
Miss Lois Albrecht, . a graduate of Pratt Institute was appointed Assistant 
Dietitian to fill the vacancy left by Miss Nugent. On January 16, 1942, 
Miss Virginia Takacs, gr&duate of New York University was appointed 
Assistant Dietitian to fill the vacancy at the Tuberculosis building left 
by Mrs. Rita Pope McGowen who resigned December 14th. Miss Plante 
has submitted the following report: 
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~~The variety of special diets served by the diet kitchen increases 
each year. Because of the valuable experience offered we have a demand 
by dietetic students that they be permitted to do their six weeks summer 
project here and through the cooperation ~and interest of the medical and 
nursing staffs we this year again have two students from the college of 
St. Elizabeth. It is possible for us to give these students an experience 
in special diet work which it would be hard to duplicate in most hospitals. 

During the year the dietitians attended the state dietetic meetings. 
The spring meetings of the institutional dietitians was held at Greystone 
Park this year. Work on the cook-book was continu.ed and a demon­
stration was given by the Standard Brand people. After a luncheon in 
the nurses' dinning room a tour of the hospital kitchens was made. The 
visitors were especially impressed by the size of the kitchens and the 
large daily output of food. 

After the resignation of the dietitian in the Tuberculosis building 
we were without a dietitian there for a time, which resulted in a decrease 
in special diets for that building. This year a new arrangement has been 
made for serving nourishment to personnel from a separate kitchen. 
Miss Takacs has done much to make the nourishment for both patients 
and personnel appetizing and appealing and has provided many foods to 
supplement the regu1ar house diets. We were requested to provide 
nourishment for the personnel in both Clinic and Reception buildings 
this year. This was begun about the first of April and proved very suc­
cessful. The summary of the work done is as follows:

Nursing Service-Tuberculosis Report 

The report of her annual visit to . Greystone in 1941 was received 
from Miss Jane Holden, State Inspector of Nursing Schools, in September 
of that year. In this report recommendation was made that because of 
inadequate technique in the Tuberculosis service, student assignment 
be discontinued in this unit. One of the major efforts of the Nursing 
division during the past year has been to analyze and reorganize the 
nursing program in this service. On October 1, 1941, Miss Anna T. 
Lownie was employed to study and survey the Tuberculosis service so 
that a better technique and more adequate teaching program might be 
promoted here. Miss Lownie is a graduate of St. Elizabeth's Hospital 
School of Nursing in Boston and Teachers College, Columbia University; 
she has had post-graduate psychiatric work at Bloomingdale Hospital, 
White Plains. The results of Miss Lownie's efforts has been one of the 
outstanding pieces of work accomplished this year. Miss Holden's next 
annual visit of inspection was made in February, 1942. Her report 
brought the recommendation that student assignment to the Tuberculosis 
service be resumed and gave the statement, ~This unit is now safe for 
student and personnel experience." Miss Lownie's report considerably 
summarized, is herewith presented: 

~~A survey was started as of October 1, 1941, to determine the 
clinical material available in this building for student experience. 
Although there is yet a three-months period to go before this can be 
completed, there is valuable evidence of the richness of experience and 
the possibility of tracing trends in the control of tuberculosis in the 
hospital. Upon such statistics there is the hope that we may be able to 
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seek out our weak spots and continue to build up the quality of _nursing 
care for patients and to increase, wherever possible, student experience. 

During this nine months period, a total of 299 patients have been 
in residence in the Tuberculosis building. Of this number, 157 were 
males; 74 were admitted, 67 of these being first admissions. Forty-one 
per cent. of the male first admissions had a diagnosis of pulmonary 
tuberculosis, far advanced; 32 per cent. moderately advanced; 12 per 
cent. minimal; 12 per cent. observation or questionable activity; 2 per 
cent. pleurisy with effusion and 1 per cent. chronic adhe8ive pleuritis. 
Fifty-one per cent. of these first admissions had a Greystone Park resi­
dence fr.om 2 to 11 years prior to transfer to the Tuberculosis building; 
15 per cent. were transferred during their first month's residence and the 
remainder anywhere from 11 to 42 years after admission to the hospital. 

Twenty-six died during this period; 4 within the week of admission; 
6 during the first month's residence; 7 in from two to five months; 3 in 
eight to eleven months; and the remaining 6, from two to ten years. 
Three of the deceased had a diagnosis of pleurisy with effusion; 1 chronic 
adhesive pleuritis; 1 minimal, 6 moderately advanced and 15 far advanced 
pulmonary tuberculosis. 

During the nine months under study 142 women patients have had 
residence in the Tuberculosis building; 49 were admitted, 3.4 of these 
being first admissions. Thirty-one per cent. of the women admissions 
had a diagnosis of pulmonary tuberculosis far advanced; 32.6 per cent. 
moderately advanced; 16.3 per cent. pleurisy with effusion; 14 per cent. 
observation or questionable activity; 6.1 per cent. minimal. Fifty-seven 
per cent. of these first admissions had a _ Greystone Park residence of 
from 2 to -11 years prior to transfer to the Tuberculosis building; 16 per 
cent. were transferred during their first month's residence and the re­
mainder from 11 to 37 years. Twenty died during this period; 4 within 
the week of admission; 4 during the first month's residence; 5 within 
two to five month's residence; 6 in two to six years after admission. 

As the figures show that 50 per cent. of all first admissions have a 
2 to 11 year hospital residence prior to the transfer to the Tuberculosis 
building and 36 per cent. have a diagnosis of ~~far advanced" pulmonary 
tuberculosis, it is obvious and only too clear that the undiagnosed case 
presents a real hazard both to the patients and personnel. In the face 
of such findings, one can realize that a screening program is not merely 
a whim but a dire necessity. 
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Our present building is overcrowded and not large enough to ac­
commodate all "known tuberculosis cases" throughout the hospital and 
with a more intensive case-finding program would fall far short of meeting 
our needs. Pavilion II, formerly known as the "Senile" building and 
now being utilize.d for the housing of arrested cases of tuberculosis, has 
been studied as to whether, with some structural changes, it could be 
converted into an isolation building. 

Seventy-eight affiliating students have been on service during this 
nine months period. Ward class hours have been increased from 4 to 5 
hours to 7± to 81 hours per student. Under the able supervision of 
Miss Takacs, dietitian, nourishment is provided for all personnel which is 
adequately high in caloric value. Pasteurized bottled milk is sent daily 
from our dairy and this combined with chocolate serves as a basis for 
nourishment. Forty-nine out of 78 students have shown weight gains; 5 
showed ~o change in weight; and 18 had weight losses varying from t 
to 6 lbs. Many of these weight losses were among those students who 
came to us on ' their 2nd or 3rd service and were desirous of losing 
weight which they had gained since coming to Greystone Park. 

Previous to December, 1941, all affiliatiiJ.g students were x-rayed 
prior to and following service in the Tuberculosis building. At that time, 
this policy was changed. Now students assigned to the Tuberculosis 
building are x-rayed during the first week on the service and before 
leaving for their home schools. By November 1, 1941, the isolation 
technique was revised. This applied not only to nursing personnel but 
to all workers coming into the building. It is now harmoniously accepted 
by all. Our great problem of nurse shortage means that we must of 
necessity re-check procedures, study the nursing and non-nursing tasks 
now being performed by nurses w~ich could well be done by non-pro­
fessionals or other divisions. Economy of time, persons and materials 
are of vital importance to our country in these trying times. 

Staff Matters 

The general staff organization has been unchanged this year, but 
there has been considerable change in personnel, such as calls for 
military service, appointments and resignations. At the end of last year 
there were two vacancies for substitutes during military service and at 
the end of this year there are three such vacancies. Doctors appointed to 
fill substitute vacancies have been changed to regular staff members as 
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vacancies there became available. Those appointed to the regular staff 
during the year were: Dr. Edgar Braun, at the beginning of the year as a 
substitute for Dr. O'Gorman, Dr. Francis A. Figuerelli, Dr. Amedeo C. 
Naclerio and Dr. Archie Sofman. Substitutes for those in military ser­
vice not placed on the regular staff were: Dr. Charles E. Fiman, substitute 
for Dr. Oatman; Dr. Samuel Pollock, substitute for Dr. O'Gorman; Dr. 
Morton M. Stern, substitute for Dr. Longley. Resignations included Dr. 
Gasper J. Palagonia, Dr. Anthony ]. Graffeo, Dr. Ernest Z. Bower and 
Dr. Laura E. Ehrlich from the regular staff and Dr. Morton M. Stern, 
substitute for Dr. Longley. Two physicians were granted military leave, 
Dr. ]. Lloyd Morrow and Dr. Amedeo C. Naclerio. These, with the three 
granted military leave last year, make a total at the end of the year of five 
members of the staff absent in military service. 

Those in charge of large areas and special services have not yet been 
affected by the call to military service, but the time spent in training a 

. succession of new physicians to the complex duties of a psychiatric hos­
pital and the increasing scarcity of nurses and attendants have resulted 
in a considerable decrease in some of the medical treatments. The 
special services, not so directly affected by war conditions as yet, have 
shown an increase greater than would be expected from the large number 
of patients under care. I feel that without exception the physicians in 
key positions have made a d~cided effort to carry on the work in the 
hospital in the manner in which they were accustoriled, which means 
with improvements wherever new methods or equipment became avail­
able, and many of them have also takeri on extra duties in the hospital 
and the community in order to meet war demands. 

The general organization of the staff has been the same as last year, 
Dr. McMurray was appointed acting superintendent in any absence of 
Dr. Curry and was regularly in charge of the male service in the Main 
building, assisted by junior physicians, and of the division of occupational 
therapy and the recreational and amusement program, much of which 
was handled through the division of physical education. Dr. Collins as 
clinical director and chief surgeon of the hospital was in immediate charge 
of the medical staff, the staff meetings, the care and treatment of patients. 
the hospital social service division, the educational division and the work 
of interstate transfers and deportations; Dr. Crandell as assistant clinical 
director and Dr. Kessler as assistant surgeon relieved him as much as 
possible. Dr. Minford continued in charge of the Clinic building with 
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Dr. Eeposito, Dr. Boyd, Dr. Morrow and Dr. Stern in the shock therapy 
service there and on the other wards where electric shocks were given 
and a junior man on general duty. Dr. Minford, however, was absent 
on sick leave at the end of the year. Dr. Donovan was in charge of the 
examination and clinic and ward care of employees; Dr. Hampton was in 
charge of the x-ray and electrotherapeutic work and the electrocardiogram. 
Dr. Gambill carried on the eye, ear, nose and throat work; from November 
on, Dr. Warne gave full-time to the gynecological work; and Dr. Hogan, 
as part-time consultant, was in charge of urology, proctology and colonic 
therapy. All of these specialties and also the surgical and fracture work 
of Dr. Collins and Dr. Kessler, were located at the Clinic building. At 
the Reception building, Dr. Judd was in charge of the women's service 
and Dr. Dredge, who was promoted from resident to senior grade in 
November, was in charge of the men. At the Main building, as already 
indicated, Dr. McMurray was in charg~ of the men; Dr. Harquail was in 
charge of the women's service, assisted by junior physicians. The Dor­
mitory building group had Dr. Washburn at the head of the women's 
service, with Dr. Anderson taking care of the women's infirmary, and 
Dr. Riggs in charge of the men's service. Dr. Melvin was on full-time . 
duty at the Tuberculosis building, with Dr. Hatch as part-time consultant. 
Dr. Sagert was pathologist and Dr. Lasley was regularly in charge of 
night service of the entire institution. For considerable time, however, 
Dr. Lasley has been on sick leave with a serious kidney condition. The 
end of the year found the hospital with a staff of twenty-eight physicians 
on duty, two on sick leave and three vacancies for substitutes. In ad­
dition to these, two physicians were regularly engaged on a part-time 
basis while the two physicians with the Mental Hygiene Clinics were paid 
from a special appropriation, did not live at the hospital and their work 
was extramuraL 

Some improvement in housing for physicians was provided this 
year, a much needed asset. The old Jaqui house which was obtained 
with purchase of land to protect sewer rights in the· vicinity of Jacqui's 
pond was rebuilt with funds from the insurance on the sewer field cot­
tage which burned last year with additions from "the current repairs 
account. . This was completed in the early winter and was immediately 
occupied by Dr. Kessler and his family who had been living in an 
apartment at the Dormitory building. In the spring, funds having been 
made available, work was begun on two single cottages whieh when 
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completed will be assigned to doctors who have been on the staff for 
some time and who are married and have two or more children. There 
will remain, however, several physicians who because of long service, 
seniority and number in family consider themselves entitled to a separate 
residence, but for whom the State has not yet provided living conditions 
at all comparable with what they would have if they were engaged in 
practice on the outside. 

