Our mission is
to offer a special needs pageant at no cost to the contestants so every child has the ability to feel amazing about
themselves and shine on a stage. Fundraisers and events held throughout the year in order to cover the costs of our
main event, Miss Belle of the Ball. Hair and makeup services are donated, as well as lunch the day of the pageant, to
pamper the contestants. Choreographers work with the children, teaching them an opening number while they learn to
interact with each other. Our first Miss Belle of the Ball was crowned in October 2013. TLC’s goal is to continue to
expand our special needs pageant nationally within five years, as we have already expanded to four additional states.
