Facilities:


The Millbridge School was built in 1969 with an expansion done in 2002, adding ten additional classrooms to support 
increased enrollment. Each classroom has an air conditioning unit. We have two unique outdoor learning spaces. There is 
a pond/outdoor classroom in the courtyard. In 2016, a grant from Sustainable Jersey for Schools through the NJEA, 
funded a large rain garden that is also an interactive learning space which addressed a flooding problem on the 
playground.


School Safety: 


The Delran Township School District is committed to the safety and security of its students and staff.  There is a secure 
vestibule at the entrance of Millbridge, which is monitored by armed security personnel. We have numerous procedures in 
place to address visitor management.

District-wide, a 
panel of key stakeholders, including representatives from adminstraion, food service, transportation, technology, and local 
law enforcment, meet at safety meetings to discuss various issues and refine our procedures, under the direction of our 
district security specialists.

Technology and 
STEM:


Our media center houses a full computer lab and students participate in lessons to develop computer skills regularly. Each 
homeroom has a Promethean Board, allowing for interactive and dynamic presentation of materials. Kindergarten 
classrooms have several iPads and 1st and 2nd grade classrooms have several Chromebooks for student use. 
Additionally, a Chromebook cart is available to allow classes to complete projects with a 1:1 ratio. The maker space in the 
media center allows students to explore robotics and coding and kindergarten choice centers include a robotics and 
engineering station. There is a computer strategy games club that meets during the school day periodically throughout the 
year and afterschool robotics for 1st and 2nd grade. District-wide, we conduct special activities to celebrate the hour of 
code and resources are shared with parents. The Delran Township School District is in the beginning phases of opening a 
Fab Lab for all district students to use.


Early Childhood 
Education:


At Millbridge, we have two preschool classrooms that are staffed with certified preschool teachers that hold special 
education certificates and two full-tme paraprofessionals. Students who are part of our preschool disabled program attend 
this program, at no charge. An annual lottery is also held for residents wishing to enroll their 3 or 4 year old child. There is 
tuition charged for non-classified students.

Other Information:


At Millbridge, the entire staff is focused on supporting our students. To help us achieve our mission, we have a full-time 
guidance counselor and full-time and part-time nurse at the school level along with a BCBA shared between two schools. 
Every classroom has a part-time Classroom Management Assistant who works with the teacher to support the students 
in the classroom as well as during lunch and recess. The school’s core values, known as the four Bear Paws- respectful, 
responsible, caring and helpful, guide our interactions and conversations with our students. Each morning, our students 
recite the Pledge of Alligiance and the “Cubs Care Promise” and particpate in a daily morning meeting to help support 
their social and emotional development. These evolutions have contributed to a collaborative effort to continue to expand 
the scope of PBSIS to include all stakeholders to ensure a caring, consistent, and safe educational environment for all 
students in our school. 
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
