Hon. J. Franklin Fort, Governor of the State of New Jersey:

Sir—As required under the provisions of the law, we present
herewith our report regarding the management, conditions and
needs of this Institution for the fiscal year ending October 31st,
1910.

Regular monthly meetings have been held during the year and
numerous special meetings when the needs of the Institution re-
quired.

Members of the Board have made weekly visitations and have
exercised a close oversight over the management of all the depart-
ments of the Institution.

The practice adopted under the law by former Boards in ap-
pointing two members of said Board as Visiting Inspectors for
the entire year has been discontinued by this Board. Instead
thereof each month two of the members are appointed for the
ensuing month to make weekly visits; by the operation of this sys-
tem every member of the Board serves alternately, thus enabling
all of them to become personally familiar with the details of the
Prison management, thus increasing the efficiency of the Insti-
tution.

The total expenditures during the fiscal year of 1910 were
$278,627.65. Of this sum $265,413.51 was for the ordinary
expenditures of the Prison and $8,214.14 was for extraordinary
expenditures. The purposes for which these expenditures were
made are shown in the following concise statement. The details
concerning them will be found embodied in the report of the
Supervisor.

Following the custom of past years, special dinners have been
provided for the prisoners on the Fourth of July, Thanksgiving
and Christmas Day. The total cost of subsistence was
$64,241.71, being an annual per capita cost of $46.52, and a per
capita per diem cost of .1275, this per capita being .043 greater
than that of the preceding year, due to the higher price of pro-
visions.

A close supervision has been exercised over all expenditures.

Pursuant to the recommendations of the Board, the Legisla-
ture made an appropriation of $10,000, for a laundry, drying
room and work room in the femalée wing, and contracts were
awarded for these improvements amounting to $5,300. The
only expenditures made during the last fiscal year by reason
thereof, was $92.51, covering expenditures for advertising, &e.,
the balance to be paid during the present fiscal year. As the
alterations were not completed by October 31st, it became neces-
sary in order to retain the necessary moneys out of the appropria-
tion made for this purpose, to file with the Comptroller the
contracts made, thereby preventing the appropriation from laps-
ing and requiring another appropriation to be made for this pur-
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pose; the unexpended balance of $4,607.49 has been turned back
to the State.

As stated in last year’s report, there were but twenty-nine cells
in the Female Wing provided for female conviets, and the average
number of prisoners confined during the year was thirty-nine.
Besides providing a laundry, drying room and work room, the
new buﬂdmg will contain seven additional cells which will mate-
rially increase the efficiency of this department.

The Board of Inspectors cannot too highly commend the man-
agement of this department under the care of Mrs. Osborne,
Matron.

The buildings of the Institution are in good condition. The
necessary repairs and renovations have been attended to by prison
labor at a total cost of $9,726.70. In addition sums were ex-
pended for the following:

These sums were appropriated under the supplemental appro-
priation bill for the present fiscal year, thus increasing the expen-
ditures for Prison purposes in the sum of $8,214.14. These
improvements were made under the direction of the Supervisor
by authority of the Board of Inspectors.

The Moral Instructors have been very diligent, giving advice
and instruction to the prisoners. The reports of their operations
for the year are appended to this report.

The Prison night school is operating very successfully for the
benefit of the prisoners, and a report of its operations is also
appended to this report.

In the report of the previous year the Board suggested that
some provision be made for pensioning officers who have long and
faithfully served the State and are incapacitated by reason of ad-
vancing years from performing the work required of them in the
Prison. Pursuant to such recommendations the Legislature
enacted a law providing that the authorities of the Prison, with the
assent of the Governor, might retire on a pension of $50 per
month such officer, but failed to make any appropriation in the act
for this purpose. If the present act is to become eﬁecmve an ap-
propriation should be made.
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Since the completion of the electrocution plant, seventeen have
been electrocuted ; of this number four were electrocuted during
the past fiscal year; every one of these electrocutions was sucoess-
fully conducted and clearly demonstrated the fact that in cases
of capital punishment, electrocution is infinitely more humane
than the previous methods of execution.

As the law requires electrocutions to take place in the State
Prison, relieving the counties of the expense of capital punish-
ment, it seems only fair that the cost of electrocution should be
assessed against the county from which the prisoner has been
sentenced.

In view of the fact that the steam heating system has been in
constant use for over twenty-four years and is now in need of
renewal as many of the pipes are worn out, the Board feels that
it should, where required, replace the old pipes with new ones.
We estimate that an expenditure of $2,000 will cover the cost of
these repairs and we recommend that such a sum be appropriated
in the supplemental bill for furniture, repairs and appliances for
the fiscal year 1911.

The statistical report shows the daily average population of
the Prison during the fiscal year to have been 1,380 2-3 prisoners
against an average population of last year of 1,394. The highest
number at any period during the year was 1,413.

In compliance with the law, we herewith submit the statistical
report for the fiscal year, showing not only the population of the
Prison, but the ages, nativity and sex of the inmates. Accom-
panying this report we also submit the report of the physicians,
showing the sanitary and health conditions and the work per-
formed by these officers during the year.

