Facilities:


The school buildings in the Weehawken TSD are all approximately 80 years old. We are in the middle of a $16 million 
construction bond that upgraded security vestibules, installed cameras, added new lockers, will replace all windows and 
will add climate control to each classroom. By the start of the 2019 school year, all classrooms will have heat and air 
conditioning.


School Safety: 


Each school in the Weehawken TSD has state of the art security vestibules complete with a person retention center, 
bullet-proof doors, cameras, full time security staff, access control, alarmed doors, and a visitor management system that 
scans the national sex offender database before allowing visitors into the building. All classrooms have bulletproof doors, 
a computerized security check-in system, and newly upgraded phones. Lockdown, shelter-in-place, evacuation, medical 
and fire drills are conducted on a regular and consistent basis in cooperation with the Weehawken Police Department.
