Creating and maintaining a safe environment for all students and staff is our district’s highest priority. We have an armed
school resource officer in each school as well as security personnel scheduled during the day, after school, evenings and
weekends. We have a new video surveillance camera system linked to our police departments. New technology is in
place for students to anonymously report their concerns to school administrators. In addition, we have a security
application that immediately locks down our schools in the event of a school emergency with INSTANT notification to
police. Most importantly, we include students and staff in our ongoing dialog following security drills to further refine
school safety procedures.

STEM (Science, Technology, Engineering and Mathematics) offerings in our schools are unique interdisciplinary
experiences for students. The Magnet Programs offer a comprehensive suite of courses arranged into several pathways
of learning such as Engineering, Environmental Science, Biomedical Science, Homeland Security and Public Safety, and
Computer Science and Network Technology. Up-incoming 9th grade students that apply to the Magnet Programs will

commit to a four-year program of study that requires additional STEM coursework yet is flexible enough to allow for non-
Tech nology and STEM electives. Students are immersed in coursework that requires the use of sophisticated technology, integrated
STEM: projects, professional mentorships, and community service projects while participating in the program and after school
