It set
forth the general guidelines and referred the issues raised in the opinion to
the Advisory Committee for further review. The Court stated: “The
Committee may make recommendations to this Court and propose further
guidance on the scope of an attorney’s disclosure requirements.” Slip
opinion at 44.
