Access to a variety of technology tools, 
movable furniture and displays, and a flexible schedule that allows teachers in all subject areas to schedule time in the 
room encourages participatory learning across all curricular areas. Outside of classes, as staffing and the building 
schedule permits, students have access to the Learning Commons before and after school and during recess and activity 
periods to select books, use technology tools, and meet up with peers to follow their personal paths of inquiry and 
intellectual growth.
