OBSERVED fome time ago two pieces in your
paper concerning the freedom of}\k groes, tend-
ing to difcourage a propofed law for their manu-
. midion. The firlt fully admits the injuftice of
avcry; the fecond admits 1t too, but with fome re-
Juétance, (as I have not the papers by me, I write,
under corré@ion, by memory) and hints, thut}hs ini-
iqu’ity i fo very old, and very common, that in 1}1<;rt
it'is almoft no iniquity at all. Bot%x however heartily
‘concur inopinion, that a law for that purpofe wolul.d
be highly inexpedient at the prefent time.  Asalltheir
‘arguments are founded. on a iuppo[}tlon that a total
‘an¢t immediate abolition of flavery is intended ; fhould
‘thefaét appear to be quite otherwife, their reafonings
will lofe all their weight, and of courle ought like-
1 had the honour to fign a
‘petition, as did moft of my neighbours, to the Legi-
flature for the freedom of the Negroes ; and Icanaf-

““fure thofe gentlernen, that animmediate and indiferi-

minate liberation was neither exprefied in, nor in-
tended by the petition ; and we fully confided, as we
‘sught to do, in the wifdom of that Honourable Body,

. ‘that they would enact a law upon fimilar priuciples

with the one then in force in the neighbouring fate
of Pennfylvania. - We withed indeed it might retno-
fpect as far as the Declaration of Independence, that
we might convince the world 1n'gcu~a:ral, and even
eur entmies, that it wasnota partial, interefted free-
dom we meant to affert and maintain, but that asfoon
as wa had caft off for ever our fhackles and prefiures,
which had too long borne down and obfeared every
gencrous motive of actién, _;md found ourielves free to
aét agréeable to the dignity of human nature;, our
condnét fhould declare that we confidered liberty as
inherent and unalienable ; and as fax as our influence
fhould extend, we would communicate it to a// otr
fellow men. The freedom of thofe unhappy black
le, induced in fo very ‘gradual a manner as it is
s Benufyivania, muft remove every reafonable appre-
henfion of danger to the ftate, or private lofs to indi-
yidy But ihould fome inconveniéncies and em-
barraffinents avife to" the public, it is no more than
we have a right to expect, as a punifhment for our
paft oppreffion of them. Thg danger we have been
1n of Loling our owwn liberty, maybe a wife difpenia-

“‘tion of Providence to awaken in us a jufter fenfe of

‘theirs. - ‘Fhe national calamity. of war, we cannot
doubty, is fent asa‘punifhment fornational fins; bé-
‘caufe only in this life can ftates and kingdoms be pu-
nifhed-+ And it behoves us ferioufly to confider whe-
ther the jult and merciful maker and father of all man-
kind is not now contending with us for the mfult of-
fored 'to hisimage and the workmanthip of his hands,
in depriving our fellow men of that liberty with which
‘Chrift has made them free, and infolently and impi-

~oufly arrogating this privilege, as peculiar to'ourielves

alone, forno better reafon but becaufe aur fkins are
white, when it has pleafed the'all-wife God to’ make
much the greater part of mankind of a different com-
plexions

As to the lofs of private property uporn this plan—<

toevery good may it muft appear very inconfiderable.

But were it even greater than propoled, the hearifelt
fatisfaction and inward peace which are evermore the
coneamitants of confecious retitude and' juftice, and
‘the approving and prefpering fioiles of that God who
-alone giwveth increafe, will finally much better fupply
deficiencies thau all the fneaking earnal prudence and
inteérefted wifdom in the worlds  The jult man’s chil-
«dren, fays the good man when old, 1 mever favbeg
their bread. But, fay thefe writers, like Felix of old,
at @ more convenient feafon we will bear you. . Accord=
ing to the forementioned plan, four or five and twen-
iy long years muft elapfe before it has any effect, and:
a3 much more before, it hasa general effect ; therefore
there is not a moment to beloft in beginning it. Let
us only place ourfelves in #heir fituation ; orlet buta
0od man and a confcientious patriot who finds him=
felf wrong, and in {pite of fuppofed intereft, withes

