JERSEY CITY, N. J., ,January 1st, 1877. ' 

To his Excellency, Joseph D. Bedle, Go1Jernor of Rew Jersey: 

Sr& :-The Board of Commissioners of Pilotage of the State 
of New Jersey, have the honor to submit their annual report as 
follows: . 

_The pa~t year has been a su~cessful on_e for our pilots, not-
w1thstand1ng the large decrease 1n the foreign trade of the port 
of New York, the pilots have been reasonably well compensated. 

We are also happy to state that during the year that is past, 
the whole body of the pilots have faithfully discharged their 
duties. Not a single disaster of any magnitude, or of such 
character as to require any censure of the pilot in charge, bas 
occured to any vessel under control of a New Jersey pilot. 

For many years, much complaint has been made by the New 
Jersey fishermen that their rights, as reserved by the treaty 
between this State and the State of New York, have been inter-
fered with by the New York authorities. 

The passage by the Legislature of our State, of the act entitled 
"An act relative to the fisheries in the waters of the lludson 
river," approved April 20th, 1876, by which jurisdiction over 
this subject was couferred upon this board, has we are happy to 
report, resulted most favorably. No complaint or occasion of 
complaint has, since the passage of that a~t arisen, ~n1 such 
arrangernents with the New York Board of Pilot Comm1ss1oners, 
which claims jurisdiction also under the New York statute, will 
undoubtedly be made as will prevent future trouble on this S!}ore. 

Tabular staten1ents, showing the details of the transactions of 
the pilots and of. this. board, a~e _her~witb su?mit~ed. In brief,

tices, thirteen ( 13) ; of pilot boa ts, seven (7). 0 n e pilot, 
Thomas Leitch, bas been drowned; and one, Robert D. Burnham, 
has died of disease contracted in the line of duty. 

One new pilot boat, the "Centennial," has been built and 
commissioned during the year, and one, the "Zinga," bas been 
sold out of the service. 

No further legislation, in regard to the pilotage system, seems 
necessary at present.
