6 of office of county clerks [and]. surrogates and sheriffs shall he 

7 five years[, and of sheriffs three years]. "11enever a vacancy 

8 shall occur in any such office it shall be filled in the manner to he 

9 provided ··by law. 

1 2. 'Vl1en this proposed amendment to the Constitution is finally 

2 agreed to, pursuant to Article IX, paragraph 1 of the Constitution,

COUNTY GOYERNMENT 

Amends Constitution to extend tl1e term of office for sheriffs from 

three to five years. 
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ASSEMBLYMAN JOHN PENN (Chairman): Good morning, 
ladies and gentlemen. The first thing on our agenda this 
morning is the Constitutional amendment that would deal with 
increasing the term of the prosecutor (sic). This would be our 
second public hearing on that from a -- sheriff; excuse me, 
sheriff. from the present term of three years to five years, to 
conform with the other Constitutional officers. 

I believe we had previous testimony at the time, and 
this is our second public hearing on it. Is there anybody who 
wishes to be heard on this particular subject? 
F R A N K W. H A I N E S : Sir , I don ' t know if , when I 
testified before, whether it was for the record or not. What 
I'd like to. do, if it isn't, is I'd like to read into the 
record what I said when the Committee was first considering the 
bill. Or I will submit it, if she can read it. 

ASSEMBLYMAN PENN: Your testimony from the previous -­
was read into the record. 

MR. HAINES: It was in the record? 
ASSEMBLYMAN PENN:. Yes, it is in the record. 
MR. HAINES: I didn't know whether it

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ASSEMBLYMAN PENN: All right. At this time, we>will 
conclude our public hearing on that, and move to our first bill.
