Many of the 
academic curriculums are modified from county versions. Students are expected to earn a minimum of 160 credits for 
graduation. Courses are taught at college prep, honors, AP and college (dual enrollment) levels. Our teachers infuse a 
great deal of technology including the use of electronic textbooks and resources. Time spent on homework varies greatly 
depending on the subject & classroom expectations.

Students must audition and take a placement test to be a candidate for 
acceptance. The students are given many opportunities to perform throughout the school year. They are also given 
opportunities to attend professional workshops with guest artists in their majors. Each student must complete an 
internship as part of the graduation requirements. Although a school for the arts, a strong infusion of technology is 
interwoven throughout the curriculum. 3-D printers, websites, digital portfolios, multi-sensory presentations, film 
equipment, and editing software are part of the technology experience. Communication with parents/guardians via parent 
portal as well as daily e-mails keep all informed on school happenings. Because we are a school of choice, very little 
discipline incidents are seen throughout the year. PAA is on a military post and this location restricts access to the 
building.
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
