Other Information:


CRMS has a faculty and staff of 80 and a student population of 776. Students are from 5 constituent districts and 9 
students are enrolled in our Choice Program from surrounding districts. Initiatives for 2018-19 include Improving Student 
Attendance, Increasing Interactive Learning through use of technology, and prioritizing enthusiasm and engagement in 
the classroom. The CRMS schedule consists of 11 Periods. The focus of instruction lends to 90 minutes of Math for 7th 
Graders, and 8th graders have 90 minutes of LA Literacy with teachers aligning instruction to NJSLS and differentiating 
instruction based on the needs of learners and inclusive environments. Students have a variety of rotators including, Art, 
Band, Chorus, Japanese, Italian, and Lifetime Fitness to name a few. The adoption of Edmentum provides students an 
opportunity to reinforce sub-skill areas as identified on PARCC Evidence Statements.
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
