Lloyd Road School's 2017-18 enrollment is approximately 580 students. Our school educates Grade 4 and 5 students
only as we are a receiving school for our three K-3 elementary schools. Our teachers and students use Google
Classroom throughout the day to support learning, and we are close to a 1 to 1 chromebook ratio. Our character
education and bullying prevention program is Olweus and it is delivered through guidance counselor activities throughout
the school year. We also use a student of the month program that has one character education theme per month that is
emphasized. Each month then culminates in one student from each class eating with the principal and assistant principal
in a recognition lunch. We are also very proud of our choral and instrumental music programs. Grade 4 students are able
to begin practicing an instrument of choice during their first year in Lloyd Road School. Grade 5 instrumental students
also have practice lessons throughout the year, but they also put on a spring performance to culminate each year. Our
choral program is open to Grade 5 students who also put on a spring performance.
