The school has central
air conditioning and will undergo major renovations in 2019 in order to enhance the educational facilities in the Career and
Technical Education (CTE) areas.

provided with two-way radios to communicate with school security personnel directly, conduct monthly security drills to
test the emergency plans and video surveillance around the school buildings to monitor/supervise common areas.
