Point Road School meets the differentiated needs of all of its students. Our I&RS committee in tandem with our
Interventionists work with regular education students to remediate skill area deficiencies and supplement our mainstream
curricular efforts. We offer in-class support services, resource room services; we have two, half day, integrated pre-
school classes as well as two multiply disabled classes. Speech, counseling, OT/PT are available for students in need.

Student Health and
Wellness:

Our school nurse and our Health/PE teachers spearhead our efforts in this area. They deliver our Health/Wellness
Curriculum, by providing classroom instruction and teacher professional development (CPR, AED, Asthma, Lyme, etc.)
They co-teach the Family Life curriculum. An Approved Snack List has been developed by the staff, parents and
students. Our students have two fifty five minute periods of PE in a six day cycle. They have thirty minutes of recess
daily.

Involvement:

Parent support is a dynamic force supporting our school's vision. They work to bolster the school programs with fiscal,
technological, curricular and volunteer support; including teacher grants. The PTO has contributed to our cultural arts
programs, our outdoor classroom, playground equipment, a Celebrating Different Learners Day and Multicultural Day.
The EFLS has purchased a significant amount of equipment such as J-touch interactive TVs, Surface Pro’s, 1:1
