District wide Professional Development Days take place twice a year. The School Improvement Panel and Data Analysis 
Committees develop an Action Plan to meet school goals for improvement. The Action Plan is reviewed and discussed 
by teachers from Robert Fulton and the Fulton Annex at scheduled bi-monthly PLC meetings. Teachers also participate 
in monthly meetings with the school's Literacy and Math coaches. Teachers are assigned by administrators to attend 
various Professional Development opportunities offered by HCPDConsortium. The district provides in-class support with 
out-of-district coaches (Math Labs, Guided Reading, etc). Monthly hour sessions are scheduled district wide to review 
assessment data and gain knowledge of strategies that may assist teachers in meeting NJSLS. In addition to the above, 
Robert Fulton School students also participate in Cultural Awareness Week, Women's History Month, Week of Respect 
and Career Day. An Annual Science Fair and Wax Museum for Black History Month are held for students in Grades 7 & 
8. Graduating students with high honors receive the President's Award. Qualifying seventh grade students may 
participate in New Jersey Seeds Program.
