It is a state of the art
media center with flexible seating, cooperative group rooms, and enhanced technological capabilities. A language lab with
30 seats and advanced technology was also added to the high school. In October of 2017, the C Wing Annex was opened
in the old library space. This new wing houses a school store, living space, office space, classroom, speech room, OT/PT

room, and rooms for small group instruction.

Our Math League continues to be active both in mathematics competitions and in fundraising efforts. Through
competitions like the New Jersey Math League, Math Madness, AMC 10/12, and the Moody's Mega Math Challenge,
students hone both critical thinking as well as high level mathematical skills. Through the BHS Math-a-Thon and other
fundraising efforts, the team has raised several thousand dollars over the last few years which they donated to the
Matheny School to benefit their math education program. Students from Bernards High participated in six academic
science competitions this year: New Jersey Science League, the Chemistry Olympiad, the US Physics Team qualifying
exam, and the NJ Physics Olympics. The New Jersey Science League (NJSL) Biology Il Team placed ninth in the state
with its top scorer placing eleventh in the state. The NJSL Physics C team placed sixth in the state, with its high scorer
placing sixth state-wide. One hundred thirty three schools compete in Science League. Of the four BHS teams that
competed in the NJ Physics Olympics,one team placed second and one placed fourth in the state. Fifteen students
received an award for the National Latin Exam. Of those 15, 10 ranked cum laude, 2 ranked magna cum laude, 2 ranked
maxima cum laude and 1 ranked summa cum laude. Fifteen students received medals for the National French Exam. Of
those fifteen, 4 were silver and 11 were bronze. There were 40 honorable mentions for the French Exam. There were
forty-six awards for the National Spanish Exam. 8 received bronze, 5 received silver, and 33 received an honorable
