Our
district has made great strides in providing access to all our students and teachers. All students in grades K-3 are
assigned individual Gmail accounts and use these accounts to login to Chromebooks for various explorations, research,
publishing, gaming and collaborative learning experiences. Students work together on Google Drive to create projects
and teachers collaborate on digital unit plans.Our school shifted to 1:1 Chromebooks for Grades 2 & 3 with all students
using Chromebooks during media instruction. All K-1 classes have access to iPads and students utilize the apps to
support learning in all content areas. Students have access to RAZ Kids, Pearson Realize, Newsela, WeVideo and other
online subscriptions to enhance instruction and learning. Teachers are tweeting #FHLeads class happenings and
leveraging their Twitter accounts to increase family engagement. Website design continues to evolve through Weebly
and Google Classroom in order to enhance student motivation, family connectedness, and public awareness of our
school community’s accomplishments. Students can be seen actively learning with QR codes, digital photography, iMovie
and Kahoot! Mindfulness activities are part of our regular school day in Grades 1-3. As students transition from the
Other Information: excitement of recess back into their afternoon of learning, teachers will lead various exercises and routines to help
children self-regulate their minds, bodies, and emotions.
