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Museum stores veterans’

The National Guard Militia Museum of New Jersey archives
a repository of veteran oral histories at its main facility in the
National Guard Training Center in Sea Girt, and is an official part-
ner of the Library of Congress. Since the program’s
inception in 2001, nearly 400 veterans’ stories have
been filmed — male and female veterans from every
recent U.S. war and conflict and every branch of
service.

One interview on file is with Margaret Houl-
day Askew. Mrs. Askew was born in Newark in
1918. In early 1941 she volunteered with the Mid-
dlesex County American Red Cross as a member
of the South Amboy Women’s Motor Corps. As a
Motor Corps member, Margaret was required to
have a driver’s license and qualify for certificates in
first aid and basic automobile mechanic skills, the
latter included changing tires in the dark.As a vol-
unteer, Margaret’s only ‘pay’ was her satisfaction in
helping her country and the gas ration coupons she
received.

With the outbreak of war that December, the Motor Corps
was assigned to support the N.J. State Guardsmen (the state’s Na-

tional Guard had been called up for federal service) posted along
the Raritan River bridges. Using her own automobile and driving
without headlights due to blackout regulations, Margaret braved
the dark and drove hot dinners to the guards camped under the
Route 9 bridge. She also served in the Civil Defense Corps.

The oral history program is always in need
of volunteers, who provide valuable assistance
in viewing and summarizing the veterans’ stories
for inclusion on our website and in the Library
of Congress’ online database. Our summaries
and transcripts provide a valuable insight and are
a resource for historical researchers and families
alike. Retired secretaries or court stenographers
are especially welcome as their skills are vital to
preparing transcripts of interviews.

Individual private interviews are conducted
at the museum; on occasion, off-site. A video
copy is given to the veteran.

The oral history project is ongoing year-
round, and veterans interested in an interview
can sign up on our website (http://www.state.
nj.us/military/museum/oralhistory.html) by completing an online
biographical form. Or you can get a hard copy when visiting the
museum or by calling 732-974-5966.

Distance is important in the competition, but creativity and
showmanship are necessary to impress the judges. Previous com-
petitions have shown off a flying taco, an airborne outhouse, a fire
engine streaking through the sky, and a Winnebago with wings.

The first Flugtag took place in Vienna, Austria in 1991 and
more than 80 Flugtags have been held around the globe since then.
Record for the farthest flight is 195 feet set in 2000 in Austria.The
U.S. record is 155 feet set in 2007 in Nashville.

This year, the U. S. Department of the Treasury is eliminat-
ing the purchase of paper savings bonds through payroll sales and
is encouraging participants to purchase electronic savings bonds
online through www.TreasuryDirect.gov. With TreasuryDirect,
Treasury can continue to offer employees the convenience of pay-
roll savings while reducing the cost of the savings bond program.
TreasuryDirect offers savings bonds for a minimum purchase of
$25 and other treasury securities including T-Bills, Notes, Bonds
and Treasury Inflation Protected Securities (TIPS) in increments
of $100.

As a regular saver through TreasuryDirect Payroll Savings, you
can direct your payroll deduction to an individual TreasuryDirect
account and make purchases of savings bonds or other Treasury
securities when you choose. Or you can have funds deposited into
TreasuryDirect from your checking or savings account and then
set up recurring purchases. In your TreasuryDirect account, you
can set up multiple registrations and convert your paper bonds to
electronic bonds through SmartExchange.

Opening a TreasuryDirect account only takes a few minutes
and it’s free!

Gray area retiree health
insurance opens

Enroliments begin Sept. | for a new Tricare insurance plan
aimed at so-called “gray area” National Guard and reserve re-
tirees who are eligible for, but not yet receiving, military retired
pay. The program is launching about a month earlier than Tricare
Management Agency officials previously had predicted. Called the
Tricare Reserve Retiree Program, the new insurance benefit
will cost $388.31 per month for single coverage and $976.4| per
month for family coverage through the end of the calendar year.
On Jan. I, monthly premiums will increase to $408.01 for single
coverage and $1,020.50 for family coverage. The program is not
available to anyone enrolled in or eligible for federal employee
health benefits. The premiums are much higher than were ex-
pected by military and veterans organizations that had advocated
for health care benefits to cover the period between the end of
military service and the start of retired pay — which for most
Guard and reserve members is age 60. About 180,000 Guard
and reserve retirees are in the “gray” area where their service
has ended but their retirement benefits have not started. But the
high premiums are likely to result in very few sign-ups for the new
military health benefits unless individuals have no other available
coverage, advocates for reserve health benefits said. Major mili-
tary groups are hoping to get Congress interested in reviewing
the health premiums when lawmakers return to work on Sept. 13
after a summer break. In addition to the monthly premiums, those
enrolled in the new program must meet an annual deductible be-
fore health costs are covered. The current annual deductible is
$150 for individual coverage and $300 for family coverage. They
also must make a copayment of 20 percent of the negotiated rate
for services provided from within the Tricare network and higher
fees for out-of-network services. Still, military officials said the
program can be helpful to retirees who do not have other health
benefits.
