Lovell J. Honiss School is a progressive educational environment which values the contributions of each child as they 
move through the developmental continuum of grades K-8. Our school day begins at 8:25 am to 3 pm. Students are 
enrolled in kindergarten based on district policy, with middle school consisting of enrollment by 5th grade. Students work 
within a digital environment which includes access to laptops, chrome books, and Smartboard technology. Security is 
maintained through security cameras and intercom systems and identification for all district employees. All staff members 
possess a school crisis quick reference clipboard and are trained in security measures. School information is displayed 
on the district website and monthly calendars are provided to parents each month. The district also uses the School 
Messenger System to communicate emergencies. Students participate in end of the year field trips (K-5), a yearly 
outdoor education environmental program, a trip to Broadway, and the annual eighth grade trip to Washington, DC. Our 
faculty and staff is comprised of veteran and novice teachers who seek out the best methodologies to prepare students 
for their futures.
