program, applicants must be a resident of the State of New Jersey, and must
have been hired as a direct care professional within one year after completing a bachelor’s degree
program, or a graduate degree program leading to a master’s degree in 2 human service discipline,
such as social work, psychology or counseling, or a health related profession, such as occupational,
physical or speech therapy. Participants will be required to enter into a written contract with
HESAA specifying the duration of required service and the total amount of loans to be redeemed in

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return for service. Eligible candidates must have been employed at the qualified facility on or after

July 14, 2005
Furthermore, NJ.S.A. 18A:71B-95 provides:

The Authority to annually submit a report on the program to the Governor and chairmen of
the Senate Budget and Appropriations, Assembly Appropriations, Senate Health, Human
Services and Senior Citizens, and Assembly Health and Human Services committees, or their
successors committees. The report shall... include, but not be limited to, the following
