You know or may not know, but I'm
certain that your family knows that in New Jersey it's very town by town centric. Each town wants to control their own
zoning and make their own decisions in that regard and they get really kind of touchy when the state tries to get too
involved in that but because of the extraordinary circumstances surrounding Sandy we’ve been able to have influence
at least on some of these things. So we’re happy to try to work with you and help you on that like we’ve helped a lot of
other families in this circumstance. And | am aware of how long this permitting process has taken in a lot of places, in
some places they’re doing it really well and in some places they're not doing it as well as they need to. And so we want
