The New Jersey Administrative Code shall be cited as N.J.A.C. The citation to a particular section 

in the Code shall include the numerical designations of the title, chapter, subchapter and section referred 
to, preceded by the initials N .J .A.C. Example: N .J .A.C. 1 :30-1.4.
