of this State ; but the Continental Cui rency being now depn ciated as low as eighty or nine-

ty tor one, the Legiflature, fenfible ol the great Lois the Publick mud fudain by having
the new Money ftnt out under fuch evident Difadvantages, have thought proper to rei

that Part of the Law which fixes a proportional Value between the new Money afbrei'atd,

and the Continental Currency, in order thereby to cdablilh t'.ie Value of the (aid new Mo-
ney equal to that of Specie. The Propriety of this Mcalure \vc doubt not has already oc-
curred to Congrefs, but as there is a Neceffity that there mould be an Uniformity in I

Value of the Money illucd by the levcral States, we would beg I.rave to fugged 'to Con-
grefs the Propriety of recommending this Mcafure to the Conlideration of the other States-

in the Union.

The Legiflature would further reprefent that the Inhabitants of this State have, from
Time to lime with the greated Readinefs, iurnillud the Army of the United States with
fuch Articles of Supply as have been in their Power, in Payment for which thev have re-

ceived little ell'e than Certificates ; and as chiel Part of the Inhabitants of this State are Farm-
ers, and depend upon the Sale of their Produce for Money, and the Mode of giving Cer-
tificates effectually putting it out of the Power of a great Part of the People to pay their

Taxes unlcfs in Certificates ; this being the Cafe but little Continental Money will be brought
into the Treafury, and this State in confequence has but little Profpccf. in the Mode pre-

feribed by Congrefs of drawing out its Proportion of the new Money, or the People of re-

ceiving what is and may become juftly due to them from the Publick ; we wifli Congrefs
to take this Matter into Confidcratiou, and to devife fome Means either by paying the Peo-
ple their jud Debts from the Continental Treafury, or by enabling this State to receive its

Proportion of the new Money in Lxchange for the Certificates which may be brought into

the Treafury by Taxes, by which we might be enabled to fatisfy the iuft Demands of the
People on Account ot prefent Debts, and procure Supplies more readily on future Requifi-
tions.

The Legiflature would further reprefent, that notwithstanding the extraordinary Exertions
of the Inhabitants of this State in furnifhing Supplies; notwithstanding they have reduced
their own Stores to a very fcanty Allowance for themfelves and their domedick Dependants ;

yet fuch is the Situation of Neiv-Jerfcy, "that on every Want of the Army, from what Caufe
foever it may arife, fhe is firft called upon to furnifh a Supply, and her Inhabitants are often

obliged to lee their Provisions and Forage tmpreffed and taken from them by Force, whilft

their Families and Cattle are reduced to abfolute Want. Perhaps fuch a Meafure may be
judicable in the Commander in Chief, as the Comfort and Health of his Soldiery- are, and
ought to be, the principal Objects of his Care ; but it is owing to a Defect fomewhere : We
would then in Judice to our Condiments, earncdly requed that Congrefs would take the

Premifes under their Confidcratiou, and by requiring other States to forward their full Pro-
portion of Supplies, relieve this State from a Burden which will otherwife in a little Time
become infupportable.

That avoiding unneceffary Repetitions, they beg Leave, in the molt earned and explicit

Manner, to call the Attention of Congrefs to thefe feveral Records, as from them it is

clearly underftood in what Confidence this State waved, for the Time, their juft Pretenti-

ons defcribed in the fixth Article of the Reprefentation before-mentioned, and poftponed,

every private Confideration to the Happinefs and Perfection of the Union, well convinced

that the Time could not be far diftant, when every partial and unfounded Claim would be

equitably and fatisfactorily relinquifhed.

That they faw with the utmoft Surprize, an Office opened by the Commonwealth of Vir-

ginia, for the Sale and Difpofal of Lands, which before and at the Commencement of the

prefent War, were confeffedlv veiled in the Crown of Great-Britain, when on the plaineft

Principles of the Law of Nations, of Reafon, Truth and Juftice, they are beome, by the

Revolution, vefted in Congrefs, for the Ufe of the fcederal Republish.

They reprefent, that it is the indifpenfable Duty of this Legiflature, in Juftification and

Defence of the Rights of the People, to except and remonftrate in the molt pointed Terms
againft the Difpofuion of any Property under the foregoing Defcription,for the feparate Emo-
lument of any State.

That they acknowledge no Tribunal but that of Congrefs, competent to the Redrefs of

fuch a Grievance as the fating up, by any State, an cxclufive Claim to any of the faid

Lands, in whatever Part of the Union they may be fituated ; and they fee with Pleafure,

in the Proceedings of Congrefs of the fixth Day of September, and tenth Day of Oclober

laft, the faithful and generous Efforts made by that Honourable Body to compromise and

adjuft Differences upon this Subject, and have the fulleft Hopes thev will be effectual.

That
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That it is the habitual Predilection of this State that all Caufes of Complaint, Jealoufy
and Contelt, not only upon this but every other Subjeft, fhould fubfidc under the conci-
liating Influence of Equity, Moderation and liberal Affections, (an Example of which, on
the prefent Queftion, is furnilhcd by an adjoining State) and that it may never become juft

ro entertain a Thought of reforting to other Means.
Confiding therefore in the watchful Care, in the Wifdom, Juftice and Firmnefs of Con-

trol's, they aflure thenifelves that the Republick will be fecured againft Detriment, and tlu

The Legiflature ground their Apprehenfions upon Information delivered by Colonel Dayton
personally, and from Lieutenant-Colonel De-Hart by Way of Letter, in Behalf of himfelf and
the other Officers prefent in Camp, both complaining of the Injuftice of the Mode of Pro-
motion, and alledging, that hitherto the Line of Promotions had been confined to States,

during which feveral Officers of lower Rank than three or four of the Officers of tlie Jerfey
Line were promoted to the Rank of Brigadiers, am! who could by no Means be fuppofed to

have ferved their Country more faithfully, or to be entitled to a greater Share of Merit than

the Officers of this State; of this they did not complain, becaufe, although they conceived

it difadvantageous at the Time, they expected alio to reap the Benefit of Promotion in that

Mode in common with the Officers of other States, from which they arc now prevented

by an Alteration in the Line of Preferment.

The Syflem of Promotion referred to wc fliould have by no Means objected againfl had
it been adopted in the Beginning, or when the Army were in a rude and unformed State: It

may perhaps in itfelf be the moft eligible, but we conceive it more prudent and expedient to

purfue a Mode of Promotion cflablifhed and long practifed on, though in itfelf liable to

Exceptions, than to hazard the Murmurings, Discontents and Resignations which may be
the Confequences of Alterations, which will be confidercd as a Token of Inflabiiity, and
wilK, we fear, be exceedingly prejudicial, if not ruinous to the Jcrfcy Line.

You are therefore directed in the molt fpirited Manner to remonltratc in Congrcfs againfl

it, and ufe your Endeavours to have the Senior Battalion Officer of this State promoted to

luch Rank as he is jufllv entitled to, whenever a Promotion of that Kind fhall be nccelfary

for
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for the Service, and to obtain the exclufive Right of Promotion to the Officers of this State,

without bt-ino- connected to the Line of any other State. Nothing but a Multiplicity of im-

portant Bufinefs and a Want of Time prevents the Legiflature from formally remonilrating

to Congrefs on the Subject. Should your Endeavours be ineffectual, the Legiflature may
then think it neceffary more directly to interfere, as they think it a Matter of the greatelt

Importance to do Jullice, and give a reafonable Satisfaction to their Officers and Soldiers as

far as in their Power.
