RFH maintains a unique schedule. This schedule provides 7 academic periods, lunch, and a study period with the support of a 
Learning Resource Center (LRC). LRC provides students with the opportunity to seek extra academic support in every content 
area. At least half of the teachers from every department are available throughout the building to meet with students to review 
content area, re-teach as needed, assist with homework, and provide extra time for assessments if needed. Teachers use this 
period as a primary means of differentiating instruction. This individualized approach is an effective complement to traditional in-
class differentiation. While most students voluntarily elect to attend LRC, some students are assigned to LRC by subject area 
teachers for intervention and personalized support. This LRC model provides all students the resources and support needed to 
achieve success during the regular school day.
