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REPORT OF JOINT COMMITTEE. 

The Joint Committee of the Legislature on State Prison, re-
spectfully report: . 

That we have visited the institution, in discharge of our official 
duties, and examined the bupervisor's account of the expendi­
tures for the yel'tr ending October 31st, 1876, as well as the 
vouchers thereof, and find them to agree. 

The whole amount of expenditures during the year, including 
salaries, provisions, clothing, &c., amount to $106,000; receipts 
for the same time, $30,900; permanent improvements, not in­
clnded in the above statement, $16,000. 

For an accurate and more detailed account, we refer you to 
the carefully prepared statement of the Supervisor, Col. vV. R. 
Murphy. 

We have also inspected the prison buildings, inclnding cells, 
work-shops, bake-room, wash-house, &c., and find the institution 
carefully conducted. A faithful observance of every thing that 
is essential to good order and successful administration being 
everywhere apparent, so far, at least, as the present insufficient 
prison accommodations will admit of. The discipline is rigid, 
but not unkind, ordinary wants are well cared for; cleanliness, 
thereby promoting purity of atmosphere, is especially noticeable 
throughout all the departments. Heforrnatory measures are by 
no means overlooked, all of which reflect much credit upon the 
present Keeper, General Gershom Mott. 

In the well .arranged work-shops provision is made for the 
employment of a large number of the convicts, itself a reform­
atory measure of great value. 

The repairs to the institution have been made in a creditable 
manner; these improvements, together with the cleanliness 
observable throughout, and especially the vigilance and pro­
fessional skill of the physician, Dr. W. W. L . Philips, have 
tended largely to the promotion of a good sanitary condition, 
which has prevailed during the year. 

Heferonce was made in last year's report to the crowded con­
dition of the convicts, incident upon the constantly increasing 
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number of commitments, until, at the present time, an absolute 
necessity arises for immediate action by the Legislature for an 
enlargement of the institution, to meet the wants of its present 
overcrowded condition. On the 31st of October there were 829 -
convi.cts confined in 515 cells, many of which were occupied by 
two, and others by three prisoners. This condition cannot 
long exist without great inconvenience in the matlagement, and 
positive injury to the welfare and safety of the inmates. 

Your committee were unanimous in suggesting to the Legis­
lature that i.n the contemplated improvements, especial attention 
should be given to separating the young convicts, and those 
placed there for mi.nor offences, from old criminals and those 
incarcerated for more grave offences, thereby preventing a com­
panionship that is at once undesirable and likely to be produc­
tive of injury to the moral nature of those, who might yet, 
under proper influences, ue induced to repent of their past 
misdeeds, and giving promise of a better future-, become i.n time 
useful citizens, in life respected and in death filling an honored 
grave. 

In conclusion, it is worthy of notice that the labors of the 
committee were greatly lessened by the systematic manner in 
which the accounts were presented by the present clerk, Robert 
B . Bonny.

SUPERVISOR'S REPORT. 

SUPERVISOR'S OFFICE, } 
NEW JERSEY STATE PRISON, 

October 31st, 1876. 

To His Excellency, Joseph D. Bedle, Governor: 

Sm :-Herewith I respectfully forward my eighth annual 
report as Supervisor of this prison, including balance sheet and 
statements A, B, C and D. 

That these may be more clearly understood, it is proper to say 
that the act entitled "An act for the government and regulation 
of the State Prison," approved April 21st, 1876, made an entire 
change in the mode of paying the debts incurred for the main­
tenance of the convicts; and as the law took efiect in the middle 
of the fiscal year, it seemed the better plan to continue to charge 
our several accounts with the supplies furnil'!hed, and give the 
State credit for the payment of the bills audited by the Comp­
troller and paid by the Treasurer. Iu this way is shown the 
whole cost of maintenance as well as the separate cost of 
subsistence, fuel, clothing, &c. (See statement A.)

The cost of maintaining the convicts during the whole year 

• 
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amounts to $55,226.79. Of this sum, the State Treasurer has 
paid, under the provisions of the act above referred to, 
$27,432.01. The difforence between these two sums ($27,794.78) 
was paid out of the surplus earnings of last year remaining in 
my hands st the date of last report, together with the current 
earnings up to the time the law went into operation. 

Since June 1st, I have paid to the State Treasurer in cash 
the sum of $34,206.61, being $6,774.60 more than the amount 
paid by that officer for the curreut expenses of maintenance; 
that is to say, after paying all the cost of supporting the convicts 
during the year, there remained a surplus uf $6,774.60, which 
has passed into the treasury of the State. 

