• KRHS has two Academy Programs, S.T.E.M. and Business Leadership, that include an in-depth study of targeted 
courses at an advanced level, which include college partnerships.


• KRHS offers over 20 Advanced Placement classes and approximately 20 dual credit opportunities with colleges. 
KRHS also offers on-site job experiences in the areas of Allied Health and Animal Science.

KRHS values all learners in securing our commitment to excellence. To accomplish these efforts, we aim to provide a 
secure and supportive environment that affords high quality curricula, instruction, and programming that challenge and 
empower each learner to pursue his or her interests and potential. This focus on a student-centered approach to learning 
establishes a strong academic foundation in the core areas as well as in career-centered elective courses to prepare our 
students for success post-high school. Additionally, we view our faculty and staff as learners in this journey and provide 
strong professional development with a focus on the following: understanding and building a solid curriculum aligned to 
state standards; being assessment literate to gather valid and reliable data; and understanding and implementing 
differentiated instruction to maximize learning for all students. Our goal as a school is to build understanding and 
confidence through academic experiences.

The Class of 2018 was notable for their academic achievement. An impressive 36% graduated with a grade point 
average of 92% or higher. Through partnerships with post-secondary institutions, over 1049 college credits were earned 
prior to getting a high school diploma. The Class of 2018 had acceptances into 240 different colleges or post-secondary 
schools in twenty-nine states and was collectively awarded $3.2 million in various scholarships, grants and awards.

Courses, Curriculum, 
Instruction:


KRHS has a variety of enrichment programs and opportunities to advance student interest and help students meet post-
secondary goals. We offer over 20 AP courses and approximately 20 courses on-site that award college credits while in 
high school. In 2018, 72% of our AP testers earned a 3 or higher, which exceeds state and global percentage. Subjects in 
which Kingsway had a higher mean average when compared to state or global means were: Art History, Calculus BC, 
Chemistry, English Language and Composition, English Literature and Composition, European History, Italian Language 
and Culture, Music Theory, Physics 1, Physics 2, Psychology, Studio: Art Drawing Portfolio, and US History. Our 
partnerships with Rowan College of Gloucester County and Camden County College brings many opportunities for 
students to embark on their college career early. These opportunities allow students to earn college credit while at KRHS. 
On average, each senior class earns at least 875 college credits.

Before and After 
School Programs:


Kingsways after-school Academic Assistance Program (AAP) is a TItle I funded program that is dedicated to bolstering 
identified students’ academic confidence and performance by providing additional instruction from highly qualified 
teachers in the core subject areas of English/language arts, math, and the math-related sciences of physics and 
chemistry. Students can use this time to receive additional academic reinforcement, effectively prepare for assessments, 
complete homework with assistance, or work on projects with support.


Staff and Professional 
Learning:


Kingsway's staff engages in professional learning experiences that develop their capacity to deliver instruction guided by 
the curriculum, rigorous and relevant, engaging and excited, and includes assessment for learning tailored to the 
individual student. Professional Learning Team (PLT) time is provided to all faculty. During the 2017-2018 school year, 
KRHS trained various teachers and administrators on Harvard University's DataWise framework. PLT's then utilized this 
model l to focus on student performance outcomes to improve professional practice and academic performance. 
Kingsway partnered with Harvard University as a case study. Kingsway focused on writing in the content areas to 
vertically and horizontally align writing in the various disciplines. Faculty meetings center on writing to learn and learning 
to write, along with short burst of PD. As a follow up to the 2016-2017 DI Cohort’s, new teachers were given PD and 
workshops to support the growth of all leaners.


Postsecondary 
Information:


KRHS believes it is never too early to begin discussing and planning for the future. The Guidance Department has 
developed services and programs to assist students in developing and meeting their post-secondary goals. As a result, 
87% of our students pursue higher education after graduation. Graduates have been accepted to colleges, universities 
and technical institutes in 43 states and 13% of our students pursue proprietary schools, military, or employment. 
Varieties of direct and indirect services are targeted to students and parents to assist in both career development and 
college awareness. In an effort to assist students and families with the overwhelming cost of college, we have partnered 
with both Rowan College of Gloucester County and Camden County Community College so that students can take 
college courses while in high school at a discounted rate. We offer FAFSA and scholarship assistance. Last year, our 
students were awarded nearly 4 million dollars in financial aid.

