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The Department of Communifyffairs (DCA), Health Facilities Plan Revie
Unit is constituted as the sole plan review agency for the administration and enfor
of Federal and State standards applicable to the construction, alteration, dem
or maintenance of health care facilities.

As noted ilN.J.A.C. 5:23-1.4, a Health Care Facility is defined as folloy

A “facility or institution, whether public or private, engaged
principally in providing services for health maintenance organizations,
diagnosis or treatment of human disease, pain, jrgjafgrmity or
physical condition, including but not limited to a general hospital,
special hospital, mental hospital, public health cestitggnostic center
treatment centerehabilitation centeextended care facilitgkilled
nursing home, nursing home, intermediate care fatilirculosis
hospital, chronic disease hospital, maternity hospital, outpatient clinic,
dispensaryhome health care agenhgme for the sheltered care of
adult persons, and bioanalytical laboratory or central services facility
serving one or more such institutions . . . .”

The following facilities are excluded from the definition: institutions that pro
healing solely by prayestaf housing or administrative fi¢e(s) that are located if

buildings separated from the health care facility by a fire wall or fire separation di$

in accordance with the Building Subcode, parking garages, and other facilit

which the Federal Government does not impose standards as a condifi

funding.

Because the noted facility types may fall into one of several g
classifications (I-1, I-2, I-4, or B), group classification should not be the only f3
used to determine the appropriate agency having jurisdiction for plan revi

The elements that are common to all health care facilities are: the requir
that they be licensed by the New Jersey Department of Health (DOH), and th
meet Federal as well as State standards for participation in the Medicare/M4
Reimbursement Program.*
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The construction é€ial should require certification from the owner or oviser
representative as to the status of DOH licensing. If a DOH license is required, the
plans must be sent to the D@Areview The municipality may review all project
that do not require DOH licensing.*
