The Career and Technical H.S. is a comprehensive high school that is designed to provide career and technical education
programs that prepare secondary and postsecondary students for employment, for higher education leading to employment, and
for life-long learning.

The school serves both
full and shared-time students in grades nine through twelve. Shared-time students participate in career and technical education
programs for a half-day and attend their resident high school for academic and related instructional programs during the other
half of the day.
