Trenton, NJ — Governor Chris Christie today announced the addition of Jacqueline Halldow to his senior management
team as Deputy Chief of Staff of Communications. She replaces Communications Director Kevin Roberts, who recently
departed the administration after six and a half years of service to pursue an opportunity in the private sector.
