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RERPORT

Hon. fo?m W. Griggs, Governor State of New Jersey : -

SiR—1I herewith submit the fourteenth annual report of the department
of Factory and Workshop Inspection, tor the year ending October 31, 1896.

The prohibition of child labor, for which this department was originally
created, is almost obsolete, and of the very few cases reported, investiga-
tions have.developed the fact that most of them were due more to the
imposition on charitably disposed employers, than a desire on their part to
violate the law.  The compulsory education law does not, 1n my opinion,
receive the attention from many of the municipalities its importance de-
mands. Many localities are without sufficient school accommodations,
which makes the law inoperative. Evening schools are conducted in
some municipalities, which are commendable, as much benefit is derived

~ therefrom by children employed in factories.

On July 4th an act relating to the manufacture of flour and meal, food
products, approved April 16, 1896, became operative, and this depart-
ment began the enforcement of the provisions thereof, since which careful
attention has been given the matter. Copies of the law were served on
all persons conducting bakeries, to be hung in a conspicuous place in the
bake shop.

That part of the law relating to the sanitary condition of bakeries, is
very commendable, and meets with general approval ; the necessity for its
enactment is very evident from the many orders given to clean the
bakeries, and make such other changes as were needed to put the bake-
shops in good sanitary condition, as will be seen by the reports of the
Deputy Inspectors in the appendix,

That portion of the law which prohibits the use of cellar or basement,
no: heretofore used as a bakery, to be used as such, and allows the re-
opening of bakeries in cellars, which were heretofore used as a bakery,

‘does not accomplish that which the law was evidently intended, viz.: The

abolition of the use of cellars and basements as bakeries, but on the con-
trary it puts a premium on unoccupied cellar bakeries, and prohibits the
use of basements, not heretofore used as bakeries, no matter how much

more preferable they may be for such use. The impor ance of this de-
partment to the people of our State, is underestimated by many who are
not cognizant of the benefits that our people derive therefrom, and the
action of the Legislature in reducing the appropriation for the use of the
department, was unwarranted, and not in the line of prudence; especially
in view of the fact that additional duties were imposed thereon, and in the
event of a general resumption of trade, which is anticipated, the present
appropriation is insufficient to properly carry on the work of this department :
In conclusion, I desire to thank the rnanufacturers of the State for their
uniform courtesy and willingness in most instances to ma,ke changes de-
sired. The past year has been one of great business depressmn a,nd
many factories have been found closed. ’ :

SIrR :—I herewith submit my report as Deputy Inspector of the Second
District, for the year ending October 31, 1896. .

During this year the factories in my district have not been running on
full time, neither have the most of them been able to employ the full
amount of help, owing to the scarcity of orders.

The accidents have been very few, compared with the number of people
‘employed, and where there have been accidents reported, I have investi-
gated them and tried to remedy it so as it would be impossible to happen
again, and wherever I have offered a suggestion the proprietors of the
factories have always been pleased to make things secure, so that none of
their employees will be injured.

Child labor has been nearly all abolished, and the factory owners or
superintendents tell me that they do not think it pays to disobey the law,
for children under the legal age destroy more than their wages amount to.
The maehinery of the factories in my district is well guarded, but some-
times accidents happen where you least expect them.

SiR—I herewith submit my annual report as Deputy Inspector of the
Third District for the year ending October 31, 1896.

Owing to the general depression in business during the past year, many
of the factories have been running on short time, and in some instances
have closed down indefinitely.

I find that the manufacturers in general are ever ready to comply with
the factory laws, relative to the guarding of machinery, the health and
safety of their employés, and especially the employment of child labor,
which has become almost obsolete. 1 have observed, in many places,
where “ boys” under fifteen years of age are employed, that night schools.
are not provided for them. And I would earnestly recommend that here-
after “boys” under ¢ fourteen ” years of age could not be employed im
any factory or workshop.

SIXTH DISTRICT,

Hon. John C. Ward, Chief Inspcctor -

SIR :—I respectfully submit my annual report as Deputy Inspector for
the year ending October 31, 1896. '

During the past year the factory laws have been well observed by the
manufacturers of this district, and nearly all the factories are in good con-
dition. Some few, however, that were built years ago on the old plans,
without the improvements of the present time, are in a poor and dilapi-
dated condition, tenanted by small manufacturers induced to occupy,
them at very low rents. They should be condemned and torn down as.
unhealthy and dangerous.

