Criteria Consideratioas

Ordinarily cumstarlns, birthplaces, or graves of historical

figures, properties ow~ned by religious purposzs, structures that have
been moved from their original locations, recoastructed historic
buildiags, properties primarily commemorative in nature, and properties
that have achievad significance within the past fifty yesars are geaerally
not coasidered by the Historic Sites Section, However, such properties
will qualify if thay ars integral parts of districts that do mset the
criteria or if they fall w~ithin the following categorics:

a religious property deriving primary significance from architectural
or artistic distinctioa or historical importaance; or

a building or structure removad from its original locatioa but

is sigaificaant primarily for architectural vaius, or which is the
surviviag structure most 1mportantlj associated Hlth a historic
persoa or eveat; or

a birthplace or grave of a nlstorlcal figure of outstaqdlqo
importance if there is no appropriate site or buildiag directly
associated with his productive life; or

a cemetery which derives its primary sigaificance from graves

of persoas of traasceadeat importance, from age, from distinctive
design features, or Irom associatioa with historic eveats; or

a recoastructed building when accurately exscuted in a suitable
eaviroameat and preseatea in a dignified mannsr as part of a
restoration master plen, and whea do othar buildiaz or structure
with ths same associatioa has survived; or

a proparty primarily commemorative in iateat if Jdesiga, ags,
tradition or symbolic value has iavasted it with its osn
historical sigaificance; or

a property achieviag signaificaace within the past fifty years if
it is of exceptional importance,
