While you. affure. them of our In-

clination to fatisfy their federal and juft Demands, fo long as that Justice which
we have long and loudly called for is denied us, and thofe unfiftcrly Oppref -

hons againft which we have hitherto unavailingly complained and remonitrat-

ed, are continued and incrcafed.

Should any Misfortune, which Heaven avert, hereafter happen
to it, thofe States, and thofe alone, mult be rcfponfible, whole illiberal and
fclfifh Policy will have occafioned it, and on them muit fall the whole Weight
of the Evils which cannot fail to accompany fuch an Event. Be it then

your Care, while you arc afferting the Rights of the State you represent, to

guard with a watchful Eye the Interelts of the Whole. Let your Conduct be

fuch, as will furniih uo Room for the Reproach that New-Jerfey has been

among
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among the laft, or in the lead Degree retails in fupporting the Confederation.
" The Cemon for a Term of Years of the entire Navigation of the River Mii-

fiffippi to the Spaniih Court, has, we are informed, been propofed and agitated

in Congrefs. We cannot avoid exprefhng our Difapprobation of the Meafure

;

and it is our Wilh that you fhould give it your Oppofition whenever it is again

brought forward for Difcuflion or Decifion. Were it evident, that the Execu-

tion of this Bufinefs would be attended with no ill Confequences or Inconveni-

encies, yet, in our Opinion, the Confideration offered for it is Nothing to this

State, and little or trifling to the Union. But we view it in a far different

Light. We believe that the Value of the weftern Country, on the Sales of

which we rely for the Difcharge of our numerous Debts, is in fome Degree

dependant upon the free Navigation of this important River.
