Franklin Park School was built in 1957 and an addition was added in 1998. As a result of the One Less Move
Referendum, the school enhanced its access to its facilities via new walkways and paving. The district will also open
Claremont Elementary School in September 2018, allowing all seven district elementary schools to offer a robust 21st
Century learning experience to all students in spacious, well-designed settings.

School Safety:

Franklin Park School is staffed with a team of four safety officers who engage in yearly trainings inclusive of Handle with
Care and de-escalation strategies. To further bolster school safety, Franklin Township Public Schools in partnership with
local police maintains a Class Ill Officer at Franklin Park School.
