8. AN ABSTRACT OF THE PROCEEDINGS OF THE 
COMMISSIONERS WITHIN THE YEAR 1977. 

During the calendar year 1977, the Commissioners advanced three pilots 
from Second to First Grade; two pilots from Fourth to Third Grade; and 
three pilots were granted original licenses as Pilots of the Sixth Grade. Dur­
ing the same period, the Commissioners registered four apprentices, one 
pilot retired from active service, and one active pilot died. 

The Commissioners investigated a total of three reports of marine 
casualties during 1977. In all of these cases, the Commissioners determin­
ed, after hearings, that no action should be taken against the licenses of the 
pilots and the cases were closed. 

Captain John E. Green was sworn in as a Commissioner of Pilotage for a 
new three-year term commencing September 29, 1977. 

In August, 1977, the Board amended its Regulations to increase the fees 
that may be charged by pilots for handling vessels arriving at or departing 
from the Port of New York/New Jersey. This act10n followed enactment 
of legislation in the State of New York granting such increases. During 
1977 the Board further amended its Regulations to make changes in the 
schedule of fees for transporting vessels between points within the Harbor.
