This Annual Report covers the activities and accomplishments 
of our 16th year of operations--a year marked by continuing progress 
in the expansion program without interrupting the flow of traffic on 
established travel lanes. 

The work of doubling the capacity of the Turnpike from six 
to 12 lanes along the heavily-travelled northern 30 miles began on 
November 15, 1966 and one year later it had advanced through the first 
phase under 40 construction contracts totalling some $179 million, 
with date for completion of the entire program scheduled for January 
1, 1970.

At the same time, the Authority continued to fulfill its 
day-by-day obligations to the public in the improvement and maintenance 
of existing facilities through the combined efforts of its operating 
forces, engineers and consultants in a year that saw a record 73,931,787 
vehicles on the Turnpike. 

We also deeply appreciate the cooperation we have received 
from you, the Governor, from the Legislative branch and all the State 
and local officials who helped make this record of accomplishment 
possible.

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Chapter I 

Expansion Program in .High Gear 
•T INETEEN sixty s~ven was a year 
.1 ~ of unusual achievement for 
the New Jersey Turnpike. 

It turned a new face to the future 
as an army of men and machines 

roundeq out the first year of widen­
ing construction on November 15 . . 
On this date, marking the Authori­
ty's 16th year of operations, the pro­
gram was in full swing, with some 
2,000 men, 21 prime contractors and 
100 sub-contractors at work on 40 
widening contracts aggregating 
$179,864,703. 

New Turnpike Emerging 

The progress made since the first 
contracts were awarded late in 1966 
was proceeding according to over­
all schedules along the program's 
10 sections covering the northern 
30 miles of the emerging dual-dual 

facility-a "first" for the nation. 
Another "first" is the videotape 

recording, by the Authority's photo­
grapher and project engineer, of 
the widening progress. Instant re­
play of the tapes, taken from a 
helicopter or on the ground, pro­
vides the Authority with the most 
current progress reports possible at 
its meetings or whenever desired. 

Of the 40 contracts,' five were 
completed in 1967 and work was 
in progress on the remaining 35. 
Completed were: grading, drainage 
and paving for the Berry Street 
connection at Woodbridge; extend­
ing and altering the bridge struc­
ture at Pyles Creek, Linden; con­
struction of water service at the 
Elizabeth toll plaza; excavating 
and grading between Elizabeth and 
Newark Airport, and removal of the 

sanitary landfill and embankment 
construction on the site of the new 
toll plaza in Kearny. 

Two new engineering sections 
were added to the original eight 
mapped by the Authority. The new 
sections are at Edison, where an 
interchange will be built to tie in 
with Interstate 287 and 95, and 
Rout_e 440, and a small area be­
tween Edison and Woodbridge. 
Madison-Hyland, Inc., is the con­
sulting engineer for the new sec­
tion at Edison and Edwards· & 
Kelcey for the . other section. 

The first-year phase of the work 
was devoted mainly to "fiJ.l" opera- . 
tions, with the removal of unsuit­
able material and replacing it with · 
road embankment materials. By the 
Spring of 1968 it is ·expected that 
work on several major contracts for 



placing embankments will be com­
pleted. Several of them are in the 
meadowland sections where the 
widening spur is being built west 
of the Hackensack River and also on 
the mainline in the Newark Airport 
area. 

The new Turnpike is designed 
for expansion from six to 12 lanes 
from Edison to Kearny, a distance 
of 21 miles, and the construction of 
the meadow·spur of six lanes from 
Kearny to Route 3, East Ruther­
ford, narrowing to four lanes from 
Route 3 to the terminus of the 
present six-lane mainline at Route 
46, Ridgefield Park, a total spur 
distance of nine miles. 

Sources of Supply 

The expansion undertaking is 
of such magnitude that almost 



all of the construction equipment 
in northern New Jersey is working 
on it. The Authority is drawing 
concrete from every major supplier 
in the area. Seventy-five percent of 
all fill is placed hydraulically, con­
veyed by barge from the local bay 
areas or trucked from Savreville, 
adjacent to the Woodbridge Inter­
change. 

The work in the meadowland is 
facilitated by dredging operations 

at six locations-three at the sites 
of new construction and three at 
"bo.rrow" areas in New York Bay 

. or Raritan Bay, from where sand 
is loaded onto barges and then 
towed by tugs to the work sites. · 
The sand is unloaded into basins 
in the Hackensack River, then 
pumped through pipes, varying in 
diameter from 8 to 27 inches, for 
distances of up to one mile. This 
·pumping is accomplished by hy-

draulic dredges working on a 24-
hour day basis. 

The sand drain method of con­
struction, used extensively in the 
meadow area was well along at 
year's end. The method consists 
of placing a blanket of porous sand 
fill on the meadow surface. Pipes 
or mandrels are driven into the un­
suitable or muck area, filled with 
sand and the pipes withdrawn. This 
allows for water in the unsuitable

material to find its way upward to 
the sand blanket. The clean sand 
allows the water to rise, then is 
drained off to parallel ditches, ma­
terially increasing the settlement of 
the newly placed roadway embank­
ment. 

Throughout the widening con­
struction, material being excavated 
from one section is moved to an­
other section, where fill is required 
for reasons of economy. 

When completed, the construc­
tion will have had placed 10 mil­
lion yards of roadway embankment. 

Bridge Contracts Let 

In 1967 contracts were also let 
for the two new major bridges, one 
over the Passaic River and the oth­
er over the Hackensack. Work is 
now underway at fabrication plants 
for the 20,000· tons of steel that will 
be required for the new Passaic 
River Bridge and 6,000 tons for the 
Hackensack span. The additional 
crossings of the Passaic River will 
be adjacent to the existing bridge 
serving the present mainline be­
tween Newark and Kearny, while 
the second Hackensack River struc­
ture will be located on the meadow­
land spur, between Carlstadt and 
Ridgefield Park, near the junction 
of the spur with the mainline ter­
minus. 

By the end of the year, 75 per­
cent of the river piers for the Pas­
saic bridge were completed and 
work begun on the land piers. For 
the Hackensack River span, work 
was completed on 50 percent of all 
piers. 

