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Inspector's Report 

1\JEw JERSEY STATE PRISON, 
TRENTON, October 31st, 1912. 

INSPECTORS' OFFICE, 

Hon. Woodrow Wilson, Governor of the State of New Jersey: 

Sm-In accordance with the provisions of the law, we present 
herewith our report regarding the management and condition of 
this Institution for the fiscal year ending October 3rst, 1912. 

Monthly meetings of the Inspectors have been held during the 
year, and additional special meetings when circumstances required 
same. The policy of weekly visits on the part of two members of 
the Board has been follmved throughout the year, resulting in a 
close oversight over the management of all departments of the 
prison. 

The total expenditures during the fiscal year of 1912 were 
$278,635.04. Of this sum $271,218.88 was for ordinary expendi­
tures of the prison and $7,416.16 was for extraordinary expendi­
tures. The purposes for whici1 these expenditures were made are 
shown in the following concise statement. The details concerning 
them will be found embodied in the report of the Supervisor.

The total cost of subsistence was $74,083.36, being an annual 
per capita cost of $so.70 and a per capita per diem cost of $0.1385 . . 
This per capita being $0.0084 greater than last year. 

Following the suggestion of the Former Commissioner of Chari­
ties as made in a report to you, the Board considered the employ­
ment of a dietician. In the judgment of the Board it was thought 
that the proper preparation of food for prisoners would be better 
accomplished by the employment of a competent cook rather than 
a dietician, and in addition, i:he time of a cook could be better em­
ployed and at 'a cheaper cost to the State than the services of a 
dietician. Accordingly, the Board secured the services of a cook 
recommended to them by the Civil Service Commission. ' 

The addition to the female wing and laundry which was com­
pleted during 191 l has proved a valuable addition to the facilities 
of the State Prison. However, owing to the creation of the new 
prison for women at Clinton, Hunterdon County, with the pro­
vision of the law, permitting the transfer of women prisoners from 
State Prison between the ages of l 7 and 30 years, this is liable 
to lead to a vast reduction in the number of women inmates, result­
ing, therefore, in the lack of women convicts to do the ordinary 
work of female prisoners and keep in operation the splendid laun­
dry facilities which have been installed. This provision for women 
in the matter of age, also calls attention to a somewhat similar pro­
vision for the State Reformatory at Rahway by an Act of 19II, 
Chapter No. 348, repealing Chapter No. 22, laws of 19JO. The age 
limit of inmates at the State Reformatory was raised to 30 years, 
resulting in the State Prison receiving in many cases, th~ old and 
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unfit, frequently without reference · to the character of the crime 
and the criminal. 

Owing to the general rumor as to the unhealthfulness of the 
city water supply, with the ever present fear · of a typhoid epidemic, 
the Board awarded contracts for the driving of wells, as authorized 
by the Legislature of 191 I. Three wells have been driven. The 

•first one to a depth of 300 fed, which furnished a supply of water 
ai. the rate of 47 gallons per minute. A second well was driven 
some distance from the first well to a depth of 448 feet, without 
finding any signs of water. The Board then authorized the driving 
of a third well, which was driven to a deptl~ of 376 feet, and suc­
ceeded in obtaining a water supply of 15 gallons per minute. As 
the only possible solution left for the securing of an adequate water 
supply, the Board instructed the contractor to shoot the last two 
wells. Three charges were used in each of the wells, resulting in 
no increase of water in the thi rel well and no evidence of water in 
the second well. The State Geologist was consulted by the Board, 
but could offer no suggestions which would relieve the dilemma. 
Samples of water have been submitted to the State Board of Health 
for chemical analysis and if the report shows that the water is pot­
able, application will be made to the forthcoming Legislature for 
an appropriation for the installation of deep water pumps, so that 
the purity o·f the drinking waL~r and the health of the prisoners 
may be safeguarded. From .mr experience in driving these wells, 
the Board is led to believe that the heavy additional expense in 
driving the wells deeper would be unwarranted and that it is 
impossible to save the cost of water for sanitary purposes. 

In order to insure additional fire protection, the main supply pipe 
from the city has been increased, affording an increased pressure 
and supply of water. 

The Act of 1911, Chapter No. 191, commonly known as "The 
Indeterminate Sentence Act," has imposed upon the Board addi­
tional and more responsible duties. The operation of this Act, so 
~ar as the Board was concerned in the matter of recommending 
-prisoners to be set at large, became operative during- the past sum­
mer. This has resulted in morf' frequent meetings of the Board 
and it is the unanimous opinion of the members that the law was 
-in the line of progress and humanity. The Board, however, finds 
-itself in somewhat of a quandary, due to the Act of 1912, Chapter 
No. 384, commonly known as "The Two-thirds Indeterminate Sen-
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tence Act." This law practically places the Board in the position 
of usurping the powers of the Court of Pardons and approving or 
disapproving of the action of the committing magistrates. While 
the Board has no desire to escape any of the duties which the Legis­
lature, in its wisdom, may have seen fit to impose upon it, neverthe­
less, the Board can hardly reconcile itself to the belief that the 
Legislature desired to delegate to it the powers of the Court of 
Pardons. Under the Two-thirdls Indeterminate Sentence A:ct, 
prisoners committed to State Prison under a specific sentence are 
privileged to appeal to the Board of Inspectors to be set at large 
after they have served two-thirds of the time for which they were 
committed. It seems incongruous to believe that the Legislature 
·would impose upon the Board of Inspectors, an administrative body, 
the power, in a sense, to abrogate the judicial acts of duly-consti­
tuted officials imposing penalties under the constitutional provisions 
of the Crimes Act. We are all the more strengthened in this 
opinion by the belief that you hold the same view, as evidenced by 
your action in the cases of prisoners recommended to you to be set 
at large under the provisions of the Two-thirds Act. 

