EXAMINATIONS FOR DRIVERS' LICENSES.

The total number of applicants examined was 142,998, a decrease from 1927
of 2,496. Rejections totaled 26,924, or approximately 18.8 per. cent. as con-
trasted with 19.8 per cent. rejections in 1927, or a difference of about one per
cent.

- therefore, the figures seem to indicate that our standards of examination remain
fairly uniform. But for one fact, the writer would urge that our examination.
standards be made more rigid, particularly regarding applicants’ who border on
illiteracy. Very few of the States have examination for drivers’ licenses and
in some of our most populous States—Ohio, and Illinois to give two instances—
nothing whatsoever is required of any person, fit or otherwise, who may elect
to pilot a motor car on a public highway. " During the year we examine many
floaters from non-license States and some of these applicants balk at submitting’
to a test.

The case of Lester Turner, 32 Berry Street, Dover, N. J—

On January 1, 1928, Lester E. Turner was arrested by Fred W.
Plumstead, Chief of Police, of the Town of Kenvil. He was
charged with operating a motor vehicle while under the influence
of intoxicating liquor as testified by C. A. Plume, Succasunna,
and ran into a pole, overturning car, resulting in the death of one
Ruth Vanderhoof. Defendant was held on a separate charge for
manslaughter, and was committed to the County Jail to await the

.action of the Grand Jury. .

Our records show that Daniel Malette, of 196 Orange Street,

Newark, while under the influence of liquor, ran over and killed
Charles Covello, of 672 North Sixth Street, Newark, on January
22,1928. He was sentenced to three and a half years in the State
Prison by Judge Dallas Flannagan. The sentence was in addition
to one of two years, imposed on March 19, 1927, for the theft of
the car he was driving at the time of the accident.

¥1er fiance, Floyd Guilleadu, of Oceanport, was struck and forced
1ntt.o a pole at Bridge Avenue and River Street by another machine
driven by Raymond Welsh. Welsh, after a medical examination
was pronounced under the influence of intoxicating liquor. Tht;
cr.ash ff)rced the young woman’s head and shoulders through the
\fv1ndsh1eld. She sustained a broken neck and severe cuts and her
jugular vein was severed by the glass. Welsh admitted that he
had taken the car for a “joy ride.” He abandoned the car an
fled from the scene immediately after the crash. :
Charles. Oliver, of New Brunswick, New Jersey, on October 16
1928, while driving in a drunken condition and in the middle oé'
the road, struck a motor-cycle officer who was operating a motor-
cycle.owned by the Union County Park Commission. The officer
Edwin B. Fitzpatrick, was struck head-on and was thrown upm;
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the hood of the engine and some sharp object (probably on the
radiator cap which was broken off and not found) pierced his
right lung. He was taken to St. Elizabeth’s Hospital, where he
died at 8.20 P. M., on October 17th. Charles Oliver left the
scene of the accident. He was sentenced to sixty days in jail and
his license revoked for driving while intoxicated and he was held
for the Grand Jury on the charge of manslaughter.
~ Another case of driving while intoxicated resulted in the death
of a school girl, Evelyn Harris, of Rio Grande, New Jersey.
Frank Cox, of Cape May Court House, was charged with man-
slaughter following an inquest into the death of Miss Harris. The
testimony showed that Mr. Cox had been drinking and admitted
that he had drank some whiskey, followed by beer as a “chaser.”
Companions of the young girl who were with her at the time of
the fatal mishap, said that she was walking on the gravel shoulder
of the road about six inches off the concrete when struck by the
machine driven by Frank Cox.

James B. Lahey, of Grantwood, N. J., is another example. He

. was charged with driving while intoxicated on August 4, 1928,

and he was charged with responsibility for the death of Izzie
‘Donato who died as the result of injuries sustained in this acci-
dent by the car which Lahey was driving while in an intoxicated
condition. It is only fair to add, however, that the defendant was
exonerated of the manslaughter charge.

Philip Slaughter, of Woodstown, New Jersey, was sent to State
Prison for manslaughter owing to his having caused the death of

. Mrs. Minnie Ashfan, having collided with her car while driving

his own car in an intoxicated condition.