Several of the physicians have had post-graduate work this year. 
Dr. . Sagert visited various pathology laboratories in New York, but was 
unable to take a contemplated course at Mt. Sinai, the war preventing 
enough applying to form a class. Dr. Warne was sent by the hospital 
during the month of October to take a course at New York Post-Graduate 
Hospital in gynecology under Dr. Walter P. Danreuther. Dr. Crandell 
completed a twelve weeks course in neurophysiology offered by the New 
Jersey Neuropsychiatric Association .and conducted by Dr. Paul F. A. 
Hoefer of the College of Physicians and Surgeons, Columbia University. 
Special work in electroencephalography was included at Dr. Hoefe;'s 
laboratory at the Neurological Institute. Dr. Judd and Dr. Crandell 

.have continued on the staff at Vanderbilt Clinic in Endocrinology and in 
Neurology, but both have been on leave the latter part of the year, due 
to pressure of work at this hospital. Previous to that time they each 
gave one day a week at the Clinic. Dr. Hampton took special work in 
the operation and interpretation of the electrocardiograph. Dr. Gambill 
in the fall after examination received certification from the American 
Board of Oto-laryngology and in April attended a symposium in Roanoke, 
Virginia, on his specialty. 

A commendable interest has been shown in professional organiza­
tions. Dr. Judd has continued to serve as Reporter for the Morris County 
Medical Society and was re-elected fqr another term. The meetings 
have 1Jeen well attended by staff members, several have been held here 
at the hospital during the year. Dr. Crandell was elected to the Executive 
Board of the New Jersey Neuropsychiatric Association and to membership 
in the New York Society for Clinical Psychiatry and to the Association 
for Research in Nervous and Mental Disease. Dr. Collins completed 
his year as President of the New Jersey Neuropsychiatric A-ssociation 
and is now serving on the Executive Board. Dr. Curry, Dr. Fuller, Dr. 
Crandell and Dr. Esposito attended the annual meeting of the American . 
Psychiatric Association in Boston. Dr. Curry, Dr. Fuller, Dr. Gambill, 
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Dr. Gebirtig, Dr. Crandell, Dr. Kessler, Dr. Braun, Dr. Figurelli, Dr. 
Sofman and Dr. Pollock attended meetings of the American Medical 
Association Convention in Atlantic City. 

Defense Activities 

In addition to his numerous other activities, Dr. Archie Crandell has 
done a great deal of work for the Morristown Chapter of the Red Cros 
and has had charge of teaching First Aid over a considerable area. As 
soon as war broke out these classes were enormously expanded. Dr. 
Crandell has submitted the following statement as to the work done at 
this institution only: 

During December, emergency medical teams were formed from the 
members of the medical staff and nursing service in cooperation with the 
local Morristown hospitals and according to plans we had received from 
the New Jersey Defense Council. These teams cooperated with the 
local Red Cross Chapter in a defense test when a nearby industrial plant 
was supposedly bombed. 

During the early part of 1942, twelve first aid classes were conducted 
under the auspices of the American Red Cross and were taught by members 
of our medical staff, over one hundred employees being trained. There 
were separate classes for day attendants, taught by Drs. Anderson, Boyd, 
Naclerio and Sofman; night attendants by Drs. Braun and Warne; socia] 
service workers by Dr. Dredge; stenographers by Dr. Melvin; physical 
education and occupational therapy workers by Dr. Fenimore; supervising 
nurses taught by Drs. Crandell and Voorhies and a course for doctors' 
wives taught by Mrs. Crandell. 

The Superintendent appointed Dr. Crandell to be in charge of 
defensa activities at the hospital with an advisory committee which would 
act as a local defense council. Mr. Henry B. Smith, Chairman, Committee 
on Vulnerablity and Committee on Police Reserves. Dr. George B. 
McMurray, Chairman, Committee on Public Relations and Education and 
Committee on Transportation and Evacuation. Mr. Charles H. Acker, 
Chairman, Committee on Fire Reserves and Committee on Air Raid 
Precautions. Dr. Laurence M. Collins, Chairman, Committee on Health 
and First Aid and Chief of Emergency Medical Service. Mr. Henry E. 
Landesman, Chairman, Committee on Demolition, Rescue aud Repair. 
Mr. Harold M. Prettyman, Secretary, Local Defense Council. 

We participated in two practice blackouts, one on the evening of 
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Tuesday, April 28 and the second on June l. These were conducted 
with no untoward incident and the patients apparently showed no ex­
citement or apprehension while the lights were out. D_uring the year, 
blackout curtains have been installed in a room on each ward and the 
hospital has been equipped with sand and shovels as air raid precautions. 
Arm bands and identification cards for the defense workers have also 
been issued. 

In addition to the direct participation in the war effort of several 
members of the medical staff who have joined the armed forces, many 
of the remaining physicians have cooperated with local draft board~ and 
the army induction board at Newark, acting as consultants and neuro­
psychiatrists on their own time. On June 30th, the following members 
of the staff were listed for such duty: Dr. Crandell, Dr. Dredge, Dr. 
Gebirtig, Dr. Harquai], Dr. Kessler, Dr. Melvin and Dr. Riggs. 

Phar maceutical Division 

The local drug room has been continued throughout the year under 
the careful direction of Mr. Philip G. Roberts, Ph. G. as chief pharmacist. 
Mr. Louis G. Bangert, Ph. G. has been assistant pharmacist. Mr. Robert's 
health has seemed somewhat improved over last year, although he has 
not completely recovered. Mr. Bangert sustained a bad burn of the 
right hand on June 9th and at the close of the year was still unable to 
return to duty. 

In order to facilitate the added work undertaken two years ago of 
making up and maintaining a perpetual inventory and cost table of all 
medical and surgical supplies Miss Nora Leyhan was assigned to assist 
with clerical work on November 24, 1941 and has remained with the 
drug room office since that time. Mr. George Zelenak, bookkeeper, 
remained with the office until June 9th, when he was called into the 
service and given a military leave of absence. He has not yet been 
replaced in the office. . 

At the time of the report made by Mr. Roberts at the end of the 
fiscal ye ar, difficulty was being experienced in obtaining certain items. 
Some were controlled by the Bureau of Mines and licenses had to be 
obtained from the Bureau before needs could be supplied. Glycerine 
was strictly rationed on a monthly basis. Instruments were difficult to 
obtain; burs for dental work were fast disappearing from the whole_sale 
markets; some stainless steel articles were no longer obtainable. 
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Mr. Roberts prepared a list of 7 4 pharmaceuticals manufactured in 
quantity at the institution in his division with a tabulation of the market 
price, the hospital cost to make and the approximate total saving on the 
quantity made. In one instance the savings represented approximately 
94 per cent. over the market cost and in several the saving was 90 per 
cent. The total for the year was figured at $4,695.61 on the manu­
factured items. Also, ten other items were purchased in quantity and 
repackaged in smaller unite. for dispensing; this proeedure resulted in 
an additional saving of $1,541.35, making a total of $6,236.96 saved on 
these various items. The greatest savings were in solutions made in 
great quantities, such as bathing lotion and tincture of green soap for 
general hospital use, vanilla flavoring for the kitchens and solution sucrose 
40 per cent. and solution metrozol 10 per cent. used in shock therapy. 

During the year a total of 22,356 individual prescriptions were filled, 
an increase of 2,603 over the previous high of last year, or a daily average 
of 61 for 365 days. The individual prescriptions do not include the 
"ward use" stock medications which are largely reflected in the list of 
bottled and labled items, 12,017 units. There were also 1,477 grippe 
capsules made up during the year. 

Photography 

At the hospital studio Mr. Daniel J. Lutz, photographer, took pictures 
of each patient soon after admission and also of most patients before 
they were paroled. Duplicat~ prints were made for the medical and 
studio files. These served many useful purposes, such as a means of 
quick identification, a check for condition and progress, and a convenient 
reference when need arose. When patients escaped and it was necessary 
to notify the police suitable prints were made from the pictures on file. 
Other pictures were made by the photographer, including views of con­
struction work to show progress, pictures of patients engaged in activities 
and scenes of interest about the buildings and grounds. Copies and 
enlargements were produced as directed. During the year Mr. Lutz 
reports 2,839 pictures taken and 11,828 prints made. 

Barber Shop 

Mr. Adolf Eberle has continued as chief barber of the institution, 
although his health has been considerably impaired at times. Most of 
the work has been carried on in a large central barber shop in the Main 
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building, and in smaller shops in the Dormitory and Reception buildings, 
but in order to conserve the time of working patients a number of centers 
have been established at various points, including the laundry and the 
occupational therapy unit. Special bedside equipment has been utilized 
to provide services for the Tuberculosis building and many in the Clinic 
and infirmaries. The working force has included about nine assistant 
barbers and patients have helped with lathering. The schedule provided 
that patients should be shaved twice each week, with an extra shave each 
week for about fifty of the men having parole of the grounds and work­
ing in certain occupations. Hair-cuts were given once in three weeks. 
Under this system there were approximately 283,100 shaves and 46,700 
hair-cuts during the year. Barber service was also regularly given to 
the men employees who were ill on ward M-3. 

Executive Assistant to the Superintendent 

Early in the fiscal year Mr. William R. Knowles was assigned to the 
position of Executive Assistant to the Superintendent as a substitute, taking 
over the duties of Mr. William G. Beucler who was called into Military 
Service in June of 1941, since he was a Captain in the Reserve Corps. Mr. 
Knowles has worked faithfully at this exacting position and has achieved 
:rp.uch success in view of the many difficulties encountered this year. 

Primarily he acted as liaison officer between the Superintendent, 
the Business Manager and the heads of various divisions and activities. 
One phase of the work consisted in establishing new members of the staff 
in living quarters and in distributing house furnishings. The living 
quarters of employees with their furnishings were also under his super­
vision and he had charge of the moving, installing and taking to and 
from repair shops of ward furnishings as well. Supplies and equipment 
required for hospital house-keeping, especially the testing of new materials 
and devises, came under his division. 

When patients were transfered to different buildings he handled 
the details in cooperation with the nursing division. A separate paint 
and repair shop for bed maintenance made it possible to keep this essential 
furnishing in good condition. Materials considered beyond repair were 
sent to the condemning room. Here they were sorted and usuable bits 
of goods were assigned to different sewing units to be made into bibs, 
compresses, ice-bag covers, wash cloths and similar small useful articles 

for hospital service. 
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Special work at Christmas was handled through this division. Mr. 
Knowles accompanied the Superintendent on trips to buy Christmas gifts 
in quantity and was in charge of the receiving, checking and distribution 
of these articles to the wards and buildings. He also distributed the 
Christmas decorations to the wards, dining rooms and offices and aided 
in trimming the two large trees for the Christmas Party. After the 
holidays he had collected and stored all decorations which could be 
used the following year. 

Another duty which consumed considerable time was handling per­
som~el problems, especially misconduct on the part of men attendants. 
Investigations were also carried through in matters of accidents and 
complaints after which reports were submitted to the Superintendent if 
indicated. With the extremely rapid turn-over in employees complica­
tions have been, numerous. 

Under M.r. Knowle's direction for carrying on these varied duties 
was a force of ~~Detail" men trained in their special requirements. This 
year the lack of ward personnel has resulted in their being called upon 
to perform numerous duties not usually assigned to them and the 
division has thus been able to render much needed services to the 
institution. 