For the needs of the Prison, both for supplemental for 1911 and
for the annual appropriation for 1912, the Board would recom-
mend the following appropriations be made:

As stated in former reports the salaries of Principal Keeper,
Supervisor and Board of Inspectors, the gratuities paid to con-
viets upon their discharge and the traveling expenses of the
Parole Agent are made directly from the State Treasury, under
appropriations made for those purposes. These payments do not
enter into the Supervisor’s accounts and officially I have no knowl-
cdge of the same, but I have secured from the State Comptroller
a statement of these expenditures and incorporate them in the
appended statement so as to show the amount of all expenditures
" made during the year for the support of the Prison. The bills
for all purposes pertaining to the maintenance of the prisoners
and certified by the Supervisor and approved by the Board of In-
spectors during the year amounted to one hundred twenty-four
thousand nine hundred ninety-five dollars and eight cents ($124,-
995.08), and payments for the same were made from the State
Treasury. The following statement shows the specific purposes
for which these expenditutes were made:

The cash receipts, representing the earnings of the
Prison amounted to one hundred thousand and four dollars and
twelve cents ($100,004.12), and were paid to the State Treasurer,
as required by law, thus reducing the real cost of maintaining the
Prison to the sum of one hundred seventy-three thousand six
hundred twenty-three dollars and fifty-three cents ($173,623.53).

From the foregoing statement it is shown that the expendi-
tures made, not only for guarding and maintaining an average
of over one thousand three hundred and eighty (1,380) conviets,
(1,380 2-3), but for keeping the buildings and grounds in repair
and for every necessary expense incurred in the management of
the Prison, without crediting the revenue returned to the State
Treasurer, cost a per capita per diem of $0.5430, and with credit-
ing the revenue a per capita of $0.3445, this latter per diem being
a little over two cents higher than the previous year ($0.0232).

The appropriation made by the Legislature of 1909 for Prison
maintenance for the fiscal year ending October 31st, 1910, was
cne hundred and twenty thousand dollars $120,000). It was
found that owing to increased cost of articles coming under this
appropriation as well as the daily increase in population of the
Prison, necessary to request the Legislature of 1910 to make a
supplemental appropriation of ten thousand dollars ($10,000),
which request was granted, thus making a total appropriation
of one hundred and thirty thousand dollars ($130,000). It will
be observed from the statement of the sums expended from the
appropriations made for Prison purposes that there remained
at the close of the fiscal year as unexpended from the various
items appropriated the sum of eleven thousand two hundred and
eighty-six dollars and forty-nine cents ($11,286.49), thus show-
ing that had legislative authority been given to the Comptroller
which would have enabled him to transfer from one account show-
ing a surplus to that showing a deficiency, there would have been
no necessity to have asked for an additional appropriation for
maintenance. Though it be deemed advisable to make appropria-
tions for the specific purposes if the authority were vested with
the Comptroller to make necessary transfers, it would not require
any greater total expenditure for Prison purposes. As stated in
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former reports, it is inevitable that embarrassment must neces-
sarily attend any attempt to make the necessities of an institution
that is subject to increased population and variation in cost of
supplies conform to specific and inflexible appropriations.

As required under provisions of Chapter 23, Laws of 1908,
supplies are purchased under contract, bids being solicited by ad-
vertisement and awards being made semi-annually to the lowest
responsible bidder. All supplies are carefully inspected upon
receipt and if not up to standard established, are returned at the
expense of the contractor.

The prisoners have been subsisted during the year upon plain
food as the law requires, and in all cases of a wholesome and nour-
ishing character. The cost of subsistence was as stated before,
sixty-three thousand seven hundred and fifty-six dollars and forty-
seven cents ($63,756.47), a per capita of twelve and sixty-five
one hundredths cents (.1265). The increased cost of articles em-
braced under the head of subsistence for this fiscal year over that
of the preceding year, averaged about three and one-half per cent.
higher; notwithstanding this fact, the total amount expended
was but a per capita increase over the former year of forty-three
one hundredths of a cent. This result shows that not only has
careful management been exercised in the purchase of supplies for
this department, but that the system of furnishing the principal
meal of the day on tables in the wings of the Prison has been
resultant in the saving in the cost of the subsistence of prisoners.

It might be of interest at the present time, in view of the
high cost of living, to state that in looking over the former State
Prison reports I find that the population of the State Prison for
the year 1841 was one hundred and thirty-three (183), a period of
sixty-nine years ago, and the per capita cost of subsistence was
$0.1152, while the number confined in 1864, three hundred and
thirty-three (333) and the per capita cost for subsistence in that
year was $0.2020; as the later period was during war time when
prices were high, no comparison is made for that year. When it
is considered in the present period not only was the character
of the food different and of greater variety, it certainly shows
careful management in the purchase of supplies, when the in-
creased cost for the present year was only a little over one cent
per capita ($0.0113) of that of sixty-nine years ago, and further
proves that under contract system good results are accomplished.
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By deduction for holidays and Sundays the men on contracts
were employed during the past year two hundred and seventy-six
and one-half days (2761%) and the number employed during that
period was two hundred thirty thousand seven hundred
fifty-eight and three-quarter men (230,75834).. The earnings
from the labor of these men amounted to ninety-six thousand and
twenty-two dollars and twenty-nine cents ($96,022.29), netting a
per: capita per diem earning of .4161. In addition to that number
there were also employed as machinists and cutters, nine men.
These men are assigned to look after machines and machinery and
the cutting of certain kinds of material required in manufacture
by the contractors. They being outside of contract requirements,
a charge is made for their services, and the earnings from this
source amounted to fifteen hundred and two dollars and twenty-
four cents ($1,502.24). The combined earnings from both these
sources netted an earning of the aforementioned number of men
of ninety-seven thousand five hundred twenty-four dollars and
fifty-three cents $97,524.53). The following statement shows
the names of the contractors for whom goods were produced, the
kind of articles manufactured and the earnings of each:

The average number employed on contract work was eight
hundred thirty-four and one-half men (8341%4) and with the
-average number employed as cutters and machinists, ete., was eight
hundred forty-three and one-half (8431%) men out of an average
population of thirteen hundred eighty and two-thirds (1,380 2-3),

the total number of inmates of the Prison. The gross earnings of
that number amounted to ninety-seven thousand eight hundred and
twelve dollars and five cents ($97,812.05), this earning being a
decrease over the preceding year of three hundred thirteen dollars
and twenty-five cents ($313.25).