%0 be right, confider his ocvz fituation, and he would

wyithout hefitation pronounce—NOW IS THE
TIME. Tolerando miferis fuceurrere difco,—by
foffering, myfelf I learn to fuccour the miferable,—
was @ Latin maxim I got by heart wheuna boy at
ichool, but I never felt the ‘force of it 1o fenfibly as
fince the rrefent troubles of my country began. Iam
an old man, and bave had Negroes ever fince: I had
property of my own, (it is true I treated them with
humanity and kindaefs, asisgenerally thecafe in this
part of the world ) yvet I never doubted they were
chattel property as much as my horfes and cattle, till
my neighbour called upon me with: the petition, of
which the enclofed is a copy. The propofal at that

. dime was edtirely new to me 3 and intereft condemn-

ed it before 1 heard-itread: In obedience to the firft

mercenary impulie’l declined figning'it, with the moft
plaufible evafion I could find, to fave my credit; I
avoided as much as poffible talking upon the fubject
then, yef Tcould not get rid of the impreffion it made,
and in a round-about manner (I acknowjedge it with
thame) I procured a copy, .which I peruféd with lei-
fure and ferioufnefs ; the refult was, I cheerfully fign=
ed the petition foon after, and as I am informed it
has been prefented fome eonfiderable time ago.to the
chl(i:«lturc; I prefume, Mr, Printer, there would be
no impropiiety in printing it ; perhaps it may carry
the fame conviction with it to others that it did to
me : For I am convinced it is from want of thought
and lc_onﬁdcmtio‘n alone that good men can oppofe the
meaiure. 5 ¢

However, tbe.publicatiéﬁ of that, or the ferawl that

inclofes it, is fubmitted fo your better difcretion.—
Happen as it may, I {hall reft the better contented
for having made an honeft well meant attempt, altho’
it thould be judged an improper one, . C

To the Honourable the Reprefentatives of .the Free-
men of the ftate of New-Jerifey in Legiflative-Coun-
cil and General Affembly convened. 5 :

The Petition of fundry Frecholders and Inhabitants

‘ » of the county of ———

Humbly fheweth, = : : -
’I‘ H AT your petitioners, infpired by that love of

liberty which dilates aud purifies the heart, and
is abhorrent of {lavery where-c¢ver it is found, beg
leave humbly to reprefent the diftrefs they feel for
their fellow meniamongit them, docmed to hereditary,
and. perpetual bondage. ; ;

Your petitioners are humbly of opinion, that the
God of human nature, however he, in his wildom,
may think proper to diverfify his own imagein exter-
nal appearance, yet whencever he breathes juto it the
rational and ever living foul; he likewile beftows every
thing that is effential to the dignity of man j—the
blefling of redfon would otherwife be its curfe. But
Thould the conduct of fovereign wifdom be in any in-
ftance inexplicable to us, he haslaid down a rile'di-
rectory of otur condu®y of perpetual obligation; too
plain to be doubted; too pofitive to be evaded ;—70
do to others as ave avould'they fhould do unto us.

That, in a political view, there appears an incon=
fiftency bétween oar principles of liberty'and our gon-
dué in this particular: And that Providence, who
protects.the inhabitants of the world, and hath hither-
to, by its manifeft interpofition, fupported us under
preffiires that otherwile might have funk us into: the
depths of flavery, may fill longer delay the comple-
tion of our hopes, however happy our profpeéts; while
we thus.contravene his'benevolent purpofes to man-
kind in geveral : For with little propriety can we ex-<
pect or afk for thofe bleflings for ourfelves, which,
though able, we are unwillinig to beltow on others.

‘That we feel a degree of mortification that the fate
of Mew-Jerfey, which has ever diftinguithed itfelf a-
mongtt the foremoft in the union, for its animated
exertions in favour of fréedom, fhould be preceded
by any ‘other ftate in adis of liberality and difinteréft-
ednefs 3 at the fame time that we venerate the jufiicé
and magnanimity of the ftate of Pennfylvania in this
inftance.