By comparing the debit side of profit and loss account on the 
balance sheet with statement A, a diflerence will be discovered 
of $11,172.66. This amount was expended for improvements 
and rl'pairs on the buildings, and forms no part of the ordinary 
expenses of the prison. 

In my last annual report, a statement· was made relative to the 
relinquishment by Messrs. Bigelow & Howe of their contract for 
the employment of convicts. This took effect on the 25th day 
of May, 1875, leaving only thirty-six convicts at work. These 
were employed by Messrs 'l itus & Scudder, who had, on the 2d 
day of June of the year last mentioned, given notice that they 
abandoned their contract. This left us with six hundred idle 
men, and no prospect of employment for any part of them. 

NEW CONTRACTS. 

On the 30th of November last, a contract was made with 
Messrs. T. D. Philips & Co., of Philadelphia, for the employment 
of one hundred and fifty convicts, at the price of fifty cents per 
day. This contract terminates on the 30th, prox. The terms of 
a new contract with the same firm have been agreed upon for 
the employment of two hundred and twenty-firn convicte, at the 
price above mentioned. This contract is to continue one year, 
and will take effect at the end of the expiring one. 

On the 1st day of June of the present year, another contract 
was made with Messrs. T. P. & S. t-5. Smith, a Philadelphia firm, 
for the labor of seventy-five convicts, at the price of fifty cents 
per day; and on the 21st day of September, a supplemental 
agreement was made to the last mentioned contract, increasing 
the number of convicts to be employed to one hundred 
and twenty-five. This contract and the supplement will term­
inate on the 1st day of June, 1878. There are, therefore, three 
hundred and fifty convicts employed under contracts, and a 
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reasonable prospect that this number will be increased within 
the next two or three months. 

It is believed that the earnings during the coming year will be 
sufficient to defray all the current expenses, without making any 
material draft upon the State treasury.

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INSPECTORS' REPORT. 

lNsPECTORs' RooM, NEw JERSEY STATE PRISON,} 
November, 1st, 1876. 

To His Excellency, Joseph D. Bedle, Governor of New Jersey: 

Sm-The Board of Inspectors of the State Prison respectfully 
present the following report of the institution, for the fiscal year 
ending October 3 Lst, 1876: 

Owing to the continued depression in every branch of busi· 
ness this institution bas suffered in common with every other, 
and has, consequently, but a poor and unsatisfactory report to 
make of its operations for the past year. 

All due diligence has been exercised by the Supervisor to 
prevent this condition of affairs, but, unfortunately, his efforts 
for a time proved futile. 

During the present season, however, new contracts have been 
entered into, which give promise, if not of profitable, at least of 
living, employment for the convicts. 

On the 30th of November, 1875, a contract was made for oue 
year with Messrs. T. & D. Philips, of Philadelphia, for the em­
ploymeut of 150 men, at fifty cents per diem. Previous to its 
expiration a new contract was consummated with same firm, 
for 225 men on same terms. 

A similar contract was also effected for 7 5 men, with Messrs. 
T. l'. & S. S. Smith & Co., of Philadelphia, and subsequently an 
additional contract for 50 more, making in all 125 men, at same 
rate. 

So that altogether there are now 350 of the prison inmates 
profitably employed. These, with prospective offers for the 
employment of still more men, lead us to hope that we have 
seen the worst, and that, henceforth, the prison will cea>e to be 
much of a burden upon the State Treasury. 
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The total amount of moneys authorized to be 
drawn for all purposes, including salaries of 
Supervisors, Keeper and Inspectors, is, - - $122,963 90

The steady and continuous increase in the number of pris­
oners, and the want of proper accommodation for them, compels 
us again to call your Excellency's attention to this subject, and 
to request )OU to urge upon the Legislature the necessity of 
making immediate provision for this pressing need. There are 
but 515 available cells in the prison, and there are confined 
therein at the present time 829 prisoners, the average for the 
past year being 766, against 656 for the preceding year, a gain 
of 110 on the average. Should this same ratio of increase con­
tinue during the present year, it will be impossible for the 
Keeper to provide room for their safe and proper confinement. 

Another matter to which we beg to call your attention, is the 
necessity of providing suitable accommodations within the walls 
of the prison for the proper treatment of lunatic convicts. It 
bas been suggested in previous reports that by taking the 
apartments now occupied by the Keeper's family, and fitting them 
up appropriately, this want would be at once met. This, of 
course, would necessitate the erecr,ion of a dwelling for the 
Keeper, which could be conveniently located directly opposite 
the prison, an arrangement which would, in many respects, be 
a great improvement upon the present one. 