Students speaking a language, other than English, as their primary language (ELL) receive services and 
supports that are not offered to students who speak English as a first language and these include: A dedicated English 
class i.e. depending on their Tier, either ELL I and ELL II - An English Comp class (for newcomers)- A dedicated 
guidance counselor- A dedicated ELL teacher- Participation in after school Academic Assistance Program with 
assistance from the ELL teacher- Two district translator one in MS and HS

Every student at KRHS is required to have Health and Physical Education courses throughout their four years of high 
school. This includes physical fitness activities, team building and Mindfulness activities as well as Human Sexuality, 
Driver’s Education, Health and Nutrition, and Safety and First Aid/CPR.


Parent and Community 
Involvement:


KRHS offers opportunities for parents and the community to get involved. Kingsway has a High School Advisory 
Committee made up of parents, which discusses curriculum initiatives, school practices, and safety procedures. KRHS 
has a variety of clubs/activities that promote community involvement and charitable contributions from food drives to Toys 
for Tots. Parents have access to their students’ information through Power School as well as Naviance, a college and 
career readiness software provider that partners with high schools and other K–12 institutions to provide students with 
college planning and career assessment tools. KRHS has a community Dragon Run, with proceeds helping cancer 
research; KRHS also hosts a community craft show, which has local families and merchants utilize the high school facility 
to sell crafts and other homemade goods. KRHS hosts musicals, play productions and concerts for the local community 
and invites our senior community members to an annual fall Gala.

The original building opened its doors September 1963 as a 7-12 grade building. Today the High School has an 
enrollment of approximately 1,800 student’s grades 9-12. The last addition to the High School was made in 2013. There 
are approximately 105 classrooms that include two seminar rooms, five art rooms, a foods lab, state of the art TV studio 
as highlighted by local news media, and 10 science labs. The High School is air-conditioned and also has two cafeterias, 
two media centers, three gymnasiums, and one auditorium.

KRHS has two front entrances that have secured lobbies, which feature technology to ensure that our students are safe 
and they are decorated to showcase the school environment. The building and campus are monitored by 125 cameras, a 
security system, a resource officer and two security guards.

Technology has been a priority at KRHS. Each department has at least one Chromebook cart to aid in the implementation 
of curricula. Science classrooms have been outfitted with new laptops ensuring that Vernier probe ware and other Science 
applications, can run effectively ensuring that lessons are engaging and relevant preparing students for their post-
secondary plans. KRHS also offers a plethora of technology-based electives that engage students in S.T.E.M. related 
activities such as Computer Graphics, Computer Aided Design (I and II), and Principles of Engineering. The wireless 
infrastructure has been expanded to allow greater access to wireless technology, which has opened the door for greater 
possibilities using technology. For example, students have an opportunity to engage in discussions with NASA engineers 
and speak to doctors after viewing live surgeries. Professional Development on Google Classroom makes resources 
readily accessible to all students and guardians.

Kingsway employs a unique SMART Schedule. The school days consists of two wheels, a three period 56 min am wheel 
and a three period 56 min pm wheel, which rotates on a four day cycle and one lunch for all in between the two wheels. 
The one lunch (S.M.A.R.T. period) is an acronym that stands for Students Maximizing Achievement, Resources, 
Relationships, and Time and is the title given to our high school schedule. S.M.A.R.T. reflects a departure from a very 
traditional schedule to one that maximizes resources, relationships and time so that our students make the most of their 
high school experience, improve academic achievement, and graduate college and career ready. Through the 
S.M.A.R.T. schedule, more students have the opportunity to engage in academic enrichment activities; participate in co-
curricular programs; and, faculty members have gained opportunities to meet and discuss pedagogy and best practice in 
an effort to improve student performance.