Few children under legal age have been found working, and in two
factories only. Most of the children of legal age and over, are regularly
attending evening schools. . Owing to the depressed state of all manufac-
turing interest, and the large number of factories running with only half or
three-fourths of their usual compliment of hands, it is rather difficult to
give the correct number employed at the present time.

Special attention has been given to the enforcement of the bakeshop
laws, enacted by the Legislature of 1896,”’and 1n nearly all cases master
bakers have shown a desire to comply, by putting their shops in better
condition. Many shops were found located in deep cellars with low ceil-
ings, badly ventilated and with poor sanitary provisions. Several water
closets found in baking rooms were ordered removed at once. In two of
the shops visited, bakers were obliged to work kneedeep in water, which
flooded the shops after every storm, no sewer being in the streets where
they are located.

A copy of the laws was placed in every shop, and a notice served on
every employer to comply with the same. Several have already done so,
and in a short time it is hoped the bake and confectionery shops in this
district to the number of 194, employing 637 males and 40 females, will
be placed in strict compliance with the law.

10. And be it enacted, That where the factories or workshops appear
so overcrowded, that in the opinion of the inspector of factories there s
d nger to health, the inspectors shall have power, after being supported
in their opinion by some reputable resident physician, to prohibit such
overcrowding, ‘

11. And be it enacted, That the inspectors of fﬂctones shall have
power to order a fan or other mcchamtal means of proper construction,
if practicable, for the purpose of preventing the inhalation of dust in es-
tablishments where any process is carried on by which dust is generatcdg
and inhaled by the workers to an injurious extent. ;
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12. And be it enacted, That all factories and mines be ventllated SO
as to render harmless all 1mpur1t1es as near as may be.

13, And be it enacted, That no cellar, room or place shall be occu-
pied as a bake- house, wlnch is 'less than one-half its height above the level
of the str eet, footway or ground adjoining the same, unless the followmg
regulatlons are complicd with: first, no water-closet, earth-closet, privy
or ash-pit shall be within or communicate directly with the bake-house;

A Supplement to an act to establlsh a system of public instruction, ap-
proved April gth, one thousand eight hundred and seventy-five.

I. Be it enacted by the Senate and General Assembly of the State of
New Jersey, That all parents, and those who have the care of children,
shall instruct them or cause them to be instructed in qpellmg, reading,
writing, Enghsh grammar, geography and arithmetic, and every parent,
guardian or other person having control and charge of any child or chil-
dren between the ages of seven and twelve years; shall be required to send
any such child or children to a public day school for a period of at least
‘twenty weeks in each year, eight weeks, at least, of which attendance shall
‘be consecutive, unless 'such child or children are excused from such attend-
ance by the board of the school district in which such parents or guar-
dians reside, upon its being shown to their satisfaction that the bodily or
‘mental condition of such child or children has been such as to prevent his,
Ther-or their attendance at school, or that such child or children are taught
in a private school, or at home, by some qualified person or persons, in.
~such branches as are usually taught in primary schools. :

“ 2. 'And be it enacted, That no child under the age of fifteen years
shall be employed by any person company or corporation to labor in any
'busmess whatever, unless such child shall have attended, within twelve
‘months immediately preceding such employment, some public day or
m1ght school or some we]l recogmzed prlvatc school such attendancc to
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be for five days or evenings every week during a period of at least twelve

5. And be it enacted, That all children between the ages of seven and
fifteen years, who are habitual truants from school, or who, while in at-

tendance at any public school, are incorrigible, vicious or immoral in con-

duct, and all children between the said ages who absent themselves habit-
ually from school, and habitually wander ahout the streets and public
places during school hours, having no business or lawful occupation, shalt

be deemed juvenile disorderly persons and subject to the provisions. of

this act. : =
6. And be it enacted, That in all cities having a duly organized police
force, it shall be the duty of the police authority, at the request of the in-

spectors of factories and workshops, or the school authority, to detail one

or more members of said force to assist in the ehforcement of this act, and
in districts having no regular police force subject to this act, it shall be
the duty of the board of education or the school district officers to desig-
nate one or more constables of said city, township or village, whose duty
it shall be to assist in the enforcenient of this act, as occasion may require,
and said board of education shall fix and determine the compensation to
be paid such officer or constable for the performance of his duties under
the act; members of any police force or any constable designated to assist
in the enforcement of this act, as provided in this section, shall be known
as truant. officers; provided, that in districts where no constable resides,
the said board shall have power to appoint some other suitable person as