Five new interchanges are pro­
jected: Edison, Woodbridge, Kear­
ny, Route 3 and Route 46. Work is 
now in progress on three of these

stations: Woodbridge, Kearny and 
Edison, with the most progress or 
15 percent completion developed at 
Woodbridge. This will be the new 
complex providing for the connec­
tion with the Garden State Park­
way. 

Latest Methods in Use 

To insure the sturdiest construc­
tion possible, latest engineerillg dis­
coveries in curing and finishing 
concrete are being employed. There 
was also a major revision in the 
Turnpike Standard Specifications, 
taking into consideration the most 
modem techniques dealing with 
bridge decks, which will be thick­
er, and with materials which have 
been improved since the original 
Turnpike was built. 

Contracts have been awarded for 
all of the major ramps and bridge 
construction needed for the entire 
program. Altogether, there will be 
approximately 150 structures of all 
types in the widened Turnpike.

As work progressed, a sharp up­
turn in construction prices prompt­
ed the Authority to reject bids be­
cause they were too high and 
award a number of contracts on a 
negotiated basis, thus not only pre­
venting delay in its construction 
schedule but resulting in consider­
able savings. 

Utmost in Safety 

The new Turnpike-two three­
lane roadways in each direction for 
a total of 12 lanes-will not only 
double the traffic capacity of the 
heavily travelled northern section 

but will also provide the utmost in 
safety. Two independent roadways 
in the same direction will permit 
flexibility of operation not possible 
in a single directional roadway. 
Moreover, the widened Turnpike 
will have separate ramps to and 
from each of the four roadways at 
each interchange. This is designed 
to eliminate the hazardous maneu­
ver of a vehicle cutting across five 
other lanes to reach an exit ramp. 
In addition, trucks and buses will 
be restricted to the two outside 
roadways while passenger cars will 
have the choice of either roadway. 

As an added safety factor, the new 
bridges over the Hackensack and 
Passaic Rivers will feature shoul­
ders. 

Backed by Performance 

The expansion of the Turnpike 
was made possible by the sale in 
September 1966 of $179 million in 
revenue bonds due January 1, 2006, 
with prospects for additional fi­
nancing in 1968, looking to eventu­
al completion of construction by 
January 1, 1970. 

In back of these bonds is the 
sound financial and operating posi-

tion of the Authority which by the 
end of 1967 had redeemed approxi­
mately $195 million of the $466'-
200,000 in old bonds used to fi­
nance the original Turnpike. 

Simplify Procedure 

Simplifying the toll collection 
procedure, the Authority on Octo­
ber 1, 1967 revised its vehicle clas­
sification and toll schedules under 
which rates for 98% of all vehicles 
remain unchanged. 

Outstanding was the record of 
safety maintained in the face of 
vehicular traffic that exceeded 2 

billion miles in 1967-an increase of 
280 percent since 1952, the first full 
year of operation. The Traffic En­
gineering Department cooperated 
with Construction Engineering in 
setting up guidelines and safety 
regulations for contractors, while 
constantly seeking to improve meth­
ods to control traffic and make the 
road safer for the public who finds 
the Turnpike a way of life. 

A vital part of the safety program 
is State Police Troop D, whose pa­
trols and special units contributed 
greatly to efficient operations, some­
times under adverse conditions. 

The expansion program was ac­
companied also by increased activi­
ty all along the line-from the bur­
geoning traffic which surpassed 73.5 
million revenue vehicles to the com­
bined efforts of Turnpike pe~son­
nel, now placed at 1,120. 

These efforts were reflected in 
the stepped-up performance of all 
departments as they kept pace with 
the mounting tempo of traffic and 
the steady progress of the massive 
construction program designed to 
accommodate with a maxi- ~~"":!rjtl

Chapter II 

THE Turnpike, during 1967, ac-
commodated nearly 7 4 million 

vehicles of all classes travelling 
more than 2 billion miles, while still 
maintaining its record as one of the 
safest toll facilities in the country. 
This represents an increase in ve­
hicles of 280% since 1952, the first 
full year of operation, and an in­
crease in mileage of over 160%. 

Because of this great increase in 
traffic, it is the responsibility of the 
Traffic Engineering Department to 
institute safety regulations and pro­
cedures to constantly improve the 
safety of travel for patrons on the 
road. 

During 1967, the Widening Pro­
gram began to take physical shape. 
This Department collaborated with 
Construction Engineering in pre­
paring plans and laying out guide­
lines, safety measures and regula­
tions for the contractors. The De­
partment issued more than 120 con­
struction permits to contractors and 
utility companies for work on the 
Turnpike in conjunction with the 
Widening Project. To provide an 
uninterrupted How of traffic on the 
mainline during construction of 
overpasses and underpasses, two 
stretches of temporary roadway 
were built. These roadways effec­
tively detoured traffic around con­
struction sites with a transition 
from the mainline to the detours de­
signed to maintain a normal speed. 
On completion of construction in 
these areas, traffic will again be 
placed on the mainline. 

Remote control sign studies are 
being conducted. Plans are being 
contemplated for changing the 
speed limit signs from green neon, 
which has proved to be ineffective 
in adverse weather conditions, to 
red neon, which will effect a clear­
er, more dependable speed limit 
reading. This Department is also in-

vestigating a new speed limit sign, 
which operates with controlled 
louvers to change the speed limit. 
The sign seems to have great possi­
bilities for adaption to Turnpike use. 

The installation of traffic signals 
at the intersection of Paterson Plank 
Road and Turnpike Ramp PQ in 
Secaucus, was completed and is op­
erating effectively to control traffic 
Hows in that area. 

During the year, various meth­
ods were devised to control ac­
cidents involving disabled vehicles. 
The installation of 68 emergency 
phones on the Hackensack and Pas­
saic River Bridges was completed 
to further prevent accidents on the 
bridges. The phones enable patrons 
to call immediately for police or 
emergency aid. Statistics thus far 
indicate that the program is a great 
success in forwarding traffic safety. 

The Department helped in formu­
lating a new regulation for the con­
trol of disabled vehicles on the 
roadway. The regulation prohibits 

the entry of vehicles with New Jer­
sey State Division of Motor Vehicle 
rejection stickers. At the same time, 
toll collectors and State Police were 
directed to ban from the Turnpike 
all vehicles which, on observation, 
appeared to be unsafe. Studies in­
dicate a decrease in mechanical 
aids and accidents involving dis­
abled vehicles since the new pro­
gram went into effect. 