Under the provisions of ,Chapter No. 372, Laws of r9u, contract 
labor in the State Prison will begin to expire in October, 1913, and 
the last contract will expire in March, 1914. Chapter No. 372, 
Laws of l9II, with its supplements as enacted by the Legislature 
of 1912, introduces a nevv policy on the part of the State in the 
matter of prison employment. Two propositions, apparently, will 
.be opened for the working of the prisoners. One' to be employed 
on what is known as the "State Use System" and the other on road 
work. The Board in its last report to you, went on record in favor 
of work on the roads or the creation of a State farm. In view of 
the fact that the Convict Labor Commission is to report to the 
forthcoming Legislature, a plan for the working of convicts on the 
roads, the Board is unable. in advance of legislative action, to pre­
pare for the adoption of such a plan if the Legislature should ap­
prove the same. In the meantime, the · Prison Labor Commission, 
which has in charge the creation of a State Use System, has not 
informed the Board wnat plans it proposes to pursue. In the judg­
ment of the Board, it is imperative that some action should be taken 
immediately by the Prison Labor Commission, making recommend­
ations to the Board as to the character of manufacture which will 
be done in State Prison under the State Use Sv8tern. Under the 
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provisions of Chapter No. 402, Laws of 1912, this Board is directed 
to incorporate in its annual estimate for appropriations, such sums 
as may be required in pursuance of the State Use System. The 
Board, having no knowledge of '.Yhat the Prison Labor Commission 
considers requisite for State Prison is at a loss to know what 
amount of money should be required. The seriousness of this situa­
tion is further increased by the fact that the appropriation of the 
forthcoming Legislature will not be available until November 1st, 
1913, or ·only 4 months prior to the expiration of the last prison 
labor contract. It would seem to the Board that it would be advis­
able for you to recommend to the incoming Legislature, the pas­
sage of .an act giving discretionary powers to the Prison Labor 
Commission to permit the Board of Inspectors to extend at least 
one-half of the prison labor contracts for such period of time as 
the Prison Labor Commission, in its judgment, deems necessary to 
properly institute the complete State Use System in State Prison. 
Unless some provision of this character is made, or the PFison 
Labor Commission promptly instructs the Board of Prison Inspec­
tors as to what will be required, the result will be that a large 
number of the prisoners in State Prison will shortly , be without 
any form of employment. That such a condition should exist would 
result in a very serious reflection upon the State, as it is the unani­
mous opinion of all penalogists that nothing is so conducive to 
insanity and general chaotic conditions in prisons as the influence 
idleness has on the inma<tes. 

The Board is pleased to call special attention to the efficient 
work of the matron, Mrs. Madden, and desires to make public com­
mendation of her work. 

The moral instructors have diligently exercised a watchfulness 
over the moral and intellectual condition of the inmates. and their 
reports are appended hereto. 

The Prison night school has been successful and appears to meet 
with the approval of the inmates, as judged· by the avidity with 
which they take advantage of the opportunity afforded them to 
receive an education. The report on the operation of the night 
school, which accompanies this report, speaks for itself. 

The statistical report shows the daily average population of the 
Prison during the fiscal year to have been 146o 3rn/ 366 prisoners 
against an average population last year of 1413 167 /365. The 
hig-hest number of any period during the year was I 529. 
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In compliance with the law, we herewith submit the statistical 
report for the fiscal year, showing ·not only the population of the 
Prison, but the ages, nativity andl sex of the- inmates. Accompany­
ing this report we also submit the rep'.)rt of the physicians, showing 
the sanitary and health conditions and the work performed by these 
officers during the year. 

For the needs of the Prison, both for supplemental for 1913 and 
for the annual appropriation for 1914, the Board would recommend 
the following appropriations to be made :

Supervisor's Report 

Hon. Woodrow Wilson, Governor: 

SUPERVISOR'S OFFICE, 

NEW JERSEY STATE PRISON, 

November I, 1912. 

Srn-In accordance with established custom, I have the honor 
io submit, for your information and that of the Legislature, a state­
ment of the transactions of the State Prison during the past fiscal 
year in the department committed by law to the official charge of 
the Supervisor. 

At the beginning of the fiscal year, the number of prisoners of 
all classes confined in the institution was one thousand four hundred 
and twenty, ( I,420.) . During the year, the number of these re­
moved, five hundred and twenty-nine, were removed by reason of 
expiration of term, death, pardon, parole, insanity and other causes, 
these causes being set forth in the customary detailed statistical 
report prepared by the Clerk of the Prison for transmission to you. 
The number received at the Prison during the year was six hun­
dred and thirty-six, ( 636), so that the number remaining at this 
time is one thousand five hundred and twenty-seven, ( I,527) or 
1.me hundred and seven ( rn7) more than at the beginning of the 
year. The daily average of prisoners during the year \vas one 
thousand four hundred and sixty-one, showing an increase in the 
daily average of forty-seven and one-half as compared with the 
year next preceding.

The expenditures made by the State Treasurer on warrant of the 
Comptroller, for every purpose connected with tJ1e management of 
the State Prison during the year, amounted to Two Hundred and 
seventy-eight thousand, six hundred and thirty-five dollars and four 
cents, ($278,635.04). While this sum represents a total of expendi­
tures made by the State Treasurer for all State Prison Purposes, 
still it does not represent the actual cost of operating the Prison, 
for the reason tha't the expenditures made from the State Treasury 
are charged to the various appropriations for the State Prison 
expenditures, and no credit is made for the revenue of the Prison 
which is required by law to be paid into the State Treasury. Credit­
ing this revenue received, it reduces the actual cost required to 
maintain the Prison to the sum of One Hundred and eighty-four 
thousand, five hundred: and twenty-five dollars and ninety-one 
cents. ($184,525.91.)

STATE PRISON REPORT. 

From the foregoing statement it is shown that the expenditures 
made, not only for guarding and maintenance of an average of one 
thousand four hundred and: sixty one (1 ,461) prisoners, but for 
keeping the buildings and ground in repair, and for every necessary 
expenditure incurred in the management of the Prison, without 
credi.ting the revenue returned to the State Treasurer, cost only a 
per capita per diem of $0.52109, and crediting the revenue, a per 
capita per diem of $0.3451, this latter per diem being .001 less 
than the previous year. 