Paul Alfano, of Jersey City, was charged with driving under
the influence of intoxicating liquor on August 26, 1928, and with
causing an accident resulting in the death of one Ada Kennedy.
The accident occurred on the Lincoln Highway near Princeton.

The facts and figures recited above speak for themselves.

. The position of the Motor Vehicle Department, with respect
to the intoxicated: automobile driver, is well known. We insist
that the favoritism so frequently reflected in intoxicated driving
cases be eliminated and that magistrates, police officers and the
citizenry of New Jersey, do their full duty in bringing to the bar
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of justice, every person who drives an automobile in an intoxi-
cated condition. One of the difficulties in our efforts to outlaw
the drunken driver, is the ease with which liquor can be obtained
and the popularity which seems to attach to its consumption.

REPORT OF DEPUTY ATTORNEY-GENERAL PAUL SUPINSKI.

: December 31st, 1928,
Honorable William L. Dill, Commissioner of Motor Vehicles, Trenton,
New Jersey:

Dzar Srr—Complying, with your request for a brief summary of my work

as Special Counsel for the Motor Vehicle Department during the year 1928,
I beg to submit the following statement. '

My work can be easily segregated under two separate heads: Special Counsel
and his Office Work, and Deputy Attorney-General and his Trial Work.

SPECIAL COUNSEL AND HIS OFFICE WORK.

The Department among other important duties is charged with coliecting

various taxes, fines, general supervision of the enforcement of the Motor

Vehicle Laws, supplying the magistrates and other officers of the Department
with the legal blanks, etc. This calls for personal attendance of the Counsel
at the regular office of the Department, and his advice and assistance. I have
assigned for that purpose two definite days, Monday and Wednesday, of each
week at the office in the Department, and I have found the work at the office
of such volume that it was necessary at times to add an extra day a week.
Many of the magistrates, police heads, and other persons interested in auto--
mobile laws frequently seek advice and aid of the Motor Vehicle Department
in matters of jurisdiction, law violations, traffic regulations, etc. In each of
these cases where points of law were involved I have endeavored to promptly
assist and counsel them personally or by correspondence, thus generally con-
tributing, in my modest way, to the proper administration of the automobile
laws in this State. '

DEPUTY ATTORNEY-GENERAL AND HIS TRIAL WORK.

Under the Motor Vehicle Act and Trafic Act, the Attorney-General is
charged with a duty of appearing for the State in Motor Vehicle Appeal
Cases where complainants are either members of the State Police or Motor:
Vehicle Inspectors. In addition, thereto, the County Prosecutors are author-
ized to ask the Attorney-General to appear in person or by his assistant in
cases instituted by the local police. ’

As Deputy Attorney-General assigned to the Motor Vehicle Department I
was in complete charge of the Attorney-General’s cases and also aided the
Prosecutor’s of the Pleas in seven counties, who had previously made that

request. The local police court cases in those counties added almost fifty per

cent to my trial work.

During the last year my predecessor in the office and I have tried over one
hundred Motor Vehicle appeal cases, mostly drunken driver cases. At least
seventy-five per cent of our trials resulted in convictions of the defendants.
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Most of the acquittals were due to defects in the preparation c?f the papers
in the courts below by magistrates or their clerks,‘ who were either careless
or did not know their work, I may add that I have found, on the whole, a
bona fide cooperation. on the part of the judges hearing the. appeals and a very
encouraging willingness to enforce the automobile law, particularly the drunken
driving section, on the part of the Motor Vehicle Inspectors and the State -
Police. ) .

In addition to the prosecution of the drunken driver and other motor vehicle
appeals, I have appeared as Counsel for the Commissﬁonex" anq the State of
New Jersey in cases taken up on review and by certiorari. I alsq appeare.d
in at least six important motor vehicle violation cases before magx_?trates in
different parts of the State at evening sessions_ of their courts. This was in
compliance with special requests of the Commissioner who was apprehensive
that because of lack of State’s Counsel justice might have been thwarted. .The
result in these cases were four convictions, one adjournment, and one acquittal.

It must be borne in mind that in these prosecutions over the entire State a
considerable portion of my time was consumed by traveling and that all of the
cases were disposed of at my first appearance. Some of them were because
of one or another substantial reason continued to another day until they were
disposed of by trial or.on motion. .