Greenhouse, Grounds and Grading 

During the greater part of the year the work of this division was 
continue~ under the supervision of Mr. Otto Koch who had carried it 
with such succes? for years and more recently had added to it the work 
of the hospital vegetable gardens. Early in the spring Mr. Koch unfor­
tunately became ill and at the end' of the year had not been able to 
resume any of his duties. His son, Mr. Britton Koch, who had been 
assisting his father for several years was able to continue the supervision 
of the work along much the same lines as had been developed in the 
past and has shown commendable effort and a surprising degree of success. 

Many of the men and much of the equipment assigned to the green­
house and grounds division have been used seasonally in the large garden 
area and also in the smaller garden near the Reception building. This 
would amount to approximately 2,440 days of employee time, 700 days 
of truck time and 575 days of team-two horse-time as well as ap­
proximately 27,650 days of patient time. 

About 85,683 plants and bulbs were grown at the greenhouse for 
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cut flowers and flower beds; included in this total were 20,000 gladiolas, 
12,000 snapdragons, 8,000 petunias, 4,800 coleus and 2,528 chrysanthe­
mums. New flower beds were made and planted, six leading to the 
entrance to South Cottage, and two leading to the entrance of the Nurses' 
dining room. Other outside flower beds were planted as usual. In all, 
563 flats of flower seeds were sown and cared for in the greenhouse this 
year. · The total of cut flowers, complete list of which will be found 
in the tables at the end of this Report, was · 116,151. There were 
28,483 snapdragons, 21,572 chrysanthemums of all sizes and 16,928 roses. 
Decorations for the hospital Chapel were arranged for the graduation 
exercises, Christmas and Easter, using palms, crotons, ferns and flowers 
and flowering plants according to season. Christmas trees were delivered 
throughout the institutions, to wards, cottages, offices, dining rooms and 
other centers. 

All the greenhouses were painted both inside and out with two coats 
of paint; repairs were made to rafters, some being replaced. This was 
done with the assistance of patients regularly assigned to this division. 
An addition was built onto the greenhouse garage, using old lumber and 
iron with concrete blocks and with labor supplied by the greenhouse 
division. This addition will be used as a paint and repair shop for 
trucks and machinery. During the year 24 gallons of mixed paint and 
88 l s. of dry paint was used, with 20 gallons of varnish. Nine trucks 
were repaired, two concrete mixers, the power sprayer, the gasoline 
shovel, snow plow equipment, porer mowers and the tractors. In all 
nearly 1,000 hours of work was done on this equipment plus over 400 
hours on the machinery of the garden department. 

At the hospital willow holt the shoots were cut and put in the pond 
during the cold weather. New plants, seedlings, were set out numbering 
9,010. This work required 39 days of employee time with 'a group of 
patients from 11 to 18 in number, making up a total of 618 days patient 
time. Plants were sprayed as required, using 2,000 gallons of arsenate 
of lead and lime. 

I . 
Dead trees were cut and underbrush cleared in the South grove and 

the wood at the lower end of Ceritral Avenue. In all 43 trees were cut 
down and removed, being converted into firewood where suitable and 
46 days of employee time and 552 of patient time were utilized. This 
was a cold weather activity. 
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Snow removal was not burdensome this year, requiring only about 
one-half the time oflast year. Regular time given to this work showed 110 
employee days and 1,438 patient days. Overtime for employees, includ­
ing Sundays, holidays and nights, amounted to 218 hours. On slippery 
walks 15-! tons of sand were spread and on the roads 301 cubic yards of 
ashes were used. 

Grading around the buildings and grounds required the time of an 
employee for 44 days, assisted by a group of patients averaging about 11 
in number. Trucks were used for 17 days and 280 cubic yards of fill 
were put in, 96 lbs. of rye grass seed sown and 86 lbs. of white clover. 
Thirty-one evergreens of various sizes were planted. 

Tractors and power mowers were used 82 days cutting grass and the 
tractor was used 88 days rolling lawns in the spring. For the cleaning up 
of the grounds, care of flower beds and grass cutting with a hand mower, 
th€ area was divided into three sections; the Tuberculosis building, Dor­
mitory and golf ground; the Main building, Clinic building and Nurses' 
residences; and the buildings along lower Central Avenue. In all 
395! employee days and 4,537 patient days were spent on this work. 
Materials were mixed for spraying Japanese beetles around the grounds 
and two employees and one patient worked for 8t days with the power 
sprayer, using in all 7,200 gallons of spray. Trucks were used for 46 
days cleaning up around the grounds. 

The gasoline shovel was used to load 360 cubic yards of top soil for 
a new soil pile in the garden, 645t cubic yards of fill for the yard of the 
Main building, North side ~nd 280 cubic yards of fill for the grading 
along the sides of Central Avenue. Cellars were dug with it for the new 
cottages on Central Avenue, requiring 7f days of working time. It has 
also been used for a total of 22 days in clearing trees from the new 
land in Wilsonville. 

The usual dec~ration was set up at the Trenton Fair around the 
bandstand in the State building and a smaller arrangement was made in 
the Agriculture hall. In these were used 1,405 plants, 140 evergreens 
and 350 square feet of sod. At the fall show of the Morris County 
Gardeners and Florists Society a well arranged group of palms, crotons, 
fuchsias, ferns and chrysanthemums was set up as the central feature of 
the hall. It received much favorable comment aud was given a special 
award: Eleven first prizes were received for chrysanthemums, eight of 
which were for ten blooms each, one for twelv~ and two for vases of 
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sprays. A second prize was received for cut roses of any variety and a 
third prize for cut roses mixed in three varieties. Mr. Otto Koch was 
again appointed as one qf the jurors for the International Flower Show 
at the Grand Central Palace in New York in March and was able to 
serve, although taken ill not long after. 

Library 

The hospital library ·service has completed another year of useful 
work under the direction of Mrs. Maud B. Eichlin who has continued 
active in every detail. Each month she has presented an interesting 
account for The Psychogram and her annual report is most complete· 
I have summarized it somewhat as follows: 

~~In compiling this report it has proved both interesting and inform­
ative to review the very definite service that the hospital library has been 
engaged in rendering this past year. The patients in the various buildings 
have all received some form of library service. The book truck contain­
ing books, magazines, papers, jig-saw puzzles, playing cards and games 
has helped to lighten many long hours for patients who must spend their 
time on the wards. Hospital employees have also availed themselves of 
the opportunity to use the library. 

During the Christmas season many friends and organizations donated 
new and reconditioned Christmas cards to be placed with the presents 
for the patients. Another group donated Christmas seals and tags. The 
Junior Red Cross and Girl Scouts donated calendars which were much 
appreciated as there are many requests from the patients for them. 

Patients at the Tuberculosis building and at Pavilion II have be~n 
provided with books, magazines, puzzles and ~ames, which were not re­
turned to general use. Birchwood Camp, the parole patients' recreational 
building, received a small collection of books from the duplicate collec­
tion in the Main building library. These patients had been asking for 
books for a long time and it was a pleasure to be able to give them some. 

Nursing students were addresser! by the Librarian and given infor­
mation regarding hospital library service. Assistance was given at the 
Nursing School Library, and reference books in considerable numbers 
were obtained from the Morris County Library Service for special courses 
at the School. A new filing cabinet for reference material was placed 
in the Clinic building library. 

Donations to the library this year included subscriptions to The 
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National Geographic Magazine, The Reader's Digest and Good House­
keeping Magazine, as well as two Jewish newspapers. The hospital 
library is receiving for its tile material released by the Federal Govern­
ment regarding national defense and other material pertaining to national 
affairs sent out to the members of the Special Libraries group. Material 
for the files was also donated regarding the organization and work of 
the Seeing Eye. And one of most interesting donations was a collec­
tion of magazines from a former patient in appreciation of the library 
service he had received while here. 

The Librarian did not attend the annual meeting of the Special 
Libraries Association, since it was held in Detroit this year. But she did 
attend the regular meetings of the New Jersey Chapter, held in different 
parts of the State; a joint meeting of the New Jersey and New York 
Chapters, the New York Library Club and the New Jersey Library Asso­
ciation, held in New York; and several other local conferences. The 
hospital Print Shop has continued to help the library service by repair­
ing books and by printing a library page each month in The Psychogram. 
A copy of The Psychogram was included in the New Jersey Chapter ex­
hibit at the national convention of the Special Libraries Association and 
the library has been informed that this publication is also included m 
material from New Jersey in the Library of Congress at Washington.

Recreation: Amusements, Sports, Music and Entertainment 
Again, Dr. George B. McMurray has been active in supervising the 

field of amusement and recreation for patients which like so many other 
features of the regular hospital program has been greatly handicapped 
by conditions arising out of the war situation. His report runs some­
what as follows: 

The division of Physical Education cooperated in every possible 
manner, serving as "social directors" and making consistent effort to 
promote enjoyment and interest at all affairs, whether arranged by them 
or by some other sponsor. Careful consideration has been given to the 
type of entertainment provided; not a patient has been forced to take 
part in any activity and only those in suitable physical condition were 
permitted to engage in the more strenuous sports. 

Moving picture entertainments were not begun until October 23, 
1941 and were shown only once ·or twice a month until March, 1942, 
when it was necessary to cancel all shows because of the shortage of 
personnel. The bowling alleys were thoroughly renovated during the 
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warm season and with the coming of cool weather they were in such 
frequent use that careful schedules had to be arranged. Patients, em­
ployees and officers all found them a source of health and fun. The 
new tennis courts have proved a great success and have been kept in 
excellent condition by an interested patient. The golf course was used 
whenever the condition of the grounds permitted. Softball has been 
played on the diamond all summer, but baseball seems to be out for 
the duration. 

Various improvements have been made during the year. A new 
piano was placed in one of the gymnasiums in the Reception building. 
A horseshoe pitching court was made in the rear of the Firehouse and 
was highly popU:lar. A recreation building has been constructed at the 
dairy barns and supplied with books, magazines and games. 

The central radio system has continued to give pleasure and enter­
tainment to many patients. Books, supplied by the hospital library, 
and games of all kinds provide diversions on the wards, and pool and 
billiard tables are kept in service on some of the men's wards and at 
the bowling alleys. 

With the parole patients we continued the form of therapeutic 
recreation which has been successfully used here for a number of years. 
In uncultivated areas, usually with trees and a brook, the men have been 
encouraged to work out projects for themselves. Some have cleared 
land to make park areas, others have built bridges and water-wheels; 
shacks have been constructed with waste materials and flower and 
vegetable gardens planted. There are three or four such areas and in 
most instances they are subdivided into a number of small plots and 
spheres of interest. The most complete is Camp Birchwood where, 
after the original construction was destroyed by fire, the men were pro­
vided with better materials and assisted to put up a substantial recreation 
building. This was done last year, but in the past twelve months many 
improvements have been made and the men have had the satisfaction 
of producing something for the common good. 

Religious Services 

There has been no noteworthy change in the regular program of 
religious services here at the hospital this year. No chaplain has been 
maintained. The Catholics of the institution are includ~d in the parish 
of St. Virgil's at Morris Plains, the priests have said Mass each Sunday 
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morning in the hosp~tal chapel and they have been constantly on call 
to visit the sick and the dying. Protestant services have been provided 
each Sunday afternoon in the chapel, arranged by ministers from the 
Methodist, Baptist, Presbyterian and Episcopal churches of Morristown 
and Morris Plains. Music has regularly been supplied by an organist 
and other musicians from the hospital orchestra and by a choir of patients 
trained by the division of physical education. Occasionally, one of the 
ministers has brought a choir from his own church. 

Jewish services and special observances for holy days have been 
provided by leaders of this faith. A Christian Science church in the 
vicinity has supplied a reader for services here and provided literature 
for distribution on the wards. The hospital officers have made every 
effort to cooperate with recognized leaders of all faiths who can offer 
consolation to patients of their own creed under care here. 