At the commencement of the fiscal year there were assigned to
contract work eight hundred and thirty-nine (839) men and at
the close of the year this number was augmented by thirty-six
(86), making a total of eight hundred and seventy-five (875).
An illustration of the changes in the year is presented to show the

. impossibility of providing a fixed revenue from earnings:

From the above statement it will be observed that in the period
of one year, by reason of the changes referred to, that nearly half
of the number employed were inexperienced and that coupled
with the failure of one of the contractors, and the earnings from
this source being but three hundred thirteen dollars and twenty-five
cents ($313.25) less than that of the preceding year, the results
shown cannot help but be gratifying.

During the year there has been paid into this office by contrac-
tors for the benefit of prisoners and forwarded to the Principal
Keeper, the sum of five thousand fifty-one dollars and forty-
five cents ($5,051.45), which represents six hundred and fifty-
three (653) credits. There were employed on contract work
eight hundred and forty-three (843) and as stated in former
reports only-a small percentage of the men were enabled to earn
anything.

The new contracts for the employment of convicts to which ref-
erence was made in the last report, went into operation February
and March of the past fiscal year, and with the exception of the
one mentioned for the manufacture of petticoats, were the same
industries that were being operated previously. All of them, with
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the exception of that made for the manufacture of petticoats, are
operating satisfactorily. The contractor for this industry, which
commenced operation in March, failed and filed a petition in
bankruptey on the 9th of August, 1910. On the 13th day of Sep-
tember the Trustee in Bankruptcy, with the approval of the
Referee, assigned all right and title that might be vested with the
former contractor to the Crescent Garment Company, and said
company pursuant to chapter 192, laws of 1910, made applica-
tion for an assignment of the contract; the Supervisor con-
sented to the assignment, which was approved by the Board of
Inspectors. The new concern commenced operations by virtue of
the assignment on the 1st day of October, assuming all the obliga-
tions of the previous contractor.

FURNITURE, REPAIRS AND APPLIANCES.

The amount appropriated for the above purposes for the year
was ten thousand dollars ($10,000) ; applicable for expenditures
for furniture, utensils, tools and the many appliances required
in the daily operation of the Prison; also for such materials as are
needed for repairs to keep the building and grounds in good con-
dition. The sum expended for that purpose was nine thousand
seven hundred twenty-six dollars and seventy cents $9,-
726.70), two hundred and seventy-three dollars and thirty cents
($278.80) less than the sum appropriated. It is not deemed nec-
essary to enumerate the many items included in this expenditure,
but simply call attention to the items of this account for which
the larger expenditures were required, such as rebuilding the
walls of boilers Nos. 1, 8 and 9; drilling through walls and con-
necting with new water main; connecting pipe with all the boil-
ers, repair shops, cellar in main building and wing No. 5; drill-
ing through the walls and running water line across shops to the
main engine room ; repainting a number of the wings, center, cook
house and hospital and all the roofs of the Prisen building. The
work on these repairs was done as far as possible under the direc-
tion of the Superintendent of Repairs by mechanics under his
charge. Carpenters, machinists, plumbers and painters are con-
stantly performing this work and the expense attendant to such
repairs is reduced to the cost of materials used. It gives me pleas-
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ure to say that Mr. Charles R. Lagy, Superintendent of Repairs,
has performed all the work intrusted to his care in a most satis-
factory manner.

The clothes worn by the prisoners are made by Prison labor,
the female prisoners, under the direction of the Matron, making
their own clothing as well as many of the articles used by the
male prisoners, such as shirts, sheets, bed-ticks, &e., and the pris-
oners in charge of the Storekeeper make shoes for the use of the
prisoners, repair clothing and make the clothing furnished pris-
oners on their discharge.

Pursuant to recommendations made the Legislature, at the ses-
sion of 1910, enacted a law, Chapter 149, page 252, Laws of 1910,
providing:

“That whenever any officer or employe of any State penal insti-
tution or reformatory, while an employe of such institution, be-
came permanently disabled in the discharge of his duties, and the
same was certified to by the physician of said institution, that it
should be lawful, with his assent, for the board or officer having
power to appoint his successor, in case of vacancy, to order his
retirement, provided that such retirement met the approval of the
Governor.” It further provided that such officer so retired should
‘receive during his natural life, by way of pension, the sum of
fifty dollars per month, and also all pensions should be paid quar-
terly by the Treasurer of the State upon the warrant of the
Comptroller, but the Legislature failed to make any appropriation
for this purpose, by reason thereof the act became inoperative and
the Prison authorities were unable to recommend a number of
officers who had faithfully served the State and were entitled
pursuant to law to be placed upon pensions. In my opinion, if
this aet iz to be carried into effect, there should be an additional
appropriation made for the purpose of salaries of Deputies and
employes of the Prison and the officers retired paid from this
fund as officers retired under pension.