That your petitioners are fully affured that argu-
ments in favour of liberty are unueceffary with the
Jree Reprefentatives-of a free People s and therefore
beg you to confider, what we have faid as an'apology
for the urgency with which ' we would prefs, and the
earneftnets with which we expeét the total'abolition of
flavery amongft us: In fuch manser as you in your
witdomt fhall think moft conliftent with the fafety of
the ftate, and the happinels of thofe who are to be
emancipated by it : That from the influency of your
example, the mild funfhine of freedom may pervade
and illumine every part of the continent, and brights
en andfanimate every countenance of every different
thade of complexion.

And your Petitioners fhall ¢ontinue to pray
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Extral of a'lettér from his'Excellency Thomas Jef-

ferfon, Governor of Virginia, dated Richmond,

February 17, 1781,

¢ Qur propofition to the Cherokee Chiefs to vifit
Congrefs, for the purpofe of preventing or delaying:
a rupture with that nation, was too late. The ftorm
had gathered™to ahead when Major Martin got back.
It was determined therefore to carry the war into
thieir country, rather than wait itin ours ; and I have
itin'my power to inform you that, thus'difagteeably
circumftanced, the iffue hdas been fuccefsful, 1 in-
clofe” the particulars as reported to me.”’

Colonel Campbell’s report of the expedition againft
the Cherokees, dated Wathington county, Janua
dry IS5, I78T. ‘

i ‘¢ The militia of this and the two weftern North-

Carelina counties have been fortugate encugh-to

fruftrate the defigns of thé Cherokees. On my reach-

ing the frontier, I found the Indians meant to annoy
us by fmall parties, and carry off horfes: To refift
them effectually, the apparently beft meafure was to
transier the war witheut delay into their own bor+

(iqrs, To raife a force fufficicnt, and provide them

with provifions and other neceffaries, feemed to be a

work of time that would be accompanied with un-

common difficulties, efpecially inthe winter feafon.

Our fituation was critical, and nothing but an extra-

ordinary effort could fave us and difappoint the views

of the enemy. All the miferies of 1776 came frefh
inremembrance, and toavoid a like fcene men flew .,
to their arms, and went to the field. The Wattago
men, under Lieutenant-Colonel Seveir, frft marched,
to_ the amount of about 300; the militia of this,
with that of Sullivan, made 400 more. The place
of réndezous was to be on this fide thé French river.

Colonel Seveir with hjs men got on the path before

the others, and by means of fome difcoveries made

by his fcouts, he wasinduced to crofs the river,. in
purluit of a party of Indians that” were coming to-
wards our {ettlements. On the 16th of December

hie fell in with the party, fince found to confift of 7o

Indians, moftly frem the town of Chote, killed 13

and took all their baggage, &e. in which were fome

of Clinton’s proclamations, and other documents
exprellive of their hottile defigns againft us.

** ‘After this action the Wattago corps thought pro-
perto retreat to an ifland in the river. The2z2d &
crofied the French river, and found the Wattago men
in great want of provifions. - We gave thema (upply
from our fmall ftock, and the next day made a forced
march towards the Tenaffe.'” The fuccefs of the en=
terprize feemed to reft on our fafcly reaching the

further bank of that river, as we had information '

that the Indians had obftruéed the common fording -
places, and had a force ready there to oppofe our
croffing. The morning of the 24th I made a feint
towards the ifland town, and with the main body
pafled the river at Timothee. We were now dif=
covered ; the Indians we faw feemed to be flying in
confternation, Here I divided my force, fending a
pait to attack.the towns below, and with the ‘other
I procecded towdrds their principal town Chote.
Juft as I pafled a defile above Toque, I obferved
the Indians in force, firetching alongthe hills below
Chote, with an apparent defign to attack owur van,
then within their view ;3 but the main body too {eon
came in fight for me to fueceed in decoying them off