The want of legal authority to purchase real estate bas 
prevented the officers of the institution from securing the 
necessary land for the decent interment of those unfortunates 
who happen to die during their term of imprisonment. The 
plot (7 5 feet by 7 5 feet) now used within the enclosure for this 
purpose is filled to repletion, and no further burials can be 
made there without disturbing the remains of those already 
interred. A suitable piece of ground just outside the city, 
comprising about two acres, bas been offered at a reasonable 
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price, and we respectfully ask for authority to purchase the 
same. 

F'ew or no complaints have been made by the prisoners to 
the Inspectors of ill-treatment or insufficient food-gratifying 
evidence of the skillful management and good discipline of the 
Keeper, Gen. Mott, to whom we cheerfully accord the credit of 
having governed the institution, during his incumbency, with 
prudence and economy. 

The health of the prisoners, as shown by the report of the 
prison physician, Dr. W. W. L. Phillips, bas been uniformly 
good, there having been but twenty deaths during the year, and 
those mostly of a constitutional character. No contagious or 
infectious disease has prevailed. 

To Co1. Murphy, the Supervisor, we are under many obliga­
tions for his cordial co-operation with us in the performance of 
our duties, and congratulate him upon his marked success in 
administering the affairs of his department. 

To Mr. R. B. Bonney, also, the efficient clerk of the prison, 
we are under many obligations for favors and attentions, and 
hiirhly commend his careful and accurate method of keeping the 
accounts of the prison.

KEEPE~'~ REPORT. 

KEEPER'S OFFICE, NEW JEHSEY STATE PRISON,} 
Trenton, October 31st, 1876. 

To His Excellency, Joseph D. Bedle, Governor vj New Jersey: 

Sm :-I have the honor to transmit you the followiug report 
for the year ending October 31st, 1876. 

Number of prisoners November 1st, 187 5, was six hundred and 
eighty-four (684); number received during the year five hundred 
and fifty-eight (fi58); number discharged four hundred and thir­
teen (413); leaving at this time eight hundred and twenty-nine 
(829). The daily average last year was six-hundred and fifty-six 
(656); this year it has been seven hundred and sixty-six (766), an 
average increase of one hundred and ten (110). The cost of main­
taining the convicts (including officers' salaries), per capita during 
the year, was one hundred and thirty-eight .dollars and forty-nine 
cents ($1i58.49) ; the preceding year it was or,e hundred and 
seventy-three dollars and fifty-eight cents ($173.5~), showing a 
saving of thirty-five dollars and nine cents (:t!i35.09) per convict, 
or twenty-six thousand eight hundred and seventy-eight dollars 
and ninety-four cents ($26,878.94) on the whole number in 
confinement. 

Allow me to call your attention to the following statements: 
First. The crowded state of the prison. 

The number of cells available for the confinement of convicts 
is five hundred and fifteen (515); of these twenty-seven (27) are 
occupied by thirty-nine (3!=1) female convicts; this leaves four 
hundred and eighty-eight (488) to hold seven hundred and ninety 
(790) male convicts; three hundred and eight (308) of the four 
hundred and eighty-eight (488) cells are capable of holding only 
one in each ; then there remains but one hundred and eighty 
(180) cells for four hundred and eighty-two ( 482) convicts; one 
hundred and twenty-two (122) of these must contain three (3) 
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convicts each, and the other fifty-eight (58) two (2) each. The 
evil effects of confining so many criminals in one cell needs no 
explanation or argument. The probabilities are that during the 
next year the number of convicts will be at least one thousand 
(1000). What is to be done with them ia a problem for the 
proper authorities to solve, and that without delay. 

Second. The practice of sending young convicts here for slight 
offences for the period of six (6) months, and confining them in 
cells with old and hardened criminals is to be deprecated, as 
when their term of sentence expires they go out better posted, 
and greater adepts in crime than when they arrived. 

Third. The cook and wash houses . 
These were built years :;igo, and although considered sufficient 

at that time, are inadequate to our present want8. There is a 
want of space in the rooms. The boilers in the cook house have 
not sufficient . capacity, and the machinery in the wash house is 
of old style, and not at all equal to the work required of it. 

Fourth. The ventilation and sewerage. 
Neither of these are sufficient, and the most of it ill-con­

structed. I have had five (5) ventilators put in since assuming 
charge, yet these are still insufficient to carry off the foul air 
and gases which naturally accumulate where so many human 
beings are packed into a small spa~e. The present system of 
sewerage is imperfect, and not at all adapted to the crowded 
state of the prison, especially in the north and south halls and 
the west wing, the latter having none at all, and still retain the 
old system of using buckets. 