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Student growth is a measure of how much students are learning each year. Each student receives a Student Growth Percentile (SGP) for English Language Arts/Literacy 
(ELA) in grades 4 through 8 and for Mathematics in grades 4 through 7 that explains their progress compared to students who had the same test scores in previous years.


A student’s SGP falls between 1 and 99 and can be grouped into three level Low Growth: Less than 35 Typical Growth: Between 35 and 65 High Growth: Greater than 65


If the student growth percentiles for all students in the school are ordered from smallest to largest, the median student growth percentile (mSGP) for the school is the 
percentile in the middle of that list.

• KRMS has a wide array of elective classes, clubs, and wellness activities for students to explore. The areas serve 
to expose students to opportunities that they will explore further at KRHS.


Mission, Vision,
Theme:


The philosophy of KRMS centers upon the belief that learning experiences for our students should address the 
intellectual, physical, social, and emotional development of the child. Learning experiences are designed to help students 
make sense of themselves and the world around them. KRMS strives to provide our students with a safe environment 
and a well-balanced education. KRMS is built upon the strong foundation of teaming. Teaming is the use of five teachers 
from different subjects, sharing the instructional responsibility for a common group of students. Our teams are provided 
time in their schedule to address student concerns and craft lessons collaboratively. Additionally, team time is spent 
reviewing student data, current educational research, best practices, meeting with parents, and planning 
interdisciplinary/thematic units which support building/district goals. Teams also spend time actively working to identify 
academically, socially, and behaviorally at-risk students.


Awards, Recognition, 
Accomplishments:


KRMS is a proud Renaissance School. The middle school has partnered with several local businesses to fund this 
student-centered, school-wide incentive program. The program recognizes students who excel with respect to 
academics, behavior, attendance, community/school involvement. During the first marking period of the 2018-19 school 
year, four hundred and twenty students were recognized. Additionally, on a monthly basis, eight spotlight students are 
chosen to represent their instructional team. Those students are chosen based on their exemplary character. 
Furthermore, the KRMS staff members are recognized monthly as well with the Dragon of the Month award that is given 
out to a staff member at each faculty meeting. An Educator of the Year and Support Service Professional of the Year are 
both recognized each year.

Courses, Curriculum, 
Instruction:


KRMS offers Algebra I and Pre-Algebra to our advanced level students in 7th grade. Additionally, students may take a 
high school level 1 world language class in both 7th and 8th grade. Those students are then awarded high school credits 
at the end of their 8th grade year. After school, KRMS offers Odyssey of the Mind and Math Counts which are both 
enrichment opportunities for the students.


Clubs and Activities:


KRMS offers over 30 clubs and activities that vary greatly. Students can sign up for any given activity when it is offered 
and there is great flexibility and fluidity to the process, which gives students the opportunity to experience a wide array of 
activities. The middle school offers twelve wellness activities that range from yoga to flag football. Additionally, nineteen 
clubs are offered ranging from environmental club to cooking club. Many of the clubs align with elective classes and 
academies that are offered at the sending high school. For example, the students may attend Robotics, Yearbook, KRMS 
News Production, and Guitar Club. Clubs and activities are offered 3 days a week for an hour and a half each day.

Before and After 
School Programs:


An Academic Assistance Program (AAP) is offered to ideintified students in both math and language arts. AAP runs from 
November to May from 2:30 to 4:00 and is geared towards both 7th and 8th graders. The students are grouped based on 
readiness level and need; they rotate through stations and work with teachers in areas of need. A designated AAP 
coordinator reaches out to teachers, analyzes standardized test data, and reviews grades in order to target the students 
for the program.


Staff and Professional 
Learning:


KRMS is unique in its approach to professional learning, collaboration, and professional development with professional 
learning opportunities during school hours and after. Each day, 45 minutes is dedicated for all content area teachers to 
plan, brainstorm, and share ideas in PLCs and a team meeting setting. These teachers meet as an interdisciplinary team 
three days a week and as a content area team two days a week. KRMS teachers host an instructional roundtable three 
times a year where best practices are shared amongst colleagues. Five to seven times a month after school, professional 
workshops are held for teachers and staff members to attend in order to grow professionally. Teachers are encouraged to 
view webinars, and faculty meetings throughout the year have embedded professional learning opportunities within. 
Finally, two Mondays a month are dedicated to department meetings where teachers share best practices, align the 
curriculum, and make curricular revisions for 45 minutes.