truant officer. :
7 And be it enactcd That it shaII be the duty of any such truant of—
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ficer 'or-officers detailed to enforce the provisions of this act to examine
into all cases of truancy, when requested so to do by the inspectors of
factories and workshops, or by a district school board, and to warn such
truants, their parents or guardians, in writing, of the final consequences of
truancy, if persisted in, and also to notify the parent, guardian or other
person having the legal charge and control of any juvenile disorderly per-
son, that the said person is not attending any school, and to require said
parent, guardian or other person to cause the said child to attend some
recognized school within five days from said notice, and it shall be the
duty of said parent, guardian or other person having the legal charge and
control of said child, to cause the attendance of said child at some recog-
nized school; if said parent, guardian or other person having the legal
charge -and control of said child shall willfully refuse, fail or neglect to
cause said child to attend some recognized school, it shall be the duty of
said officer to make or cause to be made a complaint against said parent,
guardian or other person having the legal control and charge of such
child in any court of competent jurisdiction in the school district in which
the offense occurred for such refusal or neglect, and upon conviction
thereof said parent, guardian or other person, as the case may be, shall be
punished by a fine of not less than ten dollars nor more than twenty-five
dollars, or the court may in its discretion require the person so con-
victed, to give bond in the penal sum of one hundred dollars, with one or
more sureties, to be approved by said court, on condition that said person -
so convicted shall- cause the child or children under his or her legal’v
charge or control to attend some recognized school within five days there-
after, and to remain at said school during the term prescribed by law; pro-
vided, that if said parent or guardian, or other person in charge of said
child, shall prove inability to cause said child to attend said recognized
school, then said parent or guardian or other person shall be discharged,
and said court shall, upon complaint of said truant officer or other person
that said child is a juvenile disorderly person, as described in section five
of this act, proceed to hear such complaint, and if said court shall deter-
mine that said child is a juvenile disorderly person within the meaning
of this act, then said court shall thereupon sentence said child to a juven-
ile reformatory until such child shall arrive ‘dt the age of sixteen years, un-
less sooner discharged by the board of control of said juvenile reforma-
tory; provided, however, that such sentence may be st$pended in the dis-
cretion of said court for such time as the child shall regularly attend
school and properly deport himself or herself; it is further provided, that
if for any cause the parent or guardian, or other person having charge of
any juvenile disorderly person as defined in this act, shall fail to cause such
juvenile disorderly person to attend said recognized school, then com-
plaint against such juvenile disorderly person may be made, heard, tried
and determined in the same manner as is provided for in case the parent
pleads 1nab111ty to cause said juvenile disorderly person to attend said rec-
ognized school; and it is further provided, that no child under the age of
nine years shall be sent to a juvenile reformatory under the provisions of
this act.

8. And be it enacted That it shall be the duty of the officers empow—
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ered, detailed or‘appointed under the provisions of this act to assist in the
enforcement thereof, to institute or cause to be 1nst1tuted proceedlngs
against any parent, guardian or other person havmg legal charge and con-
trol-of any child, or any person, company or corporation Vlolatmg any ol
the provisions of the sections of this act; provided, this law shall not be
operative in those school districts of the State where there are no'g sufﬁ—
cient accommodations to seat the children compelled to attend school un-
der the provisions of this act; and that no prosecution shall be in_sti-
tuted against any parent, guardian or child unless they have received due
notification from.an officer empowered under thls act that they are actmg
in violation of the provisions of this act.

9. And be it enacted, That when there is not within the distance of
two miles from the factory or shop in which a child under the age of fif-
teen years is employed, or from the residence of the child, a recognized -
efficient school, attendance at a school temporarily approved by an inspec-
tor of factories and workshops shall for the purposes of this act be deemed
attendance at a recognized efficient school, and the inspector of factories
shall immediately report to the education department every case of the ap-
proval of a school by him under this section. o8

10. And be it enacted, That two weeks’ attendance of children be- :
tween twelve and fifteen years of age at a recognized half-time or evening
school shall for all purposes of this act be counted as one week at a day
school.

11. And be it enacted, That when any of the provisions of this act
are violated by a corporation, proceedings may be had against any of the
officers or agents of said corporation who in any way participate in or
are cognizant of such violation by the corporation of which they are the =
officers or agents, and said officers or agents shall be subject to the same '
penalties as individuals similarly offending.