Contract garages and Cities Serv­
ice handled more than 70,000 dis­
abled vehicles. Twenty-two fire 
companies. and 36 ambulance 
squads responded to fire and ac­
cident emergencies. All helped to 
effect a smooth, uninterrupted How 
of traffic. 

Working closely with the Auth­
ority, Troop D of the New Jersey 
State Police contributed its re­
sources and law enforcement tech­
niques to a safety program designed 
to meet any contingency, new or 
recurring. There were periodic con­
centrations of road patrols at sensi-



tive areas, the effective use of radar 
equipment against speeders and the 
regular deployment of specially 
trained teams to inspect trucks and 
busses. 

In an ever continuing effort to 
provide the maximum safety for all 
patrons under all conditions, the 
109 man force of Troop D was aug­
mented by the addition of 6 new 
troopers, who are assigned exclu­
sively to the Widening Project, to 
help keep traffic volumes at a 
steady, safe flow and to prevent ac­
cidents during construction activi­
ties. This special detail is detached 
from the station and operates out 
of its own office at Interchange 12 
(Carteret). 

The enforcement of regulations 
was intensified during the year. 
During the twelve months in 1966, 
there were 41,833 summonses is­
sued for violations, while in 1967 

43,762 summonses were issued. In 
addition to rendering assistance to 
patrons in disabled vehicles or in­
volved in accidents, and IJlaking 
arrests for motor vehicle violations, 
the officers and men of Troop D 
augmented by six detectives de­
tached from Division Headquarters 
also performed a vital function in 
other areas of law enforcement. 
Listed among the accomplishments 
other than motor vehicle violations 
are the apprehension of 62 AWOL 
Servicemen, 138 persons carrying a 
deadly weapon, 73 persons for pos­
session of narcotics, 82 for posses­
sion of untaxed cigarettes, three es­
caped mental patients, 20 fugitives 
from justice, and 145 runaway juve­
niles. These were among the 708 ar­
rests for violations other than mo­
tor vehicles, representing 
an increase of 28% over 
1966 for similar violations.

Chapter Ill 

T HE General Revenue Bond Jles­
olution adopted by the Au­

thority on September 22, 1966 pro­
vides for the retirement of all out­
standing bonds, called the Original 
Bonds, by January 1, 1976 and 
further provides that by November 
30, 1967 such total bonds outstand- . 
ing shall not exceed $283,000,000. 
At November 30, 1967 total of these 
Original Bonds outstanding was 
$27 4,966,000. This total did not in­
clude bonds in the amount of $1,-
154,000 ptli'chased under firm con­
tract and not then delivered. 

At December 31, 1967 the total 
of these Original Bonds outstand~ 
ing was $271,609,000 as shown on 
Schedule 3 of the accounts. Not in-

The General Sinking Fund re­
quirement for the 12-month period 
ending November 15, 1968 is $7,-
125,000 as to the 1950 Issue and

age. In years gone by, at its peak, 
the annual bond interest cost was 
$15,100,500. In 1967 it was $9,-
354,820. 

The new Turnpike Revenue 
Bonds do not participate in the rev­
enues until the last of the Original 
Bonds are redeemed or provision 
is made therefor. Interest on these 
new bonds is funded out of the pro­
ceeds of the sale of the bonds until 
January 1, 1976. 

Extraordinary charges financed 
from the reserves, in accordance 
with the provisions of the bond res­
olutions were higher in 1967 $4,-
966,037 than the $4,207,327 spent in 
1966. Major portions of these costs 
had to do with necessary work on 
repair and replacement of pave­
ment and bridges. The total of 
these charges since inception to De­
cember 31, 1967 is $30,028,847. 

Further improvements and bet­
terments to the Turnpike were made 
in 1967 at a cost of $5,796,339. 
The cumulative cost from inception 
to December 31, 1967 is $69,841,948 
which was charged to the following 
funds. (See Statement of Cost of 
Investment in Facilities in the fi­
nancial statements.)

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ceeds of the sale of the new 
bonds for certain amounts of 
improvements and better­
ments. 

Of these moneys $8,572,405 came 
from the proceeds of sales of bond 
issues. All other moneys were sup­
plied from revenues. 

At December 31, 1967 all reserve 
requirements of the original bond 
resolutions had been fully met ex­
cept for a deficiency in the Second 
Series Maintenance Fund of $268,-
999 which deficiency wi11 be made 
good from the revenues in due 
course. There were also moneys in 
the capital project accounts with­
dravm from the Second Series Main­
tenance Fund of $400,786. 

The Annual Budget of Operating 
Expenses for the fiscal year 1967 
was $13,010,500. Due to circum­
stances, substantially beyond con­
trol of the Members of the Author­
ity, it was found necessary to amend 
the hudget to $13,615,300. Actual 
disbursements totaled $13,332,786. 

Schedule 1 lists investments of 
the Authority at December 31, 1967. 
Market value at that date approxi­
mated acquisition cost. 

In 1967 investment income totaled 
$1,476,783. In 1966 it was $1,407,-
631. These amounts include inter­
est received on time deposit of 
money in the sinking funds of 
$13,449 and $18,185 respectively. 
Market conditions were such that 
the Authority was able to use all 
sinking fund moneys in 1967 at call 
prices or better and did not resort 
to formal call. Interest earned and 
capital gain on investments in the 
Construction Fund and in the Bond 
Interest Fund accrue to the respec-

tive funds and are not treated as 
revenues in accordance with the 
General Revenue Bond Resolution. 

At the time of the initial financing 
in 1966, it was estimated that the 
cost of widening and improving the 
Turnpike together with certain mis­
cellaneous obligations of compara­
tively nominal amount would in­
volve a total bond issue of $486,-
000,000 of which $316,770,000 (be­
fore any interest earnings on interim 
investment of construction moneys) 
was applicable to construction cost. 
The Consulting Engineer has now 
revised this projected construction 
cost to $375,000,000 including a 
contingency reserve of $18,517,000. 
At December 31, 1967 there 
had been committed $229,139,000 
against this revised cost of which 
$50,975,000 had been disbursed 
leaving $178,164,000 sti11 to pay 
against this commitment. It was 
also projected at the time of the 
original financing that a further 
bond issue of $141,600,000 would 
be sold in January 1968. This issue 
will not be made in January as 
originally projected as, based on 
revised estimates of the Consulting 
Engineer, it is now calculated that 
moneys in hand wi11 be sufficient 
to meet costs into June 1968. 