The average number of prisoners at work in the shops was eight 
hundredr and forty-seven (847), and the earnings of that average 
came within Thirty-four thousand twenty-five dopars an,.d seventy­
five cents ($34,025.75) of paying the entire cost of maintaining the 
daily average population of fourteen hundred and sixty-one ( l ,461) 
prisoners. The number employed in_ sanitary and household work 
of the Prison, contract runners, clerks, carpenters, plumbers, pain­
ters, etc., was three hundred and fourteen (314) and the female 
prisoners numbered fifty-one ( 5 l), making a total of three hundred 
and sixty-five, ( 365), and computing the value of this labor at the 
per capita earnings of the remunerative labor, had the State been 
required to hire ·such labor, would have amounted to $54, 169.00; 
therefore, counting this amount as revenue earned, it would make 
the earnings One hundred forty-six thousand, six hundred forty-six 
dollars and twenty-five cents ($146,646.25) as the product of the 
labor of two huncl reel twenty-eight thousand four hnncl reel and 
twenty-three prisoners employed during the year. This revenue 
would not only have paid the ent,ire cost of maintenance, furniture, 
repairs and appliances, but would , leave a surplus of ($7.301.79) 
Seven Thousand three hundred and one dollars and seventy-nine 
cents. It would seem to me that no comment is necessary upon 
the application of these facts to that of the question of the economi­
cal management of the Prison.

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The hours of labor of the convicts is, as far as practical regulated 
under the provisions of an act entitled "A further supplement to 
an act entitled 'A general act relating to factories and workshops 
and the employment, safety and health and work hours of the 
operatives,' which act was approved March twenty-third, one 
thousand eight hundred and ninety-two." The provisions of this 
act require that fifty-five hours shall constitute a week's work in 
any factory, workshop or establishment where the manufacture of 
any goods whatsoever is carried on, and that the period of such 
employment shall be from seven o'clock in the forenoon until twelve 
o'clock noon, and from one o'clock in the afternoon until six o'clock 
in the evening of every working clay except Saturday, which last­
named day, the period of employment shall be from seven o'clock 
in the forenoon until twelve o'clock noon. 

At the commencement of the fiscal year, and 2-: the close of the 
said year, the numerical force may remain the same, yet the char­
acter of the labor is absolutely incompatible with the character of 
work to be produced. An illustration of this fact is as follows: 
At the commencement of the fiscal year 1912, there were assigned 
in the various industries eight hundred and ninety-seven (897) 
men, and at the close of the year this number had been augmented 
by thirty-six (36) making a total of Nine hundred and thirty-three 
( 933) ; but during the ye~1r, of this number, two hundred and seven 
( 207) were discharged by reason of the expiration of their sen­
tences or by parole, and three hun<lred and th~·ee were dropped 
by reason of their inability to perform the work to which they had 
been assigned. From this statement it will be observed that in the 
period of one year by reason of the changes referred to, that nearly 
half of the number were inexperienced. 

By reason of said act and of Sundays and legal holidays which 
occur in every year, the actual number of working d;iys are reduced 
to two hundred and seventy-one and a half ( 271 -~). There were 
employed on contract work in this institution during that number 
of days, two hundred twenty-eight thousand and sixty-five ( 228,o65) 
men . In addition to this number of men employed in the manufac­
ture of goods, there were employed as machinists, seven men_. these 
men being assigned to look after the machines and machinery used 
on the various contracts. This latter number being outside of con­
tract . requirement, a charge is made for their services, and the . 
earnings for this labor during the year netted the sum of One 
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thousand, seven hundred and sixteen dollars and seventy-five cents 
($1,716.75). The earnings from the men on the contract work 
amounted to Ninety-two thousand, four hundred and seventy-eight 
dollars and twenty-five cents ($92,478.25) , this earning netting a 
per capita per diem of .4055. 

The combined earnings from both sources during the year re­
sulted in the total earning of Ninety-four thousand, one hundred 
and ninety-five dollars ($94,195.00).

Under my direction, the labor of three men in charge of the 
store-keeper, make all the sl;oes necessary am{ repair the same 
for a population of fourteen hundred and sixty-one ( 1,461) men; 
and four men make all the necessary clothing and repak for the 
same population, and the women in charge of the matron make all 
the necessary shirts, drav,,'ers, sheets, bed ticks, cell towels, besides 
making all their own necessary clothing and doing the laundry and 
housework. 

At the session of the Legislature of 1911 , a radical change in the 
employment of labor vvas adopted, by the passage of the law, Chap-
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ter 372, Laws of l9II, and approved June 7, l9II, authorizing a 
Board of Commissioners of Labor to regulate the employment of 
Convict labor, and naming the Commissioners for the purpose of 
carrying out this act, . 

At the session of 1912, the provision naming said Commissioners 
\vas amended, authorizing the appointment in joint session of the 
Legislature, of six ( 6) persons to constitute said Commission, said 
Amendment being approved April 16, 1912. 

Section 2, of Chapter 372 of Laws of l9I 1, provides for the em­
ployment of the inmates not to exceed eight ( 8) hours of each day 
excluding Sundays and holidays in the manufacture and production 
of such supplies as may J)e required for the Institutions of the State 

. I 

or for the preparation or manufacture of building materials, for 
the construction or repairs of a State Penal Reformatory or Correc­
tional Institution. 

Section 3 provides that the labor of inmates shall be so divided 
as to produce the greatest amount of actual products, articles and 
supplies needed in or by said institutions in the buildings, depart­
ments or offices of the state, or in any public institution or depart­
ment controlled by the State. 

Section 5 provides it shall be the duty of the said commission to 
assign the labor and industries to said institutions, due regard being 
had to the location and convenience of the institutions and ti1e other 
institutions to be supplied, the machinery now therein and the 
number of inmates in order to secure the best service and distribu­
tion of the labor. 

Section 17 provides that the Board of Managers of the various 
Institutions shall incorporate in their annual estimates for appro- • 
priations from the State, such sums that may be requested by each 
to carry out the provisions of this Act. 

The managing authorities of the Prison, as required under this 
provision, not having knowledge of what the Labor Commission 
may consider requisite for State Prison purposes, were at a loss to 
know what amount of money should be included in their annual 
estimates. 