I wish to conclude this short synopsis or statement of my ?vork in connec-
tion with the Motor Vehicle Department with simple and sincere thanks to
you and your assistarts also that of the Attorney-General’s Office for the
whole-hearted aid in my work.

NEW LEGISLATION

We urge the enactment of the following new laws or amend-
ments to the Motor Vehicle and Traffic Acts: .

Amendment to the Gasoline Tax Law, holding liable any. dis-
tributor who causes to be manufactured in New Jersey, fuels

| - subject to a tax. 'This amendment is designed to meet 2 condition

set up by the refisal of the Pan American Petroleum Corpora-
tion to pay to the State of New Jersey a tax of $29,934.68, on gas
refined by the Pan American Petroleum Corporation, under con-
tract, in the State of New Jersey, by the Standard Oil Company
of New Jersey and the Tide Water Qil Company.

An amendment or a supplement to the Traffic Act Act of 1928,
giving to Magistrates and to the Commissioner of Motor Ve-

" hicles, the power to revoke a license whenever any section of the

Traffic Act has been violated, the defendant found guilty of such
violation and in the judgment of the Magistrate or Commissioner,
revocation is justified.

A law to compel automobile owners to file a policy of insurance
as a prerequisite for obtaining registration plates, or in lieu
thereof, to submit evidence of financial responsibility to meet any
judgment that may be returned. The demand for compulsory
insurance is becoming more insistent. Latest statistics disclose

L that less than 30 per cent. of the car owners operating over the

highways of New Jersey, carry the necessary coverage.

A law to give to- the Commissioner of Motor Vehicles the
power to cite offenders before him, even though the violation
occurs in a county other than the county wherein the hearing is
held.

A law to set up the machinery and to-expedite the work of
refunding the moneys paid to the State in accordance with the
provisions of Chapter 184, Laws of 1927 (Excise Tax), which
law was declared unconstitutional by Vice-Chancellor Buchanan

in October last.
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We strongly urge the enactment of a law that will prevent the
indiscriminate dumping of automobiles along the Public High-
ways. Junk men during the past few years have made a practice
to discard automobile bodies, broken fenders, and what not,
wherever an opportunity presents itself, with the result that not
only are the fields along the public highway in many places filled
with abandoned cars, but every place where dumping otherwise
is allowed, is becoming such an eye-sore to the traveling public
that what is commonly known as “Automobile Grave Yards”

should be prohibited, to the end that the scenic beauties of New

Jersey may be maintained.

* CONCLUSIONS

The few recommendations which we have made for new legis- -

lation are indicative of the satisfaction accruing from our Motor
Vehicle and T'raffic Acts.

The Gasoline Tax law has been one of the most satisfactory
of all legislative enactments we have ever been called upon to
enforce. The expense of operating has been negligible. and re-

turns far in excess of the fondest anticipation. It is unquestion- .

ably the most equitable tax ever imposed in New Jersey. The
receipts from this Tax should never, however, be diverted from
their present use.

We close this Annual Report, with a profund sense of grate-
fulness for the cooperation received at your hands and for the
loyalty and unselfishness of those who are directly associated
with the Department work.

Thanks are due to Deputy Commissioner Arthur W. Magee,
Deputy Attorney-General Paul Supinski, Esquire, and to our
most worthy staff of clerical assistants. Priceless indeed has
been the service of this untiring body of men and women on duty
in the Trenton office.

To the Press of New Jersey, may I not say that the space de-
voted to our work, and the frequency with which this press has
called upon our people to uphold the law, and to observe the law,

129

has unquestionably been a vital contributing factor to any prog-
ress we have made. Our appreciation for the courtesies received
at their hands is deep and abiding.

To the Agents, just one word in their behalf. Let the public
be conscious of the great strain under which our Agents labor
during the closing hours of the year. Let cheerfulness be the
companion of the public as they wend their way to the. bure.:«.lu
in quest of plates or licenses. Better still—avoid congestion, dis-
comfiture and turmoil, if you will, by applying for your plates
and licenses as soon after November fifteenth as possible instead
of waiting until the last moment. :