Fi re Protection and Fires 

During the past year the loss from fires was fortunately small, 
although with reduced personnel both on the wards and in the fire 
service and with many possibilities of fire danger known to the officers 
of the institution there is no complacency in recording that fact. The 
fire service personnel and equipment has been continued under the im­
mediate charge of Fire Chief Charles H. Acker who has given. excellent 
service. His report consists in part of the following: 

A series of incendiary fires have occurred during the past year in 
the adjoining communites, but fortunately we were the victim of but 
one of these malicious occurrences in which a tool shed near the willow 
holt was destroyed; the shed was uninsured but the loss was not over 
$300, at most. Close contact has been maintained with the law enforcing 
agencies at all times and much valuable information was exchanged. A 
night fire patrol was maintained on October 30th, 31st and November 
lst with foot patrol at vulnerable buildings and two cars covering the 
grounds and maintaining contact with the other watchers. Last year 
several fires were set on the grounds and in the vicinity at Hallowe'en. 

There were 4 general alarms during the year, two for fires off the 
grounds, one of which was for mutual aid to the Township in Wilson­
ville, and two for unimportant fires on the grounds. Seven extinguished 
fires were investigated. There were 6 still alarms for fires in the build­
ings: one in the coffee roaster, damage slight; one in the range at the 
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Service Unit, damage moderate; one at the Print Shop, slight damage; 
three on the wards, in which the damage was very slight. There were 
18 still alarms for grass or brush fires, more than half of them for fires 
near the salvage yard. There were 2 still alarm for fires in automobiles 
and two emergency calls without fires, one to res~ue a patient from a 
roof and one to get a child out of a room. One false general alarm 
resulted from a patient pulling a box, and there were 3 false alarms from 
the sprinkler system; in one of these which resulted from a frozen tee 
the water damage done on the ward was moderate. 

Details of firemen were on duty at all movies and patients' parties 
in the Dormitory building amusement hall during the year. For the 
annual Christmas party, forty-one men were on duty at fire headquarters 
and in the amusement hall. Hose line were laid from nearby hyQ.rants 
and additional fire extinguishers were made available. While construction 
work was in progress in the Scullery the sprinkler system was frequently 
shut off and hose was laid from adjoining shops to provide protection if 
emergency should arise. 

All equipment has been regularly inspected and tested. There are 
53 hydrants, 45 on the high pressure system and 8 on low pressure mains. 
These were inspected by the fire service in conjunction with the hospital 
plumbers twice during the year. Frequent inspections have been made 
of attics, basements, buildings and grounds for fire hazards by the Fire 
Chief and his assistant. Reports have been submitted monthly to the 
Business Manager. 

The personnel consisted of a fire chief, operator-driver who acted 
as assistant, a supervisor at the Firehouse dormitory who was capable of 
driving and operating the pumping engine under supervision; all of these 
were on .the pay-roll for these duties alone. The remainder of the force 
consisted of call men, certified for active duty, but regularly employed 
in the outside divisions of the hospital, at the end of the year forty-eight 
in number. Of these twenty-three lived in the Firehouse, twelve on 
the hospital grounds and the remainder in nearby communities. The 
number had dropped from a high of sixty-four chiefly from loss to defense 
employment and the armed services. 

A total of 17 fire drills were conducted with an average attendance 
of 65 per cent. They were held monthly, beginning at 7:00 P. M. and 

lasting two hours, or more. Beginning in June and to continue for the 

New Jersey State Ubrary 
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next two months at the request of the men drills are scheduled weekly 
to secure more outside practice. On December lOth, Deputy State Fire 
Warden, William J. Seidel and his assistants showed moving pictures and 
lectured on the work of the State Forestry Service. At various times 
during the year members of the Fairchild Engine Company and of the 
Morris Township and Morris Plains Departments with their apparatus 
met with the hospital force and worked at drills as a unit. The drills 
consisted of lectures and demonstrations in hose laying, ladder raising. 
use of tools and equipment, use of various kinds of fire extinguishers on 
actual fires, pump operation and fire fighting in general. In December 
and in February special drills were held for lectures on procedure and 
control of incendiary bombs. Three tons of sand in pails and cans and 
thirty shovels have been distributed about the hospital for use in case 
of incendiary bombs. Portable hand lanterns with batteries have been 
ordered by the local defense . council and assigned for use on the wards 

. during blackouts. 

The apparatus and auxiliary equipment consisted of: one Ahrens­
Fox triple combination pumping engine purchased in 1924 and carrying 
1,400 feet of 2-! inch cotton rubber lined hose, a 60 gallon booster tank 
and hose and minor equipment; one Pirsch combination city service 
ladder and chemical tank truck, purchased in 1925 with about 250 feet 
of ladders which can be raised to a maximum height of 65 feet, 200 feet 
of i inch chemical hose, a life net, gas masks, various types of hand 
extinguishers and a fair assortment of fire service tools; a squad car, re­
modeled 1928 Chevrolet, placed in service in 1938, equipped with 500 
feet of 2! inch cotton rubber lined hose, extinguishers and brush fire 
specials. Throughout the institution unlined linen standpipe hose has 
been maintained and replaced as necessary; there are approximately 
18,500 feet in all, ranging in size from 1-l inch to 2! inch. At fire 
headquarters 1,950 feet of rubber lined hose has been kept in reserve. 
Available throughout the buildings of the institution are 4 75 hand type 

fire extinguishers; of these, 407 are soda-acid type, 34 foam type, 30 

vaporizing liquid type and 4 carbon-dioxide type. All were recharged 
during the year. 

Numerous recommendations were included in the report of the Fire 

Chief, all of which will be examined and some of which will be included 
in the section on recommendations in this Report.

Water Supply 
At all times this year there was a sufficient supply of water, although 

for a period in the late summer and autumn rains were scant and the 
use of water was curtailed for the safety of the fire fighting supply. In 
October deep well pump # 1 failed and a broken shaft had to be replaced. 
While this well was out of commission the entire pump was overhauled. 
In the past year the Westboro system of hydrotherapy control was applied 
to eight continuous baths and resulted in a saving of 97 per cent. of the 
water used by these tubs previously. Frequent tests have been made 
of the water supply by local personnel and samples have been checked 
each month by the State Health Board, thus proving to be free from 
contamination. 

The Laundry has had less trouble with muddy water this year. 
Chlorination of all supplies except those for watering plants has been 
continued. As heretofore, drinking water has been piped from a spring 
and bottled for distribution. 

Federal and State R el ief Wor k, W . P . A. 
The various W. P. A. projects were being closed up at the beginning 

of the fiscal year, July 2, 1941 being the final date for several. Work 
on projects under the supervision of the Construction Office was continued 
until March 15, 1942 and will be found described in detail in the follow­
ing section. Frum the beginning of the year the painting force was greatly 
reduced and only a little redecorating was accomplished on the South 
side of the Main building; then this was stopped and painting proceeded 
intermittently at the bull barn until March. 

New Building and Improvements 
In regards to construction at the hospital, Mr. Smith, Business Mana­

ger, reports as follows: "Mr Stanley Sailer who was in charge of the 
construction office submitted his resignation effective March 14, 1942, 
to enter defense work with the Walter Kidde Construction Company. 
Fortunately for us Mr. Gordon P. Mundrane who had been electrical 
superintendent in charge of new construction at this hospital for a 
number of years was qualified to take over Mr. Sailer's duties and carry 
on the work. Mr. Mundrane deserves great credit for the way he has 
stepped into the breach and taken full charge of a construction program 
under adverse and difficult conditions". Mr. Mundrane has submitted 
a complete report, which I have condensed as follows: 
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"'A large part of the construction and .reconstruction carried on 
during the past year has consisted of new proje~ts under the direct 
supervision of the Department of Institutions and Agencies. However, 
up to March 15, 1942, when the Works Project Administration was re­
moved from Greystone Park, a fair portion of work had been accom­
plished through the mutual assistance of the Federal Government and 
the State. The new projects include alterations to the scullery and 
bakery, a recreation building at the dairy, two doctor's cottages and ad­
ditional housing for employees in the Employees' building. W. P. A. 
projects in operation during the year were: laundry addition, farm build­
ing repairs, alterations to the Jaqui house, painting of hospital buildings 
and the erection of a bull barn. 

By November 3, 1941, construction on the new laundry addition 
was completed and the building was ready for the installation of equip­
ment and machinery. The capacity of the old building, which had been 
built in 1900 and enlarged in 1910, had been out-stripped for many 
years by the increasing demands resulting from the tremendous growth 
of the institution. The new addition is 110 feet long and 50 feet wide, 
attached to the original laundry building and similar to it in design. 
The addition has concrete foundations, a 12-inch brick wall, cement 
floors, wood windows and doors, a built-up roof part slate and part slag 
coated and an overhead monitor for ventilation. 

Alterations to the Jaqui house were completed in November after a 
thorough reconstruction job including the removal of all plaster and in­
terior partitions, replacement of worn-out framing, demolition of old 
chimney, leveling of sagging floors, construction of new chimney with 
open fireplace, complete new electrical wiring installed, a new two story 
addition, new porches and a new two car garage constructed. 

Operations on farm building repairs and the painting of hospital 
buildings were practically halted as early as August, 1941. Work on 
the bull barn was continued intermittently until the withdrawal of the 
W. P. A. in March, 1942. The building is a cinder block structure, 70 
feet by 43, to house 8 bulls. The roof is of wood covered with sal­
vaged slate and most of the supporting beams were salvaged from the 
demolition of the two stucco shacks. A 2-inch cold water line and an 
electrical conduit were connected to the building and three roof venti­
lators installed. The building is practically completed with the exception 
of the finish plaster coat on the exterior walls. 
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Road construction by the State Highway Department included re­
construction of the Dormitory hill road, with a Macadam foundation, 
asphaltic penetration course and an 8-inch amiesite topping. A new 
18-inch storm sewer and seven catch basins were constructed. This 
was finished in November. New concrete curbs were constructed along 
the drive past the Service Unit, the road was widened and the shoulders 
finished with stone and binding. · A road around the laundry and addi­
tion was completed except for amiesite topping which cannot be obtained. 

In the Scullery project a great deal was accomplished; old parti­
tions and wood flooring were demolished, new concrete floors laid, a 
masonry stack was laid up from the basement through the roof for the 
coffee roasting machines, a vegetable storage room was constructed with 
4-inch cork insulation, a pudding room and a fruit storage room were 
also cork insulated and an ice cream hardening room was insulated with 
8-inch cork. These three rooms were equipped with unit coolers and 
refrigerating machines. In the ice cream room, temperature can be 
maintained at minus 10 degrees Fahrenheit. Partitions were set for a 
number of additional rooms. On the seco·nd floor seven bed rooms, a 
recreation room and a bathroom we-re constructed. A new stairwell of 
steel frame and concrete was opened up at the front and the old stair­
well at the rear of the St:ullery was closed. The entire area was rewired 
and changed from direct to alternating current. The project is 90 per 
cent. complete. 

The recreation building for the dairy is a one story structure with 
cinder block walls, concrete footing and concrete flooring, plaster finish 
inside and out, an open fireplace at the north end and three toilets and 
wash basins at the south end. Across the front is a screened porch 10 
feet wide. Construction was started April 14th :and completed June lst 
After the building had been painted on the outside and the priming 
coat applied on the inside the rest of the painting was continued by the 
dairy workers. Part of the materials used were salvaged from de­
molitions. 

The project for additional housing for employees at the Employees 
building provides for the making of 30 bed rooms, 3 baths and an 
incinerator room in the basement area at the rear of the building which, 
owing to the slope of the land, is above grade. There are three wings 
in the area; work was begun on April 21st and at the end of the year 
was still in early stages. 
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The construction of two houses for doctors was begun on April 
28th. Each will consist of six rooms and a bath; they are two story, of 
brick construction with slate roof and each has a large side porch. The 
date of completion cannot be estimated because of the difficulties in ob. 
taining materials. 

Throughout the year and with increasing effect general labor con­
ditions and the national defense program have hindered the progress of 
construction. Our priority rating has not permitted us to obtain many 
required materials, especially those pertaining to plumbing, heating and 
electrical work. Substitutions have been made where possible, as the 
use of plastic shower heads. The absorption of skilled labor by de­
fense projects has made it difficult to obtain skilled men in many trades 
and has completely halted the installation of the new fire alarm system. 