At the last session of the Legislature, upon my recommendation,
a law was enacted which allowed the Board of Inspectors to fix
a schedule which would enable them to pay to prisoners upon their
discharge, an amount not to exceed the sum of twenty-five dollars
($25), said sum to be paid to prisoners who had shown a dispo-
sition to properly perform the work to which they had been
assigned and conform to the rules of the Prison, but by reason
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of the failure of the Legislature to make an appropriation, the
Board of Inspectors were unable to pay any other sum than that
previously paid, five dollars ($5); if this act is to become opera-
tive there should be an additional appropriation of five thousand
dollars ($5,000) to that regularly appropriated for this purpose.
In view of the fact that we were unable to furnish sufficient
power for operating the shops, recommendations were made and
the Legislature of 1910 made an appropriation of twenty-five
hundred dollars ($2,500) for such purpose. Pursuant to law,
advertisement was made and a contract was executed in February
to furnish the additional power, consisting of a number of motors,
the aggregate being thirty-nine and one-half horse power at a cost
of two thousand two hundred and sixty-one dollars ($2,261). As
the cost of the electricity to be furnished for these motors would
aecessarily increase the sums to be paid both for light and power,
the electricity being furnished by the same company, a supple-
mental contract was executed whereby instead of the rate them
charged for electric light of eight cents per Watt hour, a sliding
schedule of ten to four cents was agreed upon. The Watt hours
furnished for power for a period of six months was about 20,090,-
000 Watt hours, and at the former cost of electricity, would have
amounted to over $1,600, but by reason of the aforementioned slid-
ing scale, the charge was only a little over $800; as this rate is
applicable to both electricity furnished for light as well as for
power, it cannot help but result in a saving of expenditure for
that purpose.
The amount paid for water for the fiscal year was five thousand
"one hundred sixty-one dollars and twenty cents ($5,161.20);
this sum represents the interest at six per centum per annum on
an outlay of nearly ninety thousand dollars. In view of this
large expenditure I would recommend that an appropriation be
made of six thousand dollars (estimates having been secured), to
enable us to erect within the walls of the Prison two artesian wells.
The Board of Inspectors under the present law have no authority
to authorize any outlay to carry out this plan, and it would seem
to me advisable that this suggestion should receive the. attention
of the Legislature.
Recommendations have been frequently made asking for appro-
priations for the erection of a central plant for heat, light and
power, and in view of the growing expenditures made for these

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purposes, I would suggest that the Legislature give this subject
their consideration. = The expenditures incurred during the
past fiscal year for these purposes was thirty-two thousand nine
hundred and one dollars and ninety-nine cents ($32,901.99), and
represents interest at six per cent. per annum on an investment of
nearly five hundred and fifty thousand dollars ($550,000), and
is represented as follows:

A central plant for the boilers would result in a large saving of

~fuel, and could be managed with at least one-quarter the number
of men. There would be sufficient room in the Prison walls to
centralize the boilers and also install an electric plant. It is esti-
mated that an appropriation of one hundred thousand dollars
($100,000) would carry out these suggestions.

The alteration to the Female Wing was in operation but not
completed at the close of the fiscal year, and the only expenditure
made by reason thereof was ninety-two dollars and sixty-one
cents ($92.61), covering advertising expenses. The contracts for
these improvements amounted to five thousand three hundred
dollars ($5,300), and besides providing a laundry, drying room
and work room, will contain seven additional cells; this will add
“very materially to the efficiency of this department. As the
alterations were not completed at the close of the fiscal year the
contracts were filed with the Comptroller, thus preventing the
appropriation from lapsing and requiring another one to be made
for the same purpose,

During the year a new line of water pipes have been installed
, at a cost of two thousand four hundred seventy-four dollars and
thirty-six cents ($2,474.86). The tops of the old coal vaults were
renewed and recovered at a cost of three thousand three hundred
eighty-six dollars and twenty-seven cents ($3,386.27). Both of
these improvements being made within the amounts appropriated
for such purposes and fill a long-needed want.

The number of prisoners remaining in the Prison at the close
of the fiscal year was one thousand three hundred ninety-
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three, and the greatest number at any one time during the year
was one thousand four hundred thirteen ($1,413), the lowest
number being one thousand threehundred fifty-six (1,356),
and the average being one thousand three hundred eighty and two-
thirds (1,380 2-3).

Tt is perhaps proper to say that the law which defines the duty
of the Supervisor of the Prison makes it incumbent upon him to
take entire charge of the personal property of the Prison and
makes him responsible for its proper care and use; he is also
charged with the duty of providing the daily supplies of food,
&e., required for the proper care of the inmates; he has the direc-
tion of the operation of the Prison shops as well as the labor of
the other prisoners—excepting those employed under the direction
of the Principal Keeper in the household and sanitary affairs of
the prison; he is charged with the purchase and care of all the
furniture and materials required for the use of the State Prison,
in the care of the convicts and in their employment, in keeping
the grounds and buildings in repair, and he is charged with and
responsible for all its financial operations. Some of these duties
are specifically imposed by law, while others are subject to the
general powers given to the Board of Inspectors to adopt rules
for the government of the Prison. A statement of these duties are
presented for the reason that the presence in this report of matters
which without this explanation might not seem to come within
the ptrovmce of the Supervisor.