« the hills, {o they quietly let us pafs on in order, with=
s quicily P

out firiug a gun, cxcept a few fcattering fhot at our
rear at a great diftance from theelifis. We foon
were in pofictlion of their beloved town, in which
we found a welcome fupply of provifions. The 25th
Major Martin went with a detachment to difcover
the roate the enemy were flying off by. He furprized
a party of Indians, took one fealp, and' x7 horfes
loaded with clothing, fkins and houfhofd furpiture.
He difcovered that moft of the fugitives were making
towards Telico and, the Hiwaflee. The fame day |
Captain Crabtree, of the Virginia regiment, was de~ {
tached with 6o mehn td burn the tewn of Chilhowee.
He fucceeded. in fetting fire to that part of it which |
is {ituated on thé fouth fide of the river : Although
he was attacked by a fuperior force, he made good |
his retreat. . ;
¢ The 26th, Major Tipton, of the Carolina corpis,
was detached with 150 mounted infantry, with or- |
ders to crofs the river, diflodge the énemy on that |
fide, and deftroy the town of Telallee. At thefame |

time Major Gilbert Chriftian, with 150 fo?t, were .
to patrole. the hills on the fouth fide of Chilhowee, &

and burn the remaining part of that tows. This

party did their duty well, killed three Indians, and |
took nine. pritoners..

The'28th we fet

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Major Martin, on reterning froma patrole, attacked
a \party of Indians, killed two, and drove feveral
into the river. ‘The fame evening, in another fkir-
miflh, we loft Captain James Elliot, a gallant young
officer, being the firft and only man the enemy had
power to hurt on the expedition: the Indians loft
three men on the occafion.

¢¢ The 29th I fet out for Hiwaffee, diftant about 40
miles, leaving at Kai-a-tee, under. Major Chriftian; a
garrifon of 150 men. The zoth we arrived at the
Hiwaflee, and found the town of the fame name a-
bandoned. In patrolling “the environs we took a
fenfible young warrior, who informed us, thata body
of Indians, with M‘Donald, the Britith agept, and

fome tories, were at Chiftowee, 19 miles diftant,

waiting to receive us. T had reafon to believe the
enemy had viewed us from the hills above Hiwaflee §
for which reafon I ordered our camp to be laid off,
fires kindled, and other fhews made, as if we in-
tended to ftay all night. At dark we fet out with a-
bout 300 men (the Wattago men refufing to go far-
ther) crofled the river at an unexpected ford, and
that night got pear the town. Early in the morning
of the sxft, we found that the ememy had fled in
hafte the evening before, leaving behind them as
they had done at the other towns, almoft all their
corn and other provifions, together with many of
their utenfils for agriculture; and all their ' heavy
houfhoid furniture, with part of their ftocks of horfes,
cattle and hogs. Thefe towns I expected would have
been contended for with obftinacy, as moft of the

Chickamogga people had removed hither after their

vilitation m x779. Cur troops becoming impatient,

_ and no other obje¢t of importance being in view, it

was refolved to return homewards. Major Martin,
with a detachment was ordered to” pafs by Sattoga,
and the other towns on Telico river. In his route
he took four prifoners, from whom he learnt that

feveral of the chiefs had met a few days before, to

¢onfult on means of procuring peace. * As I found
the enemy were humbled, 1 took the liberty to fend
the chiefs a meflage, of which I fend your Excel-
Teney acopy. - :

‘“*Qur whole lofs on this expedition was, one
man killed by the Indians, ‘and two wounded by ac-
cident. It would have been very pleafing to the
t¥oops to have met 'with the whole force of the naticn
atonce anequal ground, but fo great was the panic
that feized them after feeing us in order over the
Tenalfee, that they never ventured themfelves in
fight of the army but on rocky cliffs, or other ground

inacceflible to our mounted 'infantry. By the return’

of the officers of different detachments, we killed 2q
men, and took 17 prifoners, moftly women and
children ; the humber of wounded is uncertain. Be-
fides thefe we brought in the family of Nancy Ward,

 whom for their good offices we do not confider as

prifoners. The whole are in' Major Martin’s care at
the'Great-Ifland, until the ‘fenfe of government is
known how they are to be dilpofed of. We have
deftroyed the towns of Chote, Seitego, Tufkeego,
Chilhowe, Toyue, Micliqua, Kai-a-tee, Sattoga,
Telico, Hiwaflee and Chiftowee, all principal towns,
befides fome finall ones, and feveral {cattering fettle«