Fijth. The present grave yard. 
The plot of ground now used for the burying of deceased 

convicts is but seventy-seven (77) feet . square, and has been in 
use ever since this prison was built, and for how mu<:h longer I 
do not know. It has been buried in over and over again, so 
that it is hardly possible, to put n spade in the ground without 
striking a coffin or human bones. There is a plot of ground, 
which can be bought at a reasonable price, within a convenient 
distance, easy of access, and outside of corporation limits. I 
would urge the neceHsity of the proper authorities securing this 
plot without delay, and having the remains of those now depos­
ited in the present burying ground removed to it, not only as a 
sanitary, but also as a humane measure. 

For the financial, statistical, and sanitary state of the prison, 
and the moral and religious condition of the convicts, I would 
respectfully refer you to the reports of the Supervisor, Board of 
Inspectors, Physician, and Moral Instructor.

MORAL INSTRUCTOR'S REPORT. 

STATE PRISON, TRENTON, N. J., October 31, 1876. 

To His Excellency, Joseph D. Bedle, Governor: 

Sm: In presenting this, my ninth annual report, I have 
again to acknowledge my indebtedness to a kind and gracious 
G?d, who has not only spared my life, but has also favored me 
with health and strength, so that there bas not been any sus­
pension or intermission in the discharge of the duties devolving 
upon me. The usual services have been held in each of the 
halls on every Sabbath during the year. 

A spirit of enquiry has been awakened in the minds of a num­
ber of the convicts on religious subjects, growing out of the 
instruction imparted by the t5abbatb services. One young man 
left the institution, during the past year, indulging the hope 
that he had experienced the power of Divine Grace in the salva­
tion of bis soul ; and another bas been awakened to a seuse of 
his guilt, and his inability to satisfy the justice of God on 
account thereof. He has been and still is seeking pardon, plead­
ing the merits of the Lord Jesus Christ, but has not been 
enabled to apprehend Christ as his Saviour, though I have 
endeavored to present the All-sufficient Saviour to his view. His 
prayer, and my prayer, is, and has been, that the Holy Spirit 
may be his teacher and guide, and he be led to accept of Jesus 
as his complete and entire Saviour. 

I have endeavored to persuade many of the convicts, and in a 
number of cases have succeeded, that it was a good thing for 
them to have been sent to prison, for thereby they have been 
stopped in their mad career of sin and folly, and have time for 
reflection on the past, and to anticipate the future; adding, that 
God may have mercy in store for them. Those who have had 
religious instruction at home, acquiesce in the truth of this sen­
·timent, acknowledging that no doubt it is for their good. 
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I labor under great disadvantage in not having the prisoners 
in sight, yet from incidents which have occurred, I am convinced 
that a very considerable num her of them listen to the preached 
word, and that word may yet result in the salvation of their 
souls. 

Some of the convicts are almost destitute of a sense of 
religious obligation; they have grown up without instruction­
some of them have never attended a Sabbath school, or been to 
a place of worship. Truly, we have heathen in our very midst, 
and they are not to be neglected, but cared for and prayed for. 

The appropriation of five hundred dollars, made by the Legis­
lature at its last sbssion, for the benefit of the prison library, has 
not yet been made available. It. is much needed. 

Religious tracts have been distributed among the inmates, as 
also the "American Messenger," published by the American 
Tract Society, and which is much appreciated by some of the 
men. 

In the discharge of my duties I have had the kind co-opera­
tion of the officers of the institution.

PHYSICIAN'S REPORT. 

To the Board of Inspectors: 

GENTLEMEN : The monthly reports which have been pre­
sented at your regular monthly meetings have furoished your 
Board with the requisite information from the medical depart­
ment of the prison. In those reports you have received what­
ever recommendations have seemi:id necessary in reference to 
the hygienic condition and management ot the institution. 

The crowded condition ot the prison is well knowu . Addi­
tional provision for the safe keeping of the prisoners is impera­
tively necessary 

The imperfection of the present system of sewerage is fully 
apparent. No delay should be allowed in correcting its defects. 

There have been twenty deaths during the year: eiµ.hteen from 
pulmonary consumption, oue from spinal caries, and one from 
cirrhosis of the liver. 

Eleven insane convicts were sent to the lunatic asylum. In 
any enlargement of the prison which may take place, it will be 
entirely feasible to arrange for the proper accommodation of the 
insane. This can readily be done if the ground now belonging 
to the State, on the west Ride of the canal, should be all enclosed 
within the prison walls.