Student Supports and 
Services:


KRMS has supports and services in place for a wide array of needs among the population. For English Language 
Learners, an ELL period provides academic/social support. The ELL students have chrome books to utilize and take 
home as well. An Academic Assistance Program offers at-risk students help in both math and ELA. The MS AAP runs 
from Nov. to May. The students are grouped by readiness level and need; they rotate through stations and work with 
teachers in areas of need. A designated AAP coordinator reaches out to teachers, runs standardized test data, and 
reviews grades in order to target students for the program. An I&RS committee assists teachers with ways to help at-risk 
students. Both ELA and math supports are in place during the school day through the math lab and the ELA push in 
support class. Students may test in and out of the class as needed based on their level of mastery with concepts and 
skills. Our at-risk ELA students benefit w/two ELA teachers in their classroom.


Student Health and 
Wellness:


KRMS offers PE and Health daily to all students for 45 minutes. Additionally, students can choose to take the most 
popular elective, Sports and Health Science which combines science with physical education focusing on living a healthy 
lifestyle. This class meets daily in the classroom setting two days a week and in the workout room 3 days a week. KRMS 
recognizes the importance of wellness activities after school. Therefore, twelve wellness activities are offered to our 
students after school for an hour and a half. They range from yoga to flag football, and they are extremely popular 
amongst the student body. One of the clubs, Fuel Up to Play 60, is run twelve times a year and focuses solely on the 
importance of health and physical activity on a daily basis. Finally, mindfulness has been embedded in the Health and PE 
curriculum and is practiced daily in the classroom.


Parent and Community 
Involvement:


KRMS gets its parents and community involved in various ways. KRMS has a thriving Renaissance Program that 
partners with many local businesses to benefit our students who thrive in the following areas: behavior, academics, 
community service, and attendance. Additionally, KRMS has a parent committee that is made up of 14 volunteer parents 
who meet quarterly with the administrative team to provide feedback on various topics and issues regarding the school 
and the student body. Finally, parents are used as volunteer helpers for Renaissance celebrations, book fairs, student 
showcases, and dances. Parents access the website often, and they utilize/access PowerSchool, the Principal’s monthly 
newsletter, the district’s quarterly newsletter, eblasts, and text messages as a means of communication. Lastly, parents 
participate heavily in our Career Day program each year.

KRMS was constructed in 2006. Due to rapid enrollment increases, an addition was built onto the building in 2013. There 
are 3 computer labs, 3 science labs, 2 art rooms, 2 gymnasiums, and an exercise room. The entire building does have 
central air conditioning and has only one level (no staircases). The wide, spacious hallways and rectangular layout make 
it easy to monitor and safe for student transition between classes. No major facilities issues have arisen since the 
building’s original construction.


School Safety: 


KRMS conducts two safety and security drills monthly. The staff and students are fully trained on each of the drills. 
Administration and local law enforcement constantly work together to evaluate each and every drill, and adjustments are 
made to the security plan quite frequently. Seventy-six security cameras are located around the building, and a school 
resource officer and a security guard are on campus at all times.

Technology and 
STEM:


In regards to technology at KRMS, each content team has two Chromebook carts of thirty to access at all times. 
Additionally, the special education department and the elective teachers have access to three Chromebook carts each as 
well. The middle school has three sign-up computer labs that each have thirty computers. Each classroom in the building 
has an interactive Promethean Board and a bank of four desktops. KRMS offers a computer science course as an elective 
for 7th graders. Additionally, two STEM courses (STEM Architectural Design and Discovering STEM) are offered as 
electives to both 7th and 8th graders. After school, students can sign up for Robotics club which is held monthly. 
Technology standards are embedded in each and every course of study.
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