'12. And be it enacted, That all acts and parts of acts mconmstent
with this act are hereby repealed, and that this act shall take effect on the

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An Act to Regulate the Manufacture of Flour and Meal Foed'Pl'odncfs.

Be it enacted by the Senate and General Assembly of the State of
New Jersey: :

1. No employee shall be required, perrmtted or suffered to VVOII\ in
a biscuit, bread or cale bakery, or confectionery estabhshment more-than
sixty hours in any one week, or more than ten hours in any one day, un-
less for the purpose of making a shorter workday on, the‘last ~day-of: the,
week, nor more hours in any one week than will make an average of ten
hours per day for the whole number of days in° which Such person shall
so work during such week: but it shall be lawful in cases of emergency
for employers to permit any employee and for the latter to-werk an addi-
tional time not exceeding two hours per day, such extra work to be re-. -
muner ajced at the current rate of the weekly wages pald to such’ employee
for his weekly work of sixty hours: no employee in any blSCLﬂt bread or
cake bakery shall be discharged by his employer for having . m’ade_any
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truthful statement as a witness in a‘court or to the factory inspector or a
deputy factory inspector, in pursuance of this act. ° |

2. All buildings or rooms, occupied as biscuit, bread or cake bak-
eries, shall be drained and plumbed in a manner to conduce to the proper
and healthful sanitary condition thereof, and constructed with air shafts,
windows or ventilating pipes sufficient to insure ventilation, as the factory
inspector or any of his deputies shall direct; no cellar or basement not
now occupied as a bakery, shall hereafter be occupied and used as a bak-

'ery, and a cellar bakery heretofore occupied, when once closed, shall not

be reopened, unless the proprietor shall have previously complied with the
provisions of this act.

3. Every room used for the manufacture of flour or meal food prod-
ucts shall be at least eight feet in height and shall have, if deemed neces-
sary by the factory inspector,and impermeable floor,constructed of cement
or of wood properly saturated with linseed oil; tlif: side walls of such
rooms shall be plastered or wainscoted, except where brick walls are
shown, and, if required by the factory inspector, shall be whitewashed at
least once in three months; the furniture and utensils in such rooms shall
be so arranged that the furniture and floor may at all times be kept in a
proper and healthful, sanitary and clean condition; no domestic animal,
except cats, shall be allowed to remain in a room used as a biscuit, bread
or cake bakery, or for the storage of floor or meal food products.

4. The manufactured flour of meal products shall be kept in. perfect-
ly dry and airy rooms, so arranged that the floors, shelves and all other
facilities for storing the same can be easily and perfectly cleaned.

5. Every such bakery shall be provided with a proper wash room
and water closet or closets, apart from the bake room or rooms where the
manufacturing of such food products is conducted; and no water closet,
earth closet or privy shall be within or communicate directly with the
bake room of any bakery, hotel or public restaurant.

6. The sleeping places for the persons employed in a bakery shall be
kept separate from the room or rooms where flour or meal food products
are manufactured or stored, and the factory inspector or a deputy factory
inspector may inspect such sleeping places, if they are on the same prem-
ises as the bakery, and order them cleaned or changed, in compliance with
sanitary principles. ‘

7. Any person who violates any of the provisions of this act, or re-
fuses to comply with any requirement of the factory inspector or deputy
factory inspector, as provided herein, shall be guilty of a misdemeanor,
and on conviction shall be punished by a fine of not less than twenty nor
more than fifty dollars for the first offense, and not less than fifty nor
more than one hundred for a second offense or imprisonment for not
more than ten days, and for a third offense by a fine of not less than two
hundred and fifty dollars and not more than thirty days’ imprisonment.

8. The factory inspector and his deputies shall inspect all bakeries
and see that the provisions of this act are observed therein: such deputies
shall have all power and duties of the deputy inspectors and shall be
amenable to the supervision and control of the factory inspector: the fac-
tory inspector or a deputy factory inspector authorized by him may issue
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a certificate to a person conducting a bakery, that such bakery is con-
ducted in compliance with all the provisions of this act.

9. The owner, agent or lessee of any property affected by thé pr‘ovis-
ions of sections two, three or five of this act, shall, within sixty days after
the service of a notice requiring any alterations to be made in or upon
such premises, comply therewith, and such notice shall be in writing and
may be served upon such owner, aoent or lessee, elther personally or by

mail, and a notice mailed to the last known address of such owner, agent
or lessee shall be deemed sufficient for the purpose of this act.