Moneys in hand in the Construc­
tion Fund pertaining to the New­
ark Bay-Hudson County Extension 
totaled $227,995 at December 31, 
1967 and are considered adequate 
to pay any remaining costs.

(1) ACCOUNTING PRINCIPLES: 

(a) Authorizing legislation-The New Jersey Turn­
pike Authority is a body corporate and politic cre­
ated by the New Jersey Turnpike Authority Act 
of 1948 as amended and supplemented, authorized 
to construct, maintain, repair and operate turn­
pike projects at locations established by law, and to 
issue turnpike revenue bonds of the Authority, sub-. 
ject to prior approval in writing of the Governor 
and of either or both the State Treasurer and the 
Comptroller of the Treasury, payable solely from 
tolls and other revenues of .the Authority. Under 
the provisions of the Act, turnpike revenue bonds 
and the interest thereon shall not be deemed to con­
stitute a debt or liability or a pledge of the faith 
and credit of the State or any political subdivision 
thereof. 
The Authority has no stockholders nor equity 
holders and all revenues of the turnpike are re­
quired to be deposited by the Authority with, or 
in the name of, a special trustee to be applied in 
accordance with the provisions of the bond reso-
lutions. ' 
Accounts of the Authority are maintained in ac­
cordance with the principles set forth in this note, 
which are based on the provisions . of the bond 
resolutions and on the Authority's interpretation 
of said resolutions. 

(b) Investment in facilities-Consists primarily of 
amounts expended to acquire right-of-way, con­
struct and place in operation the turnpike, its ex­
tensions and related facilities. In accordance with 
the bond resolutions there have been included in 
construction costs expenses in connection with the 
offering, selling and issuance of bonds; discount 
on the sale of bonds ; commitment fees under bond 
purchase agreements; cost of certain real estate 
in excess of right-of-way requirements which may 
be sold and the proceeds applied in reduction of 
construction costs ; and interest on bonds (less in­
come earned on unexpended construction funds) 
and administrative and legal expenses during the 
construction period. This amount also includes the 
cost of improvements, enlargements and better­
ments to the original facility. 

(c) Interest-Interest on bond indebtedness is payable 
semi-annually on January 1, and July 1, of each 
y,ear. Interest due on January 1, 1968 of $8,640,096 
had been deposited with the paying agent as of 
D~cember 31, 1967 (as in the previous year) and, 



Notes to Financial Statements 

accordingly, there is no liability shown in the ac­
counts for such interest at that date. 

( d) Pension and retirement plans-Employees of the 
Authority are covered by the Public Employees 
Retirement System of the State of New Jersey. 
Pension plan expense of $601,716 for 1967 ($355,-
765 in 1966) is based on annual billings received 
from the Retirement System and recorded on a 
cash basis. The increase in pension costs in 1967 
resulted primarily from certain benefit improve­
ments in the State plan. In addition, Authority 
employees are also covered by the Federal Social 
Security Act. 

(e) Operations-Toll revenues are recorded as earned, 
income on investments and from concessions is 
recorded when collected and costs of construction, 
improvements, enlargements and betterments to 
the facility and operating expenses (including 
materials and supplies) are recorded when paid. 
The amended Annual Budget of Operating Ex­
penses as filed for the year 1967 amounted to $13,-
615,300 as compared with cash disbursements 
during 1967 for operating expenses of $13,332,786. 
The bond resolutions state that operating expenses 
shall not include any allowance for depreciation 
and accordingly no provision for depreciation has 
been included in the accounts or in the accom­
panying financial statements. In the absence of a 
provision for depreciation, effective recovery of 
construction costs is expected to be accomplished 
through the required allocation of available rev­
enues to the respective sinking funds for retire­
ment of the related bond indebtedness. During 
1967 $29,589,509 was made available for the 
retirement of bonds, $29,589,209 of which was 
from revenues and reserves and $300 from con­
struction moneys. The Authority, with the ap­
proval of the Consulting Engineer, may direct the 
Trustee to transfer funds from the Second Series 
Maintenance Fund to special accounts to pay the 
cost of repairs, replacements or maintenance 
items of a type not recurring annually or at short 
intervals and for which moneys were not pro­
vided in the budgeted operating expenses. Trans­
fers may also include funds for major improve­
ments and certain studies. 
During the year ended December 31, 1967, trans­
fers for such purposes amounted to $5, 786,928 
including $23,365 provided from construction ac­
counts. From funds so provided during the current 
and preceding year, expenditures were made for 
major improvements in the amount of $806,108 
which has been added to the cost of investment in 
facilities and $4,966,037 for repairs, replacements 
and maintenance items which has been reflected 
as an extraordinary charge in the accompanying 
Statement of Revenues and Expenses. 
Net revenues for the year 1967 as defined in the 
1966 bond resolution amounted to $42,511,402 
(revenues $56,848,226, less amounts paid from the 
Revenue Fund into the Operating Fund, $14,336,-
824). For the year 1966, net revenues as defined, 
were $41,330,952. 

(2) AGREEMENT WITH BOND HOLDERS: 
To provide funds for the construction of the turn­
pike and extensions, the Authority authorized on 
~ebruary 10, 1950, an issue of $220,000,000 Turn­
pike Revenue .Bonds (1950 issue); on September 
19, 1951, an issue of $35,000,000 Turnpike Rev­
enue Bonds ( 1951 issue), both referred to as Gen­
eral Bonds; on November 18, 1952, an issue of 
$32,024,000 Second Series Bonds (Series A) of 
which $30,000,000 was issued; on October 14, 