The Labor Commission, organized, has been investigating the 
best methods, in their judgment, for the carrying out of the pro-

' visions of the law, but in the absence of an appropriation being made 
for the carrying out of the provisions of this act, no definite plan 
has been arranged for the providing employment of the labor of 
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the convicts, after the present contracts expire. Suggestions have 
been made for the employment of a certain number, on the roads 
and highways of the State, for the purchasing of a farm for the 
employment of a certain number, for their employment on quarry 
work, and as provided in the Act, for the manufacture of articles 
required for the use of the State Institutions, and Departments of 
the State. In view of the fact that! it would be dependent upon the 
Legislature to make appropriations to carry out any or all of the 
plans proposed, and as such sums that may be appropriated will not 
be available until July, 1913, and then will require a considerable 
period of time for the Commission to put in operation- any of the 
proposed suggestions, as the contracts ,now· in existence will expire 
in the early part of the year 1914, it is recommended that Legisla­
tion be passed authorizing the managing authorities of the Prison 
to extend, if not all, a nurn ber of the contracts now in exi~tence for 
a further period, so as to prevent the possibility of the convicts re­
ri1aining in idleness. 

The shops of the Prison are inadequate for the purpose of employ­
ing the whole number of inmates. It will require additional build­
ings to be constructed, and no space in the prison grounds being 
adaptable to such purpose, besides, it will require the purchase of 
machinery and the material for the various articles to be manufac­
tured, but it is a question whether the change of labor proposed will 
furnish sufficient employment for all the prisoners, which in my 
judgment is an important factor; both for the mental, moral and 
physical welfare of the inmates. In view of the fact, as above 
stated, I would recommend that the Arsenal buildings and grounds 
be turned over to the Prison authorities for this purpose, and also 
recommend that such appropriation be made· as may be considered 
adequate to make the necessary alterations, so that when the present 
.contracts expire, the men will not be left in idlleness for a long 
period of time which will necessarily follow 1 if provisions are not 
made until, as stated above, these present contracts expire. 

While the prevention of competition as far as possible, with 
outside labor and the revenue to be received are important factors, 
still the employment of the prisoner is of far greater importance for 
the mental, moral anci physi\;al welfare, and for the discipline of the 
inmates. It is earnestly hoped that the Legislature will give seri­
ous attention to the conditions as above stated. 
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FURNITURE, REPAIRS AND APPLIANCES. 

The amount appropriated for these purposes for the fiscal year 
just ended was Twelve Thousand dollars ($12,000.00) and the ex­
penditures during the fiscal year for the purchase of furniture, 
appliances and tools for the use of the prisoners, and for repairs 
to the prison buildings and grounds, amounted to eleven thousand 
two hundred and nine dollars and fifty-eight cents ($1 l ,209.58) 
being seven hundred and ninety-two dollars and forty cents 
( 792-40) less than the snm appropriated. I have not <leemed it nec­
essary to enumerate t-1.tc many items included in lhese expenditures, 
but call attention to items of this account, for which the larger ex­
penses were required, painting interior of Death-house, repairing 
bake-oven, new tile, building front arch and side walls for shop, 
14 boilers, laying concrete floors in four stalls and hall of stables, 
also wainscoating same, laying new branches for gas main for lamps 
in yard, remodeling photograph gallery, renewing steam line in cook 
house, renewing fire line in shops, painting hospital, repairing and 
painting all towers, renewing bath house shower system, rebuilding 
boiler walls on three boilers, painting front house, painting all necks 
running from centre and painting centre, purchase of two iron 
jacketed steam kettles, and drip pan for cook house kitchen, to 
replace ones worn out, for many other repairs which were necessary. 
The work in making the necessary repairs is done nearly all by 
prisoners under the direction of the Superintendent of Repairs, and 
the only expense attendant for such purposes is the cost of ma­
terials used. In addition to the expense attending the constant work 
of repairs, this appropriation must bear the expense of all purchases 
of cell and kitchen furniture and every kind of appliance needed 
for the care of prisoners. 

As required under the provisions of Chapter 23, Laws of 1908, 
practically all the supplies required for this Institution are purchased 
under contract, bids being solicited by advertisement and awards 
being made semi-annually to the lowest responsible bidder. The 
successful operation of the past fiscal year fully demonstrates the 
fact that not only is the contract system a good one, but that the 
supplies furnished under that system in the aggregate have been 
purchased at a lower price than they could have been in the open 
market. 

Recommendation was made to the Legislature at the session of 
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191 l requesting an appropriation applicable for the fiscal year 191 I 
for the purpose of sinking artesian wells, purchase of a tank, pump,. 
air compressor, and air receiver. Pursuant to such recommenda­
tion, an appropriation was granted of $6,ooo.oo for such purposes, 
and included in a Supplemental Appropriation Act, Chapter 300 of 
Laws of 191 I. Under provisions of Chapter 23, Laws of 1908, 
c.tdvertisement was made calling for proposals for the above men­
tioned purposes, and contracts were awarded and came within 
the sum appropriated, estimating that it would require the sinking 
of not more than three wells to a depth of three hundred feet ead1. 
As the work on these various contracts was not completed at the 
close of the fiscal year, the contracts ·were, after approval by the 
Attorney General and Governor, filed with the Comptroller of the 
Treasury, so as to prevent the appropriations made for these pur­
poses from lapsing, the contracts for the furnishing of the pump 
and air lift, compressor and receiver, and reservoir, were made 
dependent upon the well or wells yielding sufficient water to justify 
the installation of the machinery and, were made subject to a con­
dition that the BO:ard of Inspectors had full power and authority 
to cancel the same upon a payment of a sum not exceeding $100.00 
for each contract, which was to defray any and all expenses that 
the contractor may have incurred in executing the contract, etc. 