Buisness Department 

Throughout the year the Business Department has functioned un­
der an increasing handicap, but its standards have been well maintained 
and up to the close of the year no serious loss of men in key position 
had been sustained. Mr. H. Brevoort Smith, Business Manager, has 
had to meet many problems this year but has continued to keep on with 
the program of improvements and the end of the year finds the laundry 
and main kitchen service much better· equipped than ever before. 
Mr. E. I. Coursen, Assistant Business Manager, has continued active su­
pervision of the animal industries and the farm; Mr. Henry Landesman, 
Engineer in Charge, has supervised the work of the mechanics of the 
maintenance and repair force and the upkeep and proper functioning 
of the various service plants of the institution; and Mr. Robert A. Low­
ery as Chief Clerk and Treasurer of the institution has been in charge 
of the clerical force of the Business Department and the many details 
of ordering, accounting, bookkeeping and other financial transactions. 

Mr. Smith has submitted reports for the nume~ous divisions under 
his supervision and has offered the following general statement: 

~~During the past fiscal year the entire Business Department of the 
hospital has been under a heavy nervous and physical strain, due to the 
National Emergency. The loss of trained and experienced personnel 
has perhaps been · our greatest problem. Many of our most valuable 
employees have either gone into the armed forces or accepted lucrative 
offers from manufacturers and concerns working on defense contracts. 
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Restrictions and rationing of materials and commodities have 
caused confusion and difficulty in our routine operations. Many of our 
standards have had to be lowered in order to meet the emergency. 
However, in spite of the various handicaps imposed by war time condi­
tions, we have learned operating lessons which will be valuable in the 
future." 

Engineering Division 

Mr. Landesman, Engineer in Charge, has submitted a somewhat 
detailed report of the many activities which have come under his di­
rection during the year. Although all of this work is of vital impor­
tance to the functioning of the institution, it seems necessary to con­
dense the report as follows: 

"The water records show a total of 412,605,000 gallons of water 
consumed and 396,222,000 pumped. This was a daily average con­
sumption of 1,130,000 gallons and a daily per capita average of 204.6, 
which was a decrease of 34.1 over last year's average and a decrease 
of 4,911,000 in the total gallons consumed. The daily K.W. load for 
the pumps was 1,981 with a high in May of 62,594 K. W. hours for the 
month, which was somewhat higher than last year. At the power 
house the total consumption of coal was 28,629, a daily average of 78 
tons; this was an increase In all of about 200 tons over the amount 
used last year. July and August were low months, with a daily aver­
age consumption of 52 tons and February was high with 113 tons. At 
the dynamo room the total I(.~' . load for the year was 4,339,000 with a 
maximum and minimum on the A. C. of 565 and 200 and on the D. C. 
of 312 and 60; this is a slight increase on the A. C. and decrease on 
the D.C. Ice production for the year amounted to 22,114 cakes or a 
daily average of 60.6. July was the highest month with 2,688 cakes 
made and February low with a total of 1,176 cakes made. The total 
production is 1,818 cakes under last year and the last few months of 
the year show more than the usual seasonal decrease, probably because 
of the placing in service of more refrigerating equipment. At the sewage 
disposal plant the total flow was 316,767,000 gallons, or a daily aver­
age flow of 867,854 gallons. This was a drop in the daily average 
low of some 55,000 gallons. 

At the power station sufficient good fuel was obtained to give very 
efficient evaporation and a larger supply is now stored than in many 
years previously. Up to October of 1941 all samples of fuel were ana-
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lyzed by the Federal Bureau of Mines; on that date this work was ter­
minated by the Bureau and the Central Office and the State Agricultural 
Experiment Station are now establishing and equipping a laboratory at 
New Brunswick to ,handle such testing. Every effort has been made to 
keep the boilers and auxiliary equipment in the best possible condition, 
but with the aging of the plant and the increasing strain of additional 
buildings and equipment in the institution the need of enlarging the plant 
is keenly felt. At peak load there is now no reserve and boilers are 
operated at 200 per cent. of their rated capacity, which is uneconomical 
of fuel and bad for the boilers. 

At the dynamo room no failure occurred on any machine during 
the year. There was some difficulty with the governor on the large 
Moore unit and an expert field engineer from the manufacturer finally 
took it down and put the mechanism .in proper condition. The laun­
dry new machinery is now operating on alternating current so the direct 
unit consumption has been decreased and alternating increased. The 
Moore unit alone is capable of carrying the requirements, and the two 
smaller units have been maintained in operating condition as a standby 
in case of emergency. Unaflow engine No. 3 is still operating with a 
cracked frame, but an effort is being made to keep it in service if possible, 
due to the difficulties of the war period. The entire dynamo was put in 
good condition, with the wall pointed up, walls and floor painted, and 
steam pipe covering reconditioned. 

In the water system few leaks developed and there was practically 
no water loss during the year. Some piping was renewed due to cor­
rosion. It is felt that if the liming treatment could be procured much 
loss in pipes and equipment could be avoided, since all of our water, 
deep well and surface, has shown an acid reaction at all periods of the 
year. As noted in a previous section, one deep well pump failed and 
had to be repaired. The filter box in the upper garden reservoir receiv­
ing water through the pipe lines was thoroughly cleaned, but the reser­
voir should be dredged and all valves, screens and other equipment gone 
over and reconditioned. It is interesting to note that although numerous 
savings have been effected, especially in the continuous baths in the Re­
ception building, there have also been increases in the use, particularly 
in the cooling of milk at the dairy and in new water cooled refrigeration 
machines, so that the night flow has to be maintained at about 10,000 
gallons per hour. 
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At the State Agricultural Experiment Station, Dr. Radcliffe who 
had been serving as the representative of Dr. Rudolfs and the Central 
Office in checking on the operation of our water and sewerage systems 
resigned at the outbreak of hostilities to join the United States Health 
Service and has been replaced by Dr. Gehm and Mr. DelGuercio. They 
are now making bacteriological tests of water and sewage specimens 
twice monthly. Special study of the results of these tests have been 
made to make certain that sewage plant treatment has been effective 
and complete to such a degree that no contamination of the Whippany 
river or public bathing areas may occur from the hospital plant. Jaqui 
pond has become overloaded with solids from the final effluent and it 
is of vital importance in order to maintain it as a satisfactory natural 
sterilizing mediu~ that it be dredged and enlarged. 

Various changes have been made in refrigeration during the year. 
At the Cafeteria the machinery was changed over from a single ammonia 
compressor to two freon units. Since the old compressor operated on 
direct current, the change involved the running of new alterating cur­
rent lines. New water lines for cooling were run, the cold storage 
boxes rebuilt and new food racks constucted. The old equipment was 
entirely removed. At the Main building the two ammonia units were 
overhauled, but with the decreased :requirements it has been possible to 
ru·n the ten ton unit almost entirely, keeping the fifteen ton unit as a 
standby. At the dairy · and pathological laboratory ammonia units some 
condenser piping was replaced, the automatic regulators cleaned and 
repaired, and all valves checked. · 

Painting at the institution was much reduced with the closing out of 
theW .P.A. project. However, a number of areas were painted, including 
the Cafeteria interior, the Nurses' 'dining hall interior, several offices and 
rooms at the Clinic building, ward 10 of the Reception building, the 
Dormitory building Center and doctors' dining room, and numerous 
smaller jobs. 

The sheet metal shop turned out a large amount of new work, in 
addition to routine repairs. A metal conveyor for taking canned goods 
from the cannery to a storage room was built and erected. A new sheet 
metal roof was laid over the rear kitchen area at the Main building. 
Ten stainless steel food cars with containers were built. There were 
also completed l stainless steel bread truck and 2 pie carts, as well as, 
36 food truck containers, 48 bread pans, 40 roast pans, 50 cake pans, 40 
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scrapple pans, 48 counter pans, 24 pudding pans, 48 steamers, 24 bread 
boxes, 36 coffee cans, 24 milk cans, and numerous other smaller articles. 

Routine and extraordinary repairs and installations throughout the 
institution were in progress to the limit of the force and funds available. 
At the cannery an enti.re new steam box was built and all machinery 
was overhauled and gears for decreasing speed of cans travelling through 
steam box were installed. At the upholstery shop a new hair storage 
and picking room was built and a new hair picking machine was installed. 
In the shoe repairing shop new tables and shelving were built and a 
complete electrically driven shoe repairing machine was installed. At 
the dairy numerous repairs were made and doors, windows, plumbing 
work and some electrical work were taken care of to complete the con 
struction of new dairy buildings when the activities of W.P.A. ceased. 
A new milk tank with pump and with stainless steel piping and demount­
able fittings was installed. At the Print Shop a 3-inch gas main was 
run from the cable car tunnel to supply the pottery kiln. A small 
addition to house the kiln, built of concrete blocks and concrete with 
cement floor and slate roof was designed and constructed. At the 
laundry the mechanics assisted in moving machinery to the new addition. 
made new vents to the roof and built a porte-cochere for trucks to load 
and unload under shelter. At the Cafeteria a set of three new gas fired 
ovens was assembled, installed and put in service. The incinerator 
unit near the piggery was closed down for ten clays and rebuilt with a 
new monolithic lining, arch, bridge wall and so on. 

In the Clinic building a modern dental surgery room was added 
to the dental suite by taking the room fi·om the adjacent pathological 
laboratory formerly used for blood chemistry work, changing over the 
laboratory and taking a small room from the ward area. This involved 
cutting walls, opening new doorways and sealing old ones~ running new 
electric, gas, and water lines, installing equipment and redecorating. 

On the basement floor of the Reception building a room was built 
for the encephalograph unit. In order to shield the unit from outside 
currents the room had to be completely grounded by copper screening 
over all surfaces. The construction also provided a sliding door with 
contacts made to preserve the continuity of the copper screening. The 
interior and exterior of the room were covered with plywood paneling 
to protect the screen. An alternating current line was run for the 
machine, since this building is still on direct current. The room is of 
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sufficient size to accomodate the machine · and a couch or cot bed for the 
patient being tested; the door is wide enough so that the patient can be 
wheeled in on a cot if desired. 

The reconstruction of the Jaqui cottage by the Construction Office 
force made it necessary to supplement by supplying from the maintenance 
force the putting in of all plumbing and the heating system, putting up 
gutters and leaders, making jambs and doors, building fly screens, book­
cases, dining room cabinets and painting. 

The monthly average of repair orders was 2, 764 with a total of 33,27 4 
for the year. There were 5,757 furniture repairs, including 2,783 chairs, 
360 rockers, 260 benches. At the large• sterilizer 3,160 pieces were 
processed, including 1,086 mattresses, 698 blankets, 4 76 sheets, 385 
pillows, 340 bundles of clothing and various other articles. 

Because of war conditions requests for repairs and improvements 
have had to be studied to avoid as far as possible th~ use of materials 
required in defense work. Every effort has been made to schedule the 
most important work first and watch costs so that the current repair 
money available would provide the essential materials. Loss of work­
men has been another handicap. Charles Carroll, an electrician here for 
sixteen years, left to enter defense work; Russell Rogers·, night electrician, 
also entered defense industry; Casimir Zientek, locksmith and Edward 
Leming, plumber, also resigned to go into defense industry; George Kline, 
fireman in the boiler house, was called to active duty in the United 
States Navy. James Holly, mason, retired on pension and Leslie Barry, 
dynamo operator, died. Replacements have been difficult to make. The 
remaining mechanics of long standing have exerted themselves to give 
cooperation. With many defense plants paying high wages in this area, 
however, the salary situation causes understandable unrest". 

Laundry 

The laundry has continued under the competent direction of Mr. 
Daniel W. Leyhan who has made every effort to meet requirements under 
especially difficult conditions. He has submitted the following data: 

"During the past year a new extension has been added to the laundry 
and the equipment has been greatly increased. Although the work is 
not yet complete, a great improvement is noticeable and we feel that we 
are well on the way to having a first-class modern laundry. The addition 
has been set up mainly as a soiled clothes sorting room and wash room. 
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The old washers have been moved . in and installed and new machinery 
consisting of one 42 x 82 American washer, one 42 x 84 two-speed 
Hoffman washer, and one 48 inch Fletcher extractor. Some difficulty 
has been experienced with the wiring of the Hoffman machine~ but our 
own electricians have installed a jumper wire which enables us to use it. 
The new addition also has a lavatory for men patients, a stock room, a 
rag room and an electrical control room. This contains the panels and 
switches for all A.C. current in the laundry and is kept loc.ked. 