"It is with the greatest gratification that I am able to record,
by reason of the harmonious official relations between the Board
of Inspectors and the Supervisor, such construction of the law
has been reached and put into practice as promotes the interests of
the institution in the spirit obviously intended by the various and
sometimes conflicting statutes.

The management of the State Prison is governed similar to that
of the State Government, that is to say, three co-ordinate branches,
the Keeper, who appoints all subordinate officers and employes,
subject to the confirmation of the Board of Imspectors, who is
responsible for the discipline and safe-keeping of the prisoners, and
has the direction of the labor employed in the sanitary and house-
hold affairs of the Prison; the Supervisor regulating and pre-
seribing the work and employment of all other labor in the Prison
outside of sanitary and household, for the purchasing of all sup-
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plies, and making contracts and for the financial operation of the
Prison; the Board of Inspectors being the legislative body of the
Prison, making rules for the government of the Prison and at the
same time having supervision of matters pertaining to the Prison
not conflicting with the independent powers of the Keeper and
Supervisor. The hearty co-operation of all the officers and the
successful results that have been shown in the management of the
Prison clearly demonstrates the wisdom of the present system of
government.

In closing the report for the year, I desire to express to the
Board of Inspectors, and the Hon. Geo. O. Osborne, Keeper, my
high® appreciation for all assistance rendered and the kindly co-
operation with me in the exercise of my official duties. For the
kindly assistance of the Physicians, Moral Instructors and subor-
dinate officers of the Prison I express my thanks.

MAIL AND PACKAGE DEPARTMENT.

There were received for prisoners during the year 32,178 let-
ters, a daily average of 88.15. These were read, hall location of
the prisoner’s cell marked thereon, and, when found permissible,
were handed to the proper Hall Keeper for delivery to the prisoner.

The number of letters mailed during the year for prisoners was
13,625, a monthly average of 1,135. These letters were read,
name of sender and to whom addressed was entered on the registry
book, and the proper postage was placed upon them before being
mailed. .

The total number of packages received for prisoners during the
year was 9,662, a monthly average of 805. When these packages
were examined to ascertain if the articles contained therein were
permissible, entry was made in the distribution book of the differ-
ent articles, and they were sent to the proper Hall Keeper for de-
livery to the prisoner for whom they were intended, and a receipt
for the same was obtained.
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VISITS.

The number of visits to prisoners by relatives and friends dur-
ing the year (permitting one or more at a time) was 3,150, a
monthly average of 263.83. ‘A record of each visit is recorded in
the visitors’ book.

The amount of money received for the prisoners in letters or
left here by relatives or friends when visiting the Prison was
$5,226.17, and this amount is promptly placed to the credit of the
respective prisoners.

DISCIPLINE.

The discipline throughout the Prison continues to be very good,
and only a small percentage of the prisoners have to be punished.
When a prisoner commits a mindr offence be is required to stand
in the centre, face to the wall, for a few hours, and after being
reprimanded he is then either sent to work or to his cell. The
mode of punishment for the more serious offences is by confine-
ment in light, ventilated, sanitary and solitary cells, on a diet
of bread and water, for a period not to exceed six days. The
length of time that a prisoner is confined in this manner varies
according to the offence committed and the number of times pre-
viously punished.

There has been one escape during the year, and the prisoner
was captured and returned to the Prison. On April 26th, one of
the prisoners employed as a fireman on night duty managed to
make his way from the boiler room, then through the basement of
the administration building to the yard, and scaled the wall be-
tween the administration building and the new wing. It seemed
almost impossible for a man to get over the wall, but to prevent
another occurrence of the kind the wall was built about twelve
feet higher. On October 18th, after having been at large almost
six months, the escaped man was captured at Elizabeth, and was
promptly returned to the Prison.

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HEALTH.

The health of the prisoners continues to be very good. The
Prison compares very favorably with other similar institutions,
and the death rate is very low, being eon31derab1y less than one
per cent. of the population.

Every effort is made to keep the Prison in a good sanitary con-
dition, and the prisoners have excellent medical attention.

The Prison has been entirely free of any epidemic disease dur-
ing the past year, which is remarkable, considering the large
population.

The food that is served the prisoners is carefully prepared and
inspected, and particular attention is given to the quality, as well
as quantity, of food furnished. All prisoners are required to be
clean of person, and must also keep their cells clean and orderly.

RELIGIOUS SERVICES.

Religious services are regularly held on Sundays, the Protest-
ant services being conducted by Rev. George C. Maddock, and the .
Catholic services by Rev. Father A. M. Fish. Great credit is due
these gentlemen for their efforts to encourage prisoners to lead
different lives, and to prepare themselves for a life of usefulness.

Services are conducted in the Women’s Wing and in the Hos-
pital on Fridays by Sisters of Charity and also by members of
the Women’s Christian Temperance Union. The Christian Scien-
tists econduct services in the Hospital Mondays.

In addition to the above, occasionally members of local churches,
ehmrs, or other religious denominations elthe«r assist or conduct
services in the Prison.

ELECTROCUTIONS.

Every electrocution that has taken place in the Prison has
proven successful in every respect, and during the past year four
have paid the death penalty, as follows:

January 25th, 1910—George Ves, Middlesex County.

Avugust 9th, 1910—Pietro Silverio, Passaic County.

August 16th, 1910—Arthur Rose, Passaic County.

August 30th, 1910—Edward Savage, Hudson County.
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PAROLE SYSTEM.