Lments, in which were upward of 1000 houfés, and

e

not lefs than 50,000 bufhels of corn, and large quan-
tities of other kinds of provifions, all of which, after
taking fufficient fubfiftence for the army whilft in the
country and on its return, were committed to the
flames, or otherwife deftroyed. No place in the
Over-Hill country remained unvifited, except the
fmall town of Telaflee, a {cattering fettlement in the
neighbourhood: of Chickamogga, and the town of
Calogee, fituated on the fources of the Mobile. We
found in Okanaftota’s baggage, which he left behind
An his fright, various manuferipts, copies of treaties,
commiffions, letters, and other archives of the na-
tion, fome of which fhew the double game that peo-
ple have been carrying on during the prefent war.
There feemed to be not a man of honour among the
chiefs, except him of Kai-a-tee, whom I would wil-
lingly have difcriminated, had it been in my power.
Iever did a people fo happily fituated a& more fool-
ifbly, in lofing their livings ahd their country at a
time an advantageous neutrality was held out to
them ; but fuch are the confequences of Britith fe-
duétion. The enemy in my abfence did fome mif-
chief in Powell’s Valley and on thé Kentucky path,
near Cumberiand Gap, befides three children that
they fcalped on Halftein ; one of the perpetrators of
which we killed on our return, and retook a number
of horfes. The Botetourt and Montgomery militia
were too flow in their movements to do any fervice.

‘¢ Your Excellency will pleafe to excufe the length
of this narration. I thought it' my duty to give a
circumftantial detail of faéts, as the undertaking had
fomething fingular in it, and may lead to important
confequences. 3 I am, Sir, ‘

‘ Chiefs and Warriors,

¢ WE came into your country to fight your young
men ; we have killed not a few of them, and deftroy-
gd your towns.  You know you began the war, by
litening to the bad councils of the King of England,
and the falfehoods told to you by his agents. We
are now fatisfied with what is done, as it may con-
vinee your nationthat we can diftrefs them much at
any time they are fo foolifh as to engage in a war a-
gaintt us, '

¢ If you defire peace, as we have underftood you
do,—we, outof pity to your women and children,
are difpofed to treat with you on that fubje&, and
take you into friendfhip once more. We therefore
fend this by one of your young men, who is our
prifoner, to tell you if you are alfo difpofed to make
peace, fix of your head men muft come to our Agent
Major Martin, at the Great-Ifland, within two
moons. ‘They will have a fafe pafiport, if they will
notify their approach by a runner with a flag, fo as
to give him time to meet them with a guard on Hal-
ftein’s river, at the boundary line. The wives and
children of thofe men of your nation that protefted

- againft the war, if they are willing to take refuge at

the Great-Iiland until peace is reftored, we will give
them a fupply of provifions to keep them alive.
‘¢ Warriors liften attentively, ‘ _
¢ If we receive no anfwer to this meflage until the
time already mentioned expires, we fhall then con-
clude you intend to continue to be our enemics,
which will compel us to'fend another ftrong force
into your country, who will come prepared to ftay
a long time, and take pofieffion thereof as conquered
by us, without makingany reftitution to you for lands,
Signed at Kai-a-tee the 4th day of January, 1781, by
"ARTHUR CAmMPBELL, Col.

By accounts from the Eaftward we learn, that two
or three Britifh veflels of force have lately arrived at
Towns-End, where they have burnt and deftreyed
feveral houfes, barns, &c. and plundered the inha-
bitants of almoft every thing they pofiefied.

HART F'OR'D, ‘March r3.:
The General Afflembly of this ftate have in their