1953, an issue of $150,000,000 Second Series Bonds 
(Series B) of which $30,000,000 has been used to 
retire the Second Series Bonds (Series A) ; ·on 
April 14, 1954, an issue of $27,200,000 Second 
Series Bonds (Series B), and on March 17, 1955, 
an issue of $34,000,000 Second Series Bonds (Se­
ries B) . For the purpose of financing a portion of 
the cost of construction of a turnpike widening 
and improvement program and certain special 
projects related in general to the turnpike system, 
the Authority authorized on September 22, 1966 
an issue of $179,000,000 Turnpike Revenue Bonds: 
Series A, constituting the initial portion of an es­
timated $486,000,000 widening and improvement 
issue. 
Minimum annual sinking fund payments sufficient 
to retire the General Bonds by maturity are 
required in increasing amounts commencing with 
the annual period ended November 15, 1959 in re­
spect of the 1950 bonds which mature January 1, 
1985, and the annual period ending November 15 
1968 in respect of the 1951 bonds which matur~ 
January 1, 1986. The minimum sinking fund re­
quirement applicable to the 1950 issue of General 
Bonds for the annual period ended November 15 
1967 has been satisfied. The requirement for th~ 
1950 and 1951 bonds for the annual period ending 
November 15, 1968 is $7,645,000. No minimum 
annual sinking fund payments are required for 
the Second Series Bonds (Series B) which mature 
July 1, 1988; however, all remaining revenues 
after satisfying the requirements of all othe; 
funds provided for in the bond resolutions are 
allocated to the Second Series Sinking Fund. 
In the bond resolutions relating to the Turnpike 
Revenue Bonds, Series A, the Authority has cov­
enanted to charge such tolls as shall be required in 
order that net revenues will be at least sufficient 
together with other available funds, to retire o; 
provide for the retirement of all the General Bonds 
and Second Series Bonds by January 1, 1976. 
Prior to such retirement, interest on the Turnpike 
Rev~nue Bonds, Series A, will be payable from a 

. port10n of the bond proceeds deposited in the Bond 
Interest Fund and the investment earnings of such 
fund. On and after the retirement of all of the 
General Bonds and Second Series Bonds the Turn­
pike Revenue Bonds, Series A, will be payable 
from and secured by pledge of the revenues of the 
turnpike system. 
Sinking fund requirements for the Turnpike Rev­
enue Bonds, Series A, commence with the annual 
period ending November 15, 1978. 
During the year 1967 the remaining revenues and 
excess reserve requirements applicable to Second 
Series Bonds of $23,786,130 were transferred to 
the Second Series Sinking Fund and allocated to 
sub-sinking funds as follows:

In addition, $5,803,379 was transferred to the 
Ge:r;ie:al Sinking Fund satisfying in full the re­
mammg amount due for the annual period ended 
November 15, 1967 and including $2 592 808 in 
partial payment on the amount due for' the 'annual 
period ending November 15, 1968. General Bonds 
and Second Series Bonds, at the election of the 
Authority, may be redeemed at varying premium 
r~te~ other than by operation of the respective 
smkmg funds, as set forth in the bond resolutions. 



Chapter IV 

E NCOURAGED by the results of a 
pilot program instituted in 

1967, the Authority plans to place 
all of its toll collectors on steady 
shift schedules by April 1968. The 
program was tried successfully at 
Interchanges 5, 6, 7, 8 and 8A. It 
will be extended on a trial basis to 
all other toll areas in the southern 
section by January 1968 and in the 
northern section by April. 

Should the plan work satisfactori­
ly in the other areas, it will be es­
tablished on a permanent Turnpike­
wide basis. The plan is aimed at 
more efficient scheduling of person­
nel, with the men selecting one of 
three basic shifts according to seni­
ority. To provide for the collectors' 
days off, which will vary, schedules 
will be rotated every seven weeks. 

The steady shift program grew 
out of a study sponsored by the 
Authority to simplify work assign-

ments and enable collectors to plan 
their activities well in advance. 
Some 400 men will be working the 
booths in 1968. 

Toll Collection is also planning to 
cope with manpower requirements 
generated by new construction. One 

new facility, the enlarged Inter­
change # 13, relocated at Eliza­
beth, is expected to be in use 
by May 1968, replacing the old in­
terchange at Elizabeth, which will 
be abandoned. The following year, 
the first new interchange in the 
Widening Program, linking the 
Garden State Parkway at Wood­
bridge, and eliminating Inter­
changes # 10 and # 11, is sched­
uled for completion. 

Traffic in 1967 continued to show 
an uptrend at all toll points, with 
the largest increases recorded at 
# 11 (Woodbridge-The Am boys), 
# 13 (Eliza beth) and # 17 (Lin­
coln Tunnel-Secaucus). As traffic 
mounted, the Authority continued 
to explore new methods to expedite 
the flow of vehicles throu h 
the interchanges and im- ~

Chapter V 

Augmenting Existing 

A LTHOUGH 1967 wa.s the first year 
of actual construction devoted 

to the current widening program, 
the existing roadways, buildings 
and facilities continued to be im­
proved. The widening necessarily 
made many increased demands on 
the Engineering Staff, but no com­
promise to the quality of existing 
fadlities could be allowed. All con­
struction projects, including those 
related to the widening program, 
have been planned to instire an 
absolute mmimal inconvenience to 
patrons and . to insu~e no compro­
mise. to their safety. 

A total of five resurfacing pro­
jects were completed in 1967. They. 
accounted for the overlaying of 50 
lane miles of existing Turnpike 
roadway with over 87,000 tons of · 
asphaltic concrete. All resurfacing 
was in areas to the sou~h of the 
area being widened. Duri_µg the 
spring and fall months, when day-

time traffic densities were relative­
ly light in these areas, the work 
was accomplished during daylight 
hours, one lane at a time. During 
the relatively high daytime traffic 
density summer months, however, 
this construction proceeded during 
nighttime hours, two lanes at a 
time. This system has the advantage 
of minimizing traffic delays while 
allowing the contractor to maintain 
acceptable production rates. 

The continuing resurfacing pro­
gram guarantees that the full utili­
zation of existing pavements is be­
ing accomplished, and that good 
riding characteristics are being 
maintained, even on pavements that 
are now sixteen years old. It is al§o 
possible to take advantage of the 
latest knowledge with regard to 
asphalt designs. Moreover, the 
maintenance of resurfaced roadway 
is less costly. 