The work of sinking the first well was commenced in October, 
191 l, and was sunk to a depth of 300 feet, producing a natural yield 
of 47 gallons per minute; as this supply was deemed to be insufficient 
for the requirements of the Prison, two other wells ·were authorized 
to be driven. The second well yielded only tv\rr) gallons , and the 
third, fifteen gallons per minute. As this quantity was not what 
was thought to be necessary, the second well \vas sunk to an addi­
tional depth of 148 feet, and the third to an additional depth of 
76 feet, producing no additional supply of water, as the Board of 
Inspectors thought if the last two wells were shot, it would; pro­
duce a more adequate supply of water, the contractor was author­
ized to shoot the last two wells, which resulted in no increase of 
water in either of then-i. The amount expended for the sinking and 
shooting of the wells was $3,486.23, leaving a balance still applicable 
of $2,513.77 to cover the other necessary expenditure required for 
the reservoir, pump, air lift, and the compressor and receiver. This 
sum being $1,092.23 more than the amount left of this appropriation i 

for these purposes. The water furnished by the city from Octobe".,..11 
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l, i91 l, to October l, 1912, \Yas 39,186,378 gallons, and the cost 
price for the same was .0802 per hundred gallons. 

The estimated quantity of water that can be furnished from the 
three \\·ells, pumping twenty-four hours a day, is 33,638,400 gallons, 
leaving a necessary quantity to be furnished, based on the quantities 
furnished during the year above stated, of 5,547,987 gallons. The 
gallons that could be supplied from the three walls at the price 
paid for the same per gallon qf water furnished by the city, would 
result in the saving of $2,697.80, which would net on an investment 
of $7.500.00-the amount required to be expended, an interest of 
35 8/ 10% , and would in a period of three years more than pay 
the amount expended. 

In view of the facts stated above, I would recommend that an 
appropriation of $I,500 be included in the Supplemental Act of 
Appropriations, applicable to the fiscal year '.) f 1913, to enable 
the authorities to carry out the completion of the equipment for 
the supply of artesian water for the State Prison. 

Recommendations '''ere made to the Legislature •at the sessions 
of 191 r and 191 2, recommending appropriations for the fiscal year 
of 191 l and 1912 for the following purposes: 

For cooking apparatus and equipment in kitchen and _ 
F or titing- the walls and floors of the cook house and kitchen. 
Pursuant with such recommendations, appropriations were 

granted for the said purposes and included in the Supplemental 
Acts and made applicable to the fiscal years of l9I l and 1912. 

Pursuant with Chapter 23, of Laws of 1908, advertisements 
were made calling for proposals for the above mentioned purposes~ 

and contracts ·were awarded to the following persons: 
To V. Clad & Sons, for furnishing cooking apparatus and equip­

ment in kitchen. 
John C. Hills, for tiling walls and floors of cook house and kitchen. 
As the work of these contracts was not near completion at the 

close of the respective fiscal years, both contracts, were after 
approval b:v the Attorney General, filed with the Comptroller of 
the Treasury, so as to prevent the appropriations made for these 
purposes from lapsing. 

Both these contracts were awarded for less than the sum appro­
priated to the work and the work on the first was completed in the 
fiscal ye~r of 1912 and the work on the second will be completect 
in 1913.

The amount appropriated for these purposes was $3,000, and the 
amount expended therefor, was $1,800, which was $1,200 less than 
the sum appropriated for the equipping of the Prison with an 
up-to-date cooking apparatus, which has been long required. 

As the work of tiling was dependent upon the installation of 
.the cooking apparatus, and as same has not been completed, during 
the fiscal year just ended, the amount of expenditure for these 

- purposes was not paid during the year. Upon the completion of 
the tiling wor~, the Prison will be equipped with a model cooking 
apparatus and equipment, which not only being sanitary, but has 
been a long needed want of the Institution. The tiling as required 
under the contract is for the walls ·and floors of the cook-house 
kitchen. 

The new water main, installed by the city, not only furnished 
~l better supply of water, but also provides better facilities for pro­
tection from fire. While the Prison has an auxiliary fire system 
which enables them in case of necessity to call on a fire department 
of the city, and in addition is equipped with hydrants, hose and 
fire extinguishers. which are placed in the various shops and other 
parts of the Prison, and a number of inmates, in charge of the 
Deputy Keeper, are under fire drill in case of emergency, still, I 
believe, that in addition to the above equipment, we should have 
two chemical engines, which would give better and quicker service 
in case of fire, besides resulting in less loss to the state, by reason 
of damage to goods, that would be caused by the use of water in 
such a case. 

As these could be purchased at a cost, not exceedinis $250 each, 
I would recommend that an appropriation of ($.soo.oo) Five Hun­
dred Dollars be included in _ the Supplemental Appropriations Act 
of the year 1913, for such a purpose. 

It is perhaps proper to say that the law which defines· the duty 
of the Supervisor of the Prison makes it i"ncumbent upon him to 
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take entire charge of the personal property ')f the Prison, and 
makes him responsible for its proper care and! use; and he is also 
charged with the duty of providing the daily supplies of food, etc., 
required for the proper care of the inmates; he has the direction 
of the operation of the Prison shops as well as the labor of the 
other prisoners-excepting those employed under the direction of 
the Principal Keeper in the household, and sanitary affairs of the 
prison; he is charged with the purchase and care of all the furni­
ture and materials req{iired for the use of the State Prison, in the 
care of _the convicts and! in their employment, in keeping the 
grounds and buildings in repair, and he is charged with and re­
sponsibl~ for all its financial operations. Some of these duties are 
specifically imposed by law, while others are subject to the general 
powers given to the Board of Inspectors to adopt rules for the 
government of the Prison. A statement of these duties is pres­
ented for the reason that the presence in this report of matters 
which without this explanation might not seem to come within 
the province of the Supervisor. 

It is with the greatest gratification that I am able to record, by 
reason of the harmonious official relations between the Board of 
Inspectors and the Supervisor, such construction of the law has 
been reached and put into practice as promotes the interests of the 
institution in the spirit obviously intended by the various and some­
times conflicting statutes. 

The hearty co-operation of all the officers and the successful 
results that have been shown in the management of the Prison 
clearly demonstrates the wisdom of the present system of govern­
ment. 

In closing the report for the year, I desire to express to the 
Board of Inspectors and the Hon. Thomas B. Madden, Keeper, my 
high appreciation for all assistance rendered and the kindly co-oper­
ation with me in the exercise of my official duties. For the 
kindly assistance of the Physicians, Moral Instructors and sub­
ordinate officers of the Prison, I express my thanks.