The dry cabinets and the conveyer dryer have been removed and 
replaced by two new dry tumblers installed by the America~ L~undry 
Machine Company. This brings the total to five dry tumblers. The 
sewing room, starch room and patients' wearing apparel sorting rooms 
were moved t0 the form~r washroom. Four new metal trays were in­
stalled in the starch room. More than half of the office stockroom was 
used to make a lavatory and shower room for women employees. Two 
eight-roll flatwork ironers were moved and they and one ne~ American 
eight-roll flatwork ironer were set up by employees of the American 
Machine Company assisted by our own mechanics. The floor where' 
these machines had stood was replaced by new cement. The collar 
starcher and collar ironer have been moved. The wood floor in the 
ironing room is being replaced by cement preparatory to re-locating the 
present presses and setting up new ones. The equipment yet to be 
installed is 3, 51 inch apparel presses; 6, 18 inch apparel presses; 1 air 
compressor; 1 shirt unit; 1 combination blanket and curtain dryer. 

While new machines were being installed and old ones moved to 
better locations, additional strain was thrown on the remaining pieces of 
equipment, but they were kept in good condition through the cooperation 
of the engineering division and the necessary laundry was gotten out by 
means of harder work and longer hours. We still have one old brass 
washer in which the metal is worn thin. It breaks down frequently and 
is difficult to repair because of this condition. 

During the past year we have lost eleven of our old employees. 
Four of these were called for military service and the remaining seven 
left for better paying positions. Among these were the lwo washmen 
and as yet we have been unable to obtain a competent senior washman; so 
the assistant laundryman has had to remain in the washroom constantly. 
A number of the most competent patients have also left the laundry. 

On January 15th the annual dinner party was given to the patients. 
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This year they were sened a full-course chicken dinner in the laundry 
at noon and a seven piece orchestra was present from two to four-thirty 
p. m. and played for dancing. The patients greatly appreciated the extra 
time for recreation. 

The laundry counted was 6,771,381 pieces this year, but it is felt 
that because of the lack of employees and competent patients an accurate 
count was not kept. Included in the figure were 4,539 curtains ironed 
by machine and 2,077 curtains placed on stretchers". 

Food Service 

During the year a consistent effort has been made to supply food 
in greater variety and more attractively served. This is reflected in the 
longer lists submitted by the different food divisions, such as the bakery 
and cannery, and also the interest shown in the improvements in the 
scullery and bakery area. New refrigeration and new ovens in the 
Cafeteria have also permitted better food service for the large group of 
employees fed there. 

Mr. William Walton has served another year as head of food service 
and given close and experien~ed attention to the many details to be 
covered. Mr. Smith has kept in close touch with the entire set-up and 
has initiated improvements wherever they seemed possible. The short­
age of employees has made itself keenly felt in this division and has 
placed extra burdens on those in charge. 

The kitchen has continued to prepare spreads, both as an economy 
measure and to provide variety, by mixing butter or cheese with milk 
and thus doubling the quanity. The report shows that ~10,648 lbs. of 
butter spread and 2,640 lbs. of cheese spread were so made this year. 
The doughnut machine has been continued in operation in the kitchen 
and a total of 31,628 dozens were turned out to serve as a simple and 
popular dessert. 

Bakery 

The renovation and rebuilding of the scullery area brought many 
improvements to the bakery, directly or indirectly. Additional rooms 
were partitioned off, including a new office for the bakery, a bread slicing 
room and a pot and pan room. The bread drying racks were placed in 
the bakery. New concrete flooring was laid in the hallway outside the 
bakery. The entire area was re-wired and changed from direct to alter­
nating current. A new concrete stairway was erected from the second 
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floor of the scullery to the flour storage room above. The bedrooms of 
the kitchen and bakery employees located on this second floor were 
entirely reconstructed. This work, with the remodeling of the bakery 
itselflast year which included the installation of a gas fired modern type 
revolving tray oven in place of the old coal-fired brick ovens, has resulted 
in a complete transformation of the area.

Service Unit 

At the Service Unit, where new equipment was installed last year, 
a side door was constructed by the hospital mechanics. Work on this 
was begun at the close of last year and was completed early this year. 
This has proved a great help in relieving congestion on busy days. The 
Service Unit continued 1;tnder the capable management of Mr. William 
H. Allen until spring, when he received an Army Commission. On 
May 1st, Guy Van Why, who had been employed there for a consider­
able time, was appointed temporary manager at the pleasure of the Board 
of Managers. He has done excellent work in the two months since his 
appointment. This restaurant and registration area continued very pop­
ular with visitors throughout the year and sales this spring were the 
largest in history. Employees and patients also find this attractive little 
lunch room very convenient. 

Garage 

The hospital garage has been continued under the careful and ex­
perienced supervision of Mr. John T. Murphy. There have been various 
changes in the personnel, more than in normal years and at times the 
shortage has been marked. Illness has still further reduced the force, 
particularly during the winter. Even more than the usual effort has 
been made to keep all motor vehicles in good running condition and to 
conserve tires, gas and all equipment. 

In November three passenger cars were received, 1942 models, 2 
Ford sedans and 1 Buick sedan. The Fords were assigned to the social 
service workers and the Buick to regular hospital duty. Sold in exchange 
for these were: 1 1936 Ford, tudor; 1 1937 Ford, tudor; 1 1936 Buick, 
sedan; these cars were taken by three sales companies of Trenton. 

In June were received three Ford trucks: 2 dump trucks, 1 truck 
chassis, all with cab over engine. ~here body is not included a suit­
able one will be built by the hospital mechanics. In return for these 
trucks a White truck, 1935; an International truck, 1931 and a Ford truck, 
1929, have been sold and will be taken over at an early date by the 
Newark branch of General Motors. 
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Upholstery Division 
Mr. William T. Barry, appointed last year, continued in charge of 

the work of this division. The reconstruction work being carried on in 
the rear of the main kitchen on the second floor will eventually result in 
considerable improvement to the upholstery shop, although as yet the 
work is incomplete. A new shoe repairing machine was installed this 
year and has made it possible to increase the work in this section. A 
hair picking and hair storage room was built and a new hair picking 
machine installed.

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Tailor Shop 

The hospital tailor shop has continued to provide employment 
for a considerable number of patients whose condition. was suitable for 
such work and has also supplied a need at the institution. A certain 
amount of clothing was pressed for the resident officers; and when ma­
terial was available uniforms were made for certain employees, such as 
police officers, fire chief and chauffeurs. This year only one uniform 
and four pair of trousers were ·so made. Many work clothes for men 
made at the plain sewing room were sent to the tailor shop to be press­
ed before being issued through the storehouse. Also most men's outer 
garments after being washed were sent from the laundry to the tailor 
shop for pressing. There have been a number of changes in the em­
ployee personnel of this division this year: Mr. James Fay, Chief Tail­
or, after a period of leave because of poor health, resigned on June 
30th, and Emil Bergman who had been employed for a number of years 
as assistant died at the Clinic building after a rather long illness. At 
the time of this Report, Mr. Vito Sylvester was acting as chief tailor.

Garden • 

The work at the garden division was continued under Mr. Otto 
Koch, an exceptionally competent and faithful director, until early 
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spring when he became ill and his son, Britton, who had been working 
with his father for a number of years took over the supervision and has 
done very well with all parts of the work. In his report he gives chief 
credit to the faithful employees who have made every effort to carry on 
the whole division in the best possible manner. 

The production report with the valuation will be found in the sta­
tistical appendix. Including products sent to the dairy and vegetables 
sent to the North Jersey Training School at Totowa, the total value was 
$33,282.77, which is exceptionally high. 

Kept at the garden office and included in the report submitted to 
me were not only the productions lists, but also the list of vegetables 
purchased during the year and delivered through this division. The 
largest quantity was potatoes, which have not been grown at this insti­
tution for several reasons, but the storing, sorting and distributing of 
which has formed a considerable part of the work. Cabbage was an­
other rather large item purchased in the spring when the supply grown 
and stored here had become exhausted. Records were also kept of the _ 
quantities of vegetables delivered to each of the large kitchens and cot­
tage groups, but these have been omitted for lack of space. 

Some of the work done in this division may be summarized as 
follows: At the greenhouse seeds of onions, leek, lettuce, tomatoes, 
celery, egg plant, peppers and cabbage were sown in numerous varieties 
in 581 flats. Lettuce transplanted in flats included 25,000 plants in three 
vaneties. Quantities of seeds were sown in garden frames and a total 
of 313,362 plants were transplanted in garden frames, including lettuce, 
endive, cabbage, tomatoes, celery, broccoli and peppers in many va­
netles. Seeds sown directly in the gardens included twenty-one vege­
tables in numerous varieties and quantities; among the largest amounts 
were: string beans, 12 varieties, 3,009 lbs.; carrots, 2 varieties, 83Y2 
lbs.; onions, 11 varieties, 73 !;2 lbs.; beets, 5 varieties, 184 lbs. Fifty­
one bushels of onion sets were grown and planted in the garden. Four 
varieties of egg plant, 11,080 plants, were transplanted in 2Y2 11 pots. 
A total of 1,380 strawberry roots were potted in 3 11 pots and set in 
garden frames. In the garden fields 11 vegetables were transplanted 
in 66 varieties, a total of 328,428 plants. Seeds sown in the garden 
fields for cover crops included rye, wheat, vetch and alsike clovei:, a 
total of 17,262 lbs. 
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Manure hauled from the dairy amounted to 1,660 truck and team 
loads; from the horse barn, 185 loads and from the hennery 53 team 
loads; also hauled from the Morristown Armory by hospital trucks was 
223,625 lbs. of horse m~nure. Other products used included 62,050 
lbs. of lime, 1,025 lbs. of salt, 4,717 lbs. of bone meal, 6,050 lbs. ni­
trate of soda, 7,100 lbs of asparagus salt; 6,721 lbs. of fertilizers and 302 
lbs. arsenate of lead. During the year 1,001 cubic yards of ashes were 
spread on the garden fields to condition the soil. 

Other work accomplished covers a long list of miscellaneous jobs, 
such as 1,945 saplings cut for tomato and hean poles, 1,717 tomato 
crates repaired and painted, 450 hot bed sash repaired and painted, 
stone picked from the gardens and used to repair the roads leading 
lhrough them. This year several acres of land have been placed in 
cultivation the clearing of which was largely a W. P. A. project, but the 
completion was left to the garden and greenhouse division when the W. 
P. A. was withdrawn. Also a great deal of work has been done clear­
ing land in the Wilsonville area purchased for pasture. Because of 
existing conditons it has seemed wise to plant this area to vegetables as 
soon as it is ready for seeding, so late cabbage, string beans and turnips 
have already been planted. 

In the fall at the Tr~nton State Fair Greystone Park was able to 
win first prize in the booth display and second prize in the sweepstakes. 
This represented much hard work on the part of all the men connected 
with the garden, especially since dry weather was a handicap early in 
the growing season of 1941. The competition was close, as the institu­
tional section had an excellent series of exhibits. 

At the Morris County Fair held in August, 1941, a greater number 
of prizes were taken of which 43 ~ere firsts. A team of horses and a 
team of mules entered in the live stock exhibit both won top awards in 
their respective classes. "Uncle Don" of radio fame was present and 
broadcast favorable comments on the work heing done by the patients. 

_At the Morris County Florists and Gardeners Flower Show held in 
Morristown in the fall, vegetable exhibits were one of the features. A 
booth display was arranged which won a gold medal, and numerous 
other prizes were also received. 