Figures relative to the operation of .the Parole Law are to be
found in another part of my report, and will show that the system
is meeting with perfect success.

It is with the deepest regret and sorrow that I must report the
loss of one of my most efficient and highly esteemed officers
through the death, on February 8th, 1910, of Henry K. Straley,
the first Parole Agent of this institution. Mr. Straley was de-
tailed as Parole Agent when the position was created in 1905, and
began his duties in that office July 1st of that year, although he
had been a Deputy Keeper of the Prison since 1891. Prior to the
time this office was created, a paroled prisoner was required to
report to the Governor once in three months, and in case he
failed to report, there was no provision for looklng him up. The
result was that more than half the paroled prisoners reported once
or twice and then failed to report further, and were not heard
from again unless they were agam eonvmted and returned to
Prison.

From the time Mr. Straley became Parole Agent, paroled pris-
oners were required to report monthly ; he visited them when they
least expected him, so as to see for himself just how they were liv-
ing and working, and with whom they were associating ; he was al-
ways ready with good advice to the paroled men, gave them what-
ever assistance he could and secured employment for many.

The result is that a very large percentage of the paroled pris-
oners—over ninety per cent.—have led better lives and have shown
that the lemniency extended by the Court of Pardons was not
wasted.

Having appointed Thomas B. Madden to the position of Parole
Agent to succeed Mr. Straley, I am sure I have a competent officer
who is excellently qualified to handle the work of that depart-
ment. His conduct of the affairs of the office during the compara-
tively short time since his appointment, shows that he is the right
man in the right place.

In the five years’ time that the present parole system has been
in operation, it has proven conclusively my conviction that long
terms of imprisonment are not the best for the pmsoners them-

selves or society. Many of the prisoners who are serving their
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first term in Prison committed the crime while either intoxicated,
or it was the result of a weak will power which caused them to be
influenced by evil associates. In investigating the lives of appli-
cants for parole, it is surprising to find so many who had led
respectable lives, and who were well thought of in their com-
munity, and who had committed the crime as a result of yielding
to the temptations of associates, or through drink.

This class of criminals does not require long terms. The dam-
age is done when they are arrested, convicted and sentenced to
Prison. For this reason I believe the parole system is the best
cure, and that first offenders should be given a fair opportunity, and
that they should be paroled after serving a reasonable period of
time. Such prisoners as these, when they must report regularly
and know that another offence would result in a revocation of
their parole, are trained to lead honest, law-abiding lives; they
form the habit of working for a living and supporting themselvels
and their families as the case may be.

The prisoner is not the only one suffering as a result of his im-
prisonment. In some cases there are wives and children who have
been depending upon him for support. Under the parole system
the prisoner is enabled to support his family and to again become
a respected citizen.

I am heartily in favor of granting paroles to ﬁrst offenders
when it is proven that they had led respectable lives up to the time
of their crime, but I have no sympathy for habitual criminals who
have been in reform schools, reformatories, penitentiaries, and
who have even served time in prisons before.

EDUCATION.

The Prison School has been in successful operation dyring the
past year, and a great number of the prisoners are taking ad-
vantage of this opportunity to obtain an education.

I will not give a detailed report of the Prison School as the
Prison School Board will submit their report to the Board of
Inspectors, and the same will be embodied in their report.
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. RECOMMENDATIONS.

I wish to urge and strongly recommend the installation of a
central power plant at the Prison for the purpose of furnishing
heat, light and power, and also the installation of artesian wells.
This is a matter that should be brought to the attention of the
Legislature for reasons that I shall briefly state:

During the last fiscal year the actual cost to the State for heat,
light and power at the Prison was as follows:

During the same year the cost to the State for water was
$5,161.20.

At the present time we have twelve (12) boilers in use at the
Prison, and these are scattered about the property in six (6)
different places. There are two boilers in one part of the shops.
to furnish power; two boilers in another part of the shops to
furnish heat; six boilers in the main cellar, five in one part to
furnish heat, and another in an altogether different part to furnish
steam for cooking purposes; one boiler in the cook house; and one
boiler in the broom shop. These boilers are scattered within a
radius of 400 feet.

This condition is the result of continual expansion ; boilers were
added as the Prison was enlarged and additional power was re-
quired. With the boilers scattered as they are, it now requires a
force of twenty-five men to man them, to say nothing of the addi-
tional amount of fuel necessary with so many small boilers.

The time is fast approaching when it will be positively neces-
sary to replace these boilers. The newest one of them is now thir-
teen years of age, and some have been in service from thirty to
thirty-five years. They are continually in need of repairs and do
not answer the requirements at the present time. Already this
winter the entire place has been without heat for a period as long
as twelve hours, owing to the worn-out condition of the system,
which frequently bursts; and the whole plant must then be closed
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down to permit repairs to be made. With the weather such as it
has been recently, it is not pleasant by any means to be without
heat. ;

The boilers have been repaired and patched to such an extent
that it is only a question of time when the insurance companies
will refuse to insure them. The life of a boiler under proper con-
ditions is considered to be about twenty-five to thirty years, but
they cannot be expected to last that length of time when handled
by Prison labor. With boilers in this condition, and manned as
they are by conviet labor, there is always considerable risk to
human lives within the Prison. It is impossible for the engineer
of the Prison to exercise personal supervision of these boilers scat-
tered about the property.