In addition to the resurfacing 
mentioned above, a large scale 
bridge deck repair and mainte­
nance program was undertaken dur­
ing 1967. The bridges involved were 
mainline structures north of the 
Woodbridge Interchange and cer­
tain areas on the Hudson County 

Extension. Here, again, it was nec­
essary to maintain traffic during 
construction; but in this case, the 
work included the entire removal 
of certain deck slabs. The work was 
limited to one lane at a time, and 
no weekend lane closings of main­
line roadway were permitted. This 
is a twenty-four hour a day opera­
tion requiring the removal of con­
crete deck sections; curing and ap­
plying a waterproof membrane; 
and, finally, resurfacing-all being 
accomplished between Monday 
morning and Friday afternoon. 

Work of this nature is an excel­
lent example to emphasize the plan­
ning and coordination required and 
attained between staff and Con­
sultant personnel. 

The Southern Division Mainte­
nance Headquarters at Moorestown 
was completed in 1967. This com­
plex not only provides sufficient of­
fice and clerical space for the en­
tire division, but also provides for 
12,800 square feet of enclosed salt 
storage. Salt may now be purchased 
in large quantities, thus assuring 
availability when and where re­
quired; and also assuring a low pur­
chase price. Also included is a 17,-

700 square foot, completely en­
closed, vehicle storage building. 

Major modifications and irriprove­
ments to the service stations at 
Service Areas IS (Clara Barton), 
IN (John Fenwick), 8N (Joyce 
Kilmer), lOS (Thomas Edison), 
ION (Grover Cleveland), and 12S 
(Alexander Hamilton) were com­
pleted during 1967. Included was 
the construction of new truck is­
lands for the dispensing of diesel 
fuel, as well as gasoline at three 
areas; new island shelters at four 
areas; lengthening of existing is­
lands; and addition of new fuel dis­
pensers at two areas; and installa­
tion of newer, more efficient "Y" 
lights at two areas. The conversion 
to these new "Y" lights has now 
been completed at aM mainline serv­
ice areas, with the exception of 
Service Area UN (William F. Hal­
sey) at Elizabeth. 

A new 1,480 square foot snack 
bar was constructed at Service Area 
IN in 1967, together with an en­
largement of the existing parking 
facilities, to provide for 77 more 
cars. The snack bar is an entirely 
separate building with separate 
kitchen and food-serving equip­
ment. It also includes 468 square 
feet of storage space for the Service 
Area. A similar parking lot en­
largement was also constructed 
at the Grover Cleveland Service 
Area in Woodbridge. Improvements 
to existing restaurant facilities at 
Service Areas 4N (James Fenimore 
Cooper), 6N (Woodrow Wilson), 
6S (Richard Stockton), and EN 
(John Stevens) were also· under­
taken in 1967. Increased traffic vol­
umes were reflected in the required 
enlargements to the Turnpike own­
ed sewage plants at Service Areas 
4N and 8N. 

There were several improvements 
to existing interchanges as well. A 
1,310 square foot addition to 



the Bordentown Interchange Toll 
Building to provide much needed 
office and storage space began in 
the fall of 1967, and will be com­
pleted in the spring of 1968. This 
project also includes additional 
parking space for employees. Ad­
ditional employee parking space 
was also provided at Interchange 9, 
New Brunswick, and Interchange 
14A, Bayonne. Air conditioning im­
provements were made at almost 
all interchanges, as were improve­
ments to interior offices. In ad­
dition, all plaza supervisor offices 
were equipped with lane indicator 
lights. These indicators allow the 
supervisor to tell at a glance which 
lanes are open and allow for a more 
efficient utilization of existing lanes. 

Several bridge painting contracts 
which began in 1966 were com­
pleted in 1967. In addition, a new 
contract that provided for the paint­
ing of the East Viaduct, West Via­
duct and North Terminal Ramps­
all on the Hudson County Exten­
sion-was let in 1967. This work 
will be completed in the spring of 
1968. 

The augmentation to existing fa­
cilities planned for 1967 proceeded 
as planned in late 1966 and early 
1967. Early planning and the judici­
ous separation of work between 
Turnpike personnel and Consul­
tants, all working together under 
the direction of the Engineering 
Staff, contributed to the successful 
administration of the various pro­
jects. The adverse effects of spiral­
ling construction costs and scarci 
of skilled construction la- '8 
bor in New Jersey were ~fHdl~ 
successfully held in check. ~;)

working off the mainline. The elec­
trical sectio.n relocated signs and 
changed messages to aid construc­
tion work. As a result, the widen­
ing continued without disrupting 
traffic. · 

Acquire Heavier Equipment 

A new trend in purchasing truck 
equipment was initiated with the 
addition of several pieces of heavier 
equipment to replace lighter ma­
chines. It is planned to upgrade the 
existing fleet of light duty trucks to 
a more versatile, heavier and more 
durable type in the 30,000 pound 
class which can be used in snow re­
moval and hauling operations. Two 
high-lift platform trucks for struc-

tural and bridge painting opera~ons 
were purchased. 

A new mechanical means of lime 
spreading was adopted by land­
scaping personnel. Specially de­
signed equipment is driven along 
the shoulder of the roadway, dis­
charging a spray of lime as far as 
30 feet out. The equipment is op­
erated by a hydraulic pump. An­
other innovation is the use of a 
high velocity suction machine to 
clean water inlets, instead of doing 
the work manually. 

Maintenance took over work pre­
viously carried out by contractors­
providing daily truck runs to areas 
where there are septic tanks and re-

moving sludge from sewage plants 
to filter beds located at the Turn­
pike Sewage Treatment Plant at the 
Molly Pitcher Service Area ( 7S). 

Water lines located at sewage 
plants at Fenimore Cooper ( 4N) 
and Joyce Kilmer ( BN) Service 
Areas were replaced with new lines 
and relocated for expanded cover­
age. 

The Department also began to 
replace worn underground gasoline 
_storage tanks at the Service Areas­
work formerly done by contract and 
to repair and recondition air condi­
tioning systems and units in Turn­
pike buildings.

Maintenance District 2 was reno­
vated for use by State Police at the 
Moorestown Station. 

Designs for overhead turns over 
the Turnpike at District 4 at Mill­
town were completed and sched­
uled for use in 1968. Overhead 
turns are now in operation at Dis­
trict 2 at Moorestown. 

Outstanding Shop . 

The Communications Section for 
the second straight year was select­
ed as the outstanding shop at the 
Spring Inspection. At the Fall In­
spection, District 1 at Swedesboro 
was judged the best shop. 