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MAIL AND PACKAGE DEPARTMENT. 

There were received for prisoners during the year 38,022 letters, 
a daily average of 104.2. These were read, the prisoners registered 
number and hall location marked thereon, and when found admiss­
ible were handed to the proper Hall Keeper for delivery to the 
prisoner. 

The number of letters mailed for prisoners during ·the year was 
I6,998, a monthly average of 1416.5; of this number 973 were sent 
to foreign countries. These letters were read and entered! upon tf.te 
registry book by recording the name and number of the sender and 
to whom addressed and the proper postage placed thereon be­
fore mailing. 

The total number of packages received foi- prisoners during the 
year was I2,777, a monthly average of 1064.7. The contents of 
these packages were carefully examined, and if found permissible, 
were entered: in detail upon the distribution book and then sent to 
the proper Hall Keeper for delivery to the prisoner for '.vhom they 
were intended ~ and a receipt for the same was obtained . 

VISITS. 

The number of visits to prisoners by relatives and friends during 
the year (permitting one or more at a time) was 3,9I6, a, monthly 
average of 326. A record of each visit is recorded in the Visitors' 
Book. 

The amount of money received for the prisoners in letters or 
left by relatives or friends when visiting the prison was $7,452.03 
and this . amount was promptly placed to the credit of the respec­
tive prisoners. 

IDENT IFICATIO NS. 

During the past year a Bureau of Identification has been estab­
lished in the prison according to the requirements of the statute 
in such cases made and provided. 

Our method of procedure is to take a photograph and the finger 
prints and make a complete physical description of each convict 
when entering the prison. These completed descriptions are classi­
fied and filed for future reference. 

It is my belief that our system is abreast with the up-to-date 
methods of identification. 
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LIBRARY. 

I call your attention to the Prison Library which consists of 
about 3,000 volumes andl is made up of books in various languages 
according to our needs. It consists of books donated by the Trenton 

· Free Public Library· and other sources and some new books have 
been purchased in the past from the proceeds arising from the 
several sums of money belonging to the inmates of the prison 
which has been kept on interest1 bearing deposit. 

A large number of our books at the present time are more or 
less soiled, dilapidated and unsanitary by reason of continued 
daily use. Our supply of catalogues is also exhausted. 

A good! library is one of the great needs of our prison. All 
that can be said of the use of good books applies with emphasis 
to our prison and goes far towards maintenanc'e of good order and 
economy. I can conceive of no way whereby money can be more 
beneficially expended than for a good prison library . It is need­
less to allege that the inducements towards pollution are great, and 
it goes without saying that the saving influence of good books is 
immeasurable. I would recommend and urge that at least $1 ,ooo 
should be appropriated for the purchase of a new supply of books 
and catalogues and that annually thereafter an appropriation of 
at least $500 for the purchase of supplies, the repair of books and 
the purchase of new books in substitution for those that are worn 
out by constant daily use. 

I desire particularly to call your attention to the overcrowded 
condition of the prison. Only one person confined in a cell is per-

. mitted under the law. In some of the single cells, 5 feet by 7 feet, 
we have two persons confined, while in one of the old wings 
where the cells are sufficiently large to adequately provide for two 
persons, we have been compelled to add a third in order to care 
for the increasing numbers. In other words, we have a popula­
tion of I ,527 inmates with cell capacity for only about I ,200. 

Again the imperative need for more extended grounds. \.Vithin 
a space less than five and one-half acres we are housing r.527 in­
mates at the present writing with the number gradually increasing. 
This limited area contains the hospital and yard, the shops, electro­
cution plant, cook house and store room. wash house, chapel and 
library, front house containing offices for the various departments, . 
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the centre rotunda, and the wings in which the prisoners are con­
fined. Nearly all too condensed for practical purposes. 

In this very limited space it is plain to be seen there cannot be 
a yard of sufficient size to properly exercise the men. The Hos­
pital yard is used on Saturdays onec-half hour for each gang of 
men which is the sum total of exercise the shop men receive, but 
this yard should be reserved excl1tsively for hospital purposes. A 
separate and distinct building, with yard space provided, should 
be constructed for tubercular patients. In the older parts of the 
prison the sanitary condition is bad and cannot be remedied to 
any great extent without reconstruction. The cells in the main 
are antiquated in their sanitary and ventilating appointments. 
Limited seating capacity in the chapel requires attention "if the 
privilege of worship is to be encouraged. The inadequacy of the 
cook house appointments is apparent upon inspection, but recently 
has been materially improved, and-much needed legislation is re­
quired relative to the employment of men when the present contract 
system is terminated, and greater power and protection must be 
given the Principal Keeper if the provision recently enacted by 
the Legislature concerning the employment of inmates upon the 
public highways is to be effectually carried out.

Physicians' Report 

To the Honorable Board of Inspectors of the New Jersey State 
Prison: 

GENTLEMEN : In submitting this, our annual report for the year 
ending October 31st, 1912, we are pleased to inform you that the 
general health of the institution has, as a rule, been good. 

During November, 1911, we had a small number of cases of 
typhoid fever. The State Board of Health was called in and was 
unable to trace the cause uf the mildl outbreak. In December, 1911, 
through the kindness of you gentlemen, we inoculated over 1,000 
prisoners with anti-typhoid serum, after the method adopted by the 
United States Army; and we are pleased to state that there has 
not been a case of typhoid fever in the institution from the date 
of inoculation to the date of this report. We had no trouble fol­
lowing the inoculation in any case. Vv e consider it a very wise 
precaution, and would! advise the inoculation of such men as have 
entered the institution since the date of inoculation. 

The number of men admitted to the hospital and excused from 
work has somewhat increased, undoubtedly due to the increased 
number of inmates. We give the men the benefit of all doubt and 
get them under our direct observation as soon as possible, which, 
in a large number of cases, cuts short what might have been a long 
and! serious illness. 

'Ne vaccinate all prisoners upon admission and keep them in 
quarantine under observation for fourteen days. 