Farm 

Work on the hospital farm has been continued with Mr. P. F. 
Havens as head farmer and Mr. Coursen having general oversight of the 
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.work. This year additional farm land in the amount of 192 acres was 
purchased. The tract lies at the west of the hospital, in the area on 
the other side of West Hanover Avenue and at the rear of the hamlet 
of Wilsonville. Much of the land had not been cultivated in recent 
years and was covered with growth varying from scrub to woodland. 
It is intended to clear this and seed it for pasture land and about fifteen 
acres had been cleared and plowed at the end of the year. By fall an 
additional twenty acres should be ready for seeding. As noted in the 
report of the Garden Division, some of the land . has already been 
planted to vegetables in view of the war-time requirement for increased 
food production. Some of the land cleared under a W. P. A. project 
has been put into corn for ensilage this year. This area along the Old 
Dover road has long been a part of the hospital property but was rather 
heavily wooded and not regarded as suitable for clearing except as a 
special project. 

ln 1941 the Ebling farm of 40 acres, lying North of the hospital 
property, was rented and an exceptionly heavy crop of ensilage was har­
vested there. The Garabrant farm near Mendham, consisting of appox­
imately 80 acres, was rented and a large amount of hay cut. 

In 1941 a total of about 120 acres were planted to ensilage corn, 
sweet corn, mangel wurzel beets, turnips, and carrots. The early part 
of the growing season was dry, and later there was some washing from 
heavy rains, but in general the crops were good, with the exception of 
carrots which the dry weather eliminated. Turnips produced a supply 
which lasted through the winter and spring months, and 38,749 ears of 
sweet corn were furnished. Apple trees supplied a total of 1,652 bas­
kets of fruit, but this by no means represents the full crop as many were 
gathered and eaten by patients and others. The list of the farm pro­
duction is printed in the statistical appendix; the valuation totaled 
$20,550.59 which was higher than last year. 

Stable 

There was no change in the animals at the farm and garden stable. 
There were fifteen, four mules and four horses ass.igned to the garden 

. aud seven horses to the farm. The general health of the animals has been 
good, although two of them had occasional attacks of indigestion. As 
noted in the garden report, a team of horses and a team of mules 
were shown at the County fair and each received first prize in its class. 
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Dairy 

Mr. Hugh McLellan has continued as head dairyman while Mr. 
Coursen has devoted much time throughout the year to dairy problems. 
In this as in most other services the shortage in employees has offered 
a serious problem. It has even been difficult to obtain a sufficient 
number of patients who were good milkers, since so few of our admis­
sions are from rural districts. A Recreation building was constructed 
this year for patients working at the d~iry as described in the section 
on New Buildings. This was completed just at the end of the year and 
now provides a pleasant place for rest and recreation, either summer or 
winter and adequate toilet and washroom facilities. This will make it 
possible to keep the men out of the barns when they are not working 
and should be a decided inducement for patients of the better types. 
The number of employees at the dairy at the dose of the year was only 
75 per cent of the minimum allotted and the men had not been given 
their regular day<> off because of the necessity of keeping the ht;rd prop­
erly cared for and milked. 

A careful watch has been kept of all animals and those affected 
with mastitis, poor produce rs, or otherwise not of good type have been 
eliminated. During the year 45 cows and 3 heifers were slaughtered 
and passed for food by the veterinarian and 86 calves were vealed. 
Two cows and 7 calves were killed as diseased and 2 cows, l bull and 
51 calves died; these were sent to the incinerator for destruction. Loss 
of calves was unusually heavy; the chief causes of death were scours, 
pneumonia, hemorrhagic septicemia and enteritis. Housing conditions 
in the calf barn are congested and unsatisfactory as the animals are in 
such close contact that diseases spread rapidly. This is felt to be the 
chief cause of the high calf mortality. 

The herd was tested for tuberculosis on December 8th and re­
mained accredited. The herd was tested. for Bang's disease on July 9th 
and February 3rd and retests of suspects were made on February 23rd 
and June lst. One animal found highly suspicious was promptly dis­
posed of; two found slightly suspicious were segregated for further 
testing. A system for the control of mastitis specifically for control of 
streptococci agalactia has been worked out by Dr. R. A. Hendershott, 
Chief of the Bureau of Animal Industry, New Jersey Department of 
Agriculture. This included an examination of all milking cows to de­
termine the bacterial flora of each udder. Following the report of this 
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examination, all cows were restanchioned in accord with the findings. 
All fresh cows were examined before being stanchioned. Various other 
examinations were recommended and also hygienic procedures. Dr. R.A. 
Hendershott and staff, assisted by Dr. H. W. Dustan, local veterinarian 
and Mr. McLellan took samples of milk on June 8th and again on June 
22nd. On June 30th, Dr. Hendershott and two assistants, with Mr. 
Houston from the Central Office visited the dairy and three cows were 
injected with a gambine em11lsion. 

Throughout the year the use of the strip cup before each milking 
has been rigidly adhered to in order to detect the presence of flakes in 
the milk, the thybromol test has been used and the udders of all milking 
cows regularly examined by Dr. Dustan. 

Pasture land was again rented and young stock ~ept there for the 
summer months. It is hoped that within a few years time the new land 
purchased this summer will be available for pasture use, since the trans­
portation of animals to and from pastures fifteen or more miles distant 
vnd their supervision while there presents numerous problems. Other 
re-commendations for the Dairy include: a new maternity barn; complete 
rewiring of three barns; another pasteurizer; and further fire protection.

The daily average number of cows milked was 190 as compared 
with 180 last year, and the daily average quantity of milk produced was 
3,109 quarts. Total milk production for the year was 1,135,078 quarts 
which was valued at $90,806. The total valuation of dairy products 
was $110,136.56, an increase of $6,427.59 over the previous year. 

Piggery 

D.uring the year 387 pigs were born and 198 were purchased. Of 
those born at the institution, 50 were dead at birth and 153 sucklings 
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and 67 weaned pigs died. The chief causes of death were: weakness 
at birth, hemorrhagic septicemia and pneumonia. Weakness at birth 
was ascribed by the veterinarian to the fact that the sows were fed insti­
tutional garbage only, whereas up until April, 1941 minerals had been 
purchased and mixed with the feed ration to sows and· young stock. 
This was felt to be necessary since the piggery has been located in the 
same area for a long time and the ground has doubtless been greatly 
depleted in that period. A total of 17 older animals died; chiefly as a 
result of injuries sustained while fighting. Throughout the year, ybung 
animals were given treatment wjth bacterin by the veterinarian, in an 
effort to prevent disease, but deaths from hemorrhagic septicemia occur­
red throughout the fall and .winter months, the disease being especially 
virulent in December. 

The census at the end of the fiscal year showed the following stock:

During the year 327 hogs were slaughtered, giving 99,440 lbs. of 
pork; this was about 1,100 lbs. less than last year, but owing to higher 
prices the valuation was nearly $3,300 higher. The total valuation of 
pigg~ry products this year was $16,695.08. 

Hen nery 

Conditions at the p0ultry plant were favorable this year. A few 
cases of fowl paralysis appeared among the Rhode Island Reds, not 
sufficiently numerous as to cause concern. Paralysis often follows vac­
cination for fowl pox and apparently these cases came from this source. 
The flock has been free of coc.cidiosis, the result in part of built up re­
sistance in the opinion of Professor Black of the Agricultural Experiment 
Station. Th~ birds have also continued free from the picking habit, 
with propel care. 

Egg production for the year amounted to 22,150 dozen, about 600 doz­
en less than last year, but with higher prices allowed considerably more 
value. Total production also included 1,8Q6 lbs. of broilers and 5,086 
lbs. of fowl with a yalu~tion of $10,164.45 the highest on our records· 
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During the year 3,059 chicks were purchased; 792 fowls died, 
chiefly chicks and pullets; 7 died from injury, 6 were killed as unthrifty; 
2,136 were killed for food. The flock at the end of the year was as 
follows:

Miscellaneous 

Throughout the year a variety of institutional work in the outside 
ar~as was carried on under the direction of Mr. Coursen. 

Trucking Service: In hauling freight, livestock, exchanging pro-
ducts with other institutions, taking goods to and from fairs for exhi­
bition purposes and various other necessary activities hospital trucks 
were used on trips varying from 8 miles to 145 miles and from Morris_ 
town, N. J. to Allentown, Pa. In all 615 such triJf!' were made with a 
total mileage of 32,913. An attempt has been made to reduce this 
hauling as much as possible and in the last quarter of the year only 
about 14 per cent. of the total amount was done. Hauling on the 
grounds has included delivering supplies, laundry, coal, drinking water, 
materials for mechanics and taking to the disposal units ashes, garbage 
and all kinds of waste materials. 

Coal and Ashes: Unloading of coal cars has been a regular activity, 
565 having been received during the year. The tonnage on the stock 
pile at the end of the year was about twice that on hand a year ago. 
Ashes were used on roads and construction work on the grounds, carbon 
was used at the piggery, and ashes were also used in the garden soil. 
Ashes were given to various State, County and town organizations and 
ashes were sold to private individuals. The sums received from sales 
during the year amounted to $297.31. 

Drinking Water: Spring water piped into the Dormitory build­
ing and there placed in 3 or 5 gallon bottles has been distributed 
throughout the institution daily. In all during the year 83,085 bottles 
were sent out. 

Exterminator: Two men were employed to control pests, such as 
rats, mice, roaches, beetles flies and ants throughout the institution. 
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On March 7th both resigned and they have been replaced by one man 
with limited experience. Pests have been fairly well controlled, but 
some breed so rapidly in hot weather that is is difficult to eliminate them. 

Railroad: Funds have not been provided for the purchase of creo­
soted ties for the hospital railroad spur line. Such ties as were obtained 
were bought as a current repair item. The rails used are 85 lb. size, 
while the rails now used on the main line are 120 lb. Engines and car 
loads from the regular track are brought up over this spur, so it is ne­
cessary to keep the roadbed in good condition and watch the rails care­
fully. A crew of six or seven patients under supervision of an employee 
have worked on the railroad as required and also carried on necessary 
grading and other work. 

Working Patients: On an average about 80 working patients were 
assigned to the outside divi ions under Mr. Coursen's supervision. These 
included 4 at the poultry plant, 4 handling coal and ashes, 6 on the rail­
road and grading work, 7 at the piggery, 34 on the farm, 6 at the dairy 
as milkers cmd 19 at the dairy as general workers. These men were all 
carefully supervised and were permitted certain privileges in return for 
their work. 

Recommendations 

Mental Hygiene Clinics 

rn view of the added service to the community which the Mental 
Hygiene Clinics are competent to render in assisting with draft screening 
and in guiding the rejected draftee or discharged soldier to find a satis­
factory place in civilian life without dangerous humiliation and in view 
of the advancing cost of maintaining such clinics, I recommend that an 
additional sum be appropriated for this work, 

Cottages for Physicians 

Although two single cottages have been started this year, the number 
is not sufficient for the needs. Since this is the largest hospital in the 
State, its extra requirements should be met and its work should not be 
hampered by inadequate living quarters for the medical staff. I again 
urge that a housing program for the staff be instituted and continued with 
the construction of one or two small cottages yearly until living arrange­
ments for physicians are placed on a basis comparable with that in other 
hospitals of this size and type. 
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Cottage Near Sewer Bed 

Since the small frame cottage occupied for many years by the sew­
age disposal plant operator was destroyed by fire its loss has been keenly 
felt. The constant presence of a competent man near the plant to 
guard against accidents and damage is important in view of the fact 
that the State has a quarter of a million dollars invested here and the 
continued operation is vital no! only to the health of the hospital but to 
a wide area along the river below us. Such a cottage could be of the 
simple type designed for defense housing and yet meet the requirements. 

Jaqui Pond 

Over a period of years J aqui pond has been gradually filling in until 
it can no longer be depended upon to act as a sterilizing agent for the 
effluent from the sewer plant. It is vitally necessary that this pond be 
dredged at once as a public health protective measure. 

Boiler House 

The present boiler capacity is no longer sufficient to meet the needs 
of an institution which has greatly increased in population and number 
of buildings since the boiler plant was last enlarged. During severe win­
ter months it has been necessary to operate the full complement of 
boilers two hundred per cent. of their rated capacity in order to supp1y 
adequate heating and power for the institution. In this practice fuel is 
wasted and the boilers are subjected to excessive strain which results in a 
high maintenanc~ and repair cost. If any boiler should fail, the institu­
tion has no reserve. It is accordingly recommended that an extension 
be made to the power house and two additional boilers installed. 