Owing to the condition of the entire system, and taking into
consideration the total cost of heat, light and power, I think now
is the proper time to install a central plant.

Five 250-horse power boilers for a central power plant will
furnish all the power, heat and light necessary. This will allow
one boiler to be held in reserve or to be used in cases of emer-
gency, as, under normal conditions, four such boilers will meet the
requirements. In the summer time it would be necessary to use
‘only two of these boilers for power and light. A plant such as
this can be handled with a force of nine men, thereby saving the
labor of sixteen.

Fuel for these boilers would cost approximately two-thirds of
what it costs at present for the boilers in use now, or a saving of
about $5,600 annually. This, together with the cost of electric
light and power at present ($6,156.70), and the cost of gas ($10,-
044.56), would result in a saving of almost $32,000 annually, be-
sides we could use the labor of sixteen men in other occupations.

It can be readily seen that such a central plant will soon pay
for itself. I have had no estimate of the cost of such a plant
from any authority on the subject, but I have had the opinion of
practical men who have estimated that such a central power plant
can be installed complete for $125,000, and $135,000 at the
highest.

I think this is a matter that deserves a thorough consideration
by the Legislature.

In this connection I would also recommend the return tubular
boilers; water tube boilers must be watched very closely as there
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is always a certain amount of risk when using this class of boilers,
and especially when handled by convicts. In return tubular boil-
ers the risk is reduced to a minimum.

The artesian well question needs no argument. The mere fact
that it required an outlay of $5,161.20 last year shows that such
a project will pay for itself in a very short time. .I feel sure that
wells can be installed that will give an abundant supply of water
for the Prison, and the cost would not be $7,000 at the highest.

If in your judgment you do not think this matter should be
brought to the attention of the Legislature, I must strongly urge
that some provision be made to remedy the condition of the heat-
ing system. The underground pipes which supply steam for heat-
ing purposes to the various parts of the Prison, and also the return
pipes, have rotted out and are giving no end of trouble. Almost
daily some part bursts, and the steam must be shut off to allow
the repairs to be made. Suitable provision should be made for the
laying of pipe conduits to remedy this state of affairs.

I trust this matter will receive your careful attention and
thorough consideration.

In conclusion, I desire to extend my sincere thanks to all the
officers and employes of the Prison for the faithful and loyal sup-
port they have given me on all oceasions, and to Hon. Samuel W.
Kirkbride, the Supervisor, and also to the members of the Board
of Inspectors for the many friendly and official courtesies always
shown me.

Physicians’ Report.

NEw Jersey StaTE PrIsON,
TrenTON, November 1st, 1910.

Honorable Board of Inspectors, New Jersey State Prison:

GenTLEMEN—In submitting this, our annual report for the
year ending October 81st, 1910, we beg to inform you that noth-
ing of an unusual nature has taken place.

The number of men admitted to the hospital remains about the
same, as we still think it best to have the inmates under our direct
supervision. The number of prisoners excused from their work
and sent to their cells has somewhat diminished.

If the deaths due to judicial electrocutions are not counted,
we have a mortality of less than one per cemt. with an in-
creased daily average of prisoners. We have had fourteen deaths
in the Prison during the year, due to the following causes: 4, judi-
cial electrocutions; 2, heart failures, and 1 death by hanging, the
three latter being found dead in their cells; 7 deaths in the hos-
pital, 6 of which were due to tuberculosis in one or the other of
its complicated forms, and 1 due to pneumonia.

The Prison has been free from epidemic disease.. We vaccinate
all prisoners upon admission, and keep them in quarantine under
observation for fourteen days.

We have had an unusual number of operations during the year,
such as hernias, appendectomies, fistulee, removal of tumors,
hemorrhoids, leg, finger and toe amputations, removal of eye and
mastoid abscess, and it is gratifying to state that they have been
successful in every case. »

The good health of the inmates is mostly due to the good sani-
tary conditions existing, regular hours, proper food, the daily
inspection of which has proven it to be clean, abundant and prop--
erly cooked as well as nutritious in character. Prompt medical
attention has been another important faector. :

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There is one sick call a day and the prisoners have the privilege
of visiting the Resident Physician’s office at any time, which in a
large number of cases cuts short what might have been a long and
serious illness.

We have a liberal system of yard exercise, giving the inmates
as much fresh air and sunshine as possible.

No inmate suffering with tubercular trouble is allowed to work
in the shops. They are taken to the hospital, placed in one of the
tubercular wards where they are segregated as well as possible,
and they are given a liberal supply of fresh eggs and milk, fresh air
and as much outdoor exercise as they are able to take. Sputum
cups are ‘furnished them to use both indoor and out. Strong
germicides are used in keeping the wards clean.

The sanitary condition of the entire Prison is very good and
remarkably clean, especially in the female department. We de-
sire to commend the thorough manner in which that department is
conducted under the direction of the Head Matron and her com-
petent assistants.

In the administration of our department we wish to thank our
experienced and efficient Keeper, Hon. George O. Osborne, and
our accomplished and generous Supervisor, Samuel W. Kirk-
bride, and also the Honorable Board of Inspectors, all of whom
have refused us nothing in our efforts to care for the sick in the
Prison.

Our thanks are also due to the ever-ready and active co-opera-
tion of all the Deputy Keepers in our daily duties.