A severe snow storm during the 
winter of 1966-67 brought a total 
accumulation of 51 inches as op­
posed to an average yearly accumu­
lation of 29 inches for the Newark 
a~ea. Because of the severity of the 
snowfall, 16,900 tons of salt were 
spread along the roadway during 
the winter. 

New construction included the 
completion of Southern Division 

Headquarters building located at 
District 2. It houses Division and 
District offices and shops. The 
building is equipped with a lunch 
room and lavatory facilities for all 
personnel assigned to the District 
and Division. 

A separate heated building in the 
complex is used for the storage of 
vehicular equipment used by per­
sonnel in the area. A fireproof stor­
age area for flammable and explo­
sive-type of material is also avail­
able. A salt storage building, large 
enough to hold 9,000 tons of salt, 
and four additional shop bays for 
repair of equipment were added to 
the complex. Snow removal oper­
ations in 1967 totalled $460,000, in­
cluding the cost of outside contrac­
tors. 

·Bridge Phones Installed 

In cooperation with the New Jer­
sey Bell Telephone Company, 68 
emergency telephones were install­
ed on the Passaic and Hackensack 
River Bridges and placed into use 

in May. The Department was re­
sponsible for the general system, 
configuration signing, and support­
ing structures for the call box sys­
tem which provides instant two­
way voice communications for driv­
ers of disabled vehicles. 

The Communications section also 
completed revisions to the radio 
sign control system in the area 
north of Interchange 8 at Hights­
town. New transmitting equipment 
on a separate radio channel, togeth­
er with matching receivers at the 
30 remote· sign points along the 
roadway, now make the use of the 
sign system considerably more ef­
ficient. 

The addition of this new exclu­
sive use radio channel for remote 
control of signs and other traffic 
devices will provide . the Turnpike 
with capabilities to expand this sys­
tem several fold. 

Maintenance radio dispatching 
and central control activities post­
ed new records in the handling of

patron service requests. The dis­
patching group placed into service 
in October 1964, has proved to be 
an effective focal point of commu­
nications control for all mainte­
nance and allied activities on the 
roadway. Expanded responsibili­
ties, which now include the role of 
a central information and record 

keeping operation for various op­
erating groups, made it necessary 
to increase the personnel from five 
dispatchers to eight. In 1967, this 
control point processed and parti­
cipated in providing emergency 
services to over 75,000 patrons. 

Expansion of the Clara Barton 
(IS) Service Area water and sew-

age plant was completed. This in­
cluded installation of a 200,000-gal­
lon water tower. It also raised the 
design flow of the sewage plant 
from 80,000 to 250,000 gallons per 
day. The second 6,000 gallon tanker 
was put into service in 1967. The 
Turnpike now has two tankers in 
service, taking care of all of the 
service areas and interchanges on 
the Turnpike. Expansion .of the 
sewage plants at the James Feni­
more Cooper and Joyce Kilmer 
Service Areas was begun; it will in­
clude enlargement of the secondary 
settling tanks. The Walt Whitman 
Service Area ( 3S) was connected 
to the municipal water supply sys­
tem in Runnemede. 

Operations Computerized 

Fleet records covering the oper­
ation and maintenance of all equip­
ment assigned to the Maintenance 
Department are now prepared 
monthly and analyzed by electronic 
data machines in the Turnpike 
Data Processing Department. 

These monthly reports, started in 
July, provide maintenance with in­
formation on costs of operating 
equipment. This system will result 
in considerable savings in time, 
money and effort. 

A new-type of truck-mounted hy­
draulic median grass mower was 
added to Jandscaping operations. 
The unit replaced an old method 
of mowing the medians · with con­
ventional tractor equipment that 
required several passes over the 
area and use of back-up equipment, 
presenting contour problems. The 
new equipment mows the median 
in one pass with increased produc­
tivity. 

Modem semi-automatic aluminum 
welding equipment was acquired 
which aided in solv- ~~"'~~ 
ing a perennial problem ~l~ , "' 
of road sign maintenance. · · 



Chapter VII Personnel: A Banner Year 

T HE Authority's Widening Pro­
gram created the need to re­

cruit additional personnel to keep 
up with the rapid growth of all de­
partments. By the end of the year, 
there were · 1,120 employees-1,082 
on a fulltime basis- and 38 part­
time. 

Of the 1,120, Toll Collection had 
494, of which 456 were fulltime, 
while· 412 worked in Maintenance 
and 214 in Administration. The reg­
ular work force was augmented by 
100 college students hired for the 
summer mon.ths, mostly in field op­
erations. 

The year 1967 marked the trial 
of a steady shift program in the Toll 
Department which is designed to 
cover all interchanges by April of 
1968. 

To meet expanded employee 
health programs arid regular medi­
cal requirements throughout the 



year, the staff of the medical de­
pa1iment was increased by one full­
time nurse. The work schedule of 
the Turnpike physician was expand­
ed to handle physical examinations 
of new employees and other related 
medical requirements. 

The Hospitalization and Medical 
Plan offered by the Authority was 
enlarged w_ith the addition of Rider 
J clause at no cost . .to e,nployees, 
effective January 1, .1968. 

In memory of Harry Laderman, 
the Authority authorized the crea­
tion of a college scholarship fund. 
Harry Laderman, a toll collector, 
was killed when a truck crashed 
into his booth at the Lincoln Tun­
nel Interchange Complex on Febru­
ary 2, 1967. 

The Authority also adopted . a 
resolution to dedicate in Mr. Lad­
erman' s memory the new ·Passaic 
River ·Bridge now under construe-

tion in connection with the Turn­
. pike's expansion program. 

A committee was formed to ad­
minister the Fund which will benefit 
sons and daughters of Turnpike em­
ployees. The Authority will contri­
bute $2,000 a year to the Fund, to 
be dispensed under rules set up by 
an employees' committee. The grant 
will be paid in the name of the in­
dividual to the college at which he 
is registered, in the amount of $500 
per year for a period of four years. 

In November, the Authority an­
nounced a new salary program, au­
thorizing . increases for Turnpike . 
employees·, including across-the­
board increments totalling $1,200 
spread over a three-year period- · 
$300 in 1968, $400 in 1969 and $500 
in 1970, besides the continuation of 
its policy of regular merit increases . 