We have had an unusual number of operations during the year, 
such as those for hernias; leg, finger and toe amputations; appen­
dictomies, fistul~, removal of tumors, hemorrhoids, eye, ear, nose 
and throat operations; and it is gratifying to state that they have 
been successful in every case. We never operate unless the prisoner 
gives his consent. 

There is one sick call a day, and the prisoners have the privilege 
of visiting the resident physician's office at any time during the 
day. We have seen over thirty-five thousand men during the year; 

(45) 
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that includes men at ''Doctor Call" and men visiting the hospital; 
and we have sent twenty thousand pieces of medicine to the wings. 

We have two clinics a. week for treatment of ·eye, ear, nose and 
throat disease. A graduate dlentist from the city visits the hos­
pital once a week to care for the teeth of all inmates who care to 
employ him. 

We have had twenty-one deaths during the year, due to the fol­
lowing causes: Eleven due to tuberculosis, and one to each of the 
following: cancer of the gall bladder, cancer of the liver, typhoid 
meningitis, suicide by hanging, paresis, angina pectoris, myocard­
itis, acute dilation of the heart, apoplexy, general anasarca. 

The good health of the inmates is due mostly to the good sani­
tary conditions existing, regular hours, proper food, the daily 
inspection of which has proven it to be clean, abundant and pro­
perly cooked as well as nutritious in character. Prompt medical 
attention has been another important factor. We have as liberal 
a system of yard exercise as is consistent with the existing condi­
tions. We would advocate more fresh air, and sunshine; but 
the inmates have all that is possible in their present surroundings .. 

No inmate suffering from tubercular trouble is allowed to work 
in the shops or wings. They are taken to the hospital, placed in 
one of the tubercular wards where they are segregated as well 
as possible, and they are given a liberal supply of fresh eggs, milk, 
fresh air and! as much outdoor air as possible. Sputum cups are 
furnished the:n:i to use, and these are collected daily and taken to 
the crematory. Strong germicides are used in keeping the wards 
clean. We have twenty-eight cases of known tuberculosis in the 
institution. 

We are endeavoring to maintain th.e high standard of -proficiency 
established by Dr. Thomas1 H. MacKenzie, who served the institu­
tion faithfully and successfully for eighteen years, and who re­
signed his position last year. 

The sanitary condition of the entire prison is very good and re­
markably clean, especially. in the female department. We desire to 
commend the thorough manner in which that department is con­
ducted under the direction of the Head Matron and her compet­
ent assistants. 

In the administration of our department we wish to thank our ex­
perienced keeper, Hon. Thomas B. Madden and our accomplished 
(;lnd generous Supervisor, Joseph P. McCormack, and also your Hon-
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orable Board of Inspectors, all of whom have refused us nothing 
m our efforts to care for the sick in the prison. 

Our thanks are also due to the ever ready and active co-operation 
of all Deputy Keepers in our daily duties.

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Mural Instructor's Report 

To Hon. Woodrow Wilson, Governor of the State of New Jersey: 
' Srn-As Moral Instructor of the New Jersey State Prison, I 

herewith submit my annual report reviewing my work during the 
past year. 

I am firmly convinced that in addition to a good library and 
wholesome reading matter, the greatest factor in the reform of the 
prisoners is the presentation of Biblical truths. To this end my 
constant effort in Sunday service and during my cell visitations 
to the inmates, is to urge them to repent. of their sins and believe 
in the love of their Heavenly Father as revealed in the unspeakable 
gift of His beloved Son, Jes us Christ. I try to show them that 
they can be saved from the power of guilt and be made good and 
useful men and women when they go out into the world. This ex­
perience strengthens them to resist the temptation to sin. The 
many letters I receive from discharged prisoners show that the 
grace of God keeps them from turning back into dangerous ways. 

In my daily work I am heartily helped by Christian men and 
women, especially by Maud Booth, the excellent leader of the Vol­
unteer Army, to whom I am under great obligations. She not only 
freely gives her ministrations to those in prison, but when they go 
out she takes them under her care in her Hope Hall, secures them 
employment and thus helps them to lead a true life. I am also 
aided by our Principal Keeper, Thomas B. Madden, who by his 
untiring and judicious interest and work assists largely in the bet­
terment of those under his care. A good library and excellent lit­
erature sent by friends contributes to the reformation of those in­
carcerated. The night school in- the charge of Mr. Lanning is 
doing a good work in teaching the ignorant. I am encouraged to 
know that a work is being done that will prove a blessing not only 
to the convicts, but will tend to lessen criminal iife on the outside 
world. I am under great obligations to the Board of Inspectors, 
Supervisor, Mr, McCormack, Drs. Reddan and . Crane, Mr. Mad­
den, Principal Keeper, Mrs. Madden, the Matron, and tho?. undet 
officers of the prison for their help in my arduous work.

To the Board of Jnsp~ctnrs of the New Jersey State Prison: 

GEN'lLEMEN-As Jewish Moral Instructor of the New Jersey 
State Prison, I beg herewith to submit my first annual report be­
fore the Board for the year ending October 31, 1912. 

On that date tl~ere were forty prisoners under my charge, one 
of whom was a woman. I beg herewith to state that the number 
of those for whose moral and spiritual well being I have been as­
signed to care have, thus far, not been increased. 

My connection with the State Prison began on the first of July, 
r912. During the four months of my ministration as Jewish Moral 
Instructor, unremitting effort was made to maintain and to ripen, 
amongst the prisoners of my faith, such religion that shall stimu­
late their minds to right thinking, and their hearts to nght feeling, 
and their hands to right doing,-in short, that shall lead them in 
the path . of righteousness. The greater number of the prisoners 
of my faith incarLerated in this Instil utio n are foreign born, and 
are ignorant not only of the language and laws of our land, but 
also of the laws and precepts of their own faith. Take for example 
such countries as Russia and Roumania, where Jews are not per­
mitted to enter the public schools or any other public place of in­
struction, either religious or secular; where they are down-trodden, 
persecuted, maligned; outraged and abused, and they constitute the 
larger portion of Jewish prisoners in our American Institutions. As a 
matter of fact, I find a large majority of such prisoners right here in 
this Institution, and to my amazement I find nearly all well acquainted 
with the language of our land, who read English fluently and who 
are able to respond to Divine service in the vernacular. This, as I 
understand, is largely d(le to the excellent and diligent work of the 
School Board and School Teacher of this Institution. 