Dairy Barn 

At the dairy a new barn for cows with young calves is urgently 
needed. The present quarters are crowded and difficult to keep in a 
sanitary condition.. There is no provision for isolating sick calves and 
diseases spread rapidly. Cows and calves are highly valuable in these 
days and adequate housing should be supplied for their care during the 
period when diseases are most easily contracted. 

Electrical Wiring 

An inspection of the electrical system in the Main barn, North barn 
and South barn at the dairy has been made by the construction division 
and conditions have been found to be extremely hazardous. These barns 
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are not protected by a sprinkler system and the water pressure available 
is problematical. Most of the dairy cows are stabled in these three 
barns and hay and feed are kept overhead. It is recomm.ended that 
new wiring be installed in these barns as soon as possible. This request 
has been made for several successive years and refused. Conditions 
have now reached a point where something has to be done. 

It is recommeded after inspection of the electrical system of South 
Cottage, used for housing affiliate students of the School of Nursing, that 
new wire, outlets and fixtures be installed together with switches. Not 
only is the present arrangement of fixtures very poor for students, but 
the antiquated wiring presents a real hazard to the building. 

Filters- Water System and Laundry 

The reservoirs should be cleaned and new filter material installed. 
During heavy seasonal rains the water in our several collection 

basins becomes filled with silt. An efficient sand filter should be 
constructed to eliminate this nuisance and protect our mains and water 
system from deterioration. 

Our water varies in hardness at different seasons of the year. In 
the summer especially when we are pumping heavily from our deep 
wells our consumption of soap and the time necessary for washing and 
rinsing are greatly increased. This in turn contributes greatly to the wear 
on all fabrics. It is recommended that a Marl Sand Filter and Softener 
as manufactured by the Permutit Company be purchased and installed. 

Clerical Force 

Many requests for additional clerical workers have come from the 
different medical divisions, including the· school of nursing, the drug 
room, the hospital social service and the physicians. Since the W.P.A. 
clerical force was withdrawn this shortage is more keenly felt and I 
recommend that at least six additional stenographers and clerks be 
allowed t~is Department. 

Addition to the Tuberculosis Building 

Owing to the limited facilities of our present Tuberculosis building 
ma~y known cases of tuberculosis are still being maintained on the regu­
lar wards and many others, not now known, could be found in a careful 
screening. It is axiomatic that every case of tuberculosis comes from 
another case. Both employees and patients, young and old, are being 
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daily exposed to tuberculosis through contacts with these general ward 
cases where it is impossible to maintain any kind of protective hygiene. 
The existing facilities are being used to far beyond their rated capacity, 
so that no more patients can be crowded in. I earnestly recommend 
that an addition capable of caring for from 150 to 200 patients be made 
to the present Tuberculosis building and that this shall include a separate 
kitchen. This last is important both because patients suffering from tuber­
culosis need a special diet and because the sending of food and containers 
back and forth between the Main kitchen and the Tuberculosis building 
is not good medical practice. 

Infirmary Building 

Again I recommend the construction of an Infirmary building. This 
has become necessary simply because of the practice throughout our 
hospital district of dumping upon the State Hospital increasing numbers 
of aged infirm and chronically ill. It is true that these patients have a 
demonstrable mental deviation due to age, but their condition is not 
amenable to treatment. Alleviation of their physical ills and nursing 
care is all that can be done for them. Many are bed-ridden on admis­
sion; more become so with advancing age. I still feel that patients of 
this type should be a County Welfare problem, not foisted upon the State 
Hospitals, but meantime we have them in large and growing numbers, 
our facilities are overcrowded and we need an infirmary building of at 
]east 250 beds. Otherwise, our active treatment and remedial services 
will become clogged to a degree which will greatly reduce their efficiency. 

Loss of Employees- Retirements and Deaths 
James Holley who entered the employ of the institution on Sep­

tember 27, 1926, retired on pension April 1, 1942, because of advanced 
years ·and failing health. He was employed as a mason and was a 
faithful workman. 

James E. Lauenstein was first employed at the hospital on Septem­
ber 1, 1910 and continued in the service until he retired on May 31, 
1942. Mr. Lauenstein was an expert sknographer, was secretary to the 
Superintendent for many years. He was also appointed Secretary to 
the Board of Managers and served in that capacity from about 1923. 
When the medical-clerical force reached a size which made a principal 
clerk imperative, Mr. Lauenstein was assigned the task of organizing the 
force and meeting the numerous requirements. He frequently reported 
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hospital affairs for the newspapers and took down the minutes of many 
meetings of the Morris County Medical Society. Cheerful and efficient 
in hi~ many duties he probably enjoyed writing for publication more than 
any of the other activities. He was well known and llked throughout 
the hospital and in the neighboring community where ~1e made his home 
and when his hea~th became such that he felt it wise to retire on pen­
sion a place was left in the ranks of loyal institutional personnel which 
cannot be filled. 

James Fay entered the hospital service on April 13! 1922, as a tailor. 
He continued in that division and for a number of years was head of the 
shop. During the past year his health became poor and he was off on 
sick leave for a time. Every effort was made to persuade him to retire 
on pension, but he decided to resign as of June ~0, 1942. 

James Sutherland was employed at the institution from April 26, 
1920 until February 29, 1940, when he became unable to continue 
regularly his duties as cold storage plant operator. He could not be 
persuaded to retire on pension, was carried on sick leave for a time and 
finally died on the Employees' ward on July 6, 1941, of adenocarcinoma 
of the rectum. 

Patrick Daly who retired on April 30, 1939, died on the Employees· 
ward of the hospital on July 22, 1941, of myocardial insufficiency. He 
was 70 years of age at the time of his death. He was first employed at 
the hospital in May, 1900, in the kitchen division, left and came back a 
number of times and finally on January 15, 1917, entered the laundry 
service where he remained until his retirement. 

Albert Richards who entered the hospital service on April 7, ] 939. 
as an attendant, died on the Employees' ward on August 21, 1941, of ct 
cerebral hemorrage, aged 58. Although his employment at the insti­
tution was not long he was well known to many of the hospital officers 
and employees because of his lifelong residence in 'a nearby town. 

Thomas R. Palmer, D.D.S. entered the hospital service on October 
1, 1927, as chief of the dental division. He rendered valuable service 
to the institution, was energetic. and deeply interested in his work. For 
the past two and one-half years his health had been poor and he died 
at his residence on the hospital grounds on December 15, 1941, of 
coronary thrombosis, aged 69. 

Homer Hatch entered the service of the institution on March 14, 
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1942, as an attendant and died on the Employees' ward on May 4, 1942, 
of cardio-renal disease. aged 52. 

Emil Bergman entered the employ of the institution on October 5, 
1925, as a tailor. He was a competent workman and remained con­
tinuously in the service until he became ill and was admitted to the 
Employees' ward for care. He died there on May 17, 1942, of cerebral 
hemorrhage, aged 63. 

Leslie Barry employed here as a dynamo operator since September . 
19, 1933, and holder of a gold seal, first class, operating license, died 
after an illness of a few months, on May 24, 1942. He had served the 
institution well and his loss was keenly felt. Death did not occur at 
the hospital. 

Distinguished Visitors 

Throughout the year, despite restrictions in traveling, visitors have 
continued to come to the institution. Many of course have been 
friends or relatives of patients who have come to visit them or to inter-

. view physicians and social workers. As reported by the Educational 
Division and the .Mental Hygiene Clinics numerous professional people 
have come here, either for further continued study, for lectures and 
demonstrations, or simply to learn more about what was being done 
here. 

On November 19th Dr. J. K. Hall, President of the American Psy­
chiatric Association and Medical Director of the Westbrook Sanitarium, 
Richmond, Virginia, accompani ed by Dr. H. C. Henry, Director of State 
Hospital of Virginia, spent the day going through the various medical 
divisions of the hospital. It is unusual for the active President of the 
Psychiatric Association to find time to visit many institutions, but Dr. 
Hall has made a special point of covering as many part8 of the country 
as possible in the interests of better care for the mentally ill. 

Members of the State Board of Control, especially Mr. Earle, its 
President, have paid a number of visits to the hospital during the year. 
Commissioner Ellis and his assistants in the Central Department have 
carried on with the same untiring energy and interest as in previous 
years, have been on hand for many conferences and committee meet­
ings, and have assisted the local officers in every way possible. The 
local Board of Managers, although somewhat depleted by war con­
ditions, has continued to carry on with a warm personal interest which 
made their visits a pleasure to both patients and officers. 
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Acknowledgments 

Each month in the pages of The Psychogram thanks were express­
ed for the gifts made to the hospital and letters and cards have also 
been sent to many people acknowledging their generosity. It is more 
than probable, however, that more gifts have been received for which 
no thanks were expressed than the great total formally acknowledged. 
Every visiting day a 1ong line of people came in, bringing packages to 
their own particular patients and also in many cases to others on the 
same ward or in the same group of workers. Nurses and attendants, 
physicians a~d divisional heads made many gifts to patients, gavf: them 
pocket money, planned picnics and dinner parties for suitab]e groups, 
even arranged to take them out of the hospital for visits. 

During the holiday season the post office and all other receiving 
stations were almost swamped with the gifts pouring in, many for indivi­
dual patients and many also for those who had no friends or relatives. 
Money was sent to purchase gifts for special patients and for the Gen­
eral Christmas· Fund. In either case it was carefully listed, acknow]­
edged, used as directed and the statements turned over to the hospital 
treasurer, the overhead being entirely absorbed by the institutional per­
sonnel with the exception of a few transportation costs. ' Even the 
candy, purchased in bulk to save money, was put up in individual bags 
by the nurses on their time off duty. 

This year more than ever the kindnesses and services of the 
patients. to each other have been remarkable. With the shortage of em­
ployees in all divisions, the ~~good" patients have taken up mueh of the 
work, escorted other patients to the treatment services, fed and cared 
for the bed-ridden, assisted in ways not usually considered possible. 
Without their unselfish gifts of time and effort the institution could not 
have been maintained. 

I hereby express my deep appreciation to all givers of gifts during 
the past year, to those who sent presents and money and entertain­
ment and to those who have given friendliness and cheer and help of 
al1 kinds to make the patients happier and more comfortable.

Conclusion 
This year has been marked by many and increasing difficulties, 

with shortages in supplies, in material and most of all personnel. That 
so much has been accomplished is due solely to the continuous efforts 
of all individuals remaining on duty here. Too much credit cannot be 
given to the faithful employees in all departments who have carried 
on so well. 

Despite all adverse conditions, certain progress has been made. 
The food service area has been greatly improved and is now completely 
modernized. The laundry has been enlarged and re-equipped. Some 
new housing for physicians and employees is being constructed. Farm 
land has been ipcreased and more crops have been put in than ever 
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before, The dairy has reached new production heights and other ani­
mal industries have shown good credit balance for their contribution to 
the hospital food supply. The medical services have all been continued 
and many have been increased during the year. While the number of 
recovered and improved patients did not quite reach the high level of 
last year, it was still better than most other years. New equipment was 
added for examination and treatment and the resident staff took special 
courses to prepare themselves to use the new equipment and new treat­
ments to the best possible advantage. The system of old age assistance 
was widened and improved to take more patients from our wards into 
the community. 

In addition to meeting all these requirements, the hospital staff and 
personnel took active part in Red Cross work, defense plans and other 
community welfare programs. A good proportion of the resignations 
were for military service, over forty having gone directly from the hos­
pital into the armed forces, including doctors, nurses and employees 
from all divisions. 

· And so, despite all handicaps, I am proud of Greystone Park ·s 
record th1s year and I submit this Report to the Board of Managers 
knowing that you who have been so closely in touch with the institution 
will appreciate it at its true value. 

This is only the first war year. What the future holds none of us 
can guess, but we know that it will be hard to bear, probably harder 
than this year. We can only hope that in some way we can be given 
the absolute necessities in material and supplies and enough workers 
and enough recompense for them so that the work of caring for and 
treating the mentally ill may be continued in the American way. 

In closing, I wish to express my thanks to the State Board of Con­
trol and its President, Mr. Earle, to the Central Department and Com­
missioner Ellis, who has made so much of our success possible by his 
constant promotion of ways and means, and to the individual members 
of the Board who have been so unfailing in their support.