My work
in this direction is ably helped by the circulation of good litera-
ture sent by my friends, as well as by the weekly visits of Chris-
tian ladies. Many persons on the outside extend the helping hand
and give the cheering word to the released prisoner. The cloud
that used to lower upon the Prison is passing. For the discharged
man and woman the way is brighter. The averted face and the
withheld hand are now the cheery look and the extended hand,
making it much easier to lead the better life and avoid forever
the evil associations. This good work must continue inside and
outside of the Prison walls to the end that law officers and courts
will have less labor and jails and prisons fewer inmates. I am
under obligations to the Beard of Inspectors, Warden George O.
Osborne, Supervisor Samuel Kirkbride, Drs. MacKenzie and
Crane, the Matrons of the Prison and the Keepers for the help
they give me in my work. ;

To the Honorable Board of Inspectors:

GexTLEMEN—I herewith submit my fourteenth annual report
as Moral Instructor for the Catholic inmates.

During the year past I held services regular on Sunday, with
the exception of the past two months, in which time I have been
physically unable to carry on the work This does not imply that

- those under my charge have in any way been neglected, as the
work is being ably performed by my substitute, Rev. Alexis Graf,
who has charge in my absence.

Aside from the regular services, I held afternoon services dur-
ing the Lenten season, also gave religious instructions to a num-
ber of inmates in the spring and early summer months. The sick
in the hospital were visited by me from time to time, and spiritual
ministrations given where needed. Three of the men electrocuted
during the past year were of the Catholic faith, and much time and
attention was given these unfortunates while awaiting their fate.
And when the final moment arrived, I accompanied them to their
death.

The good Sisters, known as the Mission Helpers, made weekly
visits to the Institution during the year. Their work is confined
to the female department where they instruct those of the Catholic
faith. They also visit the sick male inmates at the hospital.
Those noble women are of great assistance to me and much credit
18 due them for the large amount of good they accomplish.

Aside from my religious work, I handled all mail in foreign
languages, both incoming and outgoing, except that in the Jewish
language, and all foreign papers and books were examined by me.
In conjunction with my colleague, Rev. Dr. Maddock, I main-
tained supervision over the Prison Library. It is gratifying to
note that a large number of inmates prefer reading matter of an
instructive nature, rather than that of fiction. Books on mathe-
maties, sciences, arts and commerce are in great demand. Several
volumns of applied electricity, automobile engineering, architec-
ture, carpentry and masonry building, drawing, ete., have been
added to the library during the past year, and a number of books
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in foreign language have been purchased, but the latter must be
rebound before being put in circulation.

In the main, I have endeavored to perform the various details
of work connected with my department in such a way as to make
it beneficial to those under my charge, as well as for the best inter-
ests of the Institution.

I wish to express my gratitude for the courteous manner in
which I have been treated by the head officials of the Institution.
And to the Deputy Keepers in general, I feel grateful for their
kindly co-operation in matters connected with my department.

In conclusion, I wish to express my appreciation and gratitude
for the considerateness and kindliness with which you, gentlemen
of the Board, have always met me in my intercourse with you.

The Prison School.

New JerseyY StaTE PRISON,
TrexnTON, November 1st, 1910.

Honorable Board of Inspectors, New Jersey State Prison:

GentLEMEN—The State Prison School Board herewith pre-
sents its second annual report. ;

The school has been in successful operation under the rules
adopted by this Board, and the interest taken in the school by the
inmates plainly shows that twenty-five per cent. of them are taking
advantage of the facilities offered. Of these the youngest enrolled
was sixteen years of age, and the oldest was sixty-six.

The attendance during the year was excellent at the evening
classes, and their application to their school tasks, on the part of
those only engaged in cell work as well as those taking class work,
was admirable. The conduct of the pupils while gathered in class
was excellent, only three inmates having been deprived of the
privilege of school attendance owing to negligence in their studies
or misconduct while in class. That the school privilege is highly
appreciated is evident from the fact that it is usually sufficient
to suspend a pupil for one or two sessions in order to cure him
of such minor transgressions as unnecessary talking, lack of atten-
tiveness, ete.

The extension of school influence through the stereopticon lec-
tures on legal holidays has been very beneficial, the subjects being
historical and civie. It is a noteworthy fact that on such occasions
there are probably three hundred men gathered in"a darkened
room, and yet there has not been one instance of misconduct while
thus gathered. On the contrary, it has awakened in many a strong
desire to familiarize themselves with these subjects which is evi-
denced by the applications for supplementary reading from the
school library.

Quite & number of the prisoners, while not enrolled in the
school, have taken advantage of the school library in making appli-
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cation for books on history, geography, civies, arithmetic and
other subjects. The interest awakened by the school causes many
of the inmates to purchase reference books, trade handbooks, ete.,
from their private funds deposited with the Keeper.

The school has been in existence two years, and during that time
a number of the pupils have beéen discharged or paroled, but there
is not an instance of one having been returned to the Prison.

Total enrollment, November 1st, 1909, 347 males, 6 females.
Total enrollment, October 31st, 1910, 343 males, 19 females.

In the evening school receiving rudimentary instruction in
reading, writing and arithmetic there are enrolled 287.

This number cannot be handled every evening with the present
facilities, and therefore they are divided in classes which are held
five nights each week, giving each class one night each week.

In the cell study course in the elementary branches, without
the privilege of instruction in common, there are 56.

Females in the cell study course, but gathered together for sup-
plementary instruction one afternoon each week, 19..

Thus, at the close of the fiscal year, there were 362 prisoners
‘applying themselves to study under the direction of the Prison
School Board.