. based on . performance reviews and 
established increment schedules. 

In addition, it authorized a lon­
gevity payment of $250 to each em­
ployee with 10 years or more of con­
tinuous service, the amount paid in 
December, and to be continued in 
subsequent years. The new program 
makes Turnpike employees the 
highest paid toll road personnel in 
the nation. 

The Employee Relations Im­
provement Committee (ERIC) con­
tinued to provide off-hour activities 
for personnel. It sponsored social 
events in the Spring and Fall, and 
supervised the Sixth Annual Christ­
mas Family Reunion for Turnpike 
employees and their families. The 
Suggestion Plan, to which employ­
ees contribute .. their ideas for the 
improvement of operations and 
greater safety, handled 500 entries 
in 1967 and made 45 
cash awards in the pro­
gram initiated in 1962. 



'T INETEEN sixty seven saw the 
l. ~ emergence of the Legal-Real 
Estate Department in full opera­
tion,. dominated by the property 
acquisitions required for the Wid­
ening. 

At the year end the Authority 
had taken title or was in possession 
of approximately 400 of the 800 
parcels needed for the expansion. 
The acquisition for the Edison In­
terchange was virtually complete, 
with only three parcels remaining, 
and these were in condemnation. 

The Department utilized the serv­
ices of three full-time negotiators, 
together with six secretarial em­
ployees and a draftsman to assist 
its three attorneys, on the overall 
staff under direction of General 
Counsel Grover C. Richman, Jr. 

The scope of the acquisitions 
ranged from a homeowner with a 
pigeon coop who refused to move 
(resulting in condemnation action),

to the taking of a portion of an 
outdoor drive-in theater and the re­
moval and relocation of six radio 
towers. The towers had to be re­
moved and relocated in such .a man­
ner to avoid any disruption in 
broadcast operations and still be 
available to the contractors within 
the framework of the construction 
schedule. About 85% of the acqui­
sitions was accomplished without 
resort to condemnation. 

In accomplishing its designated 
assignments the Deparhnent was 
guided by a three-pronged objec­
tive. 

The first involved residential 
properties. Every effort was made 
to reimburse the owner for the full 
market value of the property taken, 
as determined by appraisals (pre­
pared by competent licensed ap­
praisers) and to mitigate as much as 
possible the inconvenience caused 
by relocating property owners. 

A Step-Up ii 

The second phase involved the 
taking of commercial and industrial 
property. Here the Authority strove 
to lessen ·the effect o( such acqui­
sitions to avoid total loss of com­
mercial or industrial use and the 
consequent disruptive effect upon 
a municipality by the loss of rat­
ables. An example would be the 
construction of a retaining wall by 
the Authority where the situation 
permitted, instead of ~ much larger 
~aking of property for slope em­
bankments, thus resulting in a mini-

mal effect upon the existing com­
mercial use and permitting the 
business to remain as a functional, 
profitable enterprise.

Chapter IX 

A YEAR marked by the expan-
sion program gave impetus to 

the Authority's informational activi­
ties to serve a wide area of inter­
ests. 

The communications media, in­
cluding six daily newspapers with 
correspondents assigned to the Au­
thority, were served by the Public 
Information Department with a 
running account of Turnpike de­
velopments. 

Press. and radio were kept abreast 

Informing the Public 

of construction progress through 
news releases, personal interviews, 
photographic reports and by at­
tending the Authority's meetings. 
Visual evidence of construction pro­
gress was provided for newsmen 
and photographers in periodic aer­
ial inspection tours of the widen­
ing aboard Turnpike helicopters. 

Mr. Pyle Visits Road 

Requests from other publications 
for the latest information on the 

work and from interested parties 
regarding the widening, including 
right-of-way matters, were handled 
by the Department as a source of 
news or photographic material. 

Press coverage was highlighted 
on July 25 when Howard Pyle, 
president of the National Safety 
Council, was a guest of the Au­
thority in his first official visit to a 
toll highway. On that occasion, Mr. 
Pyle praised the Turnpike for its 
"dedication to the cause of highway

safety" and presented Authority 
Chairman Joseph Morecraft, Jr. 
with a citation for maintaining and 
constantly improving a "high level 
of safety for the millions of Ameri­
can motorists who use its miles of 
essential roadway." 

Mr. Pyle held a press conference 
at which he described the Turnpike 
as a "neatly packaged type of busi­
ness, being run on a business basis 
and a forward-looking pioneering 
highway constantly concerned with 
safety." 

Work Expanded 

Quickly geared to the additional 
demands imposed by the expansion

program, the Public Information 
Department experienced a corres­
ponding increase in other areas of 
work. There was the necessity to 
prepare and have published a new 
supply of strip maps, expand its 
news coverage for the employee 
newspaper, the Pike Interchange, 
run off a new issue of its hotel­
motel directory and its Charter Bus 
Stop pamphlet, and redo in print­
ed form the facts booklet on the 
widening program. In addition, the 
Department served as the clearing 
house for other publications and 
publicity material on employee ac­
tivities during the year. 

These activities were fully re-

ported in the Pike Interchange 
which began its ninth year of pub­
lication in September 1967 and 
had its IOOth issue in December. 

Another important phase of its 
work is the publication of the Au­
thority's Annual Report, the mater­
ial for which was supplied and 
documented for the Authority by 
its staff and the photographs furn­
ished by the Photographic Section. 

Maintained Close Contact 

Throughout the year, the Depart­
ment maintained a close liaison 
with other departments on informa­
tional matters in order to assure 
that the data obtained and distri­
buted to the public or to Turnpike 
employees was accurate. 

Of concern to the Department 
also was the Employees Suggestion 
Plan under the ERIC program. The 
many suggestions submitted by per­
sonnel for consideration by the 
A wards Committee continued to be 
processed by the Department and 
followed through from review by 
the various department heads to 
final evaluation by the Committee. 

The Department from time to 
time received and conducted visi­
tors on tours of the Administration 
Building. There were delegations 
from schools, Boy and Girl Scout 
troops interested in the Turnpike 
operations and occasionally engi­
neers and other technical people 
from other countries who came to 
discuss the Turnpike organiza­
tion and the construction ~~"'m~ 
techniques. They were if ~ 
all cordially welcomed. ~.Jl