Religious services were held on the last Saturday afternoons of 
every month, and were well attended. The conduct and behavior 
of the men. without any exception, has been very modest. · They 
seem to appreciate the privilege of attending divine service, and ear­
nestly strive to be taught and influenced by my instructions. Since 
I assumed charge last July, one of the prisoners has been regularly 
discharged after a five year service-that being his third term, who 
upon his release called at my home in Jersey City, confessed before 
Mrs. Goetz and myself, all his wrong doings, but said, "he has re-
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pented," will listen to the words of my exhortation, will avoid the 
path of evil and walk in the path of righteousness. We have taken 
care of him and have procured work for him, and he is so far mak­
ing good. That, of1 course, is a source of considerable encourage­
ment to me, and of great elevation to those who are desirous for 
the restoration to the true life. 

In response to my appeal, the Supervisor, Mr. J. P. McCormack, 
is negotiating for the necessary supply of Bibles and prayer books 
for my men that will be of great moral value to them. 

In the report of the N ew1 Jersey State Prison of 191 l, I noticed 
that extra meals were given the inmates on July 4th, Thanksgiving 
and Christmas Day, thus distinguishing the sacred and holy days 
from those of other week days. While we Jews have always re­
spected the honor and dignity of Independence and Thanksgiving 

. days, and while we American Jews of today regard the great Chris­
tian festival of Christmas with brotherly feeling, and even share 
some of the gladness it brings to our Gentile fellow-citizens because 
our lines have fallen in pleasant places, yet I should be thankful if 
the Board would grant extra meals to the unfortunates of my faith 
on their sacred and holy clays, thus distinguishing the sacredness 
of their festival from those of the week day defilements. 

In September last, just a few clays before Israel's New Year 
(Hebrew "Rosh Hashanah"), and Day of Atonement (Hebrew 
''Yorn Kippur") the principal keeper, Mr. Thomas B. Madden, did 
kindly respond to my appeal by relieving my men from their labor 
on these sacred clays, and I must express my sincerest thanks and 
hearty appreciation for the many kind courtesies this gentleman 
has shown me and my men in whom he has fostered a feeling of 
love and respect and affectionate sentimer;ts. I am assured that 
th~ Board will, upon request, grant my men such extra meals on 
their most principal festive and holy days, such as the Passover 
festival as recorded in Numbers XXVIII, 16-25 ; "Rosh Hashanah'' 
andi "Y om Kippur," Isreal's New Year and Day of Atonement, re­
corded in same Book, Chap. XXIX, l- I l. 

It is no exaggeration to say that during the short period of my 
experience at the State Prison I have had with the prisoners, not 
only of my faith but those of other denominations, that there is a 
manifest growth of religious inquiry, of thoughtful seriousness, and 
with quite a number this spirituality is oetokened by sweetened tem­
pers and increased tenderness of feeling. You are to be compli-
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mented and congratulated for having such able Moral Instructors 
as the venerable Rev. Mr. George C. Maddock and the Rev. Father 
Aloys M. Fish and his substitute, the Rev. Father Alexis Graff, and 
to the successor of both, Rev. Edw. C. Gr_iffin. My short experience 
in the religious work among prisoners impresses me very much 
indeed. 

The conviction is gaining ground that religious character can 
be cultivated; that it is a veritable quality of being, inbred and in­
wrought by religious culture; that criminals are capable of being 
changed for the better by this means, and that education, in its 
broad sense, is the true title for the process. 

Let us, therefore, continue to lend our influence and our aid to 
plant such means in this Institution, being assured that where we 
have found the "phiiosophy of the plan of salvation" for the fallen 
of our fellow creatures we) shall have found God's plan for saving 
the race, and may feel the force of those divine words, "Inasmuch 
as ye have done it unto one of the least of those My brethren, ye 
have done it unto Me." 

I desire to express my heartiest appreciation for the kind and 
cordial assistance rendered by you gentlemen of the Board in the 
exercise of my duties. To the Principal Keeper, the Supervisor and 
all other officers and deputies, I beg to extend my heartiest thanks 
for the cordial and kind assistance in my work.

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To the Board of Inspectors of the New Jersey State Priso11: 

GENTLEMEN :-Under the rules adopted by this Board the school 
has had a very successful year. The interest taken in the school 
by the inmates shows no abatement. The enrollment during the 
year was larger than previous years. 

During the year the attendance and condluct was all that could be 
desired; very few absenting themselves. The failure in most cases 
to. attend the sessions was caused by sickness; showing how highly 
the school privilege is appreciated. 

The school library has been a source of great benefit to all en­
rolled, and quite a number of inmates while not enrolled in the 
school have taken advantage of the opportunity afforded them by 
applying for books on history, geography, civics, arithmetic and 
other subjects. The supplementary library has been a great aid 
to those enrolled in the school. Care having been taken to outline 
a course of useful reading. 

The Stereopticon Lectures given on various holidays have been 
very beneficial; the subjects being historical and civic. 

While on these conditions more than three hundred men were 
gathered and the room darkened, yet there has not been one in­
stance of misconduct. 

The beneficial effect was, that it awakened in many a strong de-
sire to become more familiar with these subjects. 

Total enrollment November Ist, I9II, 37I Males, II Females. 
Total enrollment November Ist, I9I2, 409 Males, I4 Females. 
The evening school in which the rudiments are taught, there are 

enrolled, 347; this number cannot be handled every evening with 
the present facilities, and therefore, they are divided into three 
classes, which are held five nights each week; giving one class 
(Standard I), three nights, and the other two, (Standard II and 
III), one night each week. 
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Taking the Cell Study in the higher branches, without the priv­
ilege of instruction in common, there are 62. Females in Cell 
Study, but gathered for supplementary instruction one morning 
each week, 14. 

Thus at the close of the fiscal year, there are 423 inmates (an in­
crease of 41 over last year), applying themselves to study under 
the direction of the Prison School Board.
